The Right W. Grand Master then read his annual address,
which was well received, after whiph he referred in a feeling
manner to the illness of the R. W, Grand Secretary, Bro, Thog,
Keyes.

ADDRESS :

7o the members of the Provincial Grand Lodge of Ontario West
in Grand Lodge assembled :

My DEAR BRETHREN :

Through the Providence of God I am again permitted to
meet you all in Grand Lodge and congratulate you on the
continued prosperity of our beloved Order, not only in this
Province but throughout the British Empire. ‘

I shall not detain you at this time by entering into any statis.
tical information regarding our Order in this Province, as the
usual able report of our Grand Secretary will give you all that
information. {

In the first place allow me to call your attention to the mat-
ter of incorporation of this Grand Lodge, which has again been
rejected by the Ontario Parliament. Brethren, we have asked
nothing contrary to our constitution or the welfare of
this Dominion ; we have asked nothing whicl, we are not will
ing to grant unto others, and stjll we are refuse8 ; but, Brethren,
we have now thereason from the Attorney General himself
that the Church of Rome is not willing that we should have
our incorporation, therefore he asks his followers to vote it
down. Now, Brethren, allow me to impress upon you all the
necessity of being united on this important matter, and when
the time comes for those men to ask your suffrage again at
the poll to let them know that we have been led by party long
enough. It is now Protestantism first and party afterwards;
as it is time we, as Orangemen, were up and doing, when we
find the Church of Rome ruling the Parliament of Protestant
Ontario. Brethren, this state of things calls loudly for the ac-
tive interference of the Orange Body, and let our motto be as
was our forefathers of old when persecuted for righteousness
sake—Vo Surrender, until we receive equal justice. We want
nothing more, and shall be satisfied with nothing less.

According with your wishes I undertook to represent this
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S

Grand Lodge at the Grand Council held in the City of Lon-
donderry, Ireland, on the 1gth of last July, and on the 24th of
Jast June, in. company with Brothers John Lynn, County
Master, N. York, and William Johnston, G. L. P., of Quebec,
1 left for that purpose, and after a very’ pleasant passage ar-
rived in that City one week before Bros. Bowell, \V'lm.e, and
Johnston, the other delegates. That week I spent visiting the
place of my birth until the arrival of the other delegates on
the 1oth day of July. We were there met by Brothers Wm.
Johnston, M. P. for Belfast, Rev. R. C. Donald, and Brother
Gwyne, D. G. S., of Ireland, an(}l madq the guests of the Grand
Lodge during our stay in that City which was short, as next
day, the 1 1thsJuly, Bros. Bowell and Johnston went with Bro.
Gwyne to spend the r2th at Shanes Castle, in the County An-
trim, and Brother White and I.went to Belfast with Brother
Johnston, M. P., to spend the day in that place, and I must
say that the largest gathering of Orangemen and their -friends
I ever saw was assembled on that occasion ; there were from 6o
to 70 thousand present in that field, and I had the honor of
saying a few words to them on behalf of our country, and how
Orangeism had progressed in this country. It is useless for
me to take up your time by referring to all places visited by
us, suffice it to say that from Belfast we went to Ballykilbeg,
Carrick-Fergus, Ballymena, Enniskillen, Dublin, Clones, Porta-
down, Giant’s Causeway, and almost all the towns in Ireland,
and in all those places we received magnificent ovations and
received many Brotherly addresses from our Orange Brethren,
to which we replied the best we *could. We again met in
Derry on the 19th July to attend the meeting of the Grand
Council. We had delegates from all parts of the Empire,
England, Scotland, Ireland, Canada, and New South Wales,
and as the proceedings of that meeting will be printed for the
information of the Brethren, I shall not detain you by giving
a minute account of the matters brought up and discussed at
that meeting.  Suffice it to say that the next meeting is to be
held in Canada, and I shall be happy to give the Pass to the
different County Masters, to be given by them to their District
Masters, and by them to Masters of Lodges, so that any
Brother wishing to visit any Lodge in any part of the Empire
can doso. I cannot conclude this portion of my visit to the
old land without thanking Brothers Wm. Johnston, M. P., D.
G. M, L, S. Blacker, and Charles Ward, and the Brethren of
Dublin for the kindness shown to us by them, as indeed did

