INSURED FOR
HER AFFIANCED &

Alleged Attempt to Swindle In-
dependent Order of Foresters. |

Arrests in Chicago in Connection With
the Suspleious Death of Ddiarie De- |
ienbach-Coniession of One of the
Aocused.

Chicago, Oct. 9.—Frank M. Smiley,
the detective of the Mooney & Boland
agency, who was one of the men ar-
rested yesterday in connection with
insurance frauds which ended with the
death of Marie Defenbach, Aug. 25,
has made a full written confession of
his part in the crime. The confession,
if true, implicates with him Dr. Au-
gust Unger and Frank Wayland
Brown, assistant manager of the
Mooney & Boland agency, the other
two men under arvest. ,

‘When the case goes on trial Smiley, |
it is ammounced, will turn state’s evi-
dence. States Attormey Deneen expecis
that all threes men will be convieted
of conspiracy to defraud the Ngw,
York Life Insurance Company and the
t¢wo benevolent orders, the C&:!h’d:‘lddn
Order of Foresters amd .nho l_xmg.ms
and Ladies of Security, but it i8 very
doubtful whether any charge of mur-
der can, even formally, be made on
the evvdence available.

At least one other man connected
with the Mooney & Boland agency is
now under surveillance for suspicious
actions at the time of Miss Denfen- |
bach's death, and it is not improbable |
that several other conspirators may
yet be connected with the crime.

\

THE CHARGHE.

Last June Miss Marie Defenbach, of
Chicago, who was described as a youug
lady of means who traveled a great
deal and had no occupation, applied
to the Independent Order of Foresters
for an insurance of $5,000 on her life.
When the application reached the
head office in Toronto, speclal inquiry
was instituted as to the desirability
of the risk, the amount of insurance |
applied for being unusually large for a
risk in the female class. Dr. Shrender,
one of the Foresters’ regular court
medical examiners in Chicago, report-
ed most favorably upon the applica-
ant’'s physical condition, and a bene-
ficiary policy for $5,000 was issued to
Miss Defenbach. !

In her application, Miss Defenbach
directed payment of the insurance, in
case of death, to whoever she mlght.
by will, designate as its recipient, but
early in August she had this changed,
and “Frank H. Smiley,” of Chicago,
her ‘“‘affianced husb.:md " was named
@s the beneficiary.

YOUNG WOMAN DIED.

Two weeks later, Miss Defenbach
died under circumstances decidedly !
suspicious. Her death was attended
by the most horrible agony. The at-
tending physicians refused to issue a
certificate of death, but a coroner’s
jury, after the body had been embalm-
ed, decided that death had been due
to dysentery. The next day the body |
was cremated.

No time was lost on the part of the
“gffianced husband’” in proceeding to
collect the insurance. The suspicions
of the officers of the Foresters in To-
ronto were aroused, however, and the
detectives were engaged on the case.
Meanwhile, payment of the insurance
was rfused.

It was soon discovered that Miss De-
fenbach was also insured in e New
York company for $5,000, having ep-
plied for a $10,000 policy, and in an !
American benefit order for $2,000. The |
New York company paid the eamount
of its policy into court under protest,
and aliso started in to {nvestigate,

TWO MEN ARRESTED.

WA dispatch from Chicago announces
the arrest of the “affianced husband,”
Frank H. 6miley, and Dr. August M.
Unger, who are accused of consplracy
to defraud the insurance company and
societies in connection with the wo- |
man’s death. A third gperson, gor .
whom a warrant has been {ssued, is |
not yet under arrest. |

Aocording to the theory on which
the prosecution wiil proceed,the young
woman was originally one of the!
quartet of conspirators. She had ex-
pected that her death was to be felgn-
ed, and that another dead body was
to play the passive role of her cropse;
instead of which, real death came to |
her. She left a will, which directed
that a part of these insurance policies

should be paid to Smiley and that her |
body be cremated.

SMILEY'S CONFESSION.

Chicago, Oct., 10,—Detective Frank |
H. Smiley’s confession of the details,
as he claims to know them, of the in-
burunoe fraud conspiraoy that brought
death 4o Maria A. Denfenbach, was
meade public )cSLe!u&ly at {he county ,
jall, where he s confined with the
olaer alleged conspirators. 1n his con-
fession Smiley says that Unger and
Brown had arranged to gain the in- |
surance, and that they were to di-
vide it. Unger was to recelve £3,000 !
and Brown was to take $7,000. Smiley
asserts that he was only a tool in the
plot, and that all he was to recelve
was $1,000 from Brown for allowing |
himself to be known es the intended
busband of Miss Denfenbach,
ANOTHER VICTIM.
Information has reached the prose-
cuting oflicials that a young lady sten-
ographer who had worked in the of-
fices of a flrm of dnsurance solicitors,
and who had familiarized herself with
their methods, was intimately ac-
qualinted with ome of the three men
now under earrest in the Denfenbach
case. Some time ego this mysterious
young woman, who is thought to have
carried considerable insurance on her
life, left suddenly for California, seek-
ing health, and 24 hours later word
came {rom Chicago that she had died
suddenly on the train. But before she
died, as it developed later, the close
friend, who now is involved in the De-
fenbach case remarked to another
young woman ecquaintance that she
had gone into & “decline,” and that he
feared she could not live long. As
events proved, he was a good prophet.

