Sir, —Kgewing that you, and many
of your readers are interested in the
work of the Deep Sea Mission that is
being done along this bleak coast, 1
consider it my pleasant dutv to send
you some information as to what we
are doing. Though I have addressed
this letter as if written at home, in
reality, I am nearly a hundred and
fifty miles west of that point.
