An Act to Incorporate Peter Patterson, Esq., and
others, under the name of the Quebec and Rich-

mond Railway Company.

W HEREAS the construction of a Railroad from the Preambe.
City of Quebec, or from a point on the South

shore of the River St. Lawrence, as nearly opposite to
the said City as may be found desirable, to the village of

5 Richmond or the neighbourhood thereof, there to connect
with the St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railroad, would
greatly contribute to the prosperity of this Province; And
whereas the several persons hereinafter named are de-
sirous to construct and maintain the said Railroad: Be

10 it therefore enacted, &c.

That Peter Patterson, the Honorable Louis Massue, Certi per-

W. Lloyd, together with such person or persons as shall
under the provisions of this Act, become Subscribers to,
and Proprietors of any share or shares in the Railroad

20 hereby authorized to be made, and other works and
property hereinafter mentióned, and their several and
respective Heirs, Executors, Administrators, Curators,
and Assigns, being Proprietors of any such share or
shares, are, and shall be, and be united into a Company

25 for carrying on, making, completing and maintaining the
said intended Railroad, and other works, according to the
rules, orders and directions hereinafter expressed, and
shall for that purpose be one body politic and corporate,
by the name of " The Quebec and Richmond Railroad Corporta

30 Company," and by that name shall have perpetual suc- ""l
-cession, and shall have a common seal, and other the powem

usual powers and rights of bodies corporate, not incon-
sistent with this Act, and by that name shall and may
sue and be sued, and also shall and may have power and

35 authority to purchase. and hold lands, (which word shall
throughout this Act be understood to include all that is
above or below the surface thereof, and all the real rights
or appurtenances thereunto belonging,) tenements and
hereditaments, for them and their successors, and assigns,

40 for the use of the said Railroad and works, without Her
Majesty's Letters d'dmortissement, saving nevertheless to

the Seignior or Seigniors within whose censive the lands,
tenements and hereditaments, so purchased may be
situate, bis and their several and respective droits
d'indemnité and ail other Seignorial rights whatever;
and also to alienate and convey any of the said lands 5
purchased for the purposes aforesaid; and any person
or persons, bodie, politic or corporate, or communities,
rnay give, grant, bargain, sell or convey to the said
Company of Proprietors, any lands, tenements or here-
ditaments, for the purposes aforesaid, and the same may 10
re-purchase of the said Company, without Lettres d'.dmor-
tissement; And the said Company shall be, and are
hereby authorized and empowered, from and after the
passing of this Act, by themselves, their deputies, agents,
officers, workmen and servants, to make and complete a 15
Railroad, to be called " The Quebec and Richmond Rail-
road," with one or more sets of rails or tracks, and to be
worked by locomotive engines, or on the atmospheric
principle, or in such other mode as the said Company
may deem expedient, from some point on the River St. 20
Lawrence, as nearly opposite to the City of Quebec as
may be found desirable to the River St. Francis, in or
near the village of Richmond in the Township of Shipton,
in as direct a line as may be found convenient, there to
connect vith the St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railroad, 25
and to erect wharves, warehouses, stores, and other
buildings at either termination, and at such other place
or places on the line of the said Railroad, as they may
deem expedient ; and to build or purchase, hold or use
one or more steam-boats, or other vessels, to ply across 30
the River St. Lawrence, from the the termination of the
Railroad on the South shore to the City of Quebec, or to
such other point on the North shore of the River St.
Lawrence as may be deemed expedient, and from the
wharf or landing on the North shore, to construct a Rail- 35
road to the City of Quebec.

Company my Il. And be it enacted, That for the purposes aforesaid
enter upon the said Company, their deputies, servants, agents, and

&o. workmen, are hereby authorized and empowered to enter
into and upon any lands and grounds of the Queen's 40
Most Excellent Majesty, not hereinafter excepted, or of
any person or persons, bodies politic or corporate, or
collegiate, or communities, or parties whatever, and to
survey and take levels of the same, or any part thereof,
and to set out and ascertain such parts thereof as they 45
shall think necessary and proper for making the said
intended Railroad, and other works bereby authorized,
and ail such works, matters and conveniences, as they
shall think proper and necessary for making, effecting,
preserving, improving, completing, maintaining and using 50
the said intended Railroad and other works, and also to
bore, dig, cut, trench, get, remove, take, carry away, and
lay, earth, clay, stone, soil, rubbish, trees, roots, beds



of gravel or sand, or any other matters or things which
may be dug or got in making the said intended Railroad

