1. OPENING OF PARLIAMENT AND PROCEEDINGS AT THE
COMMENCEMENT OF A SESSION.

Opening of Session.

1. On the first day of the meeting of a New Parlia-
ment, or of any subsequent Session, His Excellency
having opened the Session by a gracious Speech to both
Houses, and prayers being said, some Bill is read pro
formd ; the Speech from the Throne is reported by the
Speaker, and a Committee of Privileges, consisting of
all the Senators present during the Session is appointed.

Admission by Ticket.

2. On the days of ‘the Opening and Prorogation of
Parliament, no_stranger is admitted without a ticket of

admission.
1 .
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2. SITTING OF THE SENATE.
Daily Sittings.
3. The time for the ordinary meeting of the Senate

is at three o’clock in the afternoon, unless some other time
shall have previously been order cd

Evening Sittings. |

4. If, at six o'clock, the business be not concluded,
the Speaker leaves the Chair until half-past seven.

No Quorum.

&, If thirty minutes after the time of meeting, fifteen
Senators, including the Speaker, are not present, the
Speaker takes the Chair and adjourns the House till the
next sitting day; the names of the Senators present
being taken down by the Clerk.

Adjournment for want of a Quorum.

6. When it appears, during the sitting of the Senate,
on notice being taken, that fifteen Senators, including
the Speaker, are not present, the Senators who may be
in the adjoining rooms being previously summoned, the
Speakcz adjourns the House as above, without a question

first put.
Adjournment on Friday.

%7. When the Senate adjourns on Prxday, unlebsA
otherwise ordered, it stands adjourned until the Monday‘ :

following.
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3.,SENATORS.

Places.
8. When the Senate adjourns, the Senators keep
their. places until the Speaker has left the Chair.

.

. Demeanor.

9. Senators may not pass between the Chair and
the Table. When cntering or crossing the Senate
Chamber, they bow to the Chair; and if they have ocea-
sion. to speak together, when the Senate is sitting, they
go below the Bar, or else the Speaker stops the business
under discussion.

Seats Vacatgzd.

10. If for two consecutive Sessions of the Parlia_
ment, any Senator has failed to give his atten@ahﬁe in
the Senate, it shall be the duty of the Clerk to repcrt the
same to the Senate, and the question of the vacancy
arising thereupon, shall with all convenient speed be
heard and determined by the Senate.

. 4. DOORS CLOSED. :

‘1L If at any sitting of the Senate, or in Com- R
mittee, any member ghall take notice ‘that strangers are
present, the Speaker or the Chairman (as ‘the case meiy»
be) shall forthwith put the question, “ That strangers be
ordered to withdraw,” without permitting any debate or
amendment; Provided, That the Speaker or the Chairman.
may, whenever he may think fit, “order the mthdrawal_
of strangers from any part of the Senate. -
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5. ORDER OF BUSINESS.

12. At each daily sitting of the Senate, the Speaker

shall call for, in the following order:’
- 1. Presentation of Petitions; 2. Reading of Peti-
tions; 3. Notices of Motions; 4. Motions; 5. Orders of
the Day.
' Unfinished Business.

13. The Orders of the Day, which, at the adjourn-
ment, have not been proceeded with, are considered as
postponed until the next sitting-day, to take precedence
of the Orders of that day, unless otherwise ordered.

6. NOTICES OF MOTIONS AND MOTIONS.

Special Motions.
14. Onc intermediate day’s notice, in writing, must
be given of all Motions decmed special.
Prefaced Motions.
15. No motion prefaced by a written p: veamble is
received by the Senate. ’

Withdrawal or Modification of Motions.
16. Any Senator who has made a Motion may
withdraw or modify the same by leave of the. Senate,
guch leave being granted without a nerratlve voice.

Motion Creating a Standing Order.
1'7. No Motion for making any Order of the Senate
a Standing Order can be adopted; unless the Senators in
attendance ‘on the Session shall have been pxevmus]y'
summoned to consider the-same.
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Suspension of Rules..

18. No motion to suspend, modify or amend any
Rule or part thereof, shall be in order, cxcept on one
day’s notice in writing, specifying precisely the Rule
or part of Rule proposed to be suspended, modified or
amended, and the purpose thereof. But any rule may
be suspended without notice by the comsent of the
Senate; and the Rule proposed to be suspended shall be
preciscly and distinetly stated ; and no motion for the
suspension of the Rales upon any Petition for a Private
Bill shall be in order, unless the same shall have been
recommended by the Committee on Standing Orders.

Orders Read before Entered.

19. The Clerk is not to enter any Ol‘d‘@l‘ until the
Spoaker first demand the assent of the Senate; ‘and the
Clerk is to read cver y order in th(, Senate bofow it is

entered.
7. DE BATE.

Senators Addmsmg the Senate

20. Every Senatox desiring to spcak is ' t0-Hise in
his place uncovered, and address. himself to the rest of
~the Senators, and not 1efe1 to any other Senatox by

name.
Lzmzt n Debate

21 A %nabm may speak to any Questxon before the -
Senate; or upon a Question, or an Amendm_enl; to - be "
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proposed by himself; or upon a Question of Order arising

out of the Debate ; but not otherwise, without leave of the
Senate, which shall he determined without debate.

Senators May not Speak Tuwice.

22. No Senator may speak twice to a Question
before the Senate, except in explanation or reply, where
he has made a substantive motion.

Reading Question.

23. Any Senator may requirc the Question under
discussion to be read at any time during the Debate, but
not so as to interrupt any Senator while speaking.

Question under Debate.

24. When a Question is under Debate, no motion is
received, unless to amend it; to commit it; to postpone
it to a certain day; for the previous Question; for read-
ing the Orders of the day, or for the aljournment of the

Senate.
Call to Order:

23. Any Senator called to order, shall sit down and
shall not proceed without leave of the Senate.

8. ORDER IN DEBATE.
Fersonal and Taving Speeches.

‘)b All personal, sharp or taxing spce(hes :ue for—
bidden, and any Senator conceiving hxmqelf offended, or.
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injured in the Senate, in a Committee Room, or in any of
the Rooms belonging to the Senate, is to appeal to the
Senate for redress.

Exceptionable Words.

27. Ifa Senator be called to order, for words spoken
in Debate, upon the demand of the Senator so called to
order, or of any other Senator, the exceptionable words
shall be taken down in writing. And any Senator who
has used exceptionable words, and’does not explain or
retract the same, or offer apologies therefor, to the. satis-
faction ‘of the Senate, will be censured or otherwise
dealt with as the Senate may think fit.

Interference in Quarrels.

28. The Senate will interfere to prevent the prose-
cution of any quarrel between Senatow arising out of
Debates or Proceedings of the Senate, or any Commlttee
thereof. ' :

9. QUESTIONS OF ORDER.

29. The Speaker stands uncovered when speaking
to the Senate, and if called upon to explain a point of
Order or Practice, he is to state the Rule applicable to

the case, and also, to decide the question; when requued '
subject to an appeal to the Senate. '

10. ORDER OF VOTING. |

30. In votmg, the «Contents "’ ﬁrst, rise m theu
places, then the ¢ Non-contents " ' g
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Calling for Names.

81. If two Senators require it, the “ Contents” and
“Non-contents” are cntered upon the Minutes, provided
the Senate shall not have taken up other business; and
cach Senator, shall vote on the question, openly and
without debate, unless for special reasons he be excused
by the Senate.

Reasons for not Voting.

32. A Scnator, declining to vote, shall assign rea-
sons therefor, and the Speaker shall submit to the Senate
the question, “Shall the Senator, for the reasons assigned
“ by him, be excused from voting ?”

Time for Voting, &c.

33. A Senator will not be permitted to vote on any
question, unless he is within the Bar when the question
is put; and, no Senator may speak to a question after
the order has been given to call in the members to vote
thereon, unless with the unanimous consent of the
House; and with the like consent, a Senator may, for
special reasons assigned by him, withdraw or change his
vote, immediately after the announcement of the division.

