After a retirement of seventy-six years
Halley's comet is to put in another peri-
odio appearance in the stellar world
some time this month or next, and pre-
parations are making to take its pic
ture.

A movement is on foot to establish a
chair of the Dutch language and Liter-
ature in the University of Chicugo. A
petition for the establishment of such a
chair has been presented. It is said to
have the names of “er 500 Dutch eiti-
zens.

London has a larg r number of unem-
ployed than for m ay years and is
threatened with the most distressful
winter of modern times. Social agitators
are stirring the passions of the unemploy-
ed and it is feared that riuts as well as
great suffering will result from the con-
ditions.

A Paris newspaper has been asking its
readers to name the twelve greatest in
ventions. Over 400,000 coupons were
sent in and the votes were cast in the
following order: The locomotive, the
potato, vaccine, the cure of rabies, sugar,
electric telegraph, matches, the boiler of
a steam engine, the telephone, petrol,
the sewing machine and soap.

President Ffancis E. Clark, D.D., has
so far recovered from his iliness as to
ba able to take up his campaign in Eu-
rope, which opened October 1, with
meetings in thirty of the principal cities
in England, Ireland, Scotland, and
Wales. In November he will attend the
National Convention in Barcelona, Spain,
and conventions in other parts of Eu-
rope.

The probl of the ployed in
Great Britain is daily growing more ee-
rious, The Government has been urged
to take steps to alleviate the situation,
and the Admiralty has decided to give
out contracts for a number of ships. This
will help the shipbuilders, but it will
be only a “drop in the bucket.”

The Royal Mint of England has re
cently struck off nearly 32,000,000 coins
of aluminum, for circulation in Uganda
and the Nigerian Protectorates in Africa.
Each ooin bears the value of one cent or
of two mills, and it is perforated in the
center, like Chinese coins, in order to
permit the natives to string them to-
gether. The advantage of aluminum as
a coin is due to its light weight, and
the fact that it ie the best non-germbear-
ing metal known, It is primarily ‘o
replace the cowries that the new eoins
have been struck.

A good cup of tex and a
bun or cake are served at tables for eix
cents, with daily papers at hand for cus-
tomers. The Westminster Gazette says
that in some instances holders of liquor
licenses are surrendering them to own-
ers of tea shops, and that the enormous
increase of the latter in recent years in-
dicates a change in the drinking habits
of the people. These shops pay, too.
Why do not temperance workers in this
country turn their attention more earn-
estly to this method of rivaling the rum
shops?

done to bring up the Episcopalian ser-
vice to the same level of worship, It is
to be feared, remarks the Belfast Wit
ness, the matter, in at least the North
of Ireland. stands the other way. There
are happy exceptions no doubt, but in
Ulster Episcopalian and Methodist con-
gregations join more generally in the
praise service than do the Presbyterian.
However, we are improving, and better
things will come to pass.

The growth of the Presbyterian Church
in Treland is checked by the decrease
in population of the country, and es-
pecially by the continued emigration of
members to America, The fact was tak-
en note of in the recent General Assem-
bly that, according to government re-
ports during the past forty years, .there
has been a decline of 80,000 in the popu-
lation of the Presbyterian counties. Yet
the Church prospers, and an Increase of
108 per ecent is noted in the contributions
of the people. The Church now has
653 ministers, 567 congregations and
106, 986 members; two ministers more
and two congregati and 478 b
lees than a year ago, Additions ou ex-
amination were 4,104 aggainst 4,267 the
year before. The number of Sunday
echool scholars has diminished slightly
and the membership of Young People's
Societiee has increased considerably, Ex-
penses and contributions were
305, a decrease of about $30,000.

