They can do this acd that, go to this and this,
atd this, snd the ilke, without becoming amen-
able to the church, or loeing character as Chris-
tians.”

With some amessement [ heard him, as be
geve names which [ leave the reader to supply,
snd a long list it was—given not wholly in
irooy or jest. At first I thought, Why notP—
The mountsin would not go to Mahomet, and
so Mahomet went to the mountain. If we can-
not win men to what we have in other days re-
garded es * the simplicity of the Gospel,” and
“sound godliness,” and “ glorifyivg God,” why
Dot go with them ioto the woridly plots and
pleasures they are so ensmored of, and thus, if
possible, esnetify them P Hitherto we have
cast them off as of the world—a Sodom or an
Egypt, out of which we flze. Perhaps if we
adopt them, and erowd them with Christian peo-
ple, they will not seem so bad as now, when we
hold them aloof. Then religion would be made
easy. It would have no self-denial, no opluguy,
no persecation, no cross. Butwould it then be
religion P - And if it bas become something
else, what is it worth ?

It is not long since a young man sickened and
st length died. For a time be bad been quite 8
prodigal, snd it was with seme surprise, as you
may suppuse, that the new pastor learced he
bad been for years s member of the church.—
Amid the distress of repentings as bitter as
those of Bsau, be gave some light upon his fall.
At first, his conscience was tender, and it kept
him from even the sppearance of evil But at
lengih it was overcome, as members of ‘the
church urged him to this place snd that scede.

o h the wicked he would not have gone, but
ﬁ pot with Christians? He thus gave bis
tolle fioger to the devil, as Harms would say,
¥nd be 100k the whole hand. - Oge step led to
another. He went to the same’ places without
Chbristian compsny, and then 1o other places,
s0d so from bad to worse, unti disease arrested
him.

This is only one instance of maay, and let us
remember that wa do not and canaot act merely
for ourselvee. The examples we set bave their
influence. Young Christians, and serious per-
sons, and careless peresons, look on and eay,
Why not 7 Why not go to the same places, or
to others which are of the ssme nature P Why
not do the same thinge, or kindred things, snd
do it witheut fear of spiritual injury, when Chris-
tians are so free ? - And they do them !

Mucb might be said upon this subject and
more plainly than we have said it. Perhaps we
have said enough to make us cautious of haviog
religion too easy, and to counvince us that it will
be better for our hopes and our influence if it
put some strain on our consciences and some
control upon our demeanor.

Complete in Him.

Whe can tell—who knows the worth of Jesus
Christ ? An apostle tells us that * in Him dwelt
the fulness of tte Godhead bedily,” but, with-
out taking his Dty into the account, what man,
like Jesus of Nazaréth, has the world ever seen P
In Him dwelt the perfection of humanity.—
True, his visage was * s0 marred "—it was a
“ map of woe.” In the eyes of those who judge
by appearsnces, he bad no comeliness, for he
was rich coly in sorrows, and/grief was his most
intimate mequaintance. Mey, therefore, could
see no besuty in him that\they should desire
bim, but hid their fsces from\bim as if be were
s worm and no man, & despichble object whom
God was visiting with extrsordinary wrath. Yet,
never was there so great s man. In him wasno
guile—he knew no sin—he was boly ; and there-
fore, in him slone, of all meankind, did there
remain the originsl likeness, the undefiled image
of God. Pilate said, 1 flod po fault in this
man ;” and so must all the world ssy, and in a
yot more comprehensive sense. Hg Joved God
“Pm-oly., and walked in all the ao-nd'um
blameicss. Ho loved his neighbor as himaelf,
weepiog with them thet wept, vejoicing with
them thatirejoiced, goiog sbout dolag good.

And e sin had no more beclouded his intel-

twelve years; should have sstonished the learned |
doctors with whom be conversed in the temple, |
And afterwsrds we find the people drawing a |
comparison between him and their self-righteous |
teachers—** they were astonished ot his doctrine, i
for he taught them as one havirg authority, and |
not as the scribes.” And on enother occasion, |
when the officers, whom the chief-priests snd |
Pharisees bad sent to arrest him, returned witl-
out him, all the excase they couid give for their
uot obeying crders, was, * hever man spake
like this man.” He was perfect—icfiaitely be-
yond the heroes and sages of hisiory, the * lights
of the world, and demi-gods of fame.”

Bat Jesus is more than men. We havé more
to do with him then to bebold, and admire, and
imitate his example, Our highest, our vital in-
terest for eternity are connected with him, not
as the perfect man, Jesus of Nasareth, but s
Jesus the Corist—the God-man—the perfection
ot Deity joined to the perfection of bumanrity—
the God who became man in order to ssve sin-
ners. Aund, ss the CHRIST, what language can
express his sufficiency and preciousness !

