SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

A NY even numbered section of Dominion Lands 
in Manitoba or the North-West Provinces, 

excepting 8 and 26, not reserved, may he home- 
stçadvd uy any person the sole head ol a family, or 
male over 18 years of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section, of ibo acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or inspection must 
be made in person by llie applicant at the office c< 
the local Agent or Sub-agent.
r An application f >r entry or inspection marie pers xn- 
ally at any Sub-agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Sub-agent, at the expense of the 
applicant, anil if the land applied for is vacant on 
receipt of the telegram such application is to have 
priority, and the land will be held until the necessary 
papers to complete the transaction arc received by

In case of “personation" the entry will he sum­
marily cancelled and the applicant will forfeit all 
priority of claim.

An applicant for inspection must he eligible for 
homestead entry, and only one application lor inspec­
tion will he received from an individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in good standing 
and not liable to cancellation, may, subject to ‘ap­
proval of Department, relinquish it in favour of 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sister^ if 
eligible, but to no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily cancelled, or volun­
tarily abandoned, subsequent to institution of can­
cellation proceedings, the applicant for inspection 
will be entitled to prior right of entry.

Applicants for inspection must state in what par­
ticulars the homesteader is in default, and if sub­
sequently the statement is found to be incorrect in 
material particulars, the applicant will lose any prior 
right of re-entry, should the land become vacant, or 
if entry has been granted it may be summarily 
conceited. <

Duties. — A settler is required to perform the 
conditions under one of the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence upon and cultiva­
tion of the land in each year during the term of three

(2) If the father (or mother if the father is deceased) 
of a homesteader resides upon a farm in the vicinity 
of the land entered for by such homesteader the 
requirement as to residence may be satisfied by such 
person residing with the father or mother.

(3) If the settler has bis permanent residence upon 
farming land owned by him m the vicinity of his 
homestead, the requirement may be satisfied by 
residence upon such land.

Before making application for patent the settler 
must give six months’ notice in writing to the Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, of his 
intention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 

MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased at $10 per 

acre lor soft coal and $20 fur anthracite. Not more 
.ban 32oacies can be acquired by one individual or 
company. Royalty at the rate of ten cents per ton 
of 2,000 pounds shall be collected on the gross output.

Ouaktz. — A free miner’s certificate is granted upon 
payment in advance of $5 per annum for an individual, 
and from $50 to $100 per annum for a company 
according to capital.

A free miner, having discovered mineral in place, 
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,500 feel.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $ 100 must be expended on the claim each 

year or paid to the mining tecorder in lieu theieof. 
When $500 has been expended or paid, the locator 
may, upon having a survey made, ami upon comply­
ing with other requirements, purchase the land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the payment of a royalty 
of 2} per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 feet square I 
entry fee $5, renewable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to dredge for 
gold, of five miles each tor a term of twenty years, 
reiiewaDle at the discretion of the Minister of the 
Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in operation within 
one season from the date of the lease for each five 
mi es. Rental $10 per annum for each mile of river 
leased. Royalty at the rate of 2J per cent, collected 
Oil the output after it exceeds $10,000.

This startling news originated in a remark by 
the Rev. John Mackay, of Crescent Street Pres­
byterian Church, Montreal, in an address 011 the 
induction of a minister in that city-. lie was 
pointing out that this was no inexperienced 
young man, and told the congregation that they 
must trust their pastor to the fullest degree 
if there is to be a proper understanding be­
tween pastor and members, adding: ”1 am 
rather surprised that an institution which exists 
at present in the Roman Catholic Church has 
never been introduced into the principles of our 
Church. It is the only true medium by which 
a pastor can he to his congregation what he 
ought to be. I refer to the confessional.” There 
is all the difference in the world between the 
exhortation in our Book of Common Prayer, 
which is now so seldom read, and so impro­
perly omitted, advising those who cannot quiet 
their conscience to come to me or some other 
minister of (h)d's Word and open his grief, 
that he may receive godly counsel at.nl advice, 
and the Roman Catholic confessional. The 
Presbyterian Confession of Faith requires re­
pentance and private confession of sins to God, 
and also that he who scandalizes his brother or 
the Church of Christ make public or private 
C' utlessii m and declare repentance to those 
i il ended. 1 low far beyond this Mr. Mackay- 
proposes to go he did not announce.

