Do the dying suffer pain This 
strange discussion has been carried 
on for some weeks ,in the columns of 
the London Times. A number of 
inent physicians have given their 
views and experiences. The concen­
sus of opinion is that the dying, as a 
rule, suffer no pain, however agoniz­
ing their breathing or cries or move­
ments may seem to the loving and 
weeping ones that surround them at 
the final moments.

Prof. J. Cook Wilson raises the 
point that when pain is of no use or 
saving service, as in inevitable death 
there is no pain.

“We have looked upon pain and 
suffering,” saiys Dr H. Cameron 
Gillies, ‘“as the greatest "evil to which 
humanity, and indeed all the living 
creatipn is exposed, and we have es­
teemed it a great mystery. There is, 
howevfer, no mystery about pain. It 
is the universal language of njMjkjpd 
and of all living beings all the time— 
and indeed our great, teacher. With­
out ain th ehuman face would make 
no progress and we would have no 
evolution in nature.

Peace Before Death
“The people of mÿ native High­

lands have an old time proverb ‘there 
is always peace before death,’ and to 
this day they do not like an illness 
not attended by pain. They look up­
on it as dangerously omnious, but 
the moment the sufferer begins to 
complain they regard the case and 
condition as distinctly hopeful. My 
long experience is that this is true 
all the way. They have another gem 
—‘Where there is pain there is life— 
and hope.
