WINRING AFRICA FOR THE ALLIES
(New York Sun.)

A despatch from London says that
two rallways have been bulht during
the war In allied territory iIn Cen
tral Africa. The two roads referred
to are evidently thgq line connecting
Kambove with Bukama on the Congo
and that joining Kabalo on the Congo
with Albertville on the west shore of
Lake Tanganylka. These names mean
little to the outslde world; yet thg
roads joining these towns (n the vast
area of tropical Africa, when consid-
ered with the possibilities offered by
the allled conquest of German terri-
tory in that region, will be strong
factors in declding the future of Africa,

These two rallways, oy opening up
many routes in Central and Bastern
Africa, have afforded the white man
un easy means of exploring a practi-
cally unknown land and of developing
oue of the richest tropical reglons of
the earth. They have made it pos-
sible to cross the once “Dark Contin.
ent” at the equator by rallway and
steamboat from the Indian Ocean to
the Atlantic. By stages this route is

It is not the trapeze performers, the
Blevple juck or e oud-timue salion
Wuo luces the greatest peril in  his
WOork, but the ship s rigges who com
bines ail three of tneet cailings. Dur-
ing the present war, with tne reap-
pearance of saillng vessels in  our
porte, the anclent profession of ship's
rigger has been suddeniy revived, The
seaports have been scored to diecover
old riggers, for thelr service to-day i8
invaluaple. Thg skill and darlng of
American ship's riggers was once as
famous as that of the Yankes ekippers,
says Boys' Llfe.

When a salling vessel comes into
port in need of repairs the ship's rig
ger s the first man aloft, It may be
impcasible, to tell if her rigging will
support a man's welght, The ropes
may be covered with ice. The rigger
must judge the strength of the ropes
with his eve and riek his life upon
them. A trapeze parformer in the
circus must trust his weight to rowey
bigh in alr, but he ‘s svro that they
are strong and will baar lie weight,
The ship's rigger mus: swing himeelf
in quite as perilou,; positions and re
main there for hours, ¢ 1z the | ard-
est kind of work.

The Judicious Use of Artificial Fertilizer Will Stimulate Growth
snd Hasten the Maturity of the Crop—By Henry G. Bell, B. S. A,

Unlesa material assiotance s given
to the corn fleide of Canada, thous
ands of barrels of water are going to
be harvested Instead of mature corn.
An upparallelsd seed shortage last
spring necessMated the Importstion
of corn seed from the Middle Western
ond Mastern States. Within a few
deys this seed will be planted and
with fayorable weather there will be
an extraordinary growth of corn stalk
but without help, little of the cor
will reach the stage where grain
formed. In most panta of the province
it Is doubtful If even corn ears will
be formed before the early fromt cute
short the growing season.

Corn which has been produced un-
der conditions of the Middle Western
or Pastern Btales has become used to
@ growing season of 180 to 200 days
{ree of frost. Such 8 the average cll-
matic records from tha states whence

that the corn in inumature condition
lmmature corn such as much of this
southern growa seed will produce dt
the time of th» first frosts in Ontarlo
~—the crop contains approximately half
of the dry matter that it should pro-
duce before putting in the sllo. Its
ectosl value s & producer of flesh
and muacle is approximastely 80 per
cent of what it would be if the corn
matured, The fat the on-lxo con-
tains is only one-fifth of at good
ensfiage corn should carry, while the
heat and energy producing food (car
bohydratos) amoant to only 11 per
cent of what ® would be {f the corn
reached the stage of maturity In
which it is best sulted to the silo.

These polints are of vital import
ance to the feeder of dalry or beef
cattle,

where ensilage corn is an important
crop, does not exced 110 to 120 days
free of frost. There is an immense dif-

ference In the water content and food |

value of corn at varlous well-known
stages of the growth, Indiana station
in 1914 published an exhaustive study
on the subject. Samples were taken
at various stages of the growth of the
plant and carefully analysed. When
the corn was forming its sixth blade,
the plant contained 85.6 per cent of
water. When the ears were just start-
ing to form, it contained 86.8 per cent
of water. When the kernels were in
the milk =tage it contained 75.1 per
cent water. In the glazing stage 65.8
per cent of water, and when the corn
was in best condition to put in the
sllo it contained 62.8 per cent of wat-
er. These comparisons show the great
importance of matnring of the corn,
to avold harvesting water instead of
feed material. Moreover, corn put in
the sllo in an Jmmature stats tends
to sour to such an extent that the
ensilage Is reduced to a very low
feeding value

The actual feeding value of corn
at various stages of growth is of great
fmportance.

| 1t Is advisable to stop cultivation a
i little sooner than would be the care
if earller maturing varieties wdare
grown. This will tend t) hasten ma-
turity and will, therefore, result In
@ better quality of silage, zlthough
the welght wiil be relatively reduced.
The judicious use of artificial fer-
iilfzer will also hasten the growth and
maturity of the crop. The one thing
‘hat will be of supreme importance to
the Ontarfo corn crop thisyear s a
good supply of available phosphoric
acid In the corn soll. This Is no mys
terious condiment, but is a kind of
plantfood that the crop takes out of
the soll or out of manure or out of
fertilizers, in order to hasten its ma-
turity. The rapldity of growth of the
crop depends largely upon the supply
of nitrogen which the plant can obtain
from the soll, hence the plantf)od
that will be of most assistance to the
growlng crop this yeur is one supply-
ing a small amount of nitrogen and a
comparatively large amount of avail-
able phosphoric acid. The authors of
the Indiana bulletin have the follow-
ing to say on this point: “From a

plant as i{s desirable. By th!s means
the fertilizer can be distributed aling
the row as fast as a man walks. Pos-
sibly the best method of applying fer-
tilizer as a slde dreseer is through
the fertilizer attachment of the corn
cultivator. Many modern corn cultivat-
ors have fertilizer boxes attached,
which provide for the fertilizer to be
distribufed in front of the shoes. The
cultivation of the corn works the fer-
tilizer into the ground.

Undoubtedly not a few corn grow-
ers will say, “How can a man attend
to such a matter as side-dressing corn
when labor is so short?” Records
show that without fertflizer it is pos-
sible to produce corn which will yleld
approximately 28 to 37 bushels ear
corn to the acre, while with fertilizer
it is possible to increase the yleld
of corn more than 16 bushels per
acre. It takes just as much kabor to
produce the unfertilized corn as it
does fertilized. The actual yields show
that labor used on fertilized corn has
been 50 per ceat more efficient than
that used on the unfertilized, or stated
ifn another way—a third less the
acreage will produce just as much
corn when the corn is wel] fed.

The corn should be allowed to stand
as late as possible, A slight touch
of frost will not very injuriously af-
fect the feeding value and will quite
possibly improve the keeping qualitica
of the ensilage
