He was born on March 81st, 1840, In

W. A. Foster, Q.C., in thefirm of Foster,
Clarke & Bowes. Mr. Meredith was first
elected to the Ontario Leyislature in 1872,
succeeding Sir John Carling, and elected
one month before Sir Oliver Mowat was
first chosen in Oxford. The member from
London was chosen as leader of the Op-
bosition in 1878. A few years ago Mr.
Meredith was offered a junior judgeship,
but he refused the appointment.

There are two names that are seriously
spoken of by the party as likely members

of the Conservative party in the Ontario
1Legislature to succeed Mr, Meredith as the
leader. These are Messrs. J. P. Whitney
iand O. A. Howland. It is conceded that
"Mr. Howland would be the choice of the
party if he had had a long experience in
olitics. There are staunch supporters of
he Conservative party whodo not know
ir. Howland. At his nomination a pro-
rinent Tory politician even called into
question his orthodoxy, and said he had
ever heard his name mentioned before in

Tory caucus or a Tory gathering of any

ind. Mr. Howland was elected by the
largest majority ever given a Conservative
candidate in Toronto.

James Pliney Whitney, Q. C., is the
member for the countyof Dundas. He
was born at Williamsburg, Dundas county,
in 1843, and was called to the bar in 1876,
and was married in the following year.
He is a licutenant-colonel in the militia
reserve, Mr. Whitney was unsuccessful
in the general elections of 1886, and was
first returned to the Assembly in 1885, the
sitting member having - lost his seat
through bribery by agents. He was re-
elected in 1890, and again in 18%4." Mr.
Whitney has always held a seat near his
leader on the front row and is recognized
as the strongest remaining member of the
past Parliament. There are other prom-
inent Conservatives mentioned, men who
would first have to secure a seat in the
local Parliament.

DEATH OF HON. 8. RICHARDS

He Was Onee n Member of the Sandfield
Macdonald Government.

ToroNTo, Oct. 5.—The Hon. Stephen
Richards, Q.C., one of the few remaining
members of the John Sandfield Macdonald
Government, and a well-known legal
practitioner in the eity, dropped dead yes-
terday afternoon at the Toronto Ferry
Company's shelter on the dock at Centre
Island.

Hon. Mr. Richa ds was a ! rother of the
late Sir W. B. Richards, Chief Justic of
Queen's Bench. He wai born in Bro -
ville in 1820, was e¢ducated in Toronto,
called to the bar in 1841, and created a
Queen’s counsel in 1858, His law practice
became extensive and few became better
known than he in legal circles. His emi-
nent standing at the bar won for him the
Conservative nominaticn in South Leeds
for the Local House in 1861, but he was un-
successful, and his first return to Parlia
ment was in December, 1867, on the resig-
nation of the then sitting member for
Niagara. Inthat year he was appointed
a member of the ecutive Council and
Commissioner of Crown Lands. ‘I'he fol
Jowing year he was appointed by the
benchers treasurer of the Law Society, of
which he was active member.

Upon the defeat of the Sandfield Mac
donald administration Mr. Richards prac-
tically retived from active politics and re-
sumed his legal practice. He was marrjed
shortly before his call to the bar to the
daughter of the late Benjamin Chafley,

ar ictoria, B.C., who was
Provincial Attorney-General of the Nort]
west Territory in 1869, and who served the
term of 1875-81 as lientenant-govirnor of
British Columbia.

Get three
large beams 6x3 inches, two of them 16 feet
and one 6 feet in length. Mortise the
short beam on top ot the long ones, and set
the frame in the ground.

three feet, and run guy wires from the top,
or else use wooden props, in order that
there shall be no oscillation. Upon this
frame the several applications are fixed.
The most important of these is the hori-
zontal bar.

There is, probably, in your neighborhood
aturning lathe. If so, you can get a sea-
soned hickory bar turned in a few minutes
for 75 cents. It should be about 1§ inches
in diameter and six feet long! If you can-
not get one turned, a carpenter will hew
and draw one out for you. -About two
inches at each .end of the bar should be
left square, the roundness tapering off
from the squareness.” Before using the bar
should be well sandpapered in order to
make it as smooth as possible. The bar
fits in the frame between the two upright
beams, To make it adjustable to the dif-
ferent heights and removable ina few
seconds’ time, several corresponding holes
must be cut into each of the uprights. In
one of these uprights cut five square holes
just sufficient in size to admit the square
end of the bar. Let the first hole be, say
four feet from the ground, and the four
others half a foot apart above it.. They
should be in the centre (from right to left)
of the upright, and should go about half
way through. The holes in the other up-
right should be,~instead of square, twice
the length of the others, and from the top
part of each of them a little passage wide
enough for the end of the bar to slip
through should extend out to the edge of
the upright. This device makes the bat
easily removable. (See illustration (a).

