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ICE MINES

Found in Underground Caves in
the States.

There are places in the United
States known to science where winter
and summer gets all mixed up and na-
ture puts up ice in July acd August
instead of in January. .Decorah; Ia.,
and Bixby’s park, near Edge wood,
Bace two of them. There are ice mines
at both places. .

A rocxy nlllside with a cave in it,
whence issues a draft of icy air on
the hottest day in summer, describes
each of these mines. Instead the
caves there are walls of ice. The
Decorah ice cave is much the larger
of the two. How large is a matter
of conjecture. Winding chambers
Jead back 100 feet to the big icebound
chamber, but there are many evi-
dences that beyond this other cave
passages peneirate deep into the hill.
"R is even surmised that there may
be subterranean halls a mile or two
in length, as in two different places
‘distance from the ice cave blasts
.of cold air issue from the crevasses
fn the hills above Decorah.

. Science has been busy for some
time explaining these ice mines. DBdi-
son. P. Black, of Philadelphia, who
lu\nnda a particular study of them,
states that according to the theory
evolved by investigators the forma-
tion of the caverns in such that, the
ycold air of winter does not penetrate
and settle ip them until ‘ate in the
spring, at the time when the water
from spring thaws 1is sweeping
through the walls and roof. The
water meeting the cold air freezes
and stays frozen all summer. Vi

The Decorah ice cave remains as
nature made it, up among the beetling
rocks that wall the upper Jowa river
at that point. A climb up a steep
path and a great triangular openthg
in the cliffs confronts the visitor.
Chill air comes from it. On enter-
ing the cave it is necessary very soon
to use a flash light as the winding
passages are entirely cut off from the

There are evidences that the redman
knew of the ice cave and brought his
venison to it in the summers.

I The ice mine at Bixby's park is
comparatively new in origin. Some
years ago a prospector ran a shaft
into the hillside in the park, think-
ing there was lead in the rocks. The
‘lead was not found, but the -opening
he had blasted in the rocks was dis-
covered the following season, £°ter
the mine had been abandoned, to be
walled with ice. The condition has
prevailed ever since. Science ex-
plains it in the same way that the
Decorah mine is explained. There
are a number of springs near the Bix-
by cave that give forth real ice water.

Not only is it possible’to transmit
messages from on- place to» another
by means of wireless, but it is possible
on occasions for one mind to com-
miunicate with another distant -mind
without the employment of any appar-
atus whatever, writes Elliott O'Don-
nell in Pearson’s Weekly.

The natural steam was firet used
for evaporating the water from which
the boracic acid ie obtained. Wells are
drilled and dry steam at a pressure
of three atmospheres is found at a
depth varying from 196 to 390 feet.
At Lardarello some of these wells
have had an initial production of 154,-
000 pounds of steam an hour. In
1897 the natural eteam was firet used
for heating the bollers of the com-
pany, and in 1905 a further step was
taken when experiments were eon-
ducted with the eteam in a piston en-
gine. The resultg were so satisfac-
tory that a large engine was installed.
Having a very large eurplus of
steam in excess of that required for
its own uses the Societa Boracifera
decided to utilize this excess eteam
for producing el ic power. In 1912
a 260 kilowatt t generator was
inetalled—the natural steam being
employed not directly in the turbine,
but as a means of heating water for
the production of the steam required;
and in 1916 a large power plant con-
taining three units of 2,600 kilowatts
each was completed, A fourth unit
will soon be added which will give &
capacity of 7,500 kilowatts, one unit
being held in reserve. The boilers
which are used are on the principle
of thegordinary tube boiler and con-
sist of aluminum tubes contained in
a ehell of eheet iron. The mnatural
eteam at a pressure of about one at-
mosphere circulates outside the tubes,
within which the pure eteam is gen-
erated at a pressure of about one-
half atmosphere. Each element {8
calculated to produce 13,200 pounds of
pure eteam an hour. The turbines,
which were epecially made by Franco
Tosl, of Legnano, have a miximum
output of 3,000 kilowatts at 3,000 revo-
lutions a minute.

