Mexico City, June 1—The
Mexican congress brought its ses
sion‘to a close last night with the
appointment of the permanent
committee, composed of memibers
of both houses, whicn will repre-
sent the body during the recess.
The fall session will begin on
Sept. 15.

Among the measures of greatest
importance to the people at large
taken up by the Congress were
the land bill, propssing the divi-
sion of the great estates through-
out the Republic, and the sale of
lands in small tracts to seltlers,
and the electoral law. The Jdnd
bill went to a committee, and was
not reported.

It authorizes the division and
sa'e of such national lands as pos-
sess the necessary conditions for
distribution in small parcels.

- BUILDING

Permits For Building lssued Showing
a Value Of $200,000.

The following figures, taken
from the Building = Inspector’s
Records, may give us a fair idea
of the progress made in rebuilding
the town. Although the contract-
ots have for various reasons not
been so much overwhelmed with
work as they expected, still the
buildings are going on, the spirit
of energy displayed since last July
being well maintained.

From April 20th to May 31st
there were issued 85 permits. For
the month of May alone there
were issued 57 permits. /In April
the value of the 28 permits issued
was $31,19¢C aad for May 3168,700
a full total for the month ana a
half of £199,890.

1t may be noted in passing that
of these permits only 4 were for
brick and concrete construction.
One part of the Inspector's report
does not make such good reading
as unfortunately , applications for
permits were refused showing a
building value of $30.500. These
figures are taken from April 20th
this being the date that the pres-
ent Building Inspector took over
the duties.—Graphic

PRIVY COUNCIL
SUSTAINS PPEAL

The Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council has upset the judge-
ment of an Outario Court which
awarded damages to a man who was
injured while riding without audthor
ity on a railway train. The Privy
Council held that while a railway by
its sale of a ticket contiacted to safely
carry the holder, it bhad no contract
with a man who had no ticket, and
was in fuct a tresspasser, who might
have been prosecuted for his act.

The case in point happened on u
train which was backing from one
Station at London, Ontario to anoth-
er in a different part of the City and
on which a tresspasser jumped on the
rear platform to steal a ride between
the two stations, There was a colli-
sion and the man was sericusly injur-
ed, resulting in asuit against one of
the rai'ways. The Trial Judge and
Jury acquitced the railway. The
Higher Court reversed this judgement
and the rallway appeaied. The
Court of Appeals in Ontario sustained
the Higher Court, after which it was
taken to the Privy Council, and the
Lords of the Judicial Committee re-
versed all the judgement but the Trial
Judge. The defendant had to pay
the costs jn all the LIEAIN‘AI\.
