Presbyterians Stand .1 

For Square Deal
“Penman,’’ writing In St. John 

Telegraph of the General Assembly 
cays:

Rev. John G. Shearer, D. D., inter­
preted the mission of the Christian 
church as being under the obligation 
of her Master, to labor to give 
“square deal" to evpry man, woman 
and child, and to every class In the 
organised life of the community. He 
has been leader In the social service 
work cf the church ever since its In­
ception nine years ago. He has been 
closer tlo the problem of the indus­
trial and social world In all Its phas­
es than perhaps any other man in 
the church. Like John Knox he Is 
a man “who fears not the fact of 
flesh." Many of the laws upon the 
statute book of Canada today which 
make for the purifying of sooilal and 
public life are there because of the 
influence exerted or originated by 
him. The square deal to the toiling 
masses, the moneyed classes, the 
women and the children of the land 
—this is the objective of his persist­
ent effort, and In the applause which 
greeted his entrance, It was plain 
that he gave expression to the Ideal 
of the whole church. A chain of 
seven homes across Canada for pre­
ventive and redemptive work among 
the women of the street, with the 
latch string always out, and within 
reasonable reach of any young girl In 
Canada who wants such a refuge; a 
record of 1,132 girls in 
•i> years helped to a
renewed 'purity and opportun­
ity, seventy to ninety per cent, of 
whom have made good.

A London paper says: The Fed­
eral and State Governments of Aus 
tralia have taken definite steps with 
a view to settling returned soldiers 
upon the land as occasion arises. At 
an important conference held in 
Melbourne a very complete scheme 
was adopted under which the money 
is to be found by the Commonwealth 
Government, and the actual provi­
sion of the land for soldiers is to re­
main in the hands of the State Gov­
ernments.

banks and kindred institutions at 
very moderate rate of Interest dur­
ing the pioneering stages.

WHAT EUROPE WILL 0U

An Invasion by Foreign Goode After 
the War la Foreseen

Industrial conditions in Canada at 
present are abnormal. They exist only 
because Great Britain has more than 
her factories can accomplish, and be­
cause the great factories of Belgium 
and Northern France are in the hands 
of the enemy. In return for her out­
put of war supplies Canada gets so 
many million dollars from Great Brit­
ain and our allies. Europe has to 
get back that gold somehow, and when 
the vast armies engaged in the war 
are disbanded European factories now 
out of commission will absorb a great 
number of men. These former sol­
diers will be put to work manufactur­
ing goods for export, and these goods 
under ordinary conditions will be 
shipped to Canada at prices with 
which Canadian manufacturers, pay­
ing the Canadian standard of wages, 
cannot hope to compete.

Surely it needs no genius to see 
that without reasonable protection 
against the cheap labor and low stan­
dards of living of our foreign com­
petitors, the industries of Canada can­
not exist, and without industry an 
agricultural nation cannot prosper. If 
Canada continues to import what she 
could make at home, increasing Can­
adian indebtedness to other countries 
and failing to support her own indus­
tries, Canada will suffer more than 
any country simply on account of her 
youth as an industrial nation. With 
foreign commercial competition, de­
spite any tariff protection, the foreign 
country can sell to us cheaper than 
we can make oar Canadian wage scale 
«—if we are sufficiently unwise to buy 
It» exported goods.

The safety and interest of Canada 
requires that Canadians as a people 
most promote such iiÿustries as will 
render us Independent of other na­
tions for our essential supplies. When 
the war Is over, and the work of inhere, 
habilitation begins, if we are to still 
worship this fellah of lmpcffted'goods 
we shall have opportunity and to spore 
for foreign goods will again pour Into 
Canada ready* to take aw«r w do 
mand for homo labor.
