in the discovery of the Miasisaippi.
His father, the Hon. Thomsa Tas­
chereau, was an enthusiast* patriot 
possessing the strong principles of 
honor which marked the true gen- 
tlemanof theold aohool, and ass mem­
ber of the Legislative Assembly c-.

by hie ability and force oLahatMfer. 
He waa also a warm supporter of 
the popular movement inaugurated 
by the famous Papineau in his day.
On his mother's side also the late 
Cardinal claimed kinship with the 
Panels, a family whose name ranks 
high in the annals of the country, 
and one of his brothers, and two of 
his nephew^ have ooonpied high 
positrons on the judicial bench of 
the city and province of Quebec. 
From a very early #ge the fatnre 
Cardinal had, by his pious disposi­
tion and studious habits/given 
proof of a strong inclination towards 
the religious vocation, and having 
determined to study for the Ohnrob, 
he entered the Seminary of Quebec, 
where, in the making of hia collegi­
ate course he displayed sueh appli­
cation and ability as attracted the 
notice of his superiors ami caused 
Archbishop Signay to send him to 
Rome to complete hia theclogioul 
studies. In the Eternal City he 
showed hia oharaoteriatio industry 
and method and having completed 
his course he was ordained to the 
priesthood on September 10th, 1842. 
The first years of his ministry -were 
spent in parochial duty, and he was 
acting in this sacred capacity in the 
years ’47-’48 when he rendered the 
never-to-be-forgotten service to the 
unfortunate Irish exiles who were 
oast upon Canadian shores in a 
plague-ttrioken and dying condi­
tion. In the year 1849 Father 
Tasoherean was appointed • mem­
ber of, the faculty of the Quebec 
Seminary. He had not long serv­
ed in this capacity when hie rare 
intellectual abilities and aptitude 
for professional duties began to tell, 
and in a short time afterwards he 
was appointed rector of the institu­
tion. In 1862 Quebec's educational 
facilities were supplemented by the 
eetablisbment of Lival University, 
and the qualifications of the future 
Cardinal pointed him ont aa its fit.

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Progress of the War-

All kinds of reports and 
rumors regarding the war be­
tween Spain and the United 
States have been going the rounds 
within the past few days ; but 
very little of a definite and re­
liable nature has been or can be 
ascertained ; for the reason, in the 
first place, that about all the in­
formation that reaches us comes 
through United States channels, 
and is consequently colored to suit 
the prejudices of the people of that 
country, and secondly because 
the press, so far as war news is 
concerned, has been placed under 
a pensorship. This much, how­
ever is authentic : The time limit 
in President McKinley’s ulti­
matum to Spain, expired at noon 
on Saturday last ; as soon as the 
ultimatum reached Spain, and 
Was communicated to the Spanish 
embassy at Washington, the 
Spanish ambassador at the latter 
place demanded his passports and 
left the county, turning the busi­
ness of the embassy over to the 
officials of the French and Aus 
trian embassies ; at the same time 
the United States ambassador at 
Madrid was granted his passports, 
before he asked for them, He 
immediately took his departure. 
Reports were current within the 
last few days that some Spanish 
ships had been captured by United 
States cruisers and some United 
ships captured by Spanish cruis 
ers ; but these reports have not 
been confirmed. The United 
States war ships have established 
a blockade at Havana and other 
Cuban ports ; but so far as known, 
no bombardment has commenced. 
No definite information is at hand, 
as to the whereabouts of the Span 
ish fleet. War has been formally 
declared by the United States. 
The British Government has 
warned all United States and 
Spanish warships to leave British 
ports at twenty-four hours’ notice, 
and British subjects are warned 
not to enlist with either of th§ 
fighting nations. The German 
press condemns the United States 
for its attitude in the war matter. 
It is also reported that Russia is 
down on the United States, 
Other rumors there are in plenty ; 
but no reliance can be placed 
upon them.

between the hours of 11 o’clock

But this did not 
please Mr. Bell, he wanted to have 
it so amended that the plebiscite 
would not be taken until the cars 
were in operation 18 months, dur­
ing which time they should not 
run on Sunday. Being defeated 
in this he moved to amend the bill 
by striking out the Sunday clause 
altogether. This also failed. The 
only members who supported Mr. 
Bell were Mr. Farquharson, Mr. 
McMillan and the two McKinnons. 
It will thus be seen that it was 
not % party question. The Pre­
mier, the Leader of the Opposi­
tion, Mr. Shaw and others, pointed 
out that, within certain restrictions 
it was quite proper for the electric 
cars to run on Sunday. By means 
of them the poor, the cripples and 
the hardworking people would be 
able to go to the park, which they 
could not do in any other way. 
The better off class could drive out 
in their carriages on Sunday, con­
sequently it would not be fair to 
deprive the less fortunate of their 
only means of recreations.

