The Exhibition 
Races.

The Provincial Exhibition of 
1905 came to a close on Friday 
afternoon The weather condi­
tions were not very favorable, 
and in consequence the attend 
an ce was no doubt very much 
smaller than would have been 
the case with such nice bright 
days as we have this week. 
Wednesday was cold and drizzly 
and decidedly uncomfortable for 
lengthy occupancy of the grand 
stand. The track, however, was 
in good order, and its record was 
reduced to 217} by Ada Mac. 
This was the fastest performance 
on an Island track up to that 
date. The attendance at the 
exhibition on Wednesday was, as 
registered, 3,922 paid admissions. 
Thursday the weather was much 
better. It was fine and clear all 
the afternoon ; but despite the 
sunshine it was quite cold. There 
was a large attendance and a good 
afternoon’s sport was enjoyed. 
The registers showed the ptid 
admissions for Thuraday to have 
been 6,089. In addition to these 
there were attendents and others 
bringing the attendance well up 
towards 6,500. There wéjre 2,866 
paid admissions to the race 
grounds. On Thursday the track 
record was again broken by Ada 
Mac, who trotted a mile in 2.17 
flat Horse and driver received 
an ovotion. A feature of the 
exhibition that reflects credit on 
the management was the practical 
absence of side shows on the 
grounds. The aerobatic perfonn 
ance in front of the grand stand. 
Wednesday and Thursday after 
noons were of a decidedly high 
order and were most inter 
esting and amusing. In the fore 
noons and evenings of the ex 
hibition days, valuable lectures 
were delivered by experts on 
apple packing ; stock breeding 
horse feeding, etc. Friday fore 
noon the sale of Government pure 
bred stock took place on the 
exhibition grounds. Some twenty 
head of young stock, and one or 

i two older animals were sold at 
auction at fairly good prices. 
After the sale of the Government 
Stock, the grand parade of the 
prize horses of the different 
classes took place on the race 
track. This is always an interest­
ing feature of the exhibition. 
So many noble and beautiful 
specimens of the equine tribe, 
prancing around the ring, their 
red, white and blue prize ribbons 
fluttering in the breeze constituted 
a lively show. On Friday after­
noon, two heats of the 2.28 class 
were trotted. One heat of this 
class was trotted on Thursday 
afternoon ; but owing to the 
lateness of the hour the remain­
ing heats were held over till 
Friday afternoon. After this 
came the Doctors race, and this 
completed the exhibition and 
trots.

The 2.19 was an excellent trot 
and the track record was broken 
by Ada Mac. The summary 
shows the position of the horses :

Slow News.

That tbe town will be 
damaged to any extent is considered 
unlikely, the vessel being nearly twelve 
miles distant. The batteries for tbe 
explosion are already fixed at Kan 
tara which is 6} miles distant from 
the ship. Among the precautions 
made are that the railway authorities 
have a thousand bags of sand ready 
for repairs and a large staff of work 
men engaged, as the fresh water canal 
has been diverted 222 yards. Canal 
traffic ceased last night. 80 tons of 
dynamite are on board the Cbatam 
and it will be the greatest amount 
every blown up at one explosion.

After the King’s speech from the throne 
delivered at the opening of the Riksdag 
at Stockholm on Manday the Government 
submitted a motion requesting the House 
to approve of a proposal that the arrange­
ments entered into between Sweden and 
Norway should go into force from a date 
which waa left blank. When Norwaw 
took a similar action as soon aa the Karls­
tad t agreement was sanctioned by the Rika 
dag and the Storthing the King will sub­
mit a proposal authorising a dissolution of 
the union, conferring on His Majesty full 
power to recognise Norway as independent. 
When this is done the treaty of Karlstadt 
becomes binding.

Montreal advices say : The Dominion 
Iron and Steel people are in luck. It was 
authoritatively stated today that the Syd­
ney plant had received an order from the 
Grand Trunk Pacific for steel rails to the 
amount of $4,000,000, the delivery to ex­
tend over a period of five years, Then the 
same company are negotiating with China 
for the delivery of a very large quantity 
of rails of a great deal lighter weight than 
the standard in Canada. The rails required 
by the government of China are, it appears, 
to be laid in that extensive system which 
was begun by the Morgan Syndicate, and 
which was sold back to China some months 
ago. It represents a little less than a 
thousand miles in extent.

Bullet Entered Indian’s 
Head.

Albert Bluskey, a Cattaraugus In­
dian, was broght to a hospital at 
Buffalo N. Y. on Sunday to be 
(rated for a bullet wound in his bead. 
Tbe surgeons found that tbe bullet 
bad entered Bluesky’s bead near the 
temple, just low enough to escape tbe 
brain and far enough toward 
the ear to escape the eyes and their 
connecting nerves, It pas^ed direct­
ly through tbe head and we'nt out on 
the oppsite side in tbe same relative 
spot it bad entered. The shooting 
occurred early Saturday morning but 
Bluesky treated it lightly and walked 
around as usual. A Buffalo lawyer, 
who went to the reservation to con­
sult Bluesky in regard to a law suit, 
induced the Indian to come to Buf­
falo for treatment Bluesky is a 
rugged specimen! of his tribe and is 
expected to get well. He accuses 
another Indian of firing the shot.
