embodimen’i of the highest in ellec- 
usl effort of antiquity. Plato clearly 

stated and firmly established the fuo- 
damen al data of our consciousness 
against t ,e ever-recurring attacks of 
sophistry and brought back to their 
eternal and invariable source the ideas 
of the true, the beautiful and tbe 
good, without which neither science, 
nor art, nor morali’y are possible 
Aristotle codified, for all time lo 
come, the laws of thought, applying 
to the study of the facul.les and 

peratioos of the soul that rare power 
of anal;iis with which he was en­
dowed. Apart from the sacred and 
inspired writings, ootbiag in the his­
tory of humanity compares in im­
portance with the providential mission 
of these two men whose works may 
be justly called the human preface to 
the divine gospels. Nevertheless, 
owing to the limitation of their pow­
ers unaided by aupetoaural revela­
tion, they not infrequently strayed 
from the truth. It will ever remain the 
glory of S’. Tcomai to have refined 
the gold of pagan thought by freeing 
it from tbe dross with which it was 
alloyed, to have winnowed the chaff 
from the wheat with incomparable 
discernment and to have blended 
together io harmonious unity the 
mu'ual coo ributloni cf the two 
greatest philosophers. Starting from 
the principle that Christianity is the 
lawful heir of all that the world has 
produced of the good and the true, 
and realiz'ng at a glance that Ohris- 
tiani y must be Io unison with tbe 
truths reflic'td io nature and taught 
by reason, be freely borrowed from 
the masters of pagan learn og. With 
Plato he regards human reason aa a 
kind of participation in the divine 
light, but this participation he reduces 
to one of resemblance, this light of 
reason he considers but the reflation 
of the divine light itself. Tnus he 
closes the door to pantheism. With 
Aristotle he acknowledges two dis­
tinct elements in onr nature, the 
spiritual aud the corporeal, and ad­
mits the sense bails and the expert, 
mental origin of human knowledge, 
but this sente element Is only the 
occaaion, the meani afforded the’ in­
tellect of rising to the highest abstract 
conceptions and to the most general 
truths. He thus precludes material 
ism. In the teachings of Plato, be 
discards what might imperil the real 
existence of the rela ive and the 
contingent ; be eliminates from tbe 
teachings of Aristotle whatever would

Theological Dmlepmenl

A’ the stage of development which 
the «acred science» had reached to­
wards the middle of the thirteenth 
century, the need was keenly felt of

11 the previous contributions of 
Christian thinkers. Tais was to be 
the second aspect of the mission of 
St. Thomas, although not a few of his 
predecessors had labored much In 
preparing the way.

Uader his direction the 
edifice grows ; it rises high hat in 
order that it may attain the summit 
of perfection and win for all times 
the admiration ot men, it needs the 
final touch of a great master, it awaits 
the crowning dome to be imposed by 
the band of a geniut.

PROVINCIAL FINANCES/

As already stated, Premier Mathieson appointed 
an external aûditor to examine into and report upon 
the Public Accounts of the Province ; the receipts 
and expenditures and everything else in connection 
with the Provincial operations, for the period of 
fifteen months, from Sept. 30th, 1.911,10 December 
31st, 1912. The external appointment was Mr.
R. B. Rossborough, Manager of the Bank of Nova 
Scotia, and his report tabled along with the Pro 
vincial Auditor’s report, has been distributed to the 
members of the Legislature and to the press. This 
report shows that the liabilities of the Province 
were over $45,000 less on the 31st of December 
1912, than they were on the 30th of September 
1911. In other words the Province is better off 
by over $45.000 than it was at the end of the last 
fiscal year that the Liberals had the reins of Gov­
ernment. This has taken place notwithstanding 
the increased expenditure (or education steel 
bridges, and m the development of our oyster 
industry. According to this report our diabilities 
on Sept. 30th 1911. were $1,072,595.77, and on 
December 31st 1912, they were $1,027,195.48, 
showing, as above stated, over $45,000 reduction; or 
to be accurate a reduction of $45,400 29. But we 
will let the report speak for itself :

WAR CLOUD VANISHING

Montenegro’s surrender to Austria’s threats, 
and the fall of Adrianople have cleared the air and 
smoothed the path towards the settlement of danger­
ous questions. The powers probably will not End 
the arrangement ol the terms of peace difficult, for 
which credit is mainly due to the masterly handling 
of the situation by Sir Edward Grey and President 
Poincare. Theirs is the praise for averting the im­
mediate danger of a European war. I use the 
word “immediate’’ advisedly for the general con­
viction is that the struggle is nearly postponed, if 
only for the reason that the powers cannot inde­
finitely stand the strain of preparation. How long 
war may be postponed is speculative. Two dis 
quieting factors suggest that the postponement may 
be brief. First is the creation of strong Slav states 
as the result of the war. The powers of the triple 
alliance fully realize that these states must be re­
garded as unfriendly and as allies pf Russia in case 
v>f difficulty. It might therefore pay them to get 
that difficulty over before the Balkan states'Recover 
from the exhaustion of the recent conflict and be 
able to give effective aid to Russia. The second 
is the lamentably unstable condition of French 
politics. If not actua'ly still born, the Barthon 
ministry seems destined to die in its cradle, and is 
even now moribund. Beyond is a long vista of 
similar impotent administrations, formed of incon 
gruous elements in order to placate innumerable 
groups and generally ending or winning the sup 
port of none. These warring factions, friends 
today and foes tomorrow, impart a further grave 
danger to the situation, by giving fictitious strength 
to the socialist opposition to the army bill. If the 
socialists are able to play sectional interests against 
one another, they may succeed in delaying the 
increased army for another year, and throw the 
military scheme out of gear, and by this encourage 
the triple alliance to strike before France gets 
ready. On such threads does the sword of 
Damocles hang over Europe.

Hon. J. A. McDonald re- Speaker 
sumed the debate on ths ad Honour, 
dress.