I have now, before concluding, to call your attention to the
Orange Sentinel and Protestant Advocate published in Toronty
by Brother Bailey, a Brother who has proven himself in every
way fitting to conduct a paper to advocate our cause. And
when we look at the necessity of the Orange Institution having
_ an organ to advocate their claims fearlessly and independently,
it becomes our duty to afford that Brother every assistance in
our power, and I would now impress every Brother present to
become an agent for that paper, and in a short time we shall
have a paper the Ofder would feel proud of.

In conclusion, I hope that all matters which may come un,
der your consideration will be discussed in that friendly and
brotherly spirit that has ever characterized your proceedings
ever since I have had the honor of presiding over you.

Bro. G. L. Tizard presented and read the report of the
Committee on Appeals.? The report was under discussion at
the hour resolved upon to attend Church, at which time the
R.W. directed the Grand D. C. to form the brethren into pro-
cession, which, being done, the G. L. marched to St. James’

~ Church, preceded by the Orillia Brass Band, and accompanied

by a number of visiting brethren.

The Rev. Bro. ]ame; H. Harris, R. W. Deputy Grand Chap-
lain, conducted the services and preached the following elo-
quent sermon, taking for his text “ What mean ye by this
service,” Ex. xii 26.
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SERMON.,

My dear brethren, beloved in the Lord, it has pleased oy
Heavenly Father to permit us to meetagain in Grand Lodg
assembled.

Our lot is cast in times when we cannot fold our hands iy
indolent enjoymentof the spiritual blessings and privileges which
He has showered upon us in such rich profusion. The cry goes
up throughout the length and breadth of Christendom, “ Why
mean ye by this service ?”

The spirit of enquiry is abroad, more so, perhaps, than it
ever was before. Nothing, however wise, however good, hoy.
ever long established, can escape unchallenged in this sceptical
age. .
At no time, it is true, have any institutions or principles been
allowed to escape scrutiny, whether'friendly or otherwise, We
see by the verses preceding and following our text how this
was anticipated and provided against by the Almighty with
reference to the Passover of the Jews, and it behoves us to hold
ourselves in readiness to answer the question, “ What mean
ye by this service ?” as from month to month we meet in our
lodge room, and on the r2th of July meet with our brethren to
celebrate the day when the illu&trious William of Orange passed
over the Boyne to victory.

By the light of his@;y, sacred and profane, we find illustra-
tions of the inquisitive®spirit to which I have referred. Not to
dwell upon what the history of the pre-christian age reveals,
we see it manifested in early Christian times when the infant
Church, after undergoing scorn and persecution at the hands
of her enemies, at length began to make the influence of her
holy teachings felt in the world, not only in the lives of her
members, but felt also by those who came in contact with
them. As the weight of the influence which her pure principles
of love and truth carried with them was felt, so there was
aroused a desire to know more about those principles which
held together in such close union all her members, even under
circumstances which would snap the chain holding together
mere worldlings, and the cry was raised from time to time
“ What mean ye by this service ?”

The new and strange doctriné—the services in which it was
embodied—and the fruits which it bore in the lives of those
who professed it, were not only observed and commented
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upon in private circles, but gradually were noticed more and
more by the statesmen of the time. * At first, as being sub-
versive of the principles by which they were guided, they at-
tempted to crush it out with the heel of persecution, but, that
failing, they tried the more subtle and deadly means of flattery
and patronage. Seeing how firmly the Christians were united
one to another they argued that what united them to each
other would bind them to him who would befriend them and
espouse their cause, and thus Constantine, by professing him-
self to be a Christian, strengthened himself on the Imperial
Throne of Rome, and by forcibly engrafting an almost defunct
heathenism on a living Christianity, produced that hybrid which
we know as Popery.

It now became the turn of the. people of God, when the
pure and simple faith and practice preached and established
by the Apostles was thus perverted, to ask in their turn,
« What mean ye by this service ?”