A PRECAUTION.

The three prisoners, Dr. A. M. Un-
ger, Francis Wayland Brown and
Frank H. Smiley, remalned in the
county jail all yesterday. The prose-
cution swore out two additional war-
rants for the trio, one warrant charg-
ing them with conspinacy to get $35,000
fraudulently from the Canadian Order
of Foresters, and the other with the
same acts in connection with the in-
suring of Miss Defenbach for $2,000 in
the Knights and Ladies of Honor. The
warrants 'wil not be served until
Brown or either of the other accused
men geems likely ¢to galn his treedom
on a writ of habeas corpus.

MAY BE REPEALED

Bpecial Charters of the M. C. R,
G. T. R. and Lake Bhore

Granted by State of Michigan May Be
Abrogated.

Detroit, Oct. 10.—Railroad Commis-
gioner Chase S. Osborn, State Treasurer
CGeorge A. Steel and Secretary of State
Justus S. Stearns, comprising the spe-
cial commission to confer with repre-
sentatives of the interested railroads
relative to the repeal of the special
charters of the Michigan Central, Lake
Shore and Grand Trunk railroais in
Michigan, submitted a report to Gov.
Pingree yesterday afternoon reccem-
mending that the legislature at its
coming special session repeal the char-
ters mnamed.

The report wrecommends that this
matter be referred to some eourt of
competent jurisdiction.

Despiie the absence of specified terms
it was preity clearly intimated that
the Michigan Central would want be-
tween $2,000,000 and $3,000,000 to relin-
quish its special rights, while the am-
ount which the other roads would
claim may be calculated on damages
amounting annually in the ¢ase of the
T.ake Shore to about $50,000, and the
Grand Trunk at $35,000.

“If the legislature acts uponh our re-
commendation,” said a member of the
| commission, “the state will regulate
| the fare to Pe chdarged passengers in

accordance with the earnings of the
| roads. This will probably bring the
Michigan Central rate down to 2 cénts
a mile, the Grand Trunk to 2% cents,
anhd the Lake Shore to 2 cents.”

Pekin, Oct. 6.—The Pao Ting Fu ex-
Ppedition is waiting for the Germans,
who are not ready to start. It is report-
ed that there are 12,000 (Chinese im-
perial troops at Pao Ting Fu. General
Chaffee has returned here.

The Shanghai correspondent of the
Times, wiring Monday, says it is8 re-
ported that the ailies have arvived at
Pao Ting Fu without opposition. The
Times has the following from Tien
Tsin, dated ©Oect. 7: *““Three French
battalions startéd yesterday for Pao
Ting ¥Fu. The DBritish are waliting
for the Germans, but may, start
without them.”

TO LOSE THEILR HEADS.

Pekin, Oct. 7—Via Tien Tsin, Oct. 8,
and Shanghail, Oct, 9.—A response to
the German demands has beea trans-
mitted {o Li Hung Chang. This says
that Ying Nien, \president of the cen-
sorate, Kang Yi, assistant grand sec-
retary and president of the civil
board, and Chao Shu Chao, president
of the board of punishment, will be
decapitated, and that Prince Chwang,
Duke Tsai L.an and Pwince Yih will
be sentenced to 1ife imprisonment,
and that Prince Tuan will be ban-
ished to the imperial military post
roads on the Siberian frontier as a
further punishment for aiding the
Boxers,

MORE “IMPERIAL” YARNS.

Trustworthy Chinese reports say
that the dowager empress is seriously
ill at Tai Yuan Fu, Province of Shan
Si, and the free hand of the emperor
in affairs of state of late is vegarded
as confirmatory of these renorts.

The Berfin correspondent of the Lon-
don Standard understands that the
Chinese imperial edicts are regarded
there with skepticism, and that Count
Von Waldetrsee has been instructed to
resume operations.

The London Standard’'s Tien Tsin
correspondent, wiring on Sunday,
says: “I hear that the Chinese are
concentrating at Hwang Lu Pass, lead-
ing into the province of Shan 8i, with
the intention of opposing any attempt
of the allies to pursue the imperial
court.”

VICEROY'S THREAT.

A Shanghal dispatch says: The Chi-
nese assert that the governor of Shan
Tung and the Yang Tse viceroys have
sent & joint memorial to the empress,
declaring it to be impossible to guar-
antee the dispatch of money and pro-
visions to Si Ngan Fu, and threatening
to resign unless the court returns to
Pekin.

Li Hung Chang's secretary reports
that foreign troops, supposed to be
British, have already arrived at Tao
Ting Fu.

It is said that IA Hung Chang has
advised the emperor to return to
T’okin, on the ground that the powers
can stop supplies from reaching the
province of Shen Si.

GERMANY AND RUSSIA AGREE.

Berlin, Oct. 9.—The Post says an
agreement exists between Germany and
Russia, by which Germany is to con-
trol the railroad from Pekin to Yang
Tsun, and Russla is to control the road
from Yang Tsun to Tong Fu. The Post
also denies that Germany will send an
expedition to Sian Fu.