0 or other works, on or out of the lands or grounds of any
person or persons adjoining or lying convenient thereto,

5 and which may be proper, requisite or necessary for
making or repairing the said intended Railroad or the
works incidental or relative thereto, or vhich may hinder,
prevent or obstruct the making, using or completing,
extending or maintaining the same respectively, accord-

10 ing to the intent and purpose of this Act ; and to make,
build, erect, and set up in or upon the said intended Rail-
road, or upon the lands adjoining or near the same
respectively, such and so many houses, warehouses, toll-
bouses, watch-houses, telegraphs or other signais, weigh-

15 ing-beams, cranes, fire-engines, steam-engines, or other
engines, either >tationary or locomotive, inclined planes,
machines, and other works, ways, roads and conveniences,
as and when the said Company of Proprietors shall think
requisite and convenient for the purposes of the said Rail-

20 road and works; and also, from time to time, to alter,
repair, divert, ividen, enlarge, and extend the same, and
also to make, .maintain, repair and alter any fences or
passages over, under or through the said intended Rail-
road; and to construct, erect and keep in repair any

25 bridges, arches and other works upon or across any rivers
or brooks, for the making, using, maintaining and repair-
ing the said intended Railroad ; and to turn any such
brooks, river or water course, and to change its course;
and to construct, erect, make, and do ail other matters

30 and things which they shall think convenient and neces-
sary for the making, effecting, extending, preserving,
improving, completing, and easy using of the said.intended
Railroad, and other works, in pursuance of and according
to the true intent and meaning of this Act; they the

35 said Company of Proprietors doing as littie damage as
may be in the execution of the several powers to them
hereby grantcd, and making satisfaction in manner here-
inafter mentioned, to the owners or proprietors of, or the
persons interested in the lands, tenements, or heredita-

40 ments, water, water-courses, brooks or rivers, respec-
tively, which shall be taken, used, removed, prejudiced,
or of which the course shall be altered, or for ail damages
to be by them sustained in or by the execution of ail or
any of the powers given by this Act; and ibis shall be

45 sufficient to indemnify the said Company and their ser-
vants, agents or workmen, and ail other persons what-
soever, for what they or any of them shall do by virtue
of the powers hereby granted, subject nevertheless to such
provisions and restrictions as are hereinafter mentioned.

50 III. Provided always, and be it enacted, That when- Bighwa to
ever the said Company shall have occasion to carry their bstctioas
Railway along or across any street or highway in the whenemasea
City of Quebec, they shall at ail times leave at least one by rond.

every thing necessary for the r ight understanding ofsuch
plan or map; which said plan or map and book of refer-
ence shall be examined and certified by the person per-
forming the duties formerly assigned to the Surveyor
General or his deputies, who shall deposit copies thereof 30
in the office of the Prothonotary of the Superior Court
for the District of Quebec and also in the office of the
Secretary of the Province, and shall also deliver one copy
thereof to the said Company ; and ail persons shall have
liberty to resort to such copies so to be deposited as 35
aforesaid, and to make extracts or copies th2reof as occa-
sion shall require, paying to the said Secretary of the
Province, or to the said Prothonotary, at the rate of six
pence, current money of this Province, for every hundred
words ; and the said triplicates of the said map or plan and 40
book of reference, so certified, or a true copy or copies
thereof, certified by the Secretary of the Province or by
the Prothonotary, shall severally be, and are bereby
declared to be good evidence in the Courts of Law and
elsewhere.

Road not to V. Provided always, and be it enacted, That where
sine a- more the said Railroad shall cross, or be carried along any
1n crosing street or public highway, (which words shall in this Act,

highways. include all public streets, lanes or other public ways or
communications,) neither the rail nor any other part of 50
the Railroad or works connected therewith, shall rise
above the level of such street or highway, or sink below



the level of such street or highway more than one inch ;
nor shall any locomotive be worked on the Railroad
within the limits of the City of Quebec, nor shall any car
or carriage be drawn or propelled ivithin the City by

5 steam or by any other power than that of horses or other
animais, attached to the cars or carriages, except by virtue
of a By-law passed by the Corporation of the said City.