11, PROTESTS. ,
Protests or Dissent.

34. Any Scnator entering his protest or dissent to
any votes of the Senate, with or without his reasons,
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must cnter and sign the same in the Clerk’s book, on
the next sitting day, before the rising of the Senate.

Controlled by Senate.

33. Every protest is subject to the control of the
Senate, and may necither be altered nor withdrawn
without the consent of the Senate; nor can a Senator,
absent when the question is put be admitted to protest.

12. PETITIONS.
Petitions and Signatures.

86. Every petition is to be fairly written or printed,
and signed on the sheet containing the prayer of the
petition; and if there be more than three petitioners, the
additional signatures may be affixed to the sheets attached
to the petition.

Petitions from Corporations.

3'7. No petition is received from any Corporation
aggregate, unless it be duly anthenticated by the seal of
such Corporation. e

From Public Meetings.

88. Petitions signed by persons purporting to ‘
represent public. meetings, can only be received as. the -
petitions of the persons whose names are affixed thereto.
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13. PUBLIC BILLS.
Bringing in Bills..
39. It is the right of every Senator to bring in a
Bill.
First Readings.
40. Immediately after a Bill is presented, it is read
a first time and ordered to be printed.

Readings of Bills.

41. Fvery Bill is to undergo three separate read-
ings, each on a different day.

Cases of Urgency.

42. Bills of an urgent nature are sometimes allowed
to pass, with unusual expedition, through their several
stages.

Debate on Principle.

43. The Principle of a Bill is usually debated at
its second reading.

Reéconsideration of Clauses.

44. A Senator may, at any time before a Bill has
passed, move for the reconsideration of any clause therecof,
already passed. : :
Third Readings.

45. Orders of the Day for the third reading of
Bills take precedence of all others, except orders to which
the Senate may have previously given priority.
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Bills Passed.

46. When a Bill originating in the Senate, has
passed through its final stage therein, no new Bill for the
same object can afterwards be originated in the Senate,
during-the same Session. -

14. SUPPLY BILIS.
Recommendations by the Crown.

4'7. The Senate will not proce®d upon a Bill appro-
priating public money, that shall not, within the know-
ledge of the Senate, have been recommended by the
Queen’s Representative. :

Tacking Clauses to—Unparliamentary.

48. To annex any clause or clauses to a Bill of Aid
or Supply, the matter of which is foreign to and'different
from the matter of the Bill, is unparliamentary.

15 PRIVATE BILLS.
Time of Receiving Petitions and Bills.

~ 49. No Petition for any Private Bill is received by
the Senate after the first ten days of each Session; :nor
may any Private Bill be presented to the Senate after
the first two weeks of each Session; nor may a.ny
report of any Standing or Select ' ‘Committee upon a
Private B;ll be recexved af‘ter the dxslsix weekq of each
Session. S -
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Publication of Rules.

50. The Clerk of the Scnate shall, during each
Rocess of Parliament, publish weekly in the Canada
Gazette, the following rules respecting Notices of in-
tended applications for Private Bills; and the substance
thereof in the Official Gazette of each Province only.
The Clerk shall also announce, by notice affixed in the
Committee Rooms and Lobbies of the Senate, by the
first day of cvery Session, the time limited for receiving
Petitions for Privatc.Billﬂ, and Private Bills and Reports
thereon,

Notices for Private Bills.

.31. All applications for Private Bills, properly the
subjects of legislation by the Parliament of Canada, within
the purview of “ The British North America Act, 1867,”
whether for the erection of a Bridge, the making of a
Railroad, Turnpike. Road, or Telegraph Line; the con-
struction or improvements of a Harbour, Canal, Lock,
Dam or Slide, or other like work ; the granting ofa right
of Ferry; the incorporation of any particular Trade or
Calling, or of any Banking or other Joint Stock Com-
pany; or otherwise for the granting to any individual
or individuals any exclusive or peculiar rights or privi-
leges whatever, or for doing any matter or thing which,
in its operation, would affect the rights or property of
other parties, or relate to any particular class of the
commanity ; or for making any amendment of a like
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nasure to any former Act, shall require a Notice, clearly
and distinctly specifying the nature and object of the
application, signed by, or on behalf of the apphcanta to
be published as llows, viz, :

In the Provinces of Quebec and Manitoba.

A notice inserted in the Canada Gazette in the Emrhsh
and French languages, and in one newspaper in the
English, and in one in the French language, or in both
languages in one paper, if there bev'but one in the Dis-
trict affected ; or if there be no paper published therein,
then in both languages in a paper published in the
neavest District in which a newspaper is published.

In any other Province.

A notice inserted in the Canada Gazetfe, and in one
newspaper published in the County, or Union of Counties
affected, or if there be no paper published therein, then
in a newspaper in the nearest county in which a news-
paper is published. '

Time of Notice.

Such Notices shall be continued in - ench case, for a
period of at least two months, during the interval of
time between the close of the next preceding Session and
the consideration of the Petition, and copies: of the
newspapers containing the first and last insertion of such
notice, shall be sent to the Clerk of the Senate by the '
parties inserting such notxce '
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Toll Bridge Bills.

52. Before any Petition praying for leave to bring
in a Private Bill for the erection of a Toll Bridge, is -pre-
sented to the Senatc ; the person or persons intending to-
petition for such Bill, shall, upon giving the Notice
prescribed by the preceding Rule, also at the same
time, and in the same manncr, give notice of the rates
which they intend to ask, the extent of the privilege,
the height of the arches, the interval between the abut-
ments or piers for the passage of rafts and vessels; and
shall also mention whether they intend to erect a draw-
bridge or not, and the dimensions of the same.

Consideration of Petitions.

53. Petitions for Private Bills, when received: by
the Senate, are to be taken into consideration without
special reference, by the Committee on Standing Orders. .
The Committee is to report in' cach easé, whether the
Rules with regard to notice have been complied with ;
and in every case where the notice shall prové-td have
been insufficient, either as regards the Petition as a
whole, or any matter therein which ought to have been
specially referred to. in the Notice, the Committee is
to recommend t0 the Senate the course to be taken in
consequence of such insufficiency of notice. '

Deposit of Bill. o
54. A copy of the Bill, containing the amendmeénts
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proposed to be submitted to the Standing Committee, is
deposited in the Clerk’s office, onc clear day before the
meeting of the Committee thereupon.

Reference 1o Judges.

55. Before the second reading of any Private Bill,
the same may, if the Senate think fit, be referred to the
Supreme Court for their examination and report, as to
any point or matter in connection with such Bill
expressed in the Order of Reference.

Private Bills from the House ¢f Commons.

56. All Private Bills from the House of Commons
(not being based on a Potition which has already been
so reported on by the Committee) shall be first taken
into consideration and reported on by ‘the said -Com-
nittee in like manner, after the First Reading of such-
Bills, and before their consideration by any other
Starding Committee. ‘ :

- Introdaftwn of Prwaze Bills.

57. All ggyate Bxlls are introduced on Petxtnon and ‘
presented towthe Senate, after the Petltxon has ‘been
favmably xepoxted on by the Comxmttee on Standmg
Orders.

Leite:s Patent

58. When any Bill for conf'nmmg any Letters
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Patent or agrcement is presented to the Senate, a true
copy of such Letters Patent or Agreement must be

attached to it.
Deposit of Bill and Fees.

39. Any person seeking to obtain a Private Bill
shall deposit with the Clerk of the Senate, eight days
before the mecting of Parliament, if it is intended that the
Bill should originate in this House, a copy of such Bill in
the English or French language, with a sum sufficient to
pay for the translation of the same by the Officers of the
House, and the printing by the Contractor, of 600 copies in
English, and 200 copies in French. The applicant shall
also pay the Clerk of the Senate, immediately after the
second veading and before the consideration of the Bill
by the Committee to which it is referred, a sum of
$200, with the cost of printing the Act in the Statutes
and lodge the receipt for the same with the Clerk of
such Committee.