From one of our western exchanges
we glean the following facts: “A boy of
sixteen, working for his living, was en-
gaged in delivering milk and collecting
from customers, his employer being a
woman in a small way of business in
whose house he lived. In some way,
just how we are not informed, he found
himeelf short $1.85 in his accounts. and
being afraid to face the consequences he
fooliehly ran away, leaving a nota be
hind acknowledging that the mpney was
due from him and undertaking to make
it up. That he was not a criminal in
the making was shown by the fact that
he took only his own belongings with
him. A charge of theft was laid, and

noise and high-speed of his
renders them dangerous to the farmer,
and at times impassable, by vehicle, to
his wife or daughter; covers the pedes-
trian with clouds of dust and vitiates
the pure country air with the fumes of
his gasoline engine. Backed up by his
wealth and inflnence and the aid of
able counsel, astute lobbying and eor-
porate union, so far the owner of the
auto has had pretty much his own way,
and one mizht almost say, the road to
himself.

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THE EVENING LAMP.

When the toils of the day are over,
and the evening meal has been enjoyed,
and the family group ie gathered around
the evening lamp, either reading the
entertaining page of claesic story, or
monthly i or daily paper;
or listening to a convereation that has
sprung up as the wind eprings, no one
knowe whence, each by turne taking part,
and adding his share to the feast of
reason; while some, perchance, ply the
buey needle, embroidery, embellishing
or knitting—what a eight is this! No
more beautiful sight can be eeen; no
more pleasing picture can be painted.
1t speaks of family union, joy and con-
tent. It eays, as loudly as it can
said, what the sweet old song says:

Home! home! eweet, sweet home!
There's no place like home! There's
no place like home!
In the soft radiance each face is intel-
ligent and loving and beautiful. Each
countenance beame with animation and
interest. Each heart beats with a ten-
der affection that grows with the growth
and etrengthens with the strength. Tt
ie a familiar ecene; but we eeldom think
to how much in life and “in the world’s
broad field of battle” it ministers. That
light shines not only for the present,
but the future, It casts ite rays far out
into the ways of the outer world, and
cheers and gladdens by ite kindly gleam
when darkness may be gathered around
the epirit, and hope fading from the eoul.
It lightens up all life. The evening
lamp of one's early days never goes out,
but ehines on through all the coming
years, more bright, and clear and glad-
some. What theeun isin the noonday sky
this lamp ie in the heart. This, we think,
must stand unquestioned. The Rev.
Richard Cecil eays: “I had a pious
mother, who dropped things in my way.
1 could never rid myself of them. I
was a profeseed infidel; but then I liked
to be an infidel in company, rather than
when alone. I was wretched when by
myself. Theee principles and maxime
and data spoiled my jollity. With my
companions I could eometimes etifle
them; like embers we kept one another
warm. Beeides, I was here a sort of
hero. I had beguiled several of my aeso-
ciates into my own opinions, and T had
to maintain a character before them.
But I could not divest myself of my bet-
ter pri iciples. I went with one of my
companions to eee the “minor.”” He
could laugh heartily at Mother Cole—
I could not. He eaw in her the picture
of all who talked about religion—I knew
better.  The ridicule on Regeneration
wae high eport to him—te me it was
none: it could not move my features.
Pe knew no difference between regen-
eration and traneubetantiation—T did. 1
knew there was such a thing. I was
afraig and ashamed to laugh at it. Par-
ental influence thue cleaves to a man;
it harrasses him—it throwe itself con-
tinually in his way. . . . I find my-
solf today laying down maxime in my
family, which I took up at three or four
years of age, before 1 could poseibly
know the reason of the thing.” Ah! as
the light of the evening lamp sinke into
the eye and fills it, so the worde spoken
around it are dropped quietly, and often
unwittingly, as seeds into rich eoil—Ban-
yan seed, that give birth not only to one
tree, but to a whole forest.
“ s