8ays one apoatle : “ It pleased the Father that
in HIM should all fuiness dwell.” And anotber
says: “ Of his fulness have all we received.”
We lack wisdom—so ignorant, that we cannot
devise how we may.be saved.

M. Kinsmsn, knowing the low state of
hie finacces, wes iixrpxiud st his liberality, and
suggested that be thought be had bezn too boun-
tiful. - Mr., Whitefield, with scme
smartoese, rep.ied: *“ It is not encugh, young
man, to pray, and put cn a sericus face. True
religion, and undefiled, is this—to visit the wi-
dow and the fath:rlees in their affiiction, and to
supply their wants.

The Church of Rome in Italy.
The Congregationalist says,—Italy bas now
the best ruler she ever bes bad. He bas turned

od. | useless convents into schools, and is opening the
| way for the Gospel.

From Dr. Bellows’ interesting and instructive
Letter on the Roman Question, we take the fol-
lowing suggestive excerpts :

Progress Attending Unify.—Otber nations
heve conquered their divisions snd destructive
separations by bloody racrifices, but Italy is one
from the Alps to the sea, by the will and gift of
Louie Napoleon. But so blessed is unity and
the freedom that comes with \he upspringisg of
national conscicusness, that Italy has advanced
wore rapidly than sny other nation duriog the
last twecty years. She was so far behind-hand
tben that ber 2reat progress since does not bring
her snywhere sbreast of the nations that have
breatbed freely for m hundred years past. Butl
can say, from personal ob-ervation, that since
1848, when | was bere before, tbe change is
something wonderful. Florence has taken on 2
quite modern air. H:r streets are beiog wicen-
ed ard improved, and a hundred measures for
the public convenience are beginming to be sgi-
tated. But Fiorence is not alone. The rail-
rosds, which existeu brrdly at all in 1848, now
form a quite extensive and tborough system
througbout tbe penineula. Maoy bundred
echools } sve been opened, snd the education of
the common people is everywhere exciling in-
terest. It is still miserhbly true that seventeen
out of twenty-four mi:lions of Italisns do not
read and write. And tiia cugbt alone to explain
tbe immense difficulties of creating anything
like an enlightened public opinion, or making
an intelligent freedpm. The press here, active,
enlightencd and patriotic se its editors are, is
limited in its irfluence by the illiterate character
of the people. It1s a wonder that it survives at
all, for it is said that not one newspaper in Flo-
rence is supported by subscribers. The press is
really a gift of the patriotic citigsens of ltaly to
their country, and were not Italy thus rxch in
patriots, its hopes would be far emaller, for its
people as a whole are degraded by ignorance
and superstition to a featful degree.

The Church in Europe. —The hold which the
Roman Church bas on Europe is not duly esti-
mated. It is still immense, snd only measured
by the vast ignorance and babits of dependence
which mark a hundred million of its people. It
possesses an enormous prestige, in spite of its
abuses, snd its very theory of sagraments inde-
pendent of personal senetity in their duly con-
secrated sdministrators, prevents the corruption
or weskness and igonorance of its priesthood
from forming any substantisl argument sgainst
its suthority. Sbaped by the tastes and accom-
modated tg the weaknesses of the Southern
character, it associates itself with all the plea-
sures of the people, and has a boliday flavor io
its most sagred rites and serious bours. Con-
sidered as » means of elevating, socially, politi-
cally, or morally, the people of Italy, the Catholic
Church appears to me to be not only not a help,
but the chief hindrance (0 progress. It is an
artful substitute for anything that a human soul
ought to dsire. It pgeaches poverty, and con-
tentment with mean and oppressive circum-
stances ; it praises ignorance and surrender of
the means of independence and self-respect ; it
allies itself itseif instinelively with Rulers and
sristocratic forces ; it encourages. by the most
skiiful applisnces, credulity and unquestioning
scquiescence in its own opinions ; it crushes
seit-sssertion and individuality, and is the ac-
knowledged enemy of modert liberty and civi-
lization. The earnest men in Italy feel this so
sorely, that they hate the very name of Religon
from its associations with Roman Catholic priest-
craft, apd oppression.

1ts Power ~=From whom.—The Cardinals resi-
dents at Rome are little more than politicians in
red-stockiogs, whose chief occupation is out-
witling the instincts snd aspirstions for light
snd liberty, of the Italian people. In short,
there is a conclave of acute, accomplished men
of the world, sitting always in Rome, who bave
the advantage of being thought not men of the
world, who devote their entire energies and com-
bioed wit and wisdom to balking and resisting
every movement of the Italian people to rice

.| above themselves and the superstitions that op-

press them, and to drink of the new life and
liberty of\the nineteenth century. It is not the
peuty territory of the church that the Italian
government is- havkering for, but for the sup-
pression of a nest of political intrigue and artfuol
obstacies to all forward and improviog measures
for the nation’s resurrection. Rome is neces-
sary to Italy, because it plots agsinst the nation
from its very centre, and with powers that reach
under Italy and move France, Spain, England
and even the United States.