Purity in Public Life.

True and searching were the words of the his­
torian and statesman to the people of Canada : 
"Having got the completes! democracy you 
desire, all that remains is to make the gov­
ernment of the people as worthy, as pure, as 
dignified as it ought to be. It is not unfair 
tei measure the conscience of a nation by the 
purity of its representatives.” If Canada is to 
maintain the noblest traditions of the British 
race she must prove by the character of her 
representatives that her conscience is clean. 
There can be no doubt that the higher and more 
responsible the position to which a public man 
is elevated the greater will be the resulting good 
or evil to the country he represents from the 
unstained honour and scrupulous integrity of 
his private life, or its degrading immorality and 
unscrupulousness. Take, for instance, the posi­
tion so long and honourably filled by Lord 
Strathcona as Canada’s representative in Great 
Britain ; and suppose that the Government of 
Canada were to appoint in the place and stead 
of a man whoserprivate life has been so pure, 
honourable and beneficent as has been that of 
Lord Strathcona a man, we will say, of equal 
intellectual ability, but whose private life is be­
lieved to be debauched and disgraceful, and 
consider for a moment what a stain would be 
indicted on the honour and virtue of the Cana­
dian people as a whole, and what just and well- 
deserved contempt it would bring upon the fair 
fame of our country abroad, as well as upon the 
character of our public men. There is sterling 
honesty and manliness in the searching de­
claration of the Biitish ambassador: "It is not 
unfair to measure the conscience of a nation 
by the purity of its representatives.”

Peace and Progress.

About the middle of this month a gathering 
will he held in New York City for the purpose 
of advocating tin- settlement of international 
disputes and differences by arbitration instead 
of by war.

It may be remarked that 
the 'spirit of peace is far more effectually pro­
moted in the individual and in the nation by 
the pure, unselfish and beneficent life than it 
possibly can be by philosophic orations or 
rhetorical resolutions, even though their aim 
may be "the Americanization of the world."

English Latin.

It has been to the writer, and we fancy to 
many of our readers, a mystery as to how the 
English pronunciation of Latin originated. We 
were once told that it grew up during the 
troubled times in Saxon days after Alfred, when 
communication was so difficult, in a community 
cut off from intercourse with Rome, and having 
only books that pronounced the Latin as they 
would English. The story sounded romantic, 
but unsatisfactory. A learned writer in the
“Church Times" tells that regulations had been 
issued by the Privy Council under Edward VI. 
requiring schoolmasters to pronounce Latin 
words as if they were English. The documents 
were extant among the muniments of West­
minster School. The result was to shut Eng­
lishmen out from a language , understood and 
spoken more or less all over Europe. English­
men retained for a time the natural and easy 
use of written Latin, but were shut out from 
understanding the spoken tongue except among 
themselves. Is it not time to return to the
universal pronunciation, certainly in Canada 
and the United States there need be no hesita­
tion. ‘‘Everywhere," said the writer, "out of 
England I meet men whose written Latin is
contemptible, but who speak it with a fluency
which is my despair."

*
The New Theology

Is being much discussed by the English 
clergy, possibly unnecessarily. A discussion of 
theology may raise people's attention above 
merely ecclesiastical disputations and lead their 
thoughts to true religion. The Bishop of Bir­
mingham wrote to his people: "A great deal of 
excitement has been recently stirred with regard 
to ‘the New Theology.’ Students tell us that it 
is anything but new; but we arc not mostly 
students. A Bishop in modern days is not sup­
posed to have time to teach; but the service of 
his consecration, and the promises which lie 
there makes, oblige him, as his chief duty, ‘to 
instruct the people committed to his charge out 
of Holy Scripture,’ ‘to teach and exhort with 
wholesome doctrine, and to withstand and con­
vince the gainsayers." Accordingly, I am going 
to speak to such as are willing and able to 
listen to me in the cathedral church, March 22nd. 
on ‘The New Theology and the Old Religion.’"