Next in importance to the bar are the
rings. Get a pair of rings about five
inches in diameter. If you prefer you
can have them shaped like a stirrup. Thia
shape is more comfortable for the hands,
You can get a pair mnde by & blacksmith
for forty cents. These rings are suspend-
ed from the top beam to any height from
the ground you may desire by two small
ropes, In the top beam put two screw
rings (like those on a picture frame to
which the cord is attached) and to these
fasten the ropes. The ropes should be as
small as possible but very strong. Itis a
good idea to wrap the rings once or twice
with narrow strips of flannel in order to
save the hands.

This is an admirable contrivance for de-
veloping the muscles of the arm, chest and
back, and to boys of a pugilistic tendency
it stands nnequaled among gymnasinm ap-
pliances, The cheapest ready-made bag
to be had is $4, but a rubber football of
average size, whioh can be bought in most
small towns for $1, answers all purposes.
Encase it in a snug-fitting cloth bag so that
it can be fastened to the rope:; If you
can’t get a football persuade your mother
or sister to make you a canvas bag and fil}
it with the lightest material obtainable--
eushign hair, excelsior. or rags, if neces-
sary, Iv should be light enough for you to,
after a few days’ practice, be able, with a
solid blow, to knock it ten feet in the air.
This, like the rings, is suspended from the
top beam with a small rope, coming to &
height parallel with your shoulders. It is
to be in the centre of the frame. See illus-
tration.

Chest weights to-day take the high rank
among gymnasium appliances. They con-
stitute vne of the simplest and most bene-
ficial forms of exercise known, - The cheap:
est I have ever seen them catalogued at is
$6. I have given the most expensive ones
an equal trial with the one I made, and
the latter, in the good effect produced,
does not suffer by comparison.

On the outer side of one of the uprights
nail (mortise in) & strong board three or
four inches wide and two and one-half feet
long. - It should be at a height even with
the shoulders, Near each end of this cross
bar place a strong small pulley wheel
(which can be procured at any hardware
store for 76 cents per pair). Get two
pieces of rope (size of the other ropes
mentioned) each piece Jlonger by a third
the distance from the ground to the pul-
ley wheel. On one end of these ropes
weights are attached, The kind, so they
are equal, is immaterial. I used two
small tin buckets filled with pebbles.
Then run the ropes up through the wheels,
Jetting the ends hang down about a foot
below the wheels, To these ends attach
small stirrup-shaped rings, as suggested

for ihe swingin g rings, except smaller. Of
conr e yon are to gange the weights to
your strength,

I would sngust now that you get an old
woriour mattress and put it nnder your
frume, ‘I'his will perhaps save you from
some hard falls,

Diive & large nail in each of the uprights
to hang the rings and striking bag on when
they are not in use.

The comparatively modern part of the |

castle is in hopeless ruin, while the more
ancient portion, the dungeon keep, rises
up as sirong as the day it was buile. They
khew how to jmt stone upon storie in the
olden time. The tremendously thick walls

seem to be honeycombed with staircases,
none of which are very broad. A person
can go up one stair and down another, and
up a third and down a fourth, and appar-
ently keep on doing so all around the walls
of Blarney Castle.

There.is a pathway around the top, with
& yawning emptiness on the inside where
the three rooms, one above the other, once
were. This path leads around to the cele-
brated Blarney stone, which has made this
oastle famous all over the world. This
dizzy pathway is entirely unprotected on
the inside, so that any man wmay, if he
likes, fall down the three stories, and yet
they claim there is lack of liberty in Ire-
land! The parapet around this square
keep is slanted somewhat slightly out-
wards, and hangs over. This parapet is
120 feet from the ground, and one of its
lowest stones is the Blarney stone, which
is alleged to be so kiesable. The Blarney
stone is now held in place by two bands of
iron. Two or three men bave already
fallen in attempting to kiss the Blarney
stone.

Sensation in the Two Sexes.

Dr. Den, of Iurieff (Dorpat), has pub-
lished a graduation dissertation in Ger-
man on the comparative sensitiveness of
the skin and taste in men and women in
different classes of life, in which he shoys
that' Lombroso’s view that all kinds of
sensation except that of pain are better
developed in men than in women is incor-
rect. He himself has ompldycd more
delicate methods of investigation, and
finds that the sensitiveness to temperature
and to eleotrical currents and of taste is
greater in women than in men, both
among educated an ! uneduncated people;
that the sense of locality, as determined
by Weber's compasses, is better develoj ed
among uneducated women than among un-
educated men; but that among educated
people it is the same for both sexes. The
sensation of prissure is also the same for
both sexes, Amonyg educated men all
forms of sensution are better developed
than in the uneducated; in the case of
women, however, educa ion seems to make
but little diffrrence in the’ sensation,
thongh pain is felt from the induced elec-
trical current sooner by uneducated than
by educated women.—The Lancet.