I. Joshua a great leader. Great na-
tions have always great leaders. Like
trees, they commence to die at the
top. The virtue or vinus of the court
circles of any people permeates the-
entire body politic. Universal history
proves that the tendency is toward de-
terioration. X study of national her-
oes is a true index of national char-
acter. The history of Israel is typical
in this as in other respects. A pecul-
iarly noble eulogy is given us in the
single sentence concerning Joshua and
his associates in authority. “And the
people served the Lord all the days of
Joshua, and all the days of the elders
-‘that outlived Joshua.’s We are mnot
surprised when we recall Joshua's
early faithfulness, which won for him-
self and his single associate in fidel-
ity inheritances in ‘".e land of prom-
ise. No higher tribute could have
been paid to both their piety and pat-
riotism. Those who $o right not only
preserve themselves, but keep others
right. . No man walks life's pathway
slone. Especially is this true of na-
tional leaders, and too often has it
been the case in our own and other
nations, that those in authority have
led the way in departures from God's
law concerning the Sabbath, intemper-
ance and other sins. Joshua sustain-
ed a two-fold relationskip (v.8). He
was by heredity the son of Nun, and
by mroral allegiance the “servant of
God.” His declaration of policy was
publicly made before the great nation-
al assembly (Josh. 24:15), and he
bound the nation to an adherence to
Bthe law of Jehovah and enforced the
covenant with both promises and
threatenings (Josh. 24: 16, 25, 27). In
the lesson we have the elevating in-
fluace of one consecrated life.

II. Disobedience and chastisement.
The point of departure is recorded in
verses 8-10. Another generation arose,
morally poor, and historically penni-
less. They neither knew the Lord nor
regarded their own miraculous hist-
ory. “History takes hold of the past
to bind us to the future;” and its
great value lies in its inspirations and
warnings. On the part of Israel, indif-
ference to the one ad régardless of
the other, the return of idolatry was
surprisingly quick. ‘It is one of the
incredible incidents of his‘ory. Sin
may assume its national aspect. This
becomes true when any form of sin
becomes 8o prevalent as to become a
distinguishing chara ‘teristic. It be-
comes the rulte and not the exception.
Also it becomes naticnal when the pol-
icy of the establis_ed Government
abets and protects it. It must then
e dealt with in its largest aspects. In
the punishment of nations it is recog-
nized that as such they have ro ex-
istence in the world to come; hence
whatever punishment is meted to na-
tional trangressions must find its ex-
hibition in the present history of the
nation. There are divine standards
for national as well as individual char-
acter, and no nation ha: ever embod-
ied iniquity in its governmental policy
without lay:ng the foundatioh for its
future punishment. God often punishes
and purifies by the same process. Is-
rael was “sold into the hands of the
spoilers.” Their morale was gone
When God had forsaken them.

It is a mistake to attempt
to get him to pull the. cart by the
réins. There ehould be a bond of
sympathy between the horse's mouth
and the hand.

WHEN THE HORSE IS SICK.

‘When the horse is ‘taken 1ill, it ls
not always convenient to obtain the
services of a veterinarian, eo it is im-
portant that the owner have some
knowledge of treatment. It may be a
mere indisposition and it may be seri-
oug illness. When an anima] is really
eick, it should ‘at once be removed
from the other etock and placed into
a comfor:able, roomy stall into which
plenty of sunehine may enter, except
during the hot summer time. At that
time a cool, shady place 8 best.

Any kind of flooring may be used,
but in winter concrete is somewhat
cold. The floor ehould have clean
straw epread over it and in colic
cases this should be extra thick, but
never bunchy. The door of the stall
should be large and the etall should
be roomy enough so that any animal
may wallow in it without injuring
himself, -

Very little food is required in sick-
neea, but plenty of pure, fresh water
should be given. The feeding and
watering should be done at regular
periods each day. In acute stomach
disordere, very fittle or no food should
be given. Bsan mashes, bright, well-
cured hay in small quantities and oats
are good in cases of sickness.

To make a good bran mash take a
clean pail, put in a gallon of wheat
bran, a emall handful of sait and pour
over it about a quart of boiling water.
Cover the pail with a grain bag and
allow it to stand for about 20 min-
utes, when it wiil be cool enough for
feeding, Some raw eggs and a few
oats may be mixed with this if de-
sired. If the animal can swallow and
will not drink, give water as a
drench. Drugs should ordinarily be
given only under the direction of a
competent veterinartan.

GENERAL ADVICE WORTH
KNOWING.

In cases of bowel trouble injections
of wamm soapy water-are Deneficial.
Salt, turpentine or glycerine may be
added in small quantities If desired.
Poultices are often useful in case of
accidents causing sprains, or other
hurts, but they are muesy to apply.
The best plan ie to keep a reliable
liniment on hand for such purposes.
In "applymg the liniment rud it in
well.

Liniments go but ekin deep at best,
it is the rubbing that gives relief by
blood to flow to the affected part and
remove poison caused by the injury.

In case an animal is sick for several
days, ‘give Lim clean bedding often,
and if he is un.ble to turn over, or
get up on h. feet, change his position
of lying often. If a horse has shoes
on, it is well to. ;emove the shoes if
they are harp enough to be likely to
injure him. If he is del.rious rope his
feet togeiher. See that the sick ami-
mal reste witk his head higher than
the rest of his body. If bedsores ap-
pear, or the animal injures himself by
rubbing agy’nst any sh: rp projection,
palnt the injury ‘th iodine and
sprinkle on boracic ..cid powder. If
the eyes are sore wash *hem with a
solution of bora-i- acid. If the own-
er finds tha* ne cannot give a sick
animal relied, he should take .nto con-
sideration the value of the animal and
not delay in employing the services of
a competent veierinarian, if one can
be had.