The discussion on the Sunday 
clause of the Light and Power bill 
was the liveliest of the week. By 
the way Mr. Bell and Mr. Far­
quharson discussed this matter 
and the air of self righteousne 
they assumed, it almost appeared 
as if they thought they had a 
special commission to regulate the 
morals of the community. The 
Leader of the opposition plainly 
indicated that Mr, Bell was not 
the first to arrogate to himself 
such, righteousness. We have it 
on the best authority that the 
role be assumed had been enacted 
two thousand years ago, by men 
who were known as pharisees. 
Can it be possible that these two 
gentlemen are the exponents of 
the ” moral element," of which we 
heard so much about the time of 
the formation of the present Gov­
ernment If so, judging by their 
following in the House, that ele­
ment has shrunken to infinitesimal 
proportions.

The Public Accounts-

In these items, our readers will 
observe that one of the largest 
for expenditure is $15,518.28 paid 
in interest. Now, the measure of 
a debt is the amount of interest 
paid on it ; consequently, our 
readers will readily understand 
the burden which our Grit friends 
have saddled upon the Province, 
when they stndy the above fig­
ures representing the interest on 
the debt Again, it will be seen 
that the receipts from the Land 
Office amonni only to $14,582.99, 
while the lent} tax receipts reach­
ed $30,904.45, and the income tax 
$11,843.16.

One or two other small bills, 
relating to procedure in the courts 
received attention ; but the long­
est bill of all and the one that 
elicted the most debate was the 
one incorporating the Light and 
Power company and granting 
them certain rights and privileges. 
Among the privileges the Mil con­
fers upon the company, is that of 
building and operating an electric 
railway in the city of Charlotte­
town. Among the provisions for 
regulating the running of the cars 
is one that they shall, with certain 
restrictions, ran on Sunday, Be­
fore being introduced in thê Legis­
lature , the bill was passed by the 
City eouneil.

The accounts before pa show on 
the face of them, that, in the 
transactions of the year 1897, the 
Government bad a deficit of 
$38,201,65. But, as we will 
presently show, this is not by 
several thousands of dollars, the 
true deficit on the public transac­
tions of the ye»r, The auditor’s 
report shows the expenditure fpr 
the year to have been $310,751.89, 
and the receipts $272,550.24. 
This leaves the deficit above re­
corded, $38,201.65. To this m 
be added the balance against toe 
stock farm iu April J8Q7.

The motion was supported 
by Messra McLean, Foster, Sir Char lee 
Tapper, McDougall <Cape Breton), Ben­
nett, Moore, Sproule, Borden and 
Clarke Wallace. Mr. Fielding defended 
the redaction affirming that the gov­
ernment was paying all that the money 
was worth and that it would be a mis­
take to create an artificial value. He 
would be wiUing to pay the poor men 
who had small sums in the savings 
bank a higher rate of interest, if they 
coaid be separated from the others. 
Sir Richard went farther in this line, 
suggesting the issue of 3 per rent. 
Canadian stock in small lots for the 
beuefit of small savings bank deposit 
or«. Mr. Rogers (grit-patron) defend 
rd the government proposition at the 
afternoon debate, which was closed by 
E. F. Clarke, Toronto, supporting De­
vin’s motion. The vote was taken be­
fore dinner, when the amendment was 
lost, 76 to 40 on a straight party divi 
•ion. After dinner the house went in­
to committee on ways and means, and 
took up the new preferential claneee. 
Messra. Foater, Clarke and other mem­
bers wanted to know how the govern­
ment would determine what goods im­
ported from England were British pro­
duct. Clarke asked if paper made from 
Canadian wood pulp would get the pro 
ferential rate. The government was 
not sure, but hoped so. The ministers 
could not explain how they would dis 
cover what goods were produced in 
great Britain with a substantial portion 
of British labor. Mr. Powell said that 
the whole system was now before the 
boose. Cartwright had admitted that 
the United States had been annually 
increasing sales to Canads, while those 
of Britain had gradually fallen off. 
Powell said that if the redaction en­
abled England to get this trade back, it 
could not well redace the price of these 
goods to Canadian consumers. Bat it 
wonld require Canadians to raise by 
other taxes the amount by which the 
revenue was reduced. Mr. Fielding 
scolded the opposition members declar­
ing that while they professed to favor 
preferential trade, they were at heart 
opposed to it. Messrs. Powell, Hen­
derson and other members told him 
promptly that they did not make the 
slighleat pretense to favor hie oue-iide 1 
scheme of preference, They wanted a 
system which worked both ways. On 
the sugar question an interesting dis­
cussion arose about Queensland, which 
produces sugar need in a sugar refinery 
at Vancouver. Mr. Fielding will con- 
eider whether the preference ehontd be 
extended to Queensland and Fiji. In 
response to a question, Mr. Fielding 
could not say exactly whether the re­
fineries protection wonld be reduced. 
Leaving out preferential rate, he 
thonght that refineries wonld have a 
little less preference on low sugar and 
a little more protection on the higher 
grade article. Bnt on this point there 
was uncertainty because it conld not be 
determined how much of their raw