What mean ye by making the Word of God a sealed book
to those for whom it was written ?

What mean ye by making the Word of God of no effect
through your traditions ?

What mean ye by placing burdens heavy and grievous to be
borne on the shoulders of those whom you should admit to the
glorious liberty of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, by imposing on
them the duty of confession to an earthly priest, with its ac-
companying load of penance ?

What mean ye by bending the knee to the images of our de-
parted brethren, and thus reviving that idolatry which you pro-
fess to have abolished ?

What mean ye by making the religion of Jesus Christ a re-
ligion of money and blood ?

Century after century these questions were asked, and al-
most as often received an answer in the blood of God’s saints.
Not to mention the hosts who, in the inquisition, suffered for
the pure faith of their crucified Lord. Need we go beyond
our mother country for those who were persecuted for righte-
ousness sake, and who suffered at the stake, on the wheel, or
by the sword while striving to wring from Rome an answer to
the question of my text. Time would fail in calling to mind
the followers of Wyecliffe, and in the dark days of Queen Mary
the names of Cranmer, Latimer, Ridley, and a host of others’
which shall long blaze bright in the roll of martyrdom. ©n
Cc

/

/
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the foundation thus laid in their ashes and blood ‘was built the
Church of the Reformation, sacred to us all by the memory of
the martyred ones, and, brethren, it is because we hold that
sacred that we hold in honored memory the name of Williap,
Prince of Orange for having stood in the gap against the ep.
croachments of Rome, and for having defended our religion
and laws, and secured to us that which was purchased for us at
5o great a cost.

And now, brethren, studying the present and judging of the
future by the light of the past, will it be wise for us to overlook
the enquiring spirit of the present age ? When we consider
what results have followed the manifestations of this spirit at
different periods of the world’s history, does it not read a lesson
to us and teach us so to shape our course individually and
collectively—as Christians and as members of our honored in-
stitution—that the answers given by us, both on our lips and
in our lives, shall bring a blessing and nota curse ? When the
consistency of our lives shall provoke such enquiry as shall
cause our principles to be better known to the world at large
than they appear to be at present, and when, in consequence,
men in power shall court and flatter and patronize us, then let
us see to it that we shall be true to our colors, to our principles,
to our constitution, to our country, and to our God! that we
be not like those who of old were cajoled and coerced in tum
by Constantine and his successors, till at length they forfeited
their right to the name of Christian, and can only be known
aright by the name of Papist, reeking as it is with the blood of
martyrs, and foul with the manifold corruptions and abomina-
tions whose associations cluster round the name of Rome,

Let us rather preserve our purity of principle by spurningall
such patronage and reject all such bribes as expediency may
prompt our oppressors to give us. Our manifest rights have
been denied to us. Then let us demand and secure them by
all lawful means in our power, but never allow ourselves to
adopt so suicidal a course as to forfeit our present independent
and influential position for the sake of securing advantage, for
those who, in compromising with our Roman Catholic fellow-
subjects, forget all sense of honor in themselves or justice to
us, are not worthy of our respect or confidence.

But, my brethren, while on our guard against all infringe-
ments on our rights, against all insidious encroachments on
the part of Rome, let us not lose sight of another danger which
besets us, and which is the natural offspring of Popish error,
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I refer to the spirit of .inﬁdelit)., or its milder but not less
dangerous form, scepticism, or its most common .anq most
dangerous form, mdlffer'enmm. Ours is not a po]}tlcal institu-
tion only, it is not a social system only, nor do«;s it profms to
be only a system of morallty.‘ Orangeism _-Ts- essentially a
Christian nation for the protection of the %”rotestant\) Christian
religion, and the laws made in harrpony with that refigion, and
thus it has necessarily a moral, s'ocml and political as well as
religious character, for those scriptures which command us to
« fear God ” command us also to “ Love the Brotherhood,” to
« Honor the King,” and to be chaste and pure, sober and tem-
perate, and honest and upright in all our dealings.