VI. Provided always, and be it enacted, That where Height of

any bridge shall be erected or made by the said Company, r &c.
10 for the purpose of carrying the said Railroad over or

across any public highway, the space of the arch of any
such bridge shal be formed, and shall at all times be and
be continued of such breadth as to léave a clear and open
space under every such arch of not less than fifteen feet,

15 and of a height from the surface of such highway to the
centre of such arch of not less than sixteen feet, and the
descent under any such bridge shall not exceed one foot
in thirteen feet.

VII. Provided always, and be it enacted, That in ail Ascnt or

20 places, where it may be necessary to erect, build, or bridgcs, ac.

make any bridge or bridges, for carrying any public or
carriage road, over the said Railroad, the ascent of every
such bridge, for the purpose of every such road, shall not
be more than one foot in thirteen feet ; and a good and

25 sufficient fence shall be made on each side of every such
bridge, which fence shall not be less than four feet above
the surface of such bridge.

VIII. Provided always, and be it enacted, That in all Gates to bo
cases where the said intended Railway shall cross any cn, ac.

30 public highway on a level, the said Company shall erect,
and at ail times maintain a good and sufficient gate on
each side of the said Railway where the said public high-
way shall communicate with such Railway, which gates
shal constantly be kept shut, except at such time as

35 waggons, carts, and other carriages, horses, cattle or foot
passengers passing along the said public highway shall
have to cross such Railway, and they shal be opened,
and the said Company is hereby* required to cause them
to be opened, for the purpose only of letting such waggons,

40 carts, or other carriages, horses, cattie or foot passengers
pass through ; and the said Company is hereby required
and directed to cause the said gates to be shut, as soon
as such waggons, carts, and other carriages, horses, cattle
or foot passengers, shalh have passed through, under a

45 penalty of five shillings currency for every offence, to be
recovered in like manner as any other penalty under this
Act may be recovered.

IX. And be it enacted, That the said Company may Erorinbook
make, carry or place, their said intended Railroad and not t" prevest

50 works, into, across or upon the lands of any person or commerom



entering Upon party whomsoever on the line aforesaid, although the
lands. name of such party, be not entered in the said book or

reference, through error, want of sufficient information,
or any other cause, or alhou gh some other person or
party be erroneously mentioned as the owner of, or party 5
entitled to convey, or interested in such lands.

CompanufY X. And be it enacted, That it shall be lawful for the
°°°,," . -said Company, to take use occupy and hold, but not to

alienate so much of the public beach or beach road or
of the land covered with the waters of the River St. 10
Lawrence at high tides on both the south and north shores
of the said river, at the points on the said shores, where
the said intended Railroad may reach the said River St.
Lawrence or of the land covered by the waters of any
other river or stream, or of their respective beds, (not 15
exceeding the quantity limited in the next following sec-
tion) as may be required for the said Railroad and other
works, which they are herely authorised to construct,
doing no damage to nor causing any obstruction in the
navigation of the said river or rivers. 20

Lands taken XI. And be it enacted, That the lands or grounds to
fo f-nroa be taken or used for such intended Railroad, and the
a certain ditches, drains, and fences to separate the same from the
breadth. adjoining lands, shall not exceed thirty three yards in

breadth, except in such places where the said intended 25
Railroad shall be raised more than five feet higher or cut
more than five feet deeper, than the present surface of
the land, in such places wbere it shall judged necessary
to have off-setts for the locomotives or other engines and
carriages using the said intended Railroad, to lie or pass 30
each other (and not above one hundred and fifty yards
in breàdth in any such place) or where any bouses, ware-
bouses, wharves, toli-houses, watch-houses, weighing-
beams, cranes, fixed engines or inclined planes, may be
erected, or goods, wares and merchandizes be delivered, 35
(and then not more than two hundred yards in length, by
one hundred and fifty yards in breath) without the con-
sent of the Proprietor, or of some party who can under
the. provisions of this àct convey such lands to the said
company, and the places at which such extra-breadth is 40
to be taken shall be shewn upon the said plan or map;
provided always, that no land shall be taken by the said
Company from any public highway, but the right of the
Company shall be limited to the laying down, a'ross or
along the same, the rails and other contrivances, forming 45
part of the said Railroad, subject to the limitations men-

-tioned in the section or any other part of this act.