(1.) The fee payable on the second reading of uny
Private Bill is paid only in the House in which it origi-.
nates, but the cost of printing the same is paid in each

House. v - -
Bills and Petitions .Referrev_

60. Every Private Bill, when read ‘agscc
is referred to the Standing Committee on Pm»vate Bllls
if appointed, or to some other Committee of the ‘same’
character; and all Petitions before the Senate, for or
against the Bill ave considered as féfe_rrqd to such Com-

mittee. _ P
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Sitting of Committee.

61. No Committee on any Private Bill, originating
in the Senate, of which notice is yequired to be given, is
to consider the same until after one week’s notice of the
sitting of such Committec has been first affixed in the
lobby ; mor, in the case of any such Bill originating in
the House of Commons, until after twenty-four hours
like notice.

Private Bill Register.

62. A Book, to be called the “Private Bill Regis-
ter,” shall be kept, in which Book shall be entered by a
Clerk appointed by the Clerk of the Senate, for the
business of that office, the name, description and place
of residence of the parties applying for the Bill, or of”
theiv agent, and all the proceedings thereon, from the
Petition to the passing of the Bill; such entry to specify
briefly each proceeding in the Senate, oi in any com-
mittee to which the Bill or Petition may, be referred, and
the day on which the Committee is hppointed to sit.
Such book to be open to public inspection, daily during’
office hours.

Private Bell Commntees.

63. The Clerk shall cause lists of ali Private Bills
and petitions for such Bills upon which any Committee
iy appointed to sit, specifying the time of the meeting,
and.the room where the'Commitfee’ shall sit, to ke‘pr‘gl

-
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pared ddily by the Clerk of the Committee to which such
Bills are referred, and shall cause the same to be hung
up in the Lobby.

Consent of Parties.

64. All persons whose interests or property may
be affected by any Private Bill, shall, when required to
do so, appear before the Standing Committee touching
their consent, or may send such consent in writing,
proof of which may be required by the Committee.
And in every case the Committee upon any Bill for
incorporating a Company, may require proof, that the
persons whose names appear in the Bill, as composing
the Company, are of full age, and in a position to effect
the objects contemplated, and have consented to become
incorporated. _

Voting in Committees.

63. All' questions before Committecs on Private
Bills are decided by a majority of voices, including the
voice of the Chairman; and whenever the voices are
cqual, the Chairman has a second or casting vote.

Provisions not in Notice.

66. It is the duty of the Select Committee to which
any Private Bill may be referred by the Senate, to call
the attention of the Senate specially to any pro?ision
inserted in such Bill that does not appear to havelbeen
contemplatod in the Notice for the same, as 1eported
upon by the Committee on Standing Orders. ’

Repert of a Committee.

67. The Committee to which a Private Bill may
have been referred shall report the same to the Senate,
in cvery case, and when any material alteration has been
made in the preamble of the Bill, such alter: atxon and
the reasons for the same, are to be statéd in the Repoxt

Preainble not Proved.

68. When the Committee on any Private Bill
reports to the Senate that the Preamble of such Bill has
not been proved to their satisfaction, they must alco
state the growunds on which they have arrived at such
a decision ; and no Bill so reported on shall be placed
on the Orders of the Day, unless by special order of the.

Senate. .
Chairman’s Signature.

69. The Chairman of the Committce shall sigm
with his name at length, a printed copy of the Bill, on.
which the Amendments are fairly written, and shalli
also sign with the initials of 'his name,; the severak
amendments made and clauses added in Committee, and!
another eopy of the Bill, with the Amendments written
thereon, shall be prepared by the Clerk of the, Com-
mittee, and filed, or attached-to the Report. , )

Notice of Amendments

70. No important . Amendment may be proposc(l.
to any Private Bill, in a Committee of the Whole, .or at
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the Third Reading of the Bill, unless one day’s notice of
the same shall have been given.

Bills Amended by Commons.

71. When any Private Bill is returned from the
House of Commons with amendments, the same not
being merely verbal or unimportant, such amendments
are, previous to their second Reading, referred to a Com-
mittee of the Whole, or to the Standing Committee to
which such Bill was originally referred. A

16. BILLS OF DIVORCE.
Publication of Notices.

72. Every applicant for a Bill of Divorce is
roquired to give notice of his intended application, and
to specify from whom and for what cause, by adver.
#tisement during six months, in the Canada Gazette, and
iin two newspapers published in the District, in Quobec
:and Manitoba, or in the County or union of Counties in the
«other Provinces, where such applicant usually rosided, at
ithe time of the scparation, or if the requisi'te nuinbers
«of papers cannot be found therein, then in the adjoining
District, or County or union of Counties.

The Notice for the Provinces of Quebec an(l Mani-
toba is to be published inthe English and French lan-

guagos.
Service of l\otzce.

78. A copy of the Notice in writing, is to be
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served, at the instance of the applicant, on the person
from whom the Divorce is sought, if the -residence of
such person can be ascertained; and proof on oath of
such service, or of the attempts nade to effect it, to the
satisfaction of the Senate, is to be adduced before the
Senate on the reading of the Petition.

Proceedings in Courts.

%4. When proceedings in any Courts of Law have
taken place prior to the Petition; an Exempliﬁcatioh of
such procecdihgs to final judgment, duly certified, is to
be presented to the Senate, on the reading of the Peti-
tion,

: Damages Levied. e

73. In cases where damages have been awarded to
the applicant, proof on oath must be adduced, to the
satisfaction of the Senate, that such damages have been
levied and retained, or explanation given to the Senate
- for the neglect or inability to levy the -sﬂme, under a

writ of execution, as they may deem a snfﬁelent; cxcuse
for such omission, o

Formalztzes bejore Second Iieadmg

76. The second reading of the Bill is not to take
place until fourteen days - after the first xcadmg and
notice of such second reading is to be- affixed upon the
doors of the Senate during that penod and a copy
thereof and of the Bill duly served upon tho par ty from<
whom the divoree is sought, and proof on o‘tth of sach
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service, adduced at the Bar of the Senate, before pro.
ceeding to the second reading, or sufficient proof adduced
of the impossibility of complying with this regulation.

Petitioner to appear.

'7'¢. The petitioner is to appeur below the Bar of
the Senate, at the sccond reading, to be examined by
the Senate, gencrally, or as to any collusion or conni-
vance between the parties to obtain such separation,
anless the Senate think fit to dispense therewith.

Evidence of Marriage.

8. After the second reading, the Bill is veferred

o 2 Select Committee of nine members; witnesses are
heard on oath, the evidence is taken down in writing
and reported to the Senate, with all vouchers adduced
before the Committce; the preliminary evidence being
that of the due celebration of the murriage between the
parties, by legitimate testimony, either by witnesscs
present at the marriage or by complete and satisfuctory
proof of the certificate of the ofﬁciatihg minister or
_authority-. |
Hearing of Counsel.

79. The Counsel for the applicant, as well as the
party from whom the divorce is sought, may be heard at
the Bar of the Senate; as well on the: ¢vidence adduced
as on the provisions for.the future support of the wxf’e 1f '
deemed necessary.
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Summoning of Witnesses.

80. The witnesses are notified to attend by a suin-
mons, to issuc under the hand and seal of the Speaker,
to the parties applying for the same, on application to
the Clerk of the Senate, and served at the expense of
the said parties, by the Usher- of the Black Rod-or his
authorized deputy; and every witness is allowed his
reasonable expenses, which, with those incurred by the
Usher of the Black Rod or his deputy, are to be taxed
by the Senate or any officer thereof appointed for that
purpose.

Witnesses -Refusing -to Attend.