How influential in the formation of
character is the atmosphere of the even-
Ing lamp! What made Dr. Duff a mis-
elonary? was it not the conversation at
home! These are his own words: “Into

a general knowlelge of the objects and
progress of modern miseions 1 wae in-
itiated from my earliest youth by x.;
revered father, whoee Catholic epirit re-
joiced in tracing the triumphs of the
Goepel in different lands, and in con
nection with the different branches of
the Catholic Church. Pictures of Jug-
gernaut and other heathen idole he was
wont to exhibit, accompanying the ex-
hibition with copione explanations, well-
fitted to create a feeling of horror to-
wards idolatry and of compaseion to-
ward the poor blinded jdolaters, and
intermixing the whole with statemente
of the love of Jeeus” And what does
Froude tell ne of the origin of Thomas
Carlyle’s peculiar etyle? Simply thie,
that it originated with the converse of
his mother and he father. Froude says:
“This setyle, which hae been euch a stone
of etumbling, originated, he hae often
said to himeelf, in the old farm-house
at Annandale. The humor of it came
from his mother. The form was his fa-
ther's common mode of epeech, and had
been adopted by himeelf for its brevity
and emphaeis. He was aware of ite
singularity, and feared that it might be
mistaken for affectation. but it was a
natural growth, with 'his merit among
others. that it is the .learest of styles.
No sentence leaves the reader in doubt
of its meaning.”
. e

Where are those questions put, half
in fun and half in earnest, which pro
voke so much thought and talk in child
rent Ts it not around the evening lamp?
Miss Harriet Martinean, in her brief bio
graphical sketch of Sammne! Rogers, says:
“In his early youth, his father one even
ing asked all his boys what they would
be. Sam would not tell unless he might
write it down, for nobody but his father
to see. What he wrote was: ‘A Unitarian
Minister.” His life, however, was to flow
in another channel, Dr. James Hamil
ton. the anthor of many precious books
and “Our Christian Classies.” tells us
how the early days determined his future
course. Tn the preface to the last
mentioned volumes, he says: “In the
following pages the compiler must plead
guilty to a certain amount of self-indn!
gence. Tt was his lot to be born in the
midst of old books. Before he conld read
them. they had become a kind of eom
panions, and, in their coats of hrown
ealf and white vellum, great was his ad
miration for tomes as tall as himself
By-and-bye, when he was allowed to open
the leather portals and look in on the
golemn authors in peaked heards and
wooden ruffs, his reverence deepened for
the michty days of the great departed;
and with some vague prepnssession, his
first nuse of the art of reading was to
mimie an older example, and =it poring
for hours over Manton and Hopkins
Reynolde and Horton. Tndeed, so in
tense did his old-fachioned affection
grow, that he can well yremember, when
compelled to shut the volume and retire
to rest, how, night after night. he ear
ried to his cot some bulky folio, and
only fell asleep to dream of a paradice
where there is no end of books, and no
thing to interrupt the reader.”

Did not Sir Walter Scott receive his
first bent toward ballad literature by
hearing his mother and grandmother re
cite lone befors he himeelf had learned
to read? Conld we but know what is
enid. talked about, discussed. aronnd the
evening lamp. we should find 1littla dif-
fienlty in outlining much that might be
expected in the Individnal lifa of par
tieular men, or in the wider life of the
nation. There the spirit of the family
breathes forth freely, there the sentl
ments of the family are planted and

watered and cultivated, there the fash
joning energies of family character and
life are felt—felt feebly or forcibly—but
felt in such a way that though at first
they are light as gossamer threads, by
and-bye they become like mighty chains.
What need, then, to keep the light of
the evening lamp sweet and beautiful,
bright and joyous, clear of everything
that would dim it or destroy its power.
Tt is ons of the most patent factors
in both family and national life. But
what if there be none in some homes?
That can hardlv be. Something must
be spoken of, for it is imposeible for
human beings to live torether withont
disconree of some kind. Tt may be low
and debasing. and unworthy of their
nature. tendine only from low depths to
lower depths =till: hnt it is there.

“I hope and pray for your success'—
s0 says the father in parting with his
son, It is a critical moment. There is
much pathetic lingering with clasped
hzrds and the intruding tear. For now
the boy has become a man, and the
great world has issued its summouns en-
listing him in the ranks of its militant
forces, who are expected, each one in uts
p.ace, o endure the hardships and brave
the dangers of the battle of life.