1ts Power.—From whence.—There is still,
however, aa enormous power in this Roman
church, independent of the general doubts and
suspicions which agitate izs own bosom. I sup-
pose its most acrid critics are persons sdill in its
neminal or real commuaion ; certainly it is bard
to find an intelligent man (oot & priest or recent
convert) in the Roman Catholic Church, who
does not speak sneeringly, despairingly or rail-
ingly againstit. Judging by the state of public
sentiment as expressed by the thinking or talk-
ing men dnd women in Catholic Europe, you
would declare the Roman Catholic Churoh an
occular illusion, or at best, a vast ecclesiastical
mansion, fn ruins, bat too big to crumble out of
sight, after baving been long deserted by its
whole inbabitants. But it is forgotten how large
a part of Catholic Earope does not think nor
even read and write ; how far these vast masses

are removed from those who do, even when in
personal proximity with them ; nor Low much
considered the passions and prejudices of this
grest mass of ignorance is and must be, by the
rulers. Then, it must be remembered how all
the political, social and domestic customs of Cs-
tholic countries have become, in the course of
sges, interwoven with and shaped by the Catbo-
lic religion, and how dwarfed and confined and
misdirected by its superstitious. The Romau
Catbolio faith is in ibe blood of tbe Italian peo-
p'e, bowever much it may be denied by theis
rising intelligence or intellectual convictioos. It
snimates their bearts, dwelis in Lheir Lastes, their
associations and their passions, The most un.
believing of them can herdly keep the binges of
their knees from bending as they pass an altar,
nor gheir flngers out of the font of holy water,
wor from the trick of crossing themselves as they
hear certsin words that from childhood bave
been used to be followed by this manipulation.
Nor must we forget how long & mechanical life
continues to snimate organiszations whica sare
dead in each and every member of them, but
still live on, soulless corporations by the mere
nabit of momentum of a prolonged and once
intensely active existence There is, too, a
prodigious power ia drill, independent of the
stirength of the individuals who enter icte the
mass that is marshalled. Like a mob withcut
much personal passion, but with a common pas-
sion that is not & multiple of personal passions,
bat & kind of contagious heat to which masses
are subject (like a spontaneous eombustion io
the coid fibres of & bag of cotton), se the Catho-
lic masses have a common faith snd common
esprit-du-corps, and a cspacity for being led and
marsballed, which @oes not spring from personsl
convictions, but from the force of old 1 ames and
symbole and associations, and the dead we'gnt
of ages and numbers. It will take a great while
to get the hest out of the body of ibe dead
Church of Rome ! Its buge bulk siill warms
millions of heari«, and its children nestle to it
fike au infant to 8 dead moiher's bresst, not
missing the milk so0 lung as there is animal heat
left in the corpse.

As usasl, the quack medicine
dealers take advantage of persons in such trou-
ble, and advertise compounds warranted to cure
tbe worst cases in from three to six weeks ; but
their applications only sggravate the symptoms,
and cause more frequent turnings to the glass,
snd more viclent manipulation of the face. |
is a relief to know that this trouble is not fatal,
aod dissppears graduslly as the beard grows,
though we have known cases where some of the
symptoms, especially passing the hand affection-
a'ely over the face, have remsined through life
Tbe best treatment for the patient, perbaps, is to
let him alone, as advice in such cases usually
sggravates the complaint. If any, however
should really wish to know what to do with the
beard when it first appears, we answer, Let it
alone unti! it becomes unsightly, then trim it
Too early aud frequent shaving will make it
troublesome in after years ; if not abused by
continugus cutting it will be more likely to re-

MR ROBERT ALDER WELDON,

Many readers of the Provincial Wesleyan will
feel 8 mournful interest in. the following brief
votice of the life and desth of Robert A. Wel-
don, May the young men of our chureh be
thereby quickened in \heir lsudable aotivity and
seal in doing the work of the Loed, for 10 them
also “ the night cometh.”

His fatlier Mr. Richard C. Weldon, now re-
sides pear the Penob guis railway siation in
New Brunswick, the son of whom we spesk was
vorn ia Darcbester, in that provisce, in the
woath ol October 1843. Y.uug Weidon wes
early placed as & studectin the Wesleysn Ace-
demy at SBackville. Tbere he was esteomed a8
o diligent pcholar, who babitually observed the
well devised ** Ru'es” for promoting the sckanw-
ledged «fliciency of the lostitution. He chose
the legal profession for the business of his life
After industriously spending s competent time
 the office of W. W. Wedderburn, Eeq., in the
city of 8t. Jubn, he proceeded to the Law school
of . Harvard Uaiversity, at avhich he honoursbly
completed his course of study. Fora short time
he did busizess as an attorney in Moneton § but
that place, not rising in impoertance by iacresse
of trade and population as rapidly as he ones
expected, Mr, Weldon returned to Beiot Joha,
where he was shorily afterwards admitied to the
dignity of a Barrister. By bis subsequent ap-
plication to the sffaire confided to him ; by the
knowlicdge of bis profession, and seal for his
clients, be bade fair to etisin sn honorable po-
sition among his learned brethren.