Definition of ‘Bishop.’'

Bishop Talbot, of Wyoming, tells in his book 

of reminiscences just published, how he visited 
Canon Hinds-Howell at his parish near Nor­
wich, England. The Canon, who was then 
nearly ninety years of age, asked the Bishop to 
address the school. The Bishop began: “Now, 
children, I have come to you from the Rocky 
Mountains. 1 am the Bishop of Wyoming and 

That is my diocese. Can any one of 
ell me what a diocese is?" Several cliil-
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dven held up their hands, and one little fail­
li. uved boy on the fv.uit seat was pavticulavly 
ki i n. To him the Bishop said: "Very well, my 
lutle man. Tell me now what a diocese is.
Quick as a flash lie stood up and said. “A dio­
cese, my lord, is a district of land with the 
Bishop on top and the clergy underneath. 
There was a peal of laughter from the visitors 
and the children, and the Vicar himself was 'de­
lighted. saying that he did not believe even an 
American boy could do better than that.

It
Bishop Gore.

The Bishop of Birmingham is one of the 
foremost 1 theological teachers of to-day. No 
other Bishop of the many distinguished men 
on the English Episcopal Bench has done so 
much to build up Church people in their holy 
faith, and his rare gifts of exposition have been 
employed with faultless lucidity in asserting the 
claims of the Church’s creed upon the con­
sciences of men," says the “Church of Ireland 
Gazette." “But the Bishop has been more than 
a great teacher; he has been a great social re­
former. Not content with asserting the neces­
sity of a Christianity which must be more 
simple and less luxurious, if it is to be more 
apostolic, he has translated his glowing ideals 
into actual fact whenever opportunity occured. 
It is a tribute to the Bishop's character and to 
the deep respect in which he is held by Church­
men that even the sacrifice of his private for 
tune to form a new See caused no surprise, but 
scented the thing which men had learnt to ex­
pect front Bishop Gore. Again, the determina­
tion to dispense with Hartlebury Castle as a 
residence for the Bishop of Worcester, and the 
desire to live on a smaller and more simplje 
scale, were but the Bishop's desire, and trans­
late his own teaching into the region of prac­
tical life. Apart from considerations of ex­
pediency, the lesson of self-sacrifice which such 
determination evidenced was a good thing for 
English life. It was a practical protest from the 
high places of the Church against the adapta­
tion of the Christian creed to the average in­
stincts of human nature shaped by the compe­
tition of English commercial life:—

A creed for every clime and age,
By mammon’s touch new-moulded o'er and 

o’er.

The lesson is one which has been deeply en­
forced in the Bishop’s teaching. He is con­
tinually asserting the real claims of the Chris­
tian brotherhood, the democratic ideals of Chris­
tian socialism are held up before men's eyes 
with passionate earnestness, and the sacred heri­
tage which the Church of Jesus Christ possesses 
in the poor of His flock is being ever em­
phasized. The lesson is one needed by every 
age, and will be so as long as the heart of man 
is naturally selfish, and Churchmen should be 
grateful to the Bishop for restating such apos­
tolic ideals with renewed force and clearness foi 
our own generation."