CLEANLINESS IN SURGERY-

cations  to

The Cardinal Precepts of the Science of
Operating in the Present Day.
There are three I ions, so to speal,
the absolute cleanliness of which must
be above suspicion before the operator
is justified in procecling to his work,
gays the Nineteenth Century.  These
are the surgeon’s hands, his instruments
and the integument covering the part
of the patient’s body at which the cpera-
tion is about to be performed. How is
the requisite cleanliness in each case
secured? So far as the hands are con-
cerned, by profuse scrubbing with a
nail brush in soap and hot water, fol
lowed by a thorough drenching in some
antiseptic solution, as that of one in two
thousand of perchloride of mercury: so
far as the instrumnents are concerned,
by sterilizing them, that is, by boiling
them in water, or by passing them
through the flame of a spirit lamp, or
placing theny in a steam sterilizer, and
then, when the operator is ready to be-
gin, by putting tliem into a receptacle
containing an antiseptic solution, as, for
example, that of carbolic acid. Lastly,
so far as the patient’s integument is
concerned, by washing the part first
thoroughly with soap and water, having
previously shaved it if necessary and
afterward with a perchloride of mer-
cury solution, or if the part be greasy,
by removing all the greasy material by

scrubbing it with ether.

Without going into further details,
these are the cardinal precepts of the
science of operating in the present day.
Of course each wound which in this
manner is made under aseptic condi-
tions, as it is called, is kept aseptic by
the use of antiseptic dressings until heal-
ing has taken place. ‘The resultsof this
method of treatment of wouuds are
nothing less than wonderful in compari-
son with those which the earliér sur-
geons were able to obtain. What hap-
pens after, say, the amputation of a
limb, nowadays? The rule is--nothing.
Nothing, that is to say, beyond the nn-
eventful convalescence of the patient.

The dressings are not touched unless
the temperature and pulse of the patient
indicate by some disturbance that it
would be expedient to examine the
wound. The temperature and the pulse
are the surgeon's guide; he takes his
cue from them. Nothing can be amiss
in the wound if these vemain normal,
and thus it follows that a large wound,
snch as that following an amputation,
heals soundly from first to Jast, withont
any suppuration. What a contrast with
that which obtained in former days!
Suppuration was then thought to be an
indispensable part of the healthy pro
cess of healing. In the present time, on
the contrary, asurgeon is held to have
failed in his practice of the principles of
surgical cleanlinees if, in wounds origin
ally aseptic, suppuration occurs,

The Price of Bread.
Athens, Oct. 6th, 1894.
Editor Athens Heporter.

Sir,—Are you aware that the citi-
zens of Athens are paying more for
their daily bread than the inhabitants
of adjoining villages ? ' Bread, the staff
of life, which fignres so largely in the
cost of a poor man’s living, even to a
larger degree than in the living of the
richer classes, whose bill of fare is wmore
elaborate and varied.

Bread is sold here at six cents per
loaf of 2 Ibs ; in the adjoining-places it
is retailed at 5 cents, a reduction of 16
per cent on our prices. In Newboro
bread is sold for 5 cents and delivered
at the doors of the residents of New-
boro, and even to farmers in the vicini-
ty for a radius of eight miles. In
Westport the retail price is 5 cents
delivered. So, in Smith’s falls, the
price is 5 cents, and many of the bak-
ers in Brockville sell and deliver 2 Ib,
loaves at 5 cents, In .the two latter
towns, no doubt,t&be bakers ave under
a greater expense in manufacturing
than in the smaller towns.  Sill, the
low price of 5 cents enables them to
manufacture on a larger scale and thus
reduce the cost of making per loaf and
gives them a greadzr profit.

Flour is retailed now in small quan-
tities at $1.80 per hnndred weight, and
no doubt onr bakers can purchase it at
a smaller figure by purchasing in quan-
tities. 'Wheat has never been so low
as it is to-day for many years. In
Manitoba it is selling for 40 cents.
One hundred pounds of flour will pro-
duce at Jeast 60 loaves of 2 Ibs; so, on
a low estimate, 100 lbs. of flour costing
£1.80, made into bread, js rold for
83.60. A low estimate of the quanti-
ty of bread consumed in. Athens each
day would be, say, 250 loaves of bak-
er's bread, after due allowance to those
familics who made their own bread.

The extra one cent per loaf which
our citizens have to pay means an ex-
tra tax of $2.50 per day by reason of
the prices being 6 cents, instead of b
cents. 365 days at $2.50 per day for
the year means an extra $912. This is
a specific tax on the bread-winners of
our village of $912, which goes into

Canadian Companies Are Proving Formid-
able Rivals to Americans.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 6.—The importation
of natural gas from Canada into the United
States is assuming such proportions on the
northern frontieras to call serious atten-
tion to the rivalry thus occasioned between
Cinadian companies and compandes sup-
plying cities with illmninmim; gas from
wells in the United States. The Treasury
Department, when appealed to protect
American gas in the case of a Canadian
pany which brought natural gas into
lo by means of a pipe line, at first
1a duty of 20 per cent. ad valorem
upon it as a mineral groduct. Subsequent-
ly thisduty by decision, reduced to 10
por cent, ad rem, and the latest ruling
on the subject by the Treasury Department
is that the Canadian gas is free as an un-
enumerated unmanufactured article.