In
the early ‘twenties the academy was
kept by a Mr. Jones, under whose
auepices the future novellet recetved
two years’ technical éducation, being
little ower fourteen when he left.

Speaking of the place to John For-
ster, when. the latter was compiling
hli,s Life of Dickens, the nov-
elist ¢

“There wae a echool in the Hamp-
stead road by Mr. Jones, &
Welshman, to Which my father dis-
patched me to ‘ask for a card of
terms. The boys were at dinger and
Mr. Jones was carv'ng for them when
I acquitted mysclf of this commis-
sion. He came out and gave me what
I wanted, and hoped I should become
a pupfi. I did. At 7 o'clock one
morning very soon afterwards I went
as_day echolar to Mr. Jones' estab-
lishment.” - KRN

As to the actual life of , young
Dickens at the acajemy, we learm &
great deal from the letters of John
Forster from Owen- P. Thomas and
Henry Dawson, echool-fellowe of
Dickens. So far from being a gloomy,
meditative youngster, he appears to
have been quite a typical schoolboy.
Both correspondents emphasize his
light-heartedness and animal spirits.
He usuadly led and aiways took part
in the numerous school pranks. How
much or how little learning he ac-
quired here s doubtful, but it was at
this academy tirat he began to write
short etories, which were circulated
among hb.e schooi-fellows, and also
saort praye, which were acted by the
boys on an impromptu stage erected
in the schoolroom.

In later years his life at Weilington
House Academy supplied the novelist
with much useful material for depict-
ing school life in his writinge. In
Heousehold Worde for October 11, 1857,
there was published an interesting
anticle entitled “Our School,” which is
undoubtedly his old academy painted
from life. We are told how the boys
were remarkable for their great love
for small pets. Red-polls, linnets and
even canaries, were kept in desks,
drawers and hat boxes.

We have the authority of John For-
ster that the academy supplied some
of the lighter traits of Salem House

r David Copperfield. Perhaps it
g:alped the movelet to delineate the
uglier side of schcol life in the nine-
teenth century, when in Nicholas
Nickelby. he paints us the picture of
Mr. Creakle's ednucational establish-
ment, which stood down by Black-
heath. The character of Creskle at
least suggests the portrait of Mr.

POLES ROUTED
 THE BOLSHEVIKI

Red vAssa.ult Ended in
Severe /Rmrse

And Big Captures By the
; . Defenders.

A Warsaw cable says: Extremely
heavy fighting i3 reported on the Pol-
isa front. A communication issued
to-day announces that after the
greatest artillery preparation yet ex-
perienced, the Bolsheviki . intantry
advanced in columns against the

‘bridgehead at Zwiehel, aided by tanks
and armored motor cars. After a
sharp engagement, says the communi-
cation, the Polish troops launched a
cotinter-attaek with = bayonets and
hand grenades, driving the enemy far
from the Polish line.

The Poles, the communication con-
tinues, captured one tank, and some
machine guns and prisoners. Simul-
taneously the Poles attacked the Sev-
enth Bolsheviki Division, which was
on the offensive in the sector of
Emilozen, and compelled the enemy
to retreat easterly, abandoning his
‘batteries, horses, ammunition carts
and machine guns. At other points
attempts to cross the River  Slucz
were checked.” 5 .

The communication adds that in-
tensive artillery fire continues by
both sides along this and other sec-
tors, and that the Bolshevik are con-
centrating as rapidly as possible and
reforming their shattered units for
the purpose of re-attacking.

On the Podolian front the Bolshe-
viki have atiacked Nowasieniawke.

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An Unexplained Mystery of the
Pacific. .

One of the unsolved mysteries: of
the Pac:fic is that of the “Beeswax
Ship.” Up and down the rugged
coast, from San Diego to Vancouver,
may be found  the broken, battered
and decaying %ulls -of vessels that
were caught in the merciless grasp
of a storm and blown ashore. Prac-
tically all of these have been ac-
counted for , though some _were
stranded in the long ago. But ther2
is one whose identity, destination
and purpose remains & mystery:
This is the “Beeswax Ship.” No
other name can be given this un-
known craft, because no other name
has ever been found for it. As far
back as the early fifties, when the
first white eettlers reached tHat
rugged - coast section of mnorthern
Oregon, mnear :he mouth of the
Nehalem River, there was found, em-
bedded in the beach sands, eomsider-
able quantities .of pure beeswax. ‘At
first it was believed that these were
‘natural deposits” of a substance
whose composit.on - and character
were similar to beeswax.