Oo Wednesday the 20th a delegation 
waited upon Sir Louis Davies and urged 
upon him thè advisability of establish­
ing a floating station in the Golf of St. 
Lawrence and maintaining it for five 
years, moving it from place to place in 
the gnlf, for the purpose of preserving 
the nature and sources of food supply 
for fishee, oysters and lobsters, and of 
stodying the habit of food fishes. The 
deputation was introduced by Professor 
Russell and represented a committee 
of the British association for the ad­
vancement of science.

It is 
not nanal to discuss measures on the 
first reading, but a short debate 
took piece on the introduction of this 
bill. Hon. Mr. Foster tt ought a clause 
should be added that in case a majority 
of votes was cast for prohibition, effect 
should be given to the decision. No 
answer was made to this proposition. 
Mr. Mclnenery pointed out that the bill 
required the vote to take place on the 
franchise act of 1898. There was no 
such act. The franchise bill was hardly 
in committee stage, and no one conld 
say that it would pass either chamber. 
Hon. Mr. Fisher replied that the gov­
ernment had determined that bill should 
pass. Mr. Mclnenery replied that more 
than one bill which this government 
was determined to pass failed to become 
law. Mr. Laurier thought that this 
suggestion was of the nature of a threat. 
The government did not intend to with­
draw the franchise bill, and did not ex­
pect its defeat After further discussion 
Mr. Bergeron said the solicitor-general 
had said in Quebec that it would be un 
constitutional to impose prohibition on 
that province by the vote of other pro­
vinces. Since a member of the govern­
ment had made this declaration, Mr. 
Bergeron would like to know whether 
In case Quebec would vote “ No,” as he 
thought it would, Quebec would be in­
cluded in the prohibitory law. He got 
no answer. Mr. Ives protested against 
the policy of the government in harness­
ing a plebiscite to a franchise bill, which, 
as the government well knew, was 
strongly opposed by one political party 
in Canada and in this house. It looked 
like an attempt to drag the whole mat­
ter into party politics. If this house or 
senate should not adopt the franchise 
act, or should even amend it, the gov­
ernment might make that an extra ex­
cuse for destroying the plebiscite. Mr. 
Taylor suggested that the plebiscite vote 
be taken on the lists of the last muni­
cipal election. The government déclin-

member for Brant, proposed an amend­
ment that Indian votels enfranchised 
by federal -taws 1filt disqualified 
Ontario acta should remain electors. 
Mr. Lister (liberal) supported the am­
endment, both he and Heyd declaring 
that it would be an outrage to abut out 
from the franchise any class of persons 
who have once been admitted to the 
polls. Quina, Gillies, McNeill and othe 
members agreed to this proposition and 
proposed to carry it to a conclusion.

In the House of Commons Friday 
afternoon, Mr. Clarke, Toronto, called 
attention to the fact that King, the boot 
and shoe manufacturer of Toronto, who 
has a strike in his factory, was bringing 
workingmen from the United States to 
break up the strike. Mr. Clark wanted 
to know whether the government|would 
put in force the alien labor bilL This 
led up to a general discussion of enforce­
ment of the alien labor law, which was 
to be resumed Monday. The franchise 
bill was then taken up. Heyd’s amend­
ment was defeated by a yea and nay 
vote. Messrs. Heyd and Lister, who 
spoke so vehemently for their amend­
ment, Here both conveniently absent.

General Bosecrans.

(From the Catholio Columbian, Col- 
embus, Ohio.)