Now I regret to observe among some members of our order
a tendency to ignore its essentially Christian character, and to
regard religious services as mere empty ceremonial, unworthy
of the advancement of the present age, altogether beneath its
notice, and of so unimportant a nature as to be thrust aside, if
it, in the slightest degree, interferes with our business or our
pleasure.

The religious services which of old marked the 12th of July
and the sth of November have in too many instances and in
too many localities given way to the oyster suppers, the public
banquets, and other non-religious celebrations of the present
day. .

My brethren this ought not to be.

If we thus turn our backs on God’s house, is it not to be
feared lest we learn to forget God, and that while His Word
be in our lodge room, and His Name on our banners, in our
rituals, in our copstitution, and on our lips, that, nevertheless,
our hearts are far from Him. And, my brethren, it is a solemn
thought, but one which must force itself upon us, that if thus
we neglect our God, that He will withdraw His presence from
us, and that thus all that our fathers fought for will be lost, that
they shall have fought in vain, and shed their blood in vain.

Thank God there is as yet no prospect of such an end, but
if we do not assert our principles boldly, these practices and
this indifference to which I refer must necessarily produce fruit
which we would all deplore in the decay of our order which is
now, by God’s blessing, in so promising and so flourishing a
condition.

What, ‘then, means this service in which we are now
privileged to engage ?
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It means that we are the descendants of those who shed
their blood in defence of their holy religion on the ramparts of
Derry, and by the waters of the Boyne.

It means that the God in whose strength our fathers con.
quered is the God whom we fear, whose presence we own, and
whose blessing we implore on all our consultations that they
may conduce to His glory.

It means that we boldly confess before the world that * the
Lord, He is God, the Lord, e is God.”

1 would now, before concluding these necessarily very brief
remarks, endeavor to ascertain by the light of our constitution,
our obligations, and our ritual, what is our position, and what
are our duties as Orangemen. Thus it will be but justice to
ourselves to do. 'The popular cry now-a-days is Cui bono?
% What is the use of Orangeism ?” “ What mean ye by this
service ?”  “ What is it to be an Orangeman ?” I will en.
deavor to answer.

And first : Socially, it is not to take the name of the Prince
of Peace upon our lips in the lodge room, and to repeat there
our obligation, and then to go forth into the world to quarrel
with our neighbor, to defraud him, to hoard up our money,
when we can and ought to use it prudently for the good of our
fellow-men, it is not to waste our substance in drunkenness,
idleness and debauchery, nor is it to turn a deaf ear to the cry
of the poor, the helpless, and the afflicted, it is not to hold our
peace when we see a fellow-creature going astray from the path
of rectitude, it is not to be courteous and polite to strangers,
and at the same time surly, rude, and careless of the feelings
and the wants and wishes of the members of the home circle.
No, my brethren, a true Orangeman who imbibes the spirit of
our beautiful lectures and ritual is a pattern as a neighbor, as a
husband, and as a father; he dogs™his duty faithfully in that
state of life to which it has pleased God to call him, avoiding
evil company, slow to take offerice, and giving none, honest
and just, chaste and pure, both in his life and in his language,
sober, steady and industrious, kind and gentle to all in need
of help or sympathy, and ready with a candid word of advice
for those who err from the path of right.

Again, Politically, the duty of an Orangeman is not to swear
loyalty to our Queen in the lodge room, and then to cry down
the British constitution in public; to endeavor to sever that
connection with the British crown which so many of our fathers
fought ‘to maintain, and which has brought to us so many
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\ blessings; it is not to raise party issues on every little question

which arises. But it is to maintain true loyalty to our Queen
and country; to uphold the government as far as is consistent
with our country’s constitution and laws; to exercise his fran-
chise with a view to the advancement of our country’s interests;
and not to keep up hard feelings by hard words, but as far as
in him lies to strive to maintain, peace with those who may
differ from him, and thus to show practically wherein true
political liberty consists.

Lastly, a true Orangeman will follow peace with all men,
not cherishing ill-feeling towards his Roman Catholic brethren,
though he justly abhors that system by which they are enthral-
led; not dishonoring his God by empty profession, nor by
cursing and profanity.