company my XII. And be it enacted, That after any lands or
l"dsfcor- grounds shall be set out and ascertained in manner afore-
poration, &c. said, for making and completing the said Railroad and 50

other works, and other the purposes and conveniences



hereinbefore mentioned, it shall and may be lawful for ail
bodies corporate, politic, or collegiate, corporations ag-
gregate or sole, communities, grevés de substitution, guar-
dians curators, Executors, Administrators, and ail other

5 trustees, or persons whatsoever, not only for and on
behalf ofthemselves, their heirs and successors, but also
for and on behalf of those whom they represent, whether
infants, issue unborn, lunatics, idiots, femmes covert, or
other persons or parties, who are or shall be seized, pos-

10 sessed, or interested in any lands or grounds which shall
be so set out and ascertained, as aforesaid, or any part
thereof, to contract for, sell and convey unto the said
Company, all or any part of such lands, or grounds, which
shall under this act be set out and ascertained as afore-

15 said; and that ail contracts. agreements, sales, convey-
ances and assurances, so to be made, shall be valid and
effectual in law, to ail intents and purposes whatsoever;
any law, statute, usage, or custom to the contrary thereof
in any wise notwithstanding; and that all bodies politic,

20 corporate or collegiate, or communities, and ail persons
whatsoever, so conveying as aforesaid, are hereby indem-
nified for what he she, or they, or any of them shall res-
pectively do by virtue of or in pursuance of this act:
Provided always that before the plan or map and book of Poviso.

25 reference shall be deposited, and before the lands required
for the said Railroad and works shall be set out and as-
certained, it shall be lawful for any party who might under
this act convey any lands to the said Company if the
same were so set out and ascertained, to agree with the

30 Company for the price to be paid for such lands, if they
shall be thereafter so set out and ascertained; and such
agreement shall be binding, and the price agreed upon
shall be the price to be paid by the Company for the
same lands, if they shall be afterwards so set out and

35 ascertained, within one year fron the date of such agree-
mént, and although such land may in the mean time have
become the property of a third party.

XIII. Provided always, and be it enacted, That any Astoeor-

body politic, community, corporation, or other person or annot sol,

40 persons whomsoever, who cannot in common course of me
law seil or alienate any lands, or grounds so set out and
ascertained, shall agree upon a fixed annual rent as an
equivalent, and not upon a principal sum, to be paid for
the lands or grounds so set out and ascertained as neces-

45 sary for making the said Railroad and other the pur-
poses and conveniences relative thereto and connected
therewith ; and in case the amount of such rent shal not
be fixed by voluntary agreement or compromise, it shall
be fixed in the manner hereinafier prescribed, and all

50 proceedings shall in that case be regulated as hereinafter
prescribed, and for the payment of the said annual rent,
and every other annual rent, agreed upon or ascertained
and to be paid by the said company fqr the purchase of



any lands or for any part of the purchase money of any
land, or for any loan of money or for any other considera-
ture whatever, which the vendor of any land or the len-
der of any sum of money shail agree to leave in the bands
of the said company, (provided however the said annual 5
rents which the company is herehy empowered to pay do
not in the whole exceed the sum of six thousand pounds for
each and every year,) the said Railroad, and the toits to
be levied and collected thereon shall be and are hereby
made liable and chargeable, in preference to ail other 10
claims or demands thereon whatsoever; the deed creating
such charge and liability being duly registered.

As to proprie- XIV. Provided always, and be it enacted, That when-
tr ever there shall be more than one party proprietor of anyafldiVI& land or property, par indivis, any agreement made in good 15

faith, between the said Company and any party or parties
proprietor, or being together proprietors, of one third or
more of such land or property, as to the amount of com-
pensation for the same or for any damages thereto, shail
be binding as between the remaining proprietor or pro- 20
prietors par indivis and the Company ; and the proprietor
or proprietors who have so agreed, may deliver posses-
sion of such land or property to the Company, or
empower them to enter upon the same,· as the case