French, must be. deposited in the office of the Clerk, of
the Senate, and no such Bill is to. be. “rcnd & third timo
until a certificate from' the Queen’s Printer Shal’l‘b{‘wo :
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been filed with the Clerk, that the cost of printing 500
copies of the Act in English, and 250 copies in I‘mnclx
for the Government, has been paxd to hxm

Deposit of Costs.

83. Every applicant for a Bill of Divorce, at the
time of presenting the Petition, is to pay into the hands
of the Clerk of the Senate, a sum of two hundred do]lars,
to cover the expenses which may be incurred by the
Senate, during the progress of the Bill.

84. In all ﬁnprovided mses,- reference should be

“bursements, since the last audit, with vouchers in suppoxt
thereof. -
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19. COMMITTEES OF THE WHOLE.
Places of Senators.

An Act for the Union of Canada, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, and the Government
thereof; and for Purposes connected there-
with. e '

[29¢h March, 186%7.] -

HEREAS the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick have expressed their Desire to.be
federally united into One Dominion under the Crown of
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, with
a Constitution similar in Principle to that of the United

Kingdom:

And whereas such a Union would conduce to the Wel-
fare of .the Provinces and promote the Interests of the -

British Empire :

And whereas on the Establishment of the Union, by
Anthority of Parliament it is expedient, not, only that
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the Constitution of the Legislative Authority in the
Dominion be provided for, but also that the Nature of the
Executive Government therein be declared :

Aund whereas it is expedient that Provision be made -
for the eventual Admission into the Union of other Parts
of British North America : - -

Be it therefore enacted and declared by the Queen’s
Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the Advice and
Consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Com-
mons, in this present Parliament assembled, and by the
‘Authority of the same, as follows: '

I. PRELIMINARY,

addition to Persons qualified by the Law of the Province
of Canada to vote, every male British Subject, aged
Twenty-one Years or upwards, being a Householder,
shall have a Vote.

85. Every Legislative Assembly-of Ontario and every

Years from the Day of the Return of the Writs for
ehoosing the same (subject nevertheless to either the

Electoral District or any Subdivision thereof shall be
held at the same Time and at the same Places as the
Elcction for a Member to serve in the House of Com-
mons of Canada for that Blectoral District.

6.—THE FOI/R PROVINCES.

90. The following Provisions of this Act respecting
the Pariiament of Canada, namely,—the Provisions re-
lating to Appropriation and Tax Bills, the recommenda-
tion of money votes, the Assent to Bills, the Disallowance
of Acix, and the Signification of Pleasure on Bills re-
served,—:hall extend and apply to the Legislatures of
the several Provinces asif those Provisions were here re-
enacted and made applicable in Terms to the respective
Provinces and the Legislatures thereof, with the Substi-
tution of the Lieutenant Governor of the Province for the
Governor General, of the Governor General for the
Queen and for a Sacretary of State, of One Year for Two
Years, and of the Province for Canada. :

VI. DistrIBUTION Of LEGISLATIVE POWERS.

Powers of the Parliament.

®1. It shall be lawful for the Queen, by and with: the
Advice and Consent of theSenate.and House of: Commons,
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to make Laws for the Peace, Order, and good Goverp-
ment of Canada, in relation to all Matters not comin
within the Classes of Subjects by this Act assign

7. The Establishment, Maintenance, and Management
of Hospitals, Asylums, Charities, and Eleemosy-
nary Institutions in and for the Provinee, other
than Marine ospitals.

8. Municipal Institutions in the Province.

9. Shop, Saloon, Tavern, Auclioneer, and other
Licenses in order to the raising of a Revenue
for Provincial, Local, or Municipal Purposes.

10. Local Works and Undertakings other than such as
are of the following Classes :—

14 The Administration of ‘Justice in the Province,
including. the Constitution, Maintenance and
Organization of Provincial Courts, both of Civil
and of Criminal Jurisdiction, and including
Procedure in Civil Matters in those Courts.

15, The Imposition of Punishment by Fine, Penalty,
or Imprisonment for enforcing any Law of the
Province made in relation to any Matter com-
ing within any of the Classes of Subjects enumer-
ated in this Section.

16. Generally all Matters of a merely local or private
Nature in the Province.

Education.

98. In and for cach Province the Logislature may
exclusively make Laws in relation to Education, subject
and according to the following Provisions :—

any Right or Privilege with respect to Denomi-
national Schools which any Class of Persons
have by Law in the Province at the Union:

.2, All the Powers, Privileges and Duties at the
Union by Law conferred and imposed in Upper -
Canada on the ‘Separate Schools and School
Trustees of the Queeii’s Roman Catholic Sub-
jects, shall be and the sameare hereby extended
to the'Dissentient Schools of the: Qaeen’s .Pro-
testant and Roman Catholic Subjects+in Quebec:
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3. Where in any Province a System of Separate or
Dissentient Schools exist by Law at the Union
or is thereafter cstablished by the Legislature
of the Province, an Appeal shall lie to the Gov-
ernor General in Council from any Act or
Decision of any Provincial Authority affecting
any Right or Drivilege of the Protestant or
Roman Catholic Minority ofthe Queen’s Subjects
in relation to Education :

4, In case any such Provincial Law as from Time to
Time scems to the Governor General in Council
requisite for the due Execution of the Provisions
of this Section is not made, or in case any Deci-
sion of the Governor General in Council on any
Appenl unider this Section is not duly executed
by the Proper Provincial Authority in that
Behalf, then and in every such Case, and as far
only as the Circumstances of each Case require,
the Parliament of Canada may make remedial
Laws for the due Execution of the Provisions
of this Section and of any Decision of the Gov-
ernor General in Council under this Section. *

Uniformity of Laws in Ontario, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick.

94. Notwithstanding anything in this Act, the Par-
liament of Canada may make Provision for the Uniform-
ity of all or any of the Laws rolative to Property and
Civil Rights in Ontario, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick, and of the Procednre of all or any of the Courts in
those Three Provinces, and from and after the passing of
any Act in that Behalf the Powor of the Parliament of
Canada to make Laws in relation to any Matter com-
prised in any such Act shall, notwithstanding anything
In this Act, be unrestricted ; but any Act of the Parlia-
ment of Canada making Provision for such Uniformity
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shall not have effect in any Province unless and until it
is adopted and enacted as Law Ly the Legislature
thereof.

Agriculture and Inomiyration.

93. In each Provinee the Legislature may make Laws
in relation to Agriculture in the Province, and to Immi-
gration into the Province; and it i~ hereby declared that
the Parliament of Canada may trom Time to Time make
Laws in relation to Agricultare in all or any of the Pro-
vinces, and to Immigration into all or any of the Pro-
vinces; and any Law of the Legislature of a Province
relative to Agriculture or to Immigration shall have effect
in and for the Province as long and as far only as it is
not repugnant to any Act of the Parlinment of Canada.

VII. JubicATURE.

96. The Governor General shall agpoi‘nt the Judges of
the Superior, District, and County Courts in cach Pro-
vince, except those of the Courts of Probate in Nova

Scotia and New Brunswick.

97. Until the Laws relative to Property and Civil
Rights in Ontario, Nova Scotia, and Now Brunswick, and
the Procedure of the Courts in those Provinces are
made uniform, the Judges-of the Courts of those: Pro-
vinces appointed by the Governor General shall be
_selected‘fgom the respective Bars of those Provinces,

98. The Judges of the Courts of Quobec shall be
selected from the Bar of that Provinco. A

99. The Judges of the Superior Courts shall hold office
during good Behaviour, but shall be removable by the
Governor ‘General on Address of the Senate and House
of Commons. : - a
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100. The Salaries, Allowances, and Pensions of the
Judges of the Superior, District and County Courts
gaxcept the Courts of Probate in Nova Scotia and New

runswick,) and of the Admiralty Courts in Cases where
the Judges thereof are for the Time being paid by Salary,
shall be fixed and provided by the Parliament of Canada.