He goes forth hopefully; he is vali
ant of soul. For the most part the youth
is eager for the onset and cannot see
why the father should be so auxious, or
the mother indulge her tears. The
morning ot life is like morning on our
eastern hills—

“Where Parrius’ hoofs stamp hea

ven's floor,”

fresh, vigorous, restive, like spirited
coursers pawing to be gone. It is we.l
The faint-hearted youth is disabled in
savance, Courage, the spirit of adven-
ture, an imagination kindling with hope
—these are nature's dowry to the adol
escent youth and nascent man.

But as to the father and mother—
what shall we say of them at this sol-
emn juncture when they part company
with their child? They have preceded
him on the road. They know what it
means when the poet sings of ‘“the
shades of the prison-house closing
around the growing boy,” and about the
fading-out of his “vision splendid into
#he light of common day.” Very proper-
ly the ideals of youth mount high; the
visions; the day dreams; the flatteriag
consciousness that they most certain.y
will be able to climb up to these ideals,
while others are doomed in disappoint-
went to fall by the way. But the book
of experience has not yet been opened

to them—that book which the eyes of

the aged, often blinded with tears, are
tudious to pursue.
L

Experiencel The very term signifies
to try, and be tried. It is our human
allotment to conquer our solid know-
ledge of .ife in no other way., The
young inan in his schoolday equipage
15 likely to dream of a waiting mulii-
tude eager to look upon a uew wonder
when he shall fling his etariling person-
ality into the” fieid of the world. A
knightly tournament it wil be; he will
easily carry off the prize. Alasl his
tirst day in the arena may tear into
shreds the whole tapesury of his dreams,
and he be left a wounded and bedrag-
gled victim strewn upon the sand.

But, now, it is a delicate matter—this
thing of opening to the young mind the
future, betore the future itself has come
to be known. It is a dreary theme to
speak of disillusion at any time, espec-
ially when the soul i expending its
early enthusiasms on these youthfu.
dreams. It is ill-advised counsel, a
thrust at the vitals of hope, it would
seem, to recommend that Pandora's box
be peremptorily dropped on the thresh-
old of active life, and that the young
man go forth to meet reality with the
aggressive push of his unaided fist and
foot. In this vaunting tone the noted
apostles of “success” are wont to get off
the flourish and foam of their gratuitous
advice. Cease your dreaming; knot your
muscles and clinch your teeth.

There is, indeed, no period in life
in which heroic measures of courage
and resolution will not be in demand.
The will is the man; and life, in all its
diversified experiences, is a discipline
of the will. But shall we never make
the discovery that the wil is slso a
chamber of imagery, where ideals are
kindling forever on its sapphire wallst?
You rise up and nerve yourself to go
vigorously in pursuit. That is your
will. But meantime this pursuit of yours
s no blind movement under the im-

pulse of some dull and 1rresponsible
mood of the mind. You are in chase
of an idea, and an ideal is always
three-fourths reality and one-fourth
dream, the dream being the circum-
ambient halo in which the reality is
clothed. The will is the tension of the
bowstring, drawn back and leveled to
the mark; the ideal is the target toward
which the arrow is sped. In this sense
we ull dream, and never cease to dream,
because our ideals are never more than
proximately attained.

Nevertheless the success which tne
fond father covets for his son, by the
very etymology of the term, consists in
getting under one’s burden with heav-
ing breast and shoulder, and bravely
carrying it thiough to the end. It is
“sub,” under, ¢nd “cedere,” to go—get
under your load; or, otherwise, lift .t 10
your ¢ ‘oulder and, w.th straining nerve
and siuew, push on with it to the point
where you may be entitled to put it
down.

.

1t is diccipline—this life of ours, tura
and let in upon it whatever blaze of
it whichever way we may for inspection,
philosophy or religion we may be ab.e
to invite. Discipline! Discipline!l There
is a harsh and stridulant accent in the
sibilant syllables with which we spell
out the term. You know how the ath-
lete dril.is for the staaium; the soldier
for his manoeuvre; the artist for what-
ever triumphs may await his pencil or
his pen.