It was an oocasion of regret, that he did not
unite with the Methodist Sociely ; but be was 8
constant sttendant at the services in Contenary
oburch ; and was for & long time & member of &
Bible-clast in connes.ion with the SBsbbath sebool ,
in Germain street. He was sn earnest Bua of
Temperance, and though youag, such were his
efforts in thé cause, and his sbility, that he wes
advanced to the bighest uffices in the D.visiocs,
into which he entered, aod bad even been pro-
moted 1o be one of the Naitiooal Divisiov, By
pursuing this wige and ezemplary courss s fow
years more, Mr. Weldon would protably have
become as eminent for sosisl jufluecee, and &
man of mark, as he was beloved for his mesoy
virtues, by a large circle of hicdsed and frisnds,

All this amiability, virtue, learcing, talent,
were lsid low by sicksess in the second week of
June lest, and on the fourteenth dey of that
month, he succambed to 8 virulept disesse, which
the best medicsl treatment was voable to con-
quer. His sickness was s0 brief, be wes o0
young, and bad slways been io such excellent
tealth, thet no one imagiced ijat Robert Wel-
d-n would not again be seen st church, nor his
Bible-class, nor division room, ner in Court, but
80 it came to pass. The writer wae with bim
on the afternoon of the day on which be died.
Of course he was most seriously ill, but bis prin-
cipal physician ssid there was then * no imme-
diate danger.” Wiih what esgerness did the
suffering youth listen to words concerning Him
oho is alone “the Way, the Truth, sad the
Life!” With what fervour did be respond to
the prayer thst he might be eternally saved
through Carist! He spoke with deep emotion
of an esteemed friend who but a few weeks pre-
viously

it in her youthful prime
Had icap’d the vounds of ume,”

and wished to be fully informed of her affliction,
snd fioal triumph. But as it was not convenient
then to enlsrge on these subjects, he was pro-
mised a fuller informstion at anotber interview
on the next day, when also more would be ssid
of Corist as our Hope, Tbat promise could ot
be fulfilled. At about sunset be became worse,
no temedy applied afforded the desired relief,
snd at about ten o'clock, our beloved friend, in
the twewuty-fifth year of bis sge, passed away to
the state wherein, * the weary are at rest, sad
the wicked cesse from troubling.”

Mr. Punshon in Halifax-

We have at length been favoured with the
long snticipated visit of our President, Rev. W.
M. Punshoun, M.A. He arrived from Cbarlotte-
town on Thursday, and has since, as is his wont,
engrossed a good deal of the attention of the
public.

Oa Friday night, sccording to promise, he
kindly lectured on behalf of the Grafton Street
Church Building Fund. Bome apprehensions
were entertained by parties vhiefly concerned as
the appointed bour spproached—tbat, owing to
a combination of untoward circumstances, the
sudience would be but small, and that it wou.d
thus sppear as if Halifax were the only place in
the Anglo-Saxon world that could not appreciate
the talent of the Lecturer. The price of tickets,
s dollar, was certainly high,and could scarcely
have been justified but by the fame of the orator
on the one hand and the object to which the pro-
cseds were to be applied on the other. Then it was
reported at places at some distanee from the city,
but easily accessible by rail, that all the tickets
had been sold, and that it would be impossible
to obtain one. Add that on Thursdey what pro-
fessed to be & full and correct report of the
lecture was published at 12§ cents, and that, to
crown all, Friday motaing found the plsce pla-
carded with a glaring annouscement that the
celebrated lecture on * Daniel ia Babylon”
would be given in an evening paper for 2 cents,
snd we may be pardoned if for awhile we were
tempted to think that there was a conspiracy on
the part of the powers of darkness to cut the
ground from under the feet of the Lecturer, and
to cause a kind and benevolent effort to aid in &
work of charity and religion to miscarry.—
Happily, these unpleasing apprehensions were
not realized. Eight o'clock found s large snd
highly respectable audience sssembled in the
Hall ; ap sudience which comprised, according
to the expressed opinion of a competent judge,
the bulk of our citisens distinguished by literary
taste and acquirement.

nion of a cotemporary that the report publish-
ed is “ no more like it than = grinning, rusty
skeleton im an old dector’s closet,—with one
bone lost here and another there, is like a living
man, with the flesh of health mantling his cheek
and with the grace of action—the poetry of
motion—to attract in his every movement.”

sad Mr. Henry Moore says it is Joba Wesley’s.
The internal evidence, the purity, strength, and
languags suggest thet it was
written by Jobn. It was published first 1747.
The original is eight lines longer, and there are

Hymo 22, “ Bebold the Saviour of meskicd,”
was written by Rev. Samuel Wesley, Rector of
Epworth, sad was first ‘published in * Hymns
snd Sacred Poems” (1739). Its title is “On
the Crucifixion,” and its internal structure shows
bow fully the writer seemed to realise the infi-
nite imporiance of the event he so towchingly
and effectively describes.