MISREPRESENTATIVE ENGLISHMEN ‘

A large number of individuals on both sides 
of the Atlantic have of late been considerably 
exercised as to the alleged unpopularity of Eng­
lishmen in Canada. Letters on the subject from 
various standpoints have appeared by the 
score in our Canadian dailies and in a good 
many leading English newspapers. They are 
mostly written by Englishmen, and, with many 
exceptions, on the whole it must be acknow­
ledged tend to substantiate this very widely 
expressed impression that In the mind of the 
average Canadian there is apt to be a sort of 
chronic, lurking prejudice against, at all ei’ents, 
tile newly-imported Englishman. We are told 
of advertisements for employees of various kinds 
with tin- words appended, “No Englishman need
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apply," and of innumerable instances whete dis- 
hkc ami distrust of Englishmen has been as 
str.uiglv, if indirectly, expressed. In
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view of
this it must be reluctantly admitted, we fea,r,
that in sonic quarters a considerably stro 
prejudice docs exist in Canada against English, 
men; but only against a certain class, be it ever 
remembered, a large class, it must be admitted 
and, being a noisy class and very much in evi­
dence, apt to be mistaken for a representative 
class. We refer, of course, to that only ton 
well-known class of Englishmen with whom the 
universal disparagement of everything non- 
English amounts to a positive disease. Such 
Englishmen are undoubtedly offensive, and we 
have no hesitation in saying, deservedly offen­
sive to Canadians. The thickest-skinned people 
under the sun would resent such an attitude 
And it is astonishing how many really WCH. 
informed and often far-travelled Englishmen 
front whom better things might naturally be ex­
pected, indulge in this sort of folly. Only last 
year it was our fortune, or misfortune, to be 
thrown into the close companionship of a dis­
tinguished man of letters, and to be heartily 
disgusted with his childishly disparaging re­
marks on the people and the country. It is 
just this type of man. by no means representa­
tive of the nation, but numerous, noisy, and 
self-assertive, who, as Thackeray says in an­
other connection, have made the "name of 
Englishman so magnificently hated throughout 
Europe, who, at everything outside the bound­
aries of their own wonderful little coun­
try," shoot out the lip, and shake the 
head, and stroke the beard "upon a prin­
ciple as fixed and unvarying as one of na­
ture's immutable laws. They simply cannot see 
anything worthy of admiration, respect or 
more than bare and half-contemptuous toler­
ance in Canada, or anywhere else beyond the 
"narrow seas." Consequently, they cannot learn 
anything, and, being incapable of learning any­
thing, are, as a natural result, competent to 
teach everything and to act as universal men­
tors, which, to put it mildly, does not add 
to their attractiveness. It must be acknow­
ledged, and the writer being an Englishman 
himself, and glorying in his nationality, feels 
justified in speaking plainly, that there is a class 
of Englishmen, only too well-known the con­
tinent over, most of whom, to put it mildly 
again, are trying, and a considerable minority 
of whom are insufferable. But there are Eng­
lishmen and Englishmen. In our opinion, there 
is no nationality just quite so much respected 
in Canada and throughout the States generally 
as the right kind of Englishman. Against Eng­
lishmen as Englishmen there is not a shadow of 
prejudice—just, indeed, the opposite. There is 
a traditional latent respect in the mind of the 
normal Canadian, and in that of all Anglo- 
Americans for the English character, but not 
for its caricature, as so often seen in men of 
a certain type. There is no country in the 
world where the typical Englishman, of whom, 
thank God, there are still a few thousands left, 
will be more generally respected and admired 
than in Canada. It would hardly be too much 
to say, that to Canadians the strong, even, well- 
balanced English type of character, as exem­
plified in many of her representative men, is 
the ideal type. But England sorely suffers fr°m 
the defects of her virtues, and no national char­
acter so readily lends itself to caricature. 
This, however, we will claim for nearly all Eng­
lishmen, representative or misrepresentative, 
their worst side is outside, and they have no 
counterfeit virtues.

THE SENSE OF SIN.