In no part of the country was the 
death of General Koeeorans, which 
took place on the 11th iuat., at 
Rosecran’s Ranch, some twelve 
miles outside of the historic town of 
Los Angeles, Cal., heard with 
greater sorrow than here in hie 
native States ; and because of the 
fact that he was largely instrumental 
in effecting the conversion of hie 
brother, who subsequently became 
our first bishop, a peculiar and 
tender regret for the great General 
was felt by the Catholics of thia 
diocese, It had been known for 
months that the General was sink­
ing, so that hie death was not un­
expected ; but that foot did not 
lessen the grief which the whole 
country felt when his demise was 
announced. Gathered as his bedside 
when the final summons came for 
the old commander were his son 
Carl, bis daughter Ann, Bt. Rev. 
Bishop Montgomery and several 
other friends of the family who 
tondeily watched over his last mo­
ments and prayed for the departing 
soul. The little town in which the 
General’s ranch is situated was 
plunged into sorrow when his 
demise took place, for he was singu­
larly beloved by all hie people, as he 
was in the olden days by the 
soldiers whose leader he then was. 
The poblio career of General Rose- 
crane is too well known, or its 
(written recital is too easily acces­
sible, to need repetition here ; it is a 
part ot the history of oar late civil 
war ; it is on record among the 
archives of that war as one of the 
eamee to which is due the solidity 
of the Union. Not so well known, 
perhaps, is the story of his private 
life, both before and after the war, 
and especially that period embrac­
ing hie conversion and that of his 
brother to the Catholic faith. In 
spite of the difference in their ages 
the two brothers were much at­
tached to one another, and their cor­
respondence, when one was at West 
Point and tbs other at Kenyon Col­
lege, was frequent snd intimate. 
Both had become interested ia the 
religious question, which was much 
discussed in their letters, and each 
probably by the seme course of 
reasoning, was led to see the truth 
in the Catholio Church. The elder 
brother, General Roeeorans, then a 
captain, finally embraced the true 
faith, and one of the dearest desires 
of his heart was to lead hie younger 
brother to a knowledge of the truth 
and peace which he himself had 
found. After bis graduation from 
Kenyon, the future Bishop paid the 
captain » visit, and as the twain 
were taking a walk one day, they 
chanced to pase a Catholio church 
whereupon the captain, to quote the 
words of one conversent with the 
foots in the case, said to bis brother : 
« It is high time, Sylvester, for you 
to pot an end to this procrastination 
of yours ; come in here end get bap­
tized.’’ Meobanioelly obeying the 
command, and enuring for the first 
time in his life a Catholio ohurob, 
the same authority tells the eto.y 

f the Bishop’s conversion : “ They

‘ I wjSbtobe baptised,’ was the 
-prompt reply ; * [ hope the priest is 
at home.’ ” Happily the priest was 
at home, and finding his caller al­
ready, thanks to hie brother’s good 
offices, well instructed in Catholic 
teaching», he had no beeiution in 
baptizing him and receiving him 
into the Catholio fold. Many years 
laier, when the diocese of Columbus 
was erected, Rt. Rev. Sylvester 
Horton Roeeorans, who had been 
ooretorated titular of Pompeiopolie, 
in partibue, on the Peaet of the 
Annunciation, 1862, and appointed 
Auxiliary to Archbishop Purcell, of 
Cincinnati, was transferred to the 
new See, and at once took poses- 
aion of his vineyard.

The following letter is in con 
firmation of thia statement, the 
original, it need hardly be eaid, 
being greatly prised by the 
recipient :

Dear Father Mali) ana,—-Bishop 
Bosecrans was baptized at Cold 
Spring on the North River opposite 
West Point, N. Y., by the Rev. Dr. 
Villain, pastor oi the Catholio 
Church at that place and in eharge 
of the station at the Post of West 
Point, in the summer of 1846. 
1 w»e his godfather and my 
wife hie godmother. I do not re­
member whether it was sub-oondi- 
tione. My baptism in 1844 was 
sub-oonditione, because it wss a 
vague tradition that in «ay early ia- 
fanoy a Protestant or Wesleyan 
Methodist minister at my grand­
mother’s instance had baptised 
me, following the traditional ritual 
of the Church of England in 
so doing.

Resuming the 
practice of civil engineering, he spent 
many years in Mexico in that capac 
ity and was the promoter of much of 
the cordial feeling which exists be­
tween this countrymd our imttedi- 
ate neighbor of the South, In his de­
clining years he sought the genial and 
life-giving climate of Southern Cali- 
forhia where, on *tFV»#d87Ee turned 
his sword into a ploughshare and 
calmly awaited the end.