He will, in fact, believe in God and fear Him, and will love
Him with all his heart, and mind, and soul, and strength; he
will worship Him and give Him thanks, he will put his whole
trust in Him, will honor His holy name and His word, and
will serve Him truly all the days of his life.

This is what an Orangeman learns in his lodge. We know
that of ourselves we can do nothing. TLet us then, my dear
brethren, ask the divine aid and blessing, that though weak
and unworthy ourselves, we may be supported by God’s Holy
Spirit, and accepted for the worthiness of Him whose one
atonement we acknowledge as a full, perfect and sufficient
sacrifice, oblation and satisfaction for the sins of the whole
world. And let us pray that having, by the help of the divine
spirit, finished our work here, we each may finally be exalted
to the Grand Lodge above,.there to enjoy 1,&ever the approv-
ing smile of our Almighty Grand Master, and hear His gracious
words, ““ Well done, good and faithful servant, enter thou into
he joy of thy Lord.”

The collection taken up, which was donated to the Protest-
ant Orphans’ Homes of Toronto and London, amounted to
$26 70. :

After the conclusion of the service, the Grand D. C. re-
formed the Brethren in procession and returned to the G. L.
room, and the R. W. G. M. declared the Grand Lodge ad-
journed until two o’clock p.m.

At two o'clock p.m., the R, W. Grand Lodge assembled,
pursuant to adjournment, the R. W. in the chair.

L. open for the despatch of business.

Resolved,—That the report of the Committee on Appeals be
received and considered clause by clause.

The first clause was adopted.

On the consideration of the second clause, it was moved by
Bro. Atkins, seconded by Bro. W. H. McMahon, and

Resolved,—That this G. L. be now raised to the Royal Scar-
let Degree.

After the Companions were tested and declared all correct,
the R. W. declared the Grand Lodge accordingly raised.

A telegram from the Northern Railway Co. was received
and read, allowing return tickets at one-third fare to those who
had been refused return tickets.

A lengthy discussion took place on the second clause, which
was finally adopted.

The remaining clauses were adopted without discussion and
the report adopted as a whole without amendment.

On motion the G. L. was reduced to the Orange degree.

1st. That in the case of the Appeal against the election of
Bro.

ronto, your Committee have carefully considered the return
of the vote at the said election, and have heard evidence on
both sides, and have come to the conclusion that at the said
election 71 duly qualified votes were cast in favor of Bro. Wm,
Adamson and 70 against him. Your Committee would there-
fore report that Bro. Wm. Adamson is, in their opinion, duly
elected County Master for the County of Toronto for the
present year.

2nd. That with reference to the case of Bro. Dr. Madill,
charged with a very serious offence, your Committee, after
giving the fullest and most careful consideration to all the
evidence in the case, beg to recommend that the decision of
the County -Lodge of the South Ridging of the County of
Simcoe be confirmed and that the Master of L. O, L. No. 702
be directed to issue his certificate to Bro. Madill.

. ard. ‘That on consideration of the appeal of Bro. Dr.
Morton, W. M. L. O. L. 885 against his suspension for two
years by the County Orange Lodge of the South Riding of the
County of Simcoe and the appeal from the said County
Lodge ordering Bro. Dr. Morton to issue a certificate to Bro.
A. B. Bell, your Committee would recommend that the deci-
sions of the County Lodge be reversed and that Bro. A. B.
Bell be directed to apply for his certificate (should he desire
to obtain it) to L. O. L. No. 694, as your Committee do not
consider that it would be proper for L. O. L. No. 885 to grant
it, No. 694 never having been dormant.

sth. In the appeal from the County Lodge of South Huron,
whose ruling was that proxies were entitled to vote at the
meetings of the said County Lodge, it has already been de-
cided “that proxies cannot be allowed in County Lodges,”
and so your Committee have nothing further to report.