As to compen. XV. And be it enacted, That it shall be lawful for the
said Company of Proprietors to apply to the several

taeln for Rail- owners of the estates, lands, and grounds through which
rond. such Railroad is intended to be carried, and to agree with

such owners, respectively touching the compensation to 30
be paid to them by the said Company of Proprietors for
the purchase thereof, and for their respective damages;
and in case of disagreement between the said Company
and the said owners, or any of them, then ail questions
which shall arise between the said Company, and the 35
several proprietors of, and persons interested in any
estates, lands or grounds that shall or may be taken, af-
fected or prejudiced by the execution of any of the powers
hereby granted, or any indemnification for damages which
may or shall be at any time or times sustained by any 40
bodies politic or corporate, or communities, or any other
person or persons respectively, being owners of or inte-
rested in any estate, lands or grounds, for or by reason
of the making, repairing, or maintaining the said Railroad
or other works or machines incidental or relative thereto 45
or connected therewith, shall and may be settled by agree-
ment of the parties, or by arbitration, or if either of the
parties shall not be inclined, to make an agreement, or to
appoint arbitrators, or by reason of absence shall be pre-
vented from treating, or through disability by non-age,
coverture, or other impediment, cannot treat or make 50
such agreement, or enter into such arbitration, or shail



not produce a clear title to the premises, which they
claim an interest in, then, and in every such case, the.
said Company of Proprietors may make application .to
the Superior Court for the District of Quebec stating the

5 grounds of such application, and such Court is hereby
empowered and required from time to time, upon such
application, to issue a Warrant, directed to the Sheriff of
the District for the time being, commanding such Sheriff
to impannel, summon and return a jury, qualified accord-

10 ing to the Laws of this Province, to be returned for rrials
of issues.joined in civil cases in the said Court, to be and
appear before the said Court at such time and place as in
such Warrant shall be appointed, and ail parties concern-
ed may have their lawful challenge against any of the

said Court is hereby empowered to summon and call be-

20 authorize and ùder the said jury, or any six or more of
them, to view the place or places, or matter in controver-
sy, which Jury upon their oaths, (ail which oaths, as the
oaths to be taken by any person or persons who shall be
called upon to give evidence, the said Court is hereby

25 authorized to administer,) shall enquire of, assess, and
ascertain the distinct sum or sums of money, or annual
rent to be paid for the purchase of such lands or grounds,
or the indemnification ·to be made for the damage that
may or shall be sustained as aforesaid, and in so deing

30 the said Jury shall take into consideration the damage or
inconvenience which may arise by means of any bridges,
roads or other communication made·necessary by reason
of the said Railroad, and may assess separate damage for
the same ; Provided always, that the said Jury are hereby rroo.

35 Proviso required, authorized and empowered to take into
consideration the increased value that would be given to any
lands or grounds through or over which the said intended
Railroad should pass, by reason of the passage of the
said Railroad through or over the same, and to set off or

40 compensate the said increased value tnat would attach
to the said lands or grounds, against the inconvenience,
loss or damage, that might be suffered or sustained as
aforesaid, and the said Jury shal dis-inguish the value set
upon the lands, and the money assessed or adjudged for

45 damages separate and apart from each other; and the
said Court shall give judgment for such sum, rent or
indemnification so to be assessed by such juries, which
said verdict, and the judgment so thereupon pronounced,
shall be binding and conclusive to ail intents and purposes,

50 against the Queen's Majesty, Her Heirs and Successors,
and against ail bodies politic, corporate, or collegiate, or·
communities, and ail persons whomsoever.



As tocases in XVI. And be it enacted, That in ail cases where a
ehivs am JW verdict shall be given for more money as an indemnifica-

money than tion or satisfaction, for any lands, grounds, or heredita-
°ffer°d ments or property, or for any annual rent of any lands,

grounds, hereditaments or property, of any person or &
persons whomsoever, than had previously been offered by
or on behalf of the said Company, then al the. expenses
of summoning such Jury and taking such inquest, shall be
settled by the Court and defrayed by the said Company
of Proprietors, but if any verdict shall be given for the 10
same or a less sum than had been previously offered by
and on behalf of the said Company, or in case no damage
shall be given by the verdict vhen the dispute is for da-
mages only, then and in every such case, the costs and
expenses shall be settled in like manner by the Court, 15
and be borne and paid by the party or parties with whom
the said Company shal have had such controversy ; which
said costs and expenses having been so settled, shall and
may be so deducted out of the money so assessed and
adjudged, when the same shall exceed such costs and 20
expenses, as so much money advanced to and for the use
of such person ir persons ; and the payment or tender of
the remainder of such money shall be deemed and taken,
to ail intents and purposes, to be a payment or tender of
the whole sums so assessed or adjudged as aforùsaid.