101. The Parliament of Canada may, notwithstanding
anything in this Act, from Time to Time, provide for the
Constitution, Maintenance, and Organization of a General
Court of Appeal for Canada, and for the Establishment of
any additional Courts for the better Administration of
the Laws of Canada.

VIII. REvENUES, DEBTS, AsSETS, TAXATION.

102. All Duties and Revenues over which the respec-
tive Legislatures of Canada, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick before and at the Union had and have Power of
Appropriation, except such Portions thercof as are by
this Act reserved to the respective Legislatures of the
Provinces, or are raised by them in accordance with the
s&;ecial Powers conferred on them by this Act, shall form

ne Consolidated Revenue Fund, to be appropriated for
the Public Service of Canada in the Manner and subject
to the Charges in this Aet provided.

- 108. The Consolidated Revenue Fund of Canada shall
be permanently charged with the Costs, Charges and
Expenses incident to the Collection, Management and.
Receipt thercof, and the same shall form the First
Charge thereon, subject to be reviewed and audited-in
such Manner as shall be ordered by the Governor
General in Council until the Parlinment otherwise
provides. - : o

~104. Tho annual Tnterest of the Public Debts ofthe'
several Provinces of Canada, Nov Scotia and New
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Brunswick at the Union shall form the Second Charge
on the Consolidated Revenue Fund of Canada.

105. Unless altered by the Parliament of Canada,
the Salary of the Governor General shall be Ten thou-
sand Pounds Sterling Money of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland, payable out of the Consoli-
dated Revenue Fund of Canada, and the same shall form
the Third Charge thereon. :

106. Subject to the several Payments by this Act
charged on the Consolidated Revenue Fund of Canada,
the same shall be appropriated by the Parliament of
Canada for the Public Service.

107. All Stocks, Cash, Banker's Balances and Securi-
ties for Money belonging to each Province at the Time
of the Union, except as in this Act mentioned, shall be
the Property of Canada, and shall be taken in Reduction
of the amount of the respective Debts of the Provinces at
the Union. '

108. The Public Works and Property of each Pro-
vince, enumerated in the Third Schedule to this Aect,
shall be the Property of Canada. ‘

109. All Lands, Mines, Minerals, and Royalties be-
longing to the several Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick at the Union, and all Sums then:due
or };aya.ble for such Lands, Mines, Minerals, or Royalties,
shall belong to. the several Provinces of Ontario, &!.lebgc,.
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick in which the same are
situate or arise, subject to any Trusts existing in mgmﬁ
thereof, and to any Interest other than that of the Pro-
vince in the same. _ .

110. All Assots connected with such Portions of the
Public ‘Debt of .each Province. as are assumed bythat
Province shall belong to that Province. R
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111. Canada shall be liable for the Debts and Liabili-
ties of each Proviace existing at the Union.

112. Ontario and Quebec conjointly shall be liable to
Canada for the Amount (if any) by which the Debt of
the Province of Canada exceed~ at the Union Sixty-two
million five hundred thousand Dollars, and shall be
charged with Interest at the Rate of Five per Centum
per Annum thercon.

113. The Assets enumerated in the Fourth Schedule
to this Act belonging at the Union to the Province of
Canada shall be the Property of Ontario and Quebec con-
jointly.

114. Nova Scotia shall be liable to Canada for the
Amount (if any) by which its Public Debt exceeds at
the Union Eight million dollars, and shall be charged
with Interest at the Rate of Five per Centum per Annum
thereon.

115. New Brunswick shall be liable to Canada for the
Amount (if any) by which its Public Debt exceeds at the
Union Seven million dollars, and shall be charged with
{lrllterest at the Rate of Five per Centum per Annum,

ereon.

116. In case the Public Debts of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick do not at the Union amount to Eight
million and Seven million Dollars respectively, they
shall respectively: receive by half-yearly Payments in
advance from the Government of Canada Interest at
Five per Centum per Annum on the Difference between:
the actual Amounts of their respective Debts and such
stipulated Amounts,

11'7. The several Provinces shall retain all their
respective Public Property not otherwise disposed of in’
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this Act, subject to the Right of Canada to assume any
Lands or Public Property required for Fortifications or
for the Defence of the Countxy.

118. The following Sums shall be paid yearly by
Canada to the several Provinces for the Support of their
Governments and Legislatures:

Quebec - - - - - Seventy thousand.
Nova Scotia - - - - Sixty thousand.
New Brunswick - - -  Fifty thousand.

Two hundred and sixty thousand;
and an annual Grant in aid of each Province shall be
made, equal to eighty Cents per Head of the Population
as ascertained by the Census of One thousand eight
hundred and sixty-one, and in the case of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, by each subsequent Decennial
Census until the Population of each of those two Pro-
vinces amounts to Four hundred thousand Souls, at which
Rate such Grant shall thereafter remain. Such Grants
shall be in full Settlement of all future Demands on
Canada, and shall be paid half-yearly in advance to each
Province; but the Government of Canada shall deduct
from such Grants, as against any Province; all Sums
chargeable as Interest on the Public Debt of that Pro-
vince in excess of the several Amounts stipulated in this
Act. ‘

119. New Brunswick shall receive by half-yearly
gyments in advance from Canada, for the Period of Ten
g’ears-from the Union, an additional Allowance of Sixty-
three thousand Dollars per Annum; but as long as the
Public Debt of that Province remains under Seven mil-
lion Dollars, a Deduction equal to the Interest at Five
er Centum per Annum on such Deficiency shall bemade
rom that Allowance of Sixty-three thousand Dollars.

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120. All Payments to be made under this Act, or in
discharge of Liabilities created under any Act of the
Provinces of Canada, Nova 3cotia and New Brunswick
respectively, and assumed by Canada, shall, until the
Parliament of Canada otherwise directs, be made in such
Form and Manner as may from Time to Time be ordered
by the Governor General in Council.

121. All Articles of the Growth, Produce, or Manu-
facture of any one of the Provinces shall, from and after
the Union, be admtted free into each of the other Pro-
vinces. -

122. The Customs and Excise Laws of each Province
shall, subject to the Provisions of this Act, continue in
force until altered by the Parliament of Canada.

- 128. Where Customs Duties are, at the Union, levi-
able on any Goods, Wares or Merchandises in any two Pro-
vinces, those Goods, Wares and Merchandises may, from
and after the Union, be imported from one of those Pro-
vinces into the other of them on Proof of Payment of the
Customs Duty leviable thereon in the Province of Expor-
tation, and on Payment of such further Amount (if any)
of Customs Duty as is leviable thereon in the Province of
Importation.

124. Nothing in this Act shall affect the Right of
New Brunswick to levy the Lumber Dues provided in
Chapter Fifteen of Title Three of the Revised Statutes of
New Brunswick, or in any Act amending that Act be-
fore or after the Union, and not increasing the Amount
of such Dues; but the Lumber of any of the Provinces
i))ther than New Brunswick shall not be subject to such

ues.

- 128. No Lands or Property belonging to Canada or
any Province shall be liable to Taxation. L

126. Such Portions of the Duties and Revenues over
which the respective Legislatures of Canada, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick had before the Union Power of Ap-
Eropriation as are by this Act reserved to the respective

overnments or Legislatures of the Provinces, and all
Duties and Revenues raised by them in accordance with
the special Powers conferred upon them by this Act,
shall in each Province form One Consolidated Revenue
Fund to be appropriated for the Public Service of the
Province.

IX. MiscELLANEOUS PROVISIONS.
General.

127. If any Person being at the passing of this Acta
Member of the Legislative Council of%anada, Nova Scotia
or New Brunswick, to whom a Place in the Senate is
offered, does not within Thirty Days thereafter, by Writ-
ing under his Hand addressed to the Governor general
of the Province of Canada or to the Lieutenant Governor
of Nova Scotia or New Brunswick (as the Case may be),
accept the same, he shall be deemed to have declined the
same; and any Person who, being at the passing of ‘this
Act a Member of the Legislative Council of Nova Scotia
or New Brunswick, accepts a Place in the Senate shall
thereby vacate his Seat in such Legislative Council.