It is strange that men should hope
for coveted inertia when entering the
moral world. There is the siren song of
rest from labor, rest from plying _&he
oar op stormy seas; rest, resi, which,
aiter all, is but the short-lived ecstasy
of a besotted dream. Whether here or
yonder, our highest happiness is in en-
nob.ing toil The bliss of heaven will
lie in its industries, its myriad multi-
tudes bending to their myriad tasks,
there where the spiritual mountains are
to be tunneled, atd the spiritual seas
are to be explored.

Qur religion has nothing higher than
“yirtue” to commend, and the very term
has “nerve” at the roct of it—be it
“yis,” strengthj or “yir,” man, the i;lu
is one and the same—virtue calls into
requisition the utmost manly energy
of the .:tmggling.m:n..

It is true the great Master promises
rest to the weary, the weary and heavy-
laden groaning under their load. Ah,
yes, that iz the oue unfai.ing solace of
all our s‘renuous years; but we may eas-
ily miss its meaning and find ourselves
miserably mistaken in the end. He does
not unharness us of ous load and bid
us lie down on the grass. We get His
secret by yoking up with Him and h.lV'
ing our burden lightened by the joint
support of his co-ordinating arms.
Strange paradox we know it is, that rest
should be found under a yoke, or sur-
cease from weariness by simply shifting
the burden we may never throw down.

But so it is. In all lines of effort,
patient burden bearing 1s the price of
success. The universe, in no apartment
of it, has p.ace for the drone, the lazy
man, who will sink into wretchedness
rather than shoulder his load. And yet
there are mauy such; and indol is

LIGHT FROM THE EAST.

Mule—Has alwaye been much used in
the KEast, although the breeding of it
was forbidden by the Mosaic law. Pic-
tures of mules are found on the monu-
ments of Egypt and Aseyria.  Their
surefootedness, hardiness, and power of
endurance commended them, not only
as beasts of burden, but aleo as saddle
beasts for the wealthy. Some of those
bred today from full-blooded Arabian
mares are most beautiful animals and
are extremely valuable. Not oaly are
they hardy and patient, but they ueual-
ly live twice as long ae the horse, and
will carry a heavier burden.

Bit—The original bridle was only a
halter, althougn sowetimes a muzzle
wus attached to keep a reiractory beast
from biung ite driver or its yokefellow.
Qlne Assyrian lLorees had a brdle like
ours, with an iron bit, and a eide piece
at each end to keep it from suppiug
torough the mouth, The eide euraps
were covered witn roseties, an arched
crest rose between the ears, a snort
piuine projected from the forehead, and
a long tassel was hung round the neck.
A Dbriule or muzzle was otien tixeqd on
refraciory elaves and prisoners of war.
Woen Uambyses couquered lgypt, tne
king & son aua ten thousand otuers were
couuucted to executivn with rupes round
toelr nevks aud bite in their wouths.

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CLEAR SHINING AFTER RAIN.
By Theodore L. Cuyler, D.D.

One of the numberlesc iouches of «x-
quisite poetry in the Old Testament is
that which describes the “tender grass
springing out of the earth by clear ehin-
ing rain.” The verdant grass plot which
gladdens the eye is the result of a
double process—shower and eunshine.
Both are indiepensable. We find in this
beautiful expreseion a type of our deep-
est and richeet spiritual experiences. It
is a type of the most thorough work of
conversion by the Holy Spirit.

Over every impeuitent eoul hangs the
dark cloud of God's righteous displeas-
ure; His holy word thunders againet
ein and His threatenings beat like a
storm of hail. Repentance and faith in
Christ eweep away this cloud; the chun-
dere cease; the face of the atoning, yar-
doning Saviour looks forth like a clear
blue eky after a etorm; for there is no
condemnation to them who are in Jhrist
Jesus. No two cases of conversion are
exactly similar; yet in every thorough
work of grace the darkness and dreud
which belong to a state of guilt give
place to the emile and peace of God in
the face of Jesus Christ.