Hymn 23, “ Extended on th’ sccursed tree,”
was translsted by Jobn Wesley, from Paul Ger-
hardt’s German, written in 1659. It wiil be
found on page 34 of “ Hymcs and Sacred
Poems” (1740.) Its titie is * They shall look
on Him whom they have pierced,” Zech. xii. 10.
Hymns 24 and 25, “ Yo that pass by” are en-
titled ** A Passion Hymn,” and were first pub-
lished in C. Wesley’s * Hymns and Sacred
Poems” (1742). The original extends to eigh-
teen verses. The fourth line of the third verse
of the second part reads thus, “ And bow with
Jesus crucified,” which is altered to * and die,”
&c. Objection has been taken to verse 2 of the
second part, commencing “ Give me to feel thy
agounies.” * In the great work atemiog for sin
Jesus Christ stood alone ; none to help, none to
bear any part of bis burden, nor to drink one
drop of his sad cup. The work of atonement wes

s'cal but moral, between the various parts of performed solely and exclusively by the Lord

Jesus.” Bome Christians may be said to suffer

Hymn 26, “ I thirst, Thou wounded Lamb of

God, is entitled “ A prayer to Christ.” It was

otiginally written in German by Couut Zinzen-

dorf and John and Anna Nitzcbman. It was

trans!ated by John Wesley, and published in the

¢ Hymns and Sacred Poems” (1740). Like

many of the German hymns, this combines

Scriptural truth, poetical fervoar, and deep re-

ligious experience. It has long been a faverite

with new converts, and will always find admir-

ers amongst those who are beginming o krow

something of the boundiess love ¢f Christ, and

who are desiring coniormity to his mind snd '
will.

Hymn 27,  Saviour, the world’s and mine,”

is one of the earliest of C. Wesley’s composi-

tions, and sppears in his ** Hymns and Sacred

Poems ” (1789), with the title of “ A Hymn to

Christ.” This is an exact reprint of the origi-

nal. It was probably written a short time be-

fore bis conversion.

Hymn 28, “ O Love divine ! what hast thou

done !” has the title of *“ Desiring to Love,”

and is found on page 26 of C. Wesley’'s Hymns

and Sacred Poems” (1742). Itis a sweet and

touching composition. Rev. Dr. Thomas Sum-

mers, of America, supposes that the refrain of
tbis byma ¢ My Lord, my love, is crucified ” is

taken from Ignatius, maytyr in the Primitive

Cburch. The same line is found in J. Mason’s

“ Bongs of Praise,” which appeared in 1683. It

is also used by other sacred poets.

Hyma 29, * Come, yo weary sinners, come,”

is entitled “ Seeking Redemption.” It sppears

a8 No.10 in C. Wesley’s * Redemption Hymns”

*(1747). The latter half of the second and the

first balf of the third verse in the original are
omitted. The second line is sltered from “ All

who grosm to bear yoar loed,” to “ All who

groan beneath,” &c. ; and the fourteenth line is

altered from * Cast on Thee our sin and care,”

to “ Cast on Thee our every care.”

Hymn 30, ¢ Where shall my wondering soul

begin P” bas the title of ¢ Christ the Friend of
Signers,” and appears in the second part of C.

Wesley's “ Hymos and Sacred Poems " (1739).

Very few are aware of the interest which belongs

to this bymn, It was written in May 1738, by

C. Wesley, with another of like character, No.

201 in the Hymao-book, which commences,

“ And caa it be that [ shoud gain,” &c. What

the author of this hymn bas written concerning

it is so fall of interest we cannot refrain from

quoting it. After the spiritual guidance which

the brothers Wesley had received from Peter

Bobler, they were separated, and Charles Wes-

ley went to reside with a poor ignorant bresier
named Broy, in Little Britain,  who knew noth-
ing but Chriet,” who had to supply Bohler's place

in explainining the way of salvation by faith.—
On May 21, 1738, Charles Wesley was enabled