Many writers these days throughout the Eng­
lish-speaking world are lamenting the almost 
universal decay of the sense ot sin. People 

wuilays, it js said, do not worry about their
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Thcy lie lightly upon them. Sin has 
y Inst its terrors. Not that men sin more 

;arg,tis reason than they used to do, but they 
vc ceased to really dread the consequences of 

ei sins. Now, this is a strange feature of an age
vhich acknowledges as it never acknowledged 
before the reign of law. Every violated law 
vc know as we never have known before must iirins its own punishment. To use the words 
, a great scientist. Nature says to everyone: 

'.'obey me, and I will give you happiness; dis- 
,.hcy me, and I will kill you.” And yet. in spite

all this we arc told, and our own experience 
certainly tends to confirm it, that the realiza­
tion of the evil consequences of sin is be­
coming weaker and weaker in men. At all 
events, men do not grieve over their sins as 
tbey used to do. Docs this, then, indicate a 
corresponding decay in moral sensibility? We 
,lo not think so; for if men arc not as sensi­
tive to the evil consequences of their own sins, 
they are ten times more sensitive to the claims 
of their fellowmen. While they spend less 
time brooding over their own transgressions, 
and striving to avert or escape the “vengeance” 
of God, they are everywhere up and doing for 
tlicir fellow-creatures, and they respond, as 
never before in the history of the world, to the 
calls of the needy and the suffering. The fact 
of the matter is that we are still in the throes 
of the reaction from the stern theology of our 
grandfathers, which so grievously misrepre­
sented the nature of God. This is, perhaps, re­
grettable, but jt is the penalty that always has 
to he paid for the ignoring or over-emphasizing 
of any particular phase of the Faith. Our an­
cestors over-emphasized the "justice” of God, 
and ignored His mercy; or, to put it another 
way, they remembered His “severity” and for­
got His “goodness.” Men to-day have rushed 
to the opposite extreme, and seem to be in 
danger of forgetting the “severity,” and, if such 
a thing be possible, ovpr-emphasizing the “good­
ness of God.” By and bye things will right 
themselves, and the true balance, if it has ever 
been really lost, will be restored. We do not, 
therefore, participate in the forebodings so wide­
ly and freely expressed, that the human race is 
in imminent danger of entirely losing its sense 
of sin. The reaction like all reactions may have 
been one-sided, but it was inevitable and neces­
sary, and of the two extremes it is incomparably 
the more excusable. It is, indeed, hard to see 
wherein it is possible to exaggerate the Divine 
compassion and loving kindness. It was easy 
enough to exaggerate and distort the Divine jus­
tice and to attribute qualities to God of which 
■my half decent man would be heartily ashamed, 
but who of us is there that will presume to limit 
the mercy of God. At the same time with all 
this there is undoubtedly a tendency to-day to 
■snore the other side of religion and to forget 
that deliberately violated law will avenge itself, 
Jnd that God will not intervene, to save us from 
the consequences of our own wilful transgres- 
5l"ns' ^ c nc<td to be reminded that “God is not 
mocked, and to beware of abusing His mercy 
and long suffering. Certainly it is a pain-hating, 
V easure-loving age, but it is an age, on the 
" !°lc’ 'Htbucd as never an age before it with the 
P'rit of Christ. And after all the positive is 
itter than the negative.

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the exchange of gifts and for holiday-making in 
general is not entirely satisfactory to those in­
terested in the deeper things of life. The re­
ligious aspect of Christmas has suffered to a 
much greater extent and yet Easter may in like 
manner be brought down from its high estate.
I et us consider snm^f the foiees that are mak­
ing towards this end. To begin with the rail­
ways offer Easter rates and people not only take 
advantage of the opportunity to get home, but 
to get away from home. New York is now one 
of the special Easter rendezvous for Canadians. 
The hotels and merchants lend their influence to 
the migration, and what is more the churches 
furnish one of the principal shows. Thousands 
of dollars arc expended on flower effects in a 
single church and throngs scramble for a place 
to sec the sights and hear the music. No one 
may find fault with any reasonable effort to 
honour the sanctuary, but the Church ought not 
to be used as a mere feature of city advertising. 
Again within recent years the custom of sending 
Easter gifts has come into vogue and we may 
expect to see it develop to something of the pro­
portions of the Christmas habit. Behind this 
custom is no lofty spiritual tradition, but merely 
plain business enterprise. The merchants want 
to sell goods and everything will be done to pro­
mote what they most highly esteem, namely, the 
“spirit of buying.” It is said to have been a 
manufacturer of flags who conceived the exces­
sively patriotic idea of having a flag hoisted over 
every schoolhouse on the continent, and it is un­
derstood that the silversmiths are unanimously 
in favour of individual Communion cups. We 
should certainly not reject a good idea even if it 
owes its genius to self-interest, but the Church in 
our opinion ought to control as far as possible 
the due observance of Easter and see that the 
spiritual aspects of that great festival are not 
overborne by material considerations.