6th. With reference to the appeal from the decision of the
County Lodge of North Grey in the matter of Bro. Thos.
Hootle, who is charged by Bro. Parke with having obtained
money under false pretences, your Committee beg to state that
in their opinion the charge is of a most trivial character, and
your Committee cannot help expressing surprise that such
matters as are involved in this case (purely a matter of account
between Brothers) cannot be decided without taking up the
valuable time of your Committee and of your Right Worship-
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ful Provincial Grand Lodge. Your Committee considers that
the finding of the Private Lodge, who were of necessity more
fully acquainted with the facts of the case than any other,
should be sustained, and the decision of the County Lodge
set aside.

7th. In the matter of Bro. Jas. McFarland’s petition, askmg
your Grand Lodge to interfere to assist him in procuring his
certificate, your Committee having heard from R. W. D. G, M,

“ Whereas, the Loyal Orange Institution is formed by per
sons desirous of supporting, to the utmost of their power, the
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principles and practice of the Christian religion, to maintain

the laws and constitution of the country, affqrd assistance to
distressed members of the Order, and otherwise promote such
Jaudable and benevolent purposes as may tend to the due or-
dering of religion anq Christian Charity, apd the supremacy ot
Jaw, order, and constitutional freedom, laying no claim to ex-
clusive loyalty or exclusive Protestantism ; and

« [Whereas the general declaration of the Orange Association
has been practically sustai.ned by acts of p'atriotism, benevo-
lence, and Christian Charity, Orangemen being always amongst
the foremost in comipg forward at their country’s cqll for the
suppression of rebellion or repelling the invader, as in 1837 so
also in 1866, of those who cheerfully sacrificed their lives for
their country a large proportion were Orangemen ; of the
martyrs of Ridgeway who consecrated our national altar with
their blood all but one were Orangemen, whilstnot one of the
one-fifth or privileged class are mentioned among the slain of
our country’s defenders ; and whereas the Orange Association
is not aggressive but desires to maintain and perpetuate the
invaluable blessings of civil and religious liberty secured for
all classes alike at and by the battle of the Boyne, and . com-
posed as the Association is of a large and influential class of
her Majesty’s subjects, Protestants of all denominations, sworn
supporters of our beloved Queen and Constitution, and cldim-
ing no privilege for themselves, that they are not prepared to
gran};o other loyal citizens ;

“ Resolved, therefore, that this Loyal Orange -Grand Lodge
of West Ontario consider that the Orange Association is fairly
and fully entitled to all the rights and privileges of all British
subjects in this Province, and that the Premier of Ontario and
his Government, in refusing to accord to Orangemen the said
rights and privileges, have inflicted a serious injury on the
members of our Association, outraged public opinion, and
trémpled under foot constitutional freedom, for the sake, ap-
parently, of the retention of office, and the gratification of an
unscrupulous hierarchy, and the concession of the said rights
and privileges Orangemen shall, afld must, insist upon having
by all legitimate means ; that

“ Whereas, the Orange Association recently applied to the
Legislature of Ontario for an'Act of Incorporation for purely
business purposes, and which the Globe newspaper, the chief
organ of the Government, in a leading article lately said ¢ we
were entitled to, and it ought to be granted,’ a similar Act be-
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ing accorded to the Orangemen of New Brunswick, but g
our Act was voted down by the Premier and his Governmep
on the alleged ground that it would be offensive to his Romay
Catholic friends ;

“ Resolved, therefore, that this Grand Lodge views with
alarm and indignation the policy laid down by Hon. Olivg
Mowat in his speech opposing the bill, to the effect ¢ That he
felt compelled to oppose the measure, not because he thought
Orangemen were not entitled thereto, but, because it was of.
fensive to his Roman Catholic supporters,’ thus developing the
fact of the growing influence of the Roman Catholic’ element
over the Government, and the consequent intolerant and un.
just treatment of the Orange body by the Premier and hi
Government, whereby the matter is made a question of re.
ligious scruple, calculated to foment religious discord and
strife, which it has been the constant aim of our Association to
avoid ; therefore whilst this Grand Lodge hesitates not to
denounce the said Government as unworthy of the trust repos
ed in them by the country, and to be opposed at the polls by
every true Orangeman and lover of equal rights and justice to
all her Majesty’s subjects without distinction.