128. Every Member of the Senate or House of Com-
mons of Canada shall before taking his Seat therein, take
and subscribe before the Governor General or some Per-
son authorized by him, and every Member of a Legisla-
tive Council or a Legislative Assembly of any Province
shall before taking his Seat therein take and subscribe
before the Lieutenant Governor of the Provinee or some
Person authorized by him, the ‘Oath of Allegiance con-
tained in the Fifth Schedule to this Act; .and-évery
Member of the Senate of Canada and every Member of
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the Legislative Council,of Quebec shall also, before
taking his Seat therein, take and subscribe before the.
Governor General, or some Person authorized by him,
the Declaration of Qualification contained in the same
Schedule.

129. Except as otherwise provided by this Act, all
Laws in force in Canada, Nova Scotia or New Brunswick
at the Union, and all Courts of Civil and Criminal Juris-
diction, and all legal Commissions, Powers and Authori-
ties, and all Officers, Judicial, Administrative, and
Ministerial, existing therein at the Union, shall continue
in Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
respectively, as if the Union had not been made; sub-
ject nevertheless (except with respect to such as are
enacted by or exist under Acts of the Parliament of
Great Britain, or of the Parliament of the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland), to be repealed,
abolished or altered by the Parliament of Canada, or by
the Legislature of the respective Province, according to
the Authority of the Parliament or of that Legislature
under this Act.

130. Until the Parliament of Canada otherwise pro-
vides, all Officers of the several Provinces having Duties
to discharge in relation to Matters other than those com-
ing within the Classes of Subjects by this Act assigned
exclusively to the Legislatures of the Provinces shall be
Officers of Canada, and shall continue to discharge the
Duties of their respective Offices under the same Liabili- .
ties, Responsibilities and Penalties as if the Union had
not been made. : '

- 181. Until the Parliament of Canada otherwise pro?
vides, the Governor General in Council may from Time.
to Time appoint such Officers as the Governor General
in Council deems necessary or proper for the effectual .
execution of this Act. T L
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182. The Parliament and Government of Canada shall -
have all Powers necessary or proper for performing the
Obligations of Canada or any Province thereof, as Part
of the British Empire, towards Foreign Countrics, arising
under Treaties between the Empire and such Foreign
Countries. .

133. Either the English or the French Language may
be used by any Person in the Debates of the Houses of
the Parliament of Canada and of the House of the Legis-
lature of Quebec; and both those Languages shall be
used in the respective Records and Journals of those
Houses; and either of those Languages may be used by
any Person or in any Pleading or Process in or issuing
from any Court of Canada established under this Act, and
in or from all or any of the Courts of Quebec.

The Acts of the Parliument of Canada and of the
Legislature of Quebec shall be printed and published in
both those Languages. ‘ S

Ontario and Quebec.

184. Until the Legislature of Ontario and Quebec
otherwise provides, the Lieutenant Governors of Ontario
and Quebec may each appointunder the Great Seal of the

with all practicable Speed.

XI. Apmission oF orHER COLONIES.

146. Itshall he lawful for the Queen, by and with the
Advice of Her Majesty’s Most Honourable Privy Counecil,
on Addresses from the Houses of the Parliament of
Canada, and from the Houscs of the respective Legisla-
tures of the Colonies or Provinces of Newfoundland,
Prince Edward Island and British Columbia, to admit
those Colonies or Provinces, or any of them, into the
Union, and on Address from the Houses of the Parlia-
ment of Canada to admit Rupert’s Land and the North-
Western Territory, or either of them, into the Union, on
such Terms and Conditions in each Case as are in the

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DECLARATION OF QUALIFICATION.

I, A. B., do declare and testify, That I am by Law
duly qualified to be appointed a Member of the Senate of
Canada [or as the Case may be], and that I am legally or
equitably seised as of Freehold for my own Use and
Benefit of Lands or Tenements held in Free and Common
Soccage [or seised or possessed for my own Use and
Benefit of Lands or Tenements held in Frane-alleu or in
Roture (as the Case may be),] in the Province of Nova
Scotia [or as the Case may be] of the Value of Four
thousand Dollars over and above all Rents, Dues, Debts,
Mortgages, Charges and Incumbrances due or payable
out of or charged on or affecting the same, and that I
have not collusively or colourably obtained a Title to or
become possessed of the said Lands or Tenements or any
Part thereof for the Purpose of enabling me to become a
Member-of the Senate of Canada [or as the Case may be],
and that my Real and Personal Property are together
worth Four thousand Dollars over and above my Debts
and Liabilities.







CHAP. 28.

An Act respecting the Establishment of Pro-
vinces in the Dominion of Canada.

. [29th June, 1871.]

‘M HEREAS doubts have been entertained respecting
the powers of the Parliament of Canada to estab-
lish Provinces in Territories admitted, or which may
hereafter be admitted, into the Dominion of Canada, and
to provide for the representation of such Provinces in
the said Parliament, and it is expedient to remove such
doubts, and to vest such powers in the said Parliament:

Be it enacted by the Queen’s Most Fixcellent Majesty,
by and with the advice and consent of the Lords, Spiri-
tual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Par-
liament assem]glod, and by the authority of the same, as
follows:— ’

1. This Act may be cited for all purposes as “The
British North America Act, 1871.”
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2. The' Parlianment of Canada may from time to time
cestablish new Provinces in any Territories forming for
the time Leing part of the Dominion of Canada, but not
included in any Province thereof, and may, at the time
of such establishment, make provision for the constitu-
tion and administration of any such Province and for the
passing of laws for the peace, order and good government
of such Province, and for its representation in the said.
Parliament.

3. The Parliament of Canada may from time to time,
with the consent of the Legislature of any Province of
the said Dominion, increase, diminish or otherwise alter
the limits of such Province under such terms and condi-
tions as may be agreed to by the said Legislature, and
may, with the like consent, malke provision respecting
the effect and operation ot any such increase or diminu-
tion or alteration of Territory in relation to any Province
affected thereby.

4. The Parliament of Canada may from time to time
make provision for the administration, peace, order and
good government of any Territory not for the time being
included in any Province. : :

8. The following Acts passed by the said Parliament
of Canada and intituled rospectively: “An Act for the
Temporary Government of Rupert’s Land and the North-
‘Western Territory when united with Canada,” and “An
Act to amend and continue the Act Thirty-two and
Thirty-three Victoria, chaptor three,” and to establish
and provide for the “Government of the: Province of
Manitoba,” shall be and be deemed to have been valid
and effectual for all purposes whatsoever from the date
at which they respectively received the assent in the
Queen’s name of the Governor General of the said Do-
minion of Canada. T . . .
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6. Except as provided by the third section of this Act,
it shall not be competent for the Parliament of Canada
to alter the provisions of the last mentioned Act of the
said Parliament, in so far as it relates to the Province of
Manitoba, or of any other Act hereafter establishing new
Provinces in the said Dominion, subject always to the
right of the Legislature of the Province of Manitoba to
alter from time to time the provisions of any law respect-
ing the qualification of electors and members of the
Legislative Assembly, and to make laws respecting elec-
tions in the said Province.
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CHAP. 38,

An Act Lo remove certain doubts with respect
to the powers of the Parliament of Canada
under Section Eighteen of the British North
America Act, 1867.

[19th July, 1875.]

HEREAS by Section Eighteen of the Brilish North
America Act, 1867, it is provided as follows: - -

“The privileges, immunities and powers to be held,
“enjoyed and exercised by the Senate and by the House
“of Commons, and by the Members respectively, shall be
“such as are from time to time defined by Act of the
¢« Parliament of Canada, but so that the same shall never
“exceed those at the passing of this Act, held, enjoyed
“and exercised by the Commons House of Parliament of
“the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland and
“ by the members thereof.”