What is true in the beginnings of the
most thorough Christian life is often
realized in the subsequent experiences
of the believer. Rain and sunshine
both play their part in developing godly
character. It ought to be a comfort to
sueh of my readers as are under the
heavy downpour of trials to open their
Bibles and read how it faied with soe
of God's most faithful children.

Abraham toiled on his eorrowful way
to Mount Moriah under a dark cloud of
apprehenson, but the clear shining
came when God approved his faith and
epared the beloved son Isaac to the fa
ther's heart. The successive strokes of
trial that burst on the head of Joseph
only made his exaltation the more &ig-
nal when he became prime minister of
Egypt. There are forty-one chapters of
the book of Job through which beaws
the tempest which emote the four cor-
ners of this house, but in the fortysec-
ond chapter comes the clear shining af-
ter the rain, and the blaze of restored
prosperity. The biographies of Llijah
and of Daniel prove that light is eown
for the righteous; and the eleventh shap-
ter of the Hebrews is a meteorological
record to show how faith paints rain-
bows on thunder clouds.

In our day God often employs stormy
providences for the discipline and per
fecting of His own people. He knowe
when we need the drenchings. kvery
raindrop has its mission to perform. It
goes right down to the roots of the heart,
and creeps into every crevice. Noit one
drop of sorrow, not one tear, but way
have some beneficent purpvse. The pro
cess ie not joyous, but grievous; uever-
theless afterward it yieldeth the peace-
able fruits of righteousness and purity
and strength. Christ’'s countenance
never beams with such brightness and
beauty as when it breaks forth after a
deluge of sorrow; and many a Christian
“hae become a braver, etronger and lo-
lier man or woman dor terrible afflic-
tions; there has been a clear shining
after rain.

This principle has manifold applica-
tions. Sowetimes a cloud of unjust cal-
umny gathers over a good man’s name;
lies darken the air, and it poure false-
hoods forty daye and forty nights. But
when the shower of elander has spent
iteelf the truth creeps out slowly but
surely from behind the clouds of defamn-
ation, and the slandered ol ter shinese

though some thing had h

ed unto you.” Millione have had the
same experiences before you. No etorm
ever drowned a true believer, or washed
out the foundation of hope. The *~'al
of your faith will be found unto praice
and honor and glory at the appearing of
your Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

Two things ought to give you courage.
One is that our Lord loves to honor
and reward unwavering faith. He per-
mits the etorm to test you, and then
eends the emile of his sunshine to re-
ward you. Another thought ie that the
ekies are never so brilliantly blue as
when they have been washed by a storm.
The countenance of Jesus ie never &o
welcome and lovable as when He breake
forth upon us—a sun of consolation and
joy after trials.

Mr. Skinfiint eaid his objection to Dr.
"’ul was that he had introduced the en
walope system. In a letter to the Chureh
at Corinth he told the members to lay
by a certain amount of money on the
firet day of the week. That was the in-
troduction of the envelope system—the
thin epd of the wedge, 8o to speak.
The system was bad., It destroyed the
moral effect of paying in a lump sum.
It gave carnaliy-minded managers an
opportunity to divide one’s subsecription
by fifty-two and eay how much it
amounts to per Sabbath, Prudent, con
servative people were opposed to these
carnal innovations. By introducing thie
syetem Dr. Paul had 1ost his influence,
and he hoped the Presbytery would re
move him or ask him to resiga.