to say, “ I believe, I believe!” What follows
is from his “Journal,” under date from Msy 23.
“At nine I began a hymn on my conversion,
but was persuaded to break off for fear of pride.
Mr. Bray coming, encouraged me to proceed in
spite of Satan. | prayed Carist to stand by me
snd finish the hymn. Upon my afterwards show-
it to Mr. Bray, the devil threw in a fiery dart,
suggesting that it was wrong, and I had to dis-
piease God. My beart sank within me ; when,
casting my eyes upon a Prayer-book, I met with
«o answer for him: * Why bosstest thou tby.
self, thou tyrant, that thou must do mischief?
Upon this I clearly discerned that it was s de-
vice of the enemy to keep back glory from Ged.
And it is not unusual with him to preach humi-
lity, when spesking will endanger his kingdom,
or do honour to Cbrist. Least of all would he
n | bave us tell what things God has cone for our
souls ; so tenderly does be guard us from pride.
But God bas showed me He can defend me from
it while speaking for him.” * There is,” saye
the Rev. Jobn Kirk, *‘ a remarkable coincidence
between the spirit and langusge of the ‘Journal’
and that of the hymn. As s00n as he begins to
express his joy he is tempted to stay his pen.
He resolves to perform his vows unto the Lord
of not hiding his righteousness within his beart.
This harmonises exactly with the third and fourth
verses, probably composed after the temptation
to desist. He asks, “And shall I slight my Fa-
's | ther’s love?” &o. Two days afterwards, John
Wealey also was able o believe to the salvation
of his soul, at the prayermeeting in Aldersgate
street. Happy in the pardoning love of God,
John was accompanied by a number of his
friends, shortly before ten at might, 1o Mr.

Hymn 35, * Jesus, Thou all redeemiog Lord,”
was written ae its title indicates, ¢ Before preach-
ing to the Colliers in Leicestershire,” aod ap-
pears in C. Wesley's “ Hymns acd Bacred
Poems ” (1749) as one bymn of eighteen verses,
six of which are omitted. Iu the. fifth verse,
“The Aardness ” is chaoged from the
stony; * swearers” is substituted for * railers,”
with a few otber alterations.

Hymn 37, ** Jesus, the Name bigh over all,”
is part of & hymn by C. Wesley, which extencs
to 22 verses only six of which are chosen. The
first live of\the original is * Jesus, sccept the
grateful song;” it is found in “ Hymns snd Sa-
cred Poems” (1749). Ita title is ** After preach-
ing in » church.” The ninth verse of the origi-
nal forms the first of Hymu 37. This bymn bas
long been a great favourite with the Metbodist
people generally, and several well-suthenticated
instances are known of its baving been uted by
godly persons to exorcise the devil. The facts
which suggested the composition are recorded
by C. Wesley in his Journal under date of Au-
gust 6, 1744. Having been preaching it the
sma'l church st Laneast, in Cornwall, and con-
demning the drunken revels of the people, whilst
urging them to * repent and be converted,” ene
in the congregation contradicted and blaspbem-
ed. Charles Wesley ssked, * Whois he that
pleads for the devil?” The reviler stocd bold-
ly forward, the preacher fearlessly exposed his
iniquity, and sbowed the whole congregation
their state by nature. Mr. Wesley's witheriog
exposure drove the man in diegrace of the churcb.
These circamstances are believed to have sug-
gested the writiog of the hymn. In the Life of
the Rev. Henry Ransom (Wesleyan Magazine,
September, 1857) an incident is related ss hav-
ing occurred in his presence, of an evil spirit
being cast out after singiog part of this hymn
and prayer.

G. to the utmost
of their ability. Now, as in the days of yore,
the quality of liberality, holds its own, in the
noble hearts of Methodist Preachers.

It is expected that the generous heart of the
christian public—especially the Methodist pub-
lic—will throb ia unison, with the heart of the
Methodist pastorate, in this matter. Already

Bro. G. has met with some encouragement, in
the execution of his present mission. And if
our friends could witness the present desolation
of the Twillingate circuit, they would, we are
persuaded, be willing, beyond their power, to
help, in this pressing emergency.

The Canadian Conference Office.

The Guardian ot the 24th ult. gives the fol-
lowing report of the action of the Canada Con-
ference in relation to a change in the Publishing
Office of that Connexion : —

The report of the special committee on the
Book Room was read by Rev. Thos. Keough,
showing a very gratifying increase m the busi-
ness The report also set forth that the print-
ing establishment had proved a serious loss to
the n, and rec ded that the type
and presses be sold, and that the Guardian,
Sabbath School Advocate and Banner be given
out to be printed by contract.

The Ba'ance Sheet of ihe Book Room and
printing estab'ishment was read by the Rev
S. D. Rice, D D. Some conversation arose as
to the proper disposition to be made of these
reports,. On motion, the report of the Book
Committee, i. ¢, the Balaoce Sheet, was
adopted.