•t
The condition of things among the politicians 

at Ottawa is far from satisfactory. The impres­
sion has gone abroad,6 not merely, that those 
whom we have chosen to represent us at the 
seat of Government are excessively keen about 
their own political advancement, and willing to 
stoop to conquer, and further that they arc not 
beyond the suspicion of a readiness to annex 
what does not rightfully belong to them, but 
also that their lives are passed in a sort of 
saturnalia which is far from edifying or inspir­
ing. It is not, we presume, intended to convey 
the idea that all our political leaders govern them­
selves according to these low standards or live 
on this low plane, but the fact that such charges 
should be at all applicable to any considerable 
number is to say the least lamentable. In these 
undefined charges all members of Parliapient 
must find their own good names imperilled to 
some extent, and the self-respect of the whole 
country is indeed involved. How far the private 
lives of public men are objects of public censor­
ship is perhaps a delicate question to decide, but 
we may say this, public men arc certainly under 
obligation to observe the usages of decent 
society. They cannot be a law unto themselves 
setting at naught what the best elements in the 
state have built up and guarded through the 
ages. There are acts, we presume, for which 
public, as other men,'1 are answerable only to 
God, but for the observance of the decencies of 
life, and the usages which h^ve become the safe­
guard of society, surely they are accountable to 
the public for these things. It ought to be with­
in the power of a free people like the Canadians 
tv select right-minded men to govern them, men 
who would Outwardly at least respect the decen­
cies of social usage. It cannot be a sound posi­
tion to assume that official acts are the only acts 
of which we may take cognizance in public men. 
One thing is sure, if we wink at the moral lapses 
of otir parliamentary representatives these lapses 
are not liableOo become less frequent, and furth­
er, if the public really desires a better State of
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tilings in high places, then we should look for 
higher ethical qualities in choosing the men to 
represent us.

*
President Roosevelt seems to have won the 

enmity of the great corporate interests of the 
United States, and particularly that of the rail­
ways. But while this opposition is tremendous in 
power it is nevertheless true that the more 
vehemently the corporations weigh against him 
the higher he will stand in the confidence of the 
common people. . There is a general feeling 
abroad, and probably well founded too, that the 
corporate interests of the country are quite able 
to take care of themselves and what is needed in 
high places is power to protect the interests of 
the ordinary citizen. As years go on this is 
more keenly felt. The gas companies, the street 
railway companies, the telephone companies and 
so forth, of our cities are all to our knowledge 
more than able to fight their own battles, and 
the difficulty seems to be to find men who will 
stand by the rights of their fellow citizens. Pre­
sident Roosevelt would, of course, find life very 
much more peaceful could he only forget the 
rights of citizens and allow the imagination to 
dwell upon the schemes of progress which 
wealth and organization conjure. Corporations 
have, of course, rights which ought to be respect­
ed, but they are no more sacred than the rights 
of ordinary citizens. In the United States the 
railways seem to have lent themselves to other 
large corporations to oppress and ruin rivals. 
They have discriminated in rates against one 
and in favour of another and thus aided and 
abetted in building up some of the most corrupt 
and soulless organizations in the world. In this 
country we ought to profit by the mistakes of 
our neighbours. _ It is encouraging to now sec a 
bolder attitude in Parliament towards these 
questions, and if Mr. McLean, of Toronto, does 
not always carry the public or his colleagues 
with him he at all events is doing good pioneer 
work which is already hearing fruit.