And whereas doubts have arisen with regard to the
power of defining by an Act of the Parliament of Canada,
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in pursuance of the said scction, the said privileges,
powers, or immunities; and it is expedient to remove
such doubts:

Be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s Most Excellent
Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Lords, Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this
present Parliament assembled, and by the authority of
the same, as {ollows :—

1. Scction Eighteen of the British North America Act,
1867, is hereby vepealed without prejudice to anything
done under that section, and the following section shall
be substituted for the section so repealed.

The privileges, immunities and powers to be held,
enjoyed and exercised by the Senate and by the House
of Commons, and by the Members thereof, respectively,
shall be such as are from time to time defined by Act of
the Parliament of Canada, but so that any Act of the
Parhament of Canada defining such privileges, immuni-
ties and powers, shall not confer any privileges, immuni-
ties or powers cxceeding those at the passing of such
Act, held, enjoyed and cxercised by the Commons House
of Parliament of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland, and by the Members thereof.

2. The Act of the Parliament of Canada passed in the
thirty-first year of the Reign of Her present Majesty,
chapter twenty-four, intituled “ An Act to provide for
oaths to witnesses being administered in certain cases
for the purposes of either House of Parliament” shall
be deemed to be valid, and to have been valid as from
the date at which the Royal assent was given thereto by
the Governor General of the Dominion of Canada.

8. This Act may be cited as “The Parliament of
Canada Act, 1875.” :

HEREAS We did by certain Letters Patent under
the Great Seal of Our United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, bearing date at Westminster, the
twenty-ninth day of December, 1868, in the thirty-second
year of Our reign, constitute and appoint Our Right
Trusty and Well-Beloved Councillor Sir John Young,
Baronet(now Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Coun-
cillor John Baron Lisgar), Xnight Grand Cross of Our
Most Honourable Order of the Bath, Knight Grand Cross
of Our Most distinguished Order of St. Michael and Saint
Groorge, to be Governor Geeneral of Canada, fer and during
Our will and pleasure, as upon relation being had to the
said recited Letters Patent will more fully and at large
appcear. .
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Now Know You that We have revoked and determined,
and by these Presents do revoke and determine the said
recited Letters Patent, and every clause, article, and
thing therein contained. And further Know You that
We, reposing especial trust and confidence in the pru-
dence, courage, and loyalty of you, the said Frederick
Temple, Earl of Dufferin, of Our special grace,
certain  knowledge, and mere motion, have thought
fit to constitute and appoint, and by these Presents do
constitute and appoint you to be Our Governor General
in and over Our }J))ominion of Canada, for and during Our
will and pleasure. And We do hereby authorize and
command you in due manner to exccute all things that
shall belong to your said command, and the trust We
have reposed in you, according to the severul Powers
and Directions granted or appointed you by this Our
present Commission, and of the Act of Parliament passed
in the Thirtieth Year of Our Reign, intituled : “The
British North America, Act, 1867;"” and according to
such instructions as are herewith given to yon, or as may
hereafter be given to you under Our Sign Manual and
Signet, or by Our Order in Our Privy Council, or by Us
through One of Our Principal Secretaries of State, and
according to such laws as are now or shall hereafter be
in force in Our said Dominion.

II. And We do hereby authorize and empower you to
keep and use the Great Seal of Our said Dominion for
sealing all things whatsoever that shall pass the said:
Great Seal.

OI. And We do further authorize and empower you to
constitute and appoint in Our name and on Our behalf,
all such Judges, 8ommissioners, Justices of the Peace,
and other necessary Officers and Ministers of Our said
b]@)o%inion, as may be lawfully constituted or appointed

y Us. '
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IV. And We do further authorize and empower you,
as you shall see occasion, in Our name and on Our
behalf, when any crime has been committed within OQur
said Dominion, to grant a Pardon to any accomplice, not
being the actual perpetrator of such crime, who shall
give such information and evidence as shall lead to the
apprehension and conviction of the principal offender;
and further, to grant to any offender convicted of any
crime in any Court, or before any Judge, Justice, or
Magistrate within Our said Dominion, a Pardon, either
free or subject to lawful conditions, or any respite of the
execution of the sentence of any, such otfender for such
period as to you may seem fit; and to remit any fines,
penalties, or forfeitures which may become due and
payable to Us.

V. And We do further authorize and empower you, so
far as We lawfully may, upon sufficient cause to you ap-
pearing to remove from his office, or to suspend from the
exercisc of the same, any person exercising any such
office or place within Our said Dominion, under or by
virtue of any Commission or Warrant granted, or which
may be granted by Us in Our name or by Our
authority.

VI. And We do further authorize and empower you
to exercise from time to time, as you may judge neces-
sary, all powers lawfully belonging to Us, in respect of
assembling, or proroguing, the Senate or the House of
Commons of Our said Dominion, and of dissolving the
said House of Commons, and We do hereby give the like
authority to the several Lieutenant Governors for the
time being, of the Provinces in Our said Dominjon with
respect to the Legislative Councils, or the Legislative or
General Assemblies of those Provinces respectively.

VIL And We do by these Presents authorize and
empower you, within Qur said Dominion, to exercise all
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such powers as We may be entitled to exercise therein

in respect of granting Licenses for Marriages, Letters of

Administration, and Probates of Wills, and with respect

to the Custody and Management of Idiots and Lunatics,
and their Estates. :

VIII. And whereas by the said British North America
Act, 1867, it is amongst other things enacted, that it
shall be lawful for Us, if We think fit, to authorize the
Governor General of Canada to appoint any person or
persons jointly, or severally, to be his Deputy or Depu-
ties within any part or parts of Canada, and in
that capacity to exercise, during the pleasure of the
Governor General, such of the powers, authorities and
functions of the Governor General as he may deem
it necossary or expedient 1o assign to him or them,
subject to any limitations or directions from time
time expressed or given by Us: Now We do hereby
authorize and empower you, subject to such limitations
and directions as aforesaid, to appoint any person or per-
sons, jointly or severally, to be your Deputy or Deputies
within any Part or Parts of Our Dominion of Canada,
and in that capacity to exercise, during your pleasure,
such of your powers, functions and authorities as you
may deem it necessary or expedient to assign to him or
them: Provided always that the appointment of such a
Deputy or Deputies shall not affect the exercise of any .
such power, authority or function by you, the said
Frederick Temple Earl of Dafferin, in person.

IX. And We do hereby declare Our Pleasure to he
that in the event of your death, incapacity or absence
out of Our said Dominion, all and every the powers and
authorities herein granted to you shall, until Our further
pleasure is signified therein, be vested 'in such person as
may be appointed by Us under Our Sign Manual and
Signet, to be Our Lieutenant-Governor of Our said
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Dominion, or if there shall be no such Lieutenant-Gover-
1or in Our said Dominion, then in such person or persons
as may be appointed by Us under Our Sign Manual and
Signet to administer the Government of the same; and
in case there shall be no person or persons within Our
said Dominion so appointed by Us, then in the Senior
Officer for the time being in command of Our regular
troops in Our said Dominion.

X, And We do hereby require and command all Our
Officers and Ministers, Civil and Military, and all other
the inhabitants of Our said Dominion, to be obedient,
aiding and assisting unto you the said Frederick Temple,
Earl of Dufferin, or in the event of your death, incapacity
-or absence, to such person or pérsons as may from time
to time, under the provisions of this Our ‘Commission,
administer the Government of Our said Dominion.