Mr. Faultfinder said he had many
things to urge againet Dr. Paul, but he
would try to be brief. One eerious
fault was that he did not divide his time
fairly among the etations. He had stay
ed three years in Ephesus, and only #
few months or days in some of the other
stations. Then he was more familiar
with the elders of the Ephesian Church
than with the office-bearers in some of
the other congregations, This was
wrong. He was partial to the Gaius
family and stayed whole days with
them, and did not visit some of the
others. He aesociated with Dr. Luke
and Artisarchus and Apollos and several
other favourites, and slighted Diotrephes
-and Demas. He had several other very
serious objections to urge againet Dr.
Paul. He did not vielt and make him

He speni whole weeks in writing letters
to people in Ephesus, Colos:e, Pailippi,
Corinth, and other places when he
should have been visiting round among
the people. Had he epent less time on
these letters and given m re attention
to tea-meetings and socials and the sew-
ing circle, the Church would be in a
different position to-day. Many of the
sewing circles had gone down for want
of semebody to read to the members.
There were many othe. things he might
urge but he thought he had made it suf
ficiently clear that the Doctor's infiuen e
wal gone.

A good hot-air furnace gives the best
meang for warming the ordinary home:

sults.

Foamy Sauce.—Cream half a cupful of
butter and a cupful of sugar; a quarter
of u cupful each of milk and wine, and
steam in a bow!, over hot water, stirring
we.l. -

How to Keep Juice in a Pie.—Take a
strip of clean white cloth, about an
inch wide and long enough to lap when
put around the edge of the pie plate,
wring it out of hot water, double to
gether lengthwise, and .pin tightly
around the edge of the plate. When the
pie is baked, take off this rim, and yon
will find the juice in the pie instead of
in the oven.

Paked Potatoes.—Potatoes are more
nutritions baked than they are in any
other manner, and they relish better
witl: those who have not been accns-
tomed to eat them withbut seasoninz.
Wash them clean, but do not soak them.
Bake them as quickly as possible, with-
out burning in the least. As soon as
thev are done, press each potato in a
cloth so as to crack the skin and allow
the steam to escape. T{ this is omitted,
the best potatoes will not be mealy.
They should be brought immediately to
the tatle.

Fried Pigs' Feet Breaded.—Buy the
pigs’® feet ready pickled from your but-
cher Tf they have only been kept in
brine, =oak three hours and hoil nntil
tender. While hot, cover with boiling
vinegar. in which you have nut a table-
,spoanfu’ of suzar and a half-ddzen whole
hlack pepnercorns for each cupful of
vinegar. Do this the day before you
cook them for breakfast. Before frying,
wine each piece well. roll in beaten ezz,
then in cracker ernmbs, and cook in
plenty of cleared drinping or lard. Drain
off the fat snd send to the table hot.

Sponee Rolls,—Take one pint of flour,
one half pint of warm water. one tea-
spoonfu’ of «alk. one teaspoonful of but-
ter. one-eivhth cunful of veast. 8ift the
flour intn a bowl: then add ealt and su-
gar. Melt the butter in the warm water
and add the yeast. Put this mixtnre
with the flour and heat tharonehly with
a strong spoon. Cover the bowl and
let the domoh rise nver night. Tn the
moinine butter a French roll pan and
half fill each comnartment with the
eponge. being careful not to break it
down unnccessari v. Tet the rolls rise
for an hour. and bake them in a moder-
ately-hot oven for half an hour.

FRUITS PRESERVED WITHOUT
SUGAR.

One of the newest California methnds
of preserving fruit whole and without
sugar is as follows: Fill clean, perfectly
dry froit jars with fresh, sound fruit;
add nothing. not even water. Be sure
that the fruit is close'y packed in. Wrap
a litle hay or a cloth around each jar,
and stend them in a pan or a boiler of
cold water. Tet the water reach not
quite to the shounlder of the jars. Bring
the water to a boil over a moderate fire,
and then boil gently for ten minutes.
Seal the jars and replace, setting them
upeide down in the water. Boil fifteen
minutes longer. Take pan and all off
the fire. and let the jars eool in the wa-
ter. Tf the fruit shrinks too rapidly,
less time mav be allowed in boiline
This is a receipt every housekeeper will
require to test in small quantities to be-
oome familiar with the necessary length

of time for different fruits before unlna_