The Rev. Dr. Rice then moved the adoption
of the report of the Special Committee, and in
doing so went on to argue against the continu-
ance of the printing es*ablishment, and in favor
of its abolition. He quoted the testimony of the
Book Steward of the British Conference, who
told him he could not be induced, oa any con-
sideration, to connect a printing establishment
with their Book Room in the City Road, Lon-
don. He admitted that if that establishment
was in the hands of a practical man, who would
go about through the city and bunt up work, he
wight make it pay; but of course this could
not be expected of the minister occupying that
post.
The Rev. Dr. Green was opposed to the pro-
posed changes. He admitted that he had not
given very special attention to the subject late-
ly, but trom all that he knew he was not by any
means convinced that such sweeping changes
were necessary or prudent. He thought the
committee must be mistaken.

Dr. Jefters also spoke in opposition to the
recommendation of the Committee. He ex-
pressed his doubt in respect to the correctness
of the ded and concl ot the Com-
mittee. He was astonished to find that it was
al'eged that the Guardian bad been a loss,
especially when it was admitted that there was
not only an increase in the number of subscri-
bers, but that it had paid more this year than
during any year in the past.

The Rev. Thomas Keough defended the Com-
mittee from certain implications he fancied he
perceived in the Editor’s remarks, but admitted
there was ground for difference of opinion upon
certain points.

The Rev. Mr. Pollard thought we ran no risk
by adopting the proposed changes. The work-
ing of the concern was not satistactory in its
present form.

Rev, George R. Sanderson had been long
convinced that the printing establishment was
carried on at a loss. It was impossible to make

it pay without the unpleasantness of grinding

the employees of the establishment. Bat this
was not the ease; they bad the machimery,
presses, type, &c, and he therefore was under-
stood to recommend great caution in meddlng
wi h the matter now. )

The Rev. Dr. Ryerson argued in fa
proposed changes. He referred to t
pursued by the educational departmen
otber similar institations, who bad careful
vestigated these matters, with a view to con-
ducting their business in the most economcfl
manner. In every instance they gave out their
printing by tender. ) )

The Rev. H. Biggar made the point, that it
they so'd out their printing material they wonlfi
have to do so at a-great sacnfice, and that if
they found it necessary to retrace their steps, as
he believed they would have to do, they could
only-do so at a great loss.

The Rev. Jobn Gemley thought there would
be at least this advantage comnected with the
adeption of the recommendation of the Com-
mittee, which would be to show whether the
Guardian was, as had been asserted, a loss or
gein.

The Rev. Dr. Rice explained that it would
have po besring upon that question. It had
nothing to do with the Guardian. Tte things
were entirely distivet. The Guardian was not
a loss to the Connexion ; looking at it fairly it
was & great gain ; and if allthe work that it has
doane in the way of advertisiag for the Circuits,
the missionary cause, the Book Room, &e., was
taken into sccount, it would prove to be a great
financial gain. The reason why it sppeared to
pay nothing, but rather be a loss, was that itdid
so much ucpaid work.

The Report was a adopted with a siogle alte-
ration. The Committee recommended that four
ministers be associated with the Book Steward,
in the sale of the property ; but was so amended
as to substitute the Book Committee instead of
the Committee of Five.

Upon the foregeing the Evangelical Witness
remarks :

Oa a question of thie paturc there is some-

thing to be said on both sides. As a mere ques-
tion of pay we have no doubt the printing office
of the Guardian has been a loss, as was stated
by the advocates for the sale.
—One thing is certain, a religious printing office,
or an cflice used only or chiefly for church pur-
poses, does not pay, never did pay, and never
can pay in the strictly commercial sense of the
word. .

Wherefore then is their use, and wherefore the
sense of having them ? This side of the ques-
tion is not all sunshine, as we shall see when
it is discuseed ; ond as the Wesleyans will
find, aod as we shail fiad before the next ten
years are over. It is all very well to talk about
cartain agencies cot paying in the Church, but
that view of the question is a many sided one,
and we-fear if the question is to be looked at in
all its aspects, some iderable preaching does
not pay, nor horse feed, nor chapal bui'ding, nor
parsonsge building, nor other church sppropri-
ations—ian fect, nothing of this kind pays in
the commercisl senee, but it pays in a higher
sense—as & gift to promote the highest interests
of bumabity.

Christian Adventures in South
Africa.

Our readers will remember tbe wouderful
success attending the labours of the Christian
Evangelist, the Rev. Wm. Taylor, during a visit
to that country a few months ago. The book of
adventures published by Mr. Taylor is full of
interest. We make a few extracts :

BISHOP COLENSO.