It
We quite appreciate Mr. Simpson’s remarks 

regarding the shortening of the services. There 
possibly is a desire to reach the irreducible mini­
mum in our devotions, but so far as we arc con­
cerned that is not what we have been pleading 
for as our readers well know. When we ven­
tured to express the view that the Tc Deum as 
now sung is not as suitable as it might be and 
that its length was one of its defects for weekly 
worship we were giving utterance to an in­
dividual feeling which might or might not be 
shared by others. In doing this we departed 
from our rule of only discussing general prin­
ciples when pleading for Prayer Book rc-adjust- 
ment. It is clear that an amendment, such as 
the division of the Te Deum into two parts 
might never be carried, but at the same time the 
suggestion might give rise to the fear that all 
sorts of silly things were in contemplation. We 
would beg of Churchmen not to be thrown into 
a panic when this or that proposition is made.
It may never come within a mile of being adopt 
ed, and if it be adopted it will he because the 
Church as a whole solemnly desired to have it 
so. But we have not been dwelling upon the 
necessity for shortened services, but for conse­
cutive and articulated services, without repeti­
tions and without a violent break in continuity 
of thought or purpose. We are convinced that 
there is a general demand for this, hut faith in 
the sanity of the Church is sometimes weak. Let 
US go forward and fear not. 7 he spirit of God 
is as powerful to-day as of old and men love tile 
Church to-day quite as much as they ever did.

The Parish of Christ Church, Ger­
mantown, Philadelphia, will ob 
serve the fifty-fifth anniversary of 
its foundation in June next, and the 
Parish of Christ Church, Media, Pa., 
its jubilee on May 12th, the Sunday 
after the Ascension.

When 
English Churchmen see what Ire 
land is doing for foreign missions 
their invariable remark is, "If our 
people gave as the Irish give there 
would be no deficits.”

Does a living man truly, and most 
humbly, "know whom he has be­
lieved,” and does he, therefore, know 
that he is, indeed, “begotten again 
unto a living hope?” Then let him 
see in that fact no reason to expect, 
or even in a sense to desire, a re­
moval out of this world. Rather let 
him pray for growing grace so to 
live in the world as those should 
live who, not being “of" it, are quali­
fied by a power all-wise and all­
kind to be a pure light and a whole­
some salt in the very midst of 
human things.—Bishop of Durham.

The Lord Bishop of London hopes 
to leave London on August 31st next, 
and intends to be present at the ter­
centenary of the founding of the 
American Church as well as at the 
laying of the corner-stone of the 
new Cathedral at Washington. Later 
on in the year he hopes to be able 
to pay a visit to this country. The 
Bishop will preach the sermon at 
the opening service of the General 
Convention. The Presiding Bishop 
has received a letter from Dr. Win- 
nington-Ingram accepting his invi­
tation to do so.

There recently passed to his rest 
the Rev. J. K. Kempe, M.A., aged 
07. lie was the oldest clergyman in 
England and the senior Prebendary 
of St. Paul’s Cathedral, having been 
appointed to a prcbendall stall by 
Bishop Tait in 1861. He had been in 
Holy Orders for 74 > ears,having been 
ordained in the reign of WiUiam IV. 
His maternal great-grand-m other 
lived to the age of too. while his 
brother, the Rev. A. A. Kempe, is still 
living at the age of 04 and three sis­
ter, are over go years of age. One 
of his earliest memoirs was that of 
witnessing the coronation procession 
of George IV. in 1821. More than 
seventy-live years ago he went to 
Cambridge. graduating in 1833. 
Amongst his fvUow-studcnts there 
were Tennyson, Thackeray, and Dar­
win. He was a bellow of Clare 
College. In 1833 he was ordained, 
and twenty years later was ap­
pointed Rector of St. James’, Pic­
cadilly. which cure he held till 1895. 
when he resigned. He was Chap- 
lain-in-Ordinary to the Queen from 
1864 to 1901, and from the latter 
date was an Honorary Chaplain to 
th£ King.