In Witness whereof, We have caused these Our Letters
to be made Patent. Witness OQurself at Westminster, the
Twenty-second day of May, in the Thirty-fifth year of Our
Reign. o

Instrucrions to Our Right Trusty and Right Well-
Beloved Cousin and Councillor, Frederick Temple, Earl
of Duflerin, Knight of Our Most Illustrious Order of
Saint Patrick, Knight Commander of Our Most Honor-
able Order of the Bath, Our Governor General in and
Over Our Dominion of Canada, or in his absence, to
Our Lieutenant-Governor, or the Officer administering
the Government of Our said Dominion of Canada for
the time being. Given at Our Court at Balmoral, this
Twenty-second day of May, 1872, in the Thirty-fifth
Year of Our Reign, o

“) HEREAS, by a Commission under the Great Seal of

Our United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire-
land, bearing even date herewith, we have constituted
and appointed you, the said Frederick Temple, Earl of
Dafferin, to be Our Governor General in and over Our
Dominion of Canada, for and during Our Will and Plea-
sure, and have farther aunthorized and commanded you to
do and execute all things in due manner that-shall
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belong to your said command, and the trust thereby
reposed in you, according to the scveral powers -and
directions therein mentioned, and particularly according
to such Instructions as should therewith be givento you.’
Now, therefore, We do by these Our Instructions under
Our Sign Manual and Signet, being the Instructions so
referred to as aforesaid, declare Our Pleasure to be,
that you shall with all due solemnity cause Our said
Commission to be published in Our said Dominion; and
you shall then and there take the oath of allegiance, in
the form provided by an Act passed in the Session

Courts of Record within our said Dominion, orany three
or move of such Judges, are hereby required 1o tender and
administer unto you.

II. And Wo do authorize and require you from time
to time, and at any time hereafter, by yourself or by any
other person to be authorized by you in that behalf, to
administer to all and to every persons or person, as you
shall think fit, who shall hold any office or place of trust
or profit, the said oath of allegiance, together with such
other oath or oaths as may from time to time be pre-
seribed by any laws or statutes in that behalf made and
provided. ‘

II. And We do require you to communicate forth-
with to Our Privy Ceuncil for Our said Dominion these
Our Instructions, and likewise all such others from time
to time as you shall find convenient for Our service to
be imparted to them." : -
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IV. And We do hereby direct and enjoin, and it is
Our Pleasure, that Our said Privy Council shall not
roceed to the despatch of business unless duly summoned
y your authority, nor unless foar Members of the said
Council be present, and assisting throughout the whole
of the meetings, at which any such business shall be
despatched.

V. And We do further direct, that if in any case you
sce sufficient cause to dissent from the opinion of the
major part or of the whole of Our said Privy Council so
present, it shall be competent for you to execate the
powers and authorities vested in you by Our said Com-
mission, and by these Our instructions, in opposition to
such their opinion; it being nevertheless, Our Pleasure,
that in every case it shall be competent to any Member
of our said Privy Council to record at length, on the
minutes of Our said Council, the grounds and reasons of
any advice or opinion he may give upon any question
brought under the consideration of such Council.

VI. And it is Our pleasure and you are hereby
authorized to appoint by an instrument under the Great
Seal of Canada, one Member of Our said Privy Council
to preside in your absence, and to remove him and
appoint another in his .stead. And if during your
absence the Member so appointed shall also be- absent,
then the Senior Member of the Privy Council actually
present shall preside, the seniority of the Members of
‘the said Council being regulated according to the date. or
order of their respective appointments thereto.

VII. And We do further direct and enjoin . that a full
and exact journal or minute be kept of all the deliber-
ations, acts, proceedings, votes .and resolutions. of .Our
said Privy Council, and that at each meeting of the said
Oouncil the minutes of the last meeting be read. over,
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confirmed, or amended, as the case may require, before
proceeding to the despatch of any other business.

VII. And in the execution of so much of the powers
as are vested in you by law for assenting to or withhold-
ing Assent from or of reserving for the signification of
Qur pleasure, Bills which may have been passed by the
Houses of Parliament of Our said Dominion, We do direct
and enjoin you to gnide yourself, as far as may be

racticable, by the ivllowing Rules, Directions and
})nstructio'ns, that is to say :

IX. You are not to assent in Oar name to any Bill of
any of the classes horviuaitor npecified, that is to say:—

1. Any Bill for the divorce of persons joined together
in holy matrimony.

2, Ahy Bill whereby any grant of land or money, or
other donation or gratuity, may be made to yourself.

3. Any Bill whereby any paper or other currency
may be made a legal tender, except the coin of the realm
or other gold or silver coin.

4. Any Bill imposirg differential duties. ‘
5. Any Bill, the provisions of which shall appear
inconsistent with obligations ‘imposed wupon U‘s by
Treaty. o _
6. Any Lill interfering with the discipline or control
of Our forces in Our said Dominion by land and sea.

7. ‘Any. Bill of an extrabrdinary nature and importance
whereby Our prerogative, or-the rights and property of -
Our Subjects not residing in.Our said Dominion, or the

trade and shipping of the United Kingdom and its De-
pendencies, may be prejudiced.

8. Any Bill containing provisions to which Our assent
has been once refused, or which has been disallowed by
Us.

Unless such Bill shall contain a clause suspending the
operation of such Bill until the signification in Our said
Dominion ofour pleasure thereupon, or unless you shall
have satisfied yourself that an urgent necessity exists,
requiring that such Bill be brought into immediute oper-
ation, in which case you are authorized to assent in Our
name to such Bill, unless the same shall be repugnant to
the law of England, or inconsistent with any obligations
imposedon us by Treaty. But you are to transmit to Us
by the earliest opportunity the Bill so assented to,
together with your reasons for assenting thereto,

X. You will take care that all laws assented to by you
in Our name, or reserved for the wsignification of Our
pleasure thercon, shall, when transmitted by you, be
fairly abstracted in the margins, and be accompanied, in
such cases as may seem to you nccessary, with such
explanatory observations as may be required to exhibit
the reasons and occasion for proposing such laws; and
you shall also transmit fair copies of the Journals and
Minutes of the Proceedings of the Legislative Bodies of
Our said Dominion, which yon are to require from the
Clerks or other proper officers in that. behalf of the said
Legislative Bodies.

XL And whereas We have by Our said Commission
authorized and empowered you, as you shall see occasion,
in Our name and on Our behalf, to grant to any person
convicted of any crime in any Court, or before any Judge,
Justice, or Magistrate within Our said Dominion, a par-
don either free or subject to lawful conditions:—Now
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‘We do hereby direct and enjoin you to call upon the
Judge who presided at the trial of any offender who shall
have been condemned to suffer death by the sentence of
any Court within Our said Dominion to make to you a
written Report of the case of such offender, and such Re-
port of the said Judge shall by you be taken into con-
sideration at the first meeting thereafter which may be
conveniently held, of Our said Privy Council,when the said
Judge may be specially summoned to attend; and you
shall not pardon or reprieve any such offender as afore-
said, unless it shall appear to you expedient to do so,
upon receiving the advice of Our Privy Council therein,
but in all such cases you are to decide either to extend
orto withhold a pardon or reprieve, according to your
own deliberate judgment, whether the Members of Our
said Privy Council concur therein or otherwise; Fnter-
ing, nevertheless, on the Minutes of Our said Couuil a
minute of your reasons at length, in case you should decide
any such questions in opposition to the judgment of the
majority of the Members thereof.

XII. And We do further direct and enjoin that all
Commissions granted by you to any person or persons to
be Judges, Justices of the Peace, or other officers, shall,
unless otherwise provided by law, be granted during
pleasure only.

XTIL. And Wedo further direct and enjoin that you
do transmit to Us punctually from year to year, through
one of Our Principal Secretarics of State, such annual Re-
turns as are compiled in the Dominion of Canada, relative
to the revenue and expenditure, militia, public works,
le%islation, civil establishments, pensions, population,
schools, course of exchange, imports and exports, agri-
cultural produce, manufactures, and other matters with
reference to the state and condition of Our said. Do-
minion, ' ‘ ‘
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X1IV. And whereas great prejudice may happen to
Qur service and to the security of Our said Dominion by
the absence of the Governor General, you shall not, upon
any pretence whatever, quit the said %ominion without
having first obtained leave from Us for so doing, under
Our Sign-Manual and Signet, or through one of Our
Principal Secretaries of State.