Bishop Colenso had just beem bcoming awsy
at an impregnable fortress of truth, the supreme
Divioity of Jesus Christ, and issued his orders
forbidding any to ask directly aoy favours from
Christ, and ignore the very songs of Zion which
contained prayers to the Som of God. The
Colonial papers had given the Bishop all the
* aid and comfort” they could, for his sensation-
alism is very edifying to the press, financially ;
but at the time of our arrival that novelty had
just lost its power of charming, and some new
strategic dash was needed to revive the flagging
spirits of the Bishop's troops; so on the first

'Sabbath night we spent in Maritzburg, the

Bishop preached on “ The Idolatry oi the Bi-
ble,” by which it appeared from his discourss,
as reported to us by some who heard it, he
meant sa idolatrous reverence for the Bible.
One ot his illustrations was in substance as fol-
lows : A young man, a printer employed in set-
ting the type of one of his (Colenso’s) first book
on the Pentateuch, became so affected by the
doub:s thus excited in his mind about the truth
of the Bib'e, that he went mad and committed
suicide. The bereaved father of the poor prin-
ter wrote to Colenso, giving the facts about the
dreadful end of his son, and charged the Bishop
with his death, te which the Bishop replied that
the father himself wes the cause of the tragedy,
by teaching his son such an idolatrous love for
the Bible that be could not bear to see the truth
of its stories called in question, and hence his
madness in sel{-destruction.

The two| Sabbaths we were in the capital, Dr.
Co'enso and his “ thorn in the flesh,” Dr, Green,
were booming away, just across the street in a
diognal line from our chapel,

The Sabbath I was in Verulam, Dr. Colenso
was back in D'Urban. The papers puffed him,
and eulogized his preaching, and a merchant of
Maritzburg came to tea at the house of my host,
Mr. J. H. Grant, in D'Urban, so drunk, he could
not walk erect, and spent an hour in berating
Christians and Christian ministers, and was sure
that the eloquent Bishop, the most learned and
reliable preacher in the world, would yet con-
vert the whole of us. I bappened to ssy, “ Dr.
Colenso,” and be took offence, that I should be
%o irreverent. “ Bishop Colenso ! Biskop Co-
lenso ™ he shouted, “ the most learned and
pious man in the world !”

There are some very respectable families, ina
worldly sense, and of good outward moral de-
portment, who are ideatified - with the Bishop ;
but the msjority of followers are sffirmed to be,
by those who knew thei well, such persons as
have good reason to dread the threatened Jjudg-
ments of the Rible, and therefore hope the book
is not from God. Colense, too, gains influence
with many by his genial, geatlemanly manners,
and Low Cburch liberality, in contrast with the
stiff, Puseyitical, Rituslistic character of the Bis-
hop of Cape Town. Old Rev. Mr. Lioyd, Epis-
pal minister in D'Urbap, in a friendly visit to
my room, after talking to me sometime about
the Bishops of Jerusslem, and Sydney, whom 1
had the pleasure of meeting, spoke of Colenso,
who bad been in his pulpit the preceding Sab-
bath, and said, “ Poor Colenso, I believe he isa
well meaning man, but has got wrong in his
mind. I believe be will be in & lunatic asylum
before many years.” Mr. Lloyd is a most kind.
bearted old man, and would be glad to draw that
veil of charity over the learned prelate’s theolo-
gical and moral idiosynorasies.

to the Wi-es and Families of Soldiers on the
Married Establishment, as regulated by clause 50,
of the Army Circu'ars of 1867, viz :—

Seven per cent of Trumpeters, Drummers and
Raak snd File, celculated apon the Estatlichment.”

2. —Tn order, however to prevent the iofliction
of hardskip, the >Secretary of Siate has further
becn y-leased to direct that the Wives and Fami
lies of all bdoldiers who are not on the Married
t.stab ishment aud who were actually serving in
the Dominion of Canada on the 20th March, 1868,
may, provided th+y were marrie | prior to that date,
be granted lreeofuugo to the United Kingdom, on
the departare of she Soldier from Canada.

3.—The Lieut. General Commanding, desires te
give this decision the greatest possible pub icity,
as it will very much inerease the unwvoidable dis-
tress already resulting in marriages io the Army
without leave.

4.—No Soldier's wifs, married withont leave,
after the 20th March 1868, can, under any oir-
eumstances, whatever, hope to be provided with a
Passage when ber hnsband leaves Canada, mer 10
derive any advantage arising from the service ; nor
it she should find her own way to the United
Kingdom, can she establish snd claim to main-
tenance there.

5 —The Licutensnt General takes this oppor-
tunity of pointing out that the Regulations for Mar-
ried Soldiers (Clause 50, Army Circalar, 1867)
strictly lim:t the #limber allowed to each corps,
and shat no Commanding Officer, has the power
under any circumstances of suthorizing an excess
of the Married Establishment so limited.

6.~The Licut. General therefore repeats the
warning that has been so often given against the
wreichedncss that mus result from marrying a
Soldier withous leave.
