As intimated in the last corres­
pondence, the budget speech wai 
delivered in the Hvusu of Com­
mons by Sir Henry Drayton 
Minister of Finance, on Monday 
evening, May 9th. A» is usual 
such occasions, there was a 
attendance of member* and 
crowded galleries to hear 
Minister unfold the nation’» 
cial statement for the fiscal 
ending March 31st, last, 
everything into consideration, 
period of transition through 
which we are passing, the econo­
mic uncertainties, the deflation, 
extravagant buying and many 
other circumstances, which render 
business uncertain and are calcu­
lated to inject a spirit of insta­
bility into national >rade, the 
Finance Minister was able to 
present a financial statement in 
the highest degree creditable, not 
only to himself but to the Gov­
ernment and to Canada. The 
budget speech on the whole was 
an admirable business-like pre­
sentation, and such as places 
Canada in an enviable position in 
comparison with other nations of 
the world at this very troublous 
andxuncertain period of recon­
struction and rehabilitation.

Not only has the trade of the 
ation been admirably sustained, 
at the finances are such as to 
ieet all requirements of public 
rpenditure and leave a very res­
ectable balance over to be ap- 
lied on capital expenditures. In 
ie matter of trade, Canada’s im-

On the contrary, it is 
kely to make our trading with 
he United States even more un- 
svourable theth it has been in the 
iast year. However, it is pos- 
ible that the Government of Can- 
da will initiate such measures as 
asy protect us more than is the 
ase at the present time. Again, 
ast now in the ^Imperial Parlia­
ment the Government of Great 
Iritain is iutroducing and passing 
hrough enactments which go a 
jag way towards changing her 
iscal policy from that of Free 
’rade to protective. . The bill

Referring again to our finan­
cial position, the statement pre­
sented by Sir Henry Drayton 
shows that the revenues for the 
year closed on the 81st of March 
last aggregated approximately 
$432,000,000, as against $349, 
746,334 for the previous year. 
Considering that we had just 
passed through a time of de­
flation, this marked increase in 
our revenue must certainly be re­
garded as extremely satisfactory 
It is not intended here to give the 
different item* that make up the 
sbove amoqjçt^ae reading figure 
is rather dry business. However, 
it ie just as well to give two 
items,—the yntoms receipts were 
$168,000,000, and the excise 
$37,200,000. The expenditure 
for the year reached $533,368,- 
077. Notwithstanding the over­
lapping of the expenditure figures 
as compared with that of the 
revenue cash on hand and other 
revenues available at the close of 
last year enabled the Finance 
Minister to pay all current ex­
penditures chargeable to consoli­
dated fund for the year and to 
have a respectable balance over. 
This was applied to pensions and 
current war charges to the 
amount of $69,400,000, and when 
all this was done he had left a 
sum of $12,298,000. According 
to the language used in finanee 
and which has always been the 
terminology employed by all 
Finance Ministers in Canada ; so 
much so that it has been incor­
porated in our language. This 
balance over and above the cur­
rent expenses of the year’s trans­
action, or as it is called, the ex­
penditure oo consolidated fund for 
the year, ts called a surplus. 
That is to say, after paying all 
cnrrrent expenses for tke year 
and also an amount of for pen­
sions and for current war expen­
diture that could properly be 
chargeable to capital expenditure, 
we have left the sum of over

As regards tariff revision^no- 
thing very definite is intended 
this year. There are several 
reasons for this. The very un 
stable and unsatisfactory condi­
tion of trade generally, and espe 
cially the attitude assumed by the 
Government of the United States, 
which has put up such stiff bar­
riers against our country just 
lecently.' It ia therefore thought 
wise that the Government should 
hasten slowly in arranging tariff 
revision, as it ie reasonable that 
it would be better to wait the re­
sults of the legislation at Wash­
ington before new radical changes 
would be made in the tariff ol! 
Canada. As the United States is 
the country with which we carry 
on trade far in excess of all 
others, it will appear reasonable 
to all men that our tariff certainly 
will require to be so arranged 
that it will protect us as far as 
possible from the results of 
cessive customs duties by our 
friends to the south. There will, 
however, require to be certain 
tariff arrangements. In the first- 
place it will be necessary to ini­
tiate tariff regulations with the 
West Indies, with whom latterly 
the* Government of Canada 
entered into treaties. Schedules 
embodying the tariff relations 
with the West India Islands are 
set forth at the end of the Fi­
nance Minister’s exposition, and 
shall be considered when the 
House gets into Committee of 
Ways end Means. '

The outlook for the current 
year, so-fm^Sj^vende û c<ÿi-'

The budget debate, initiated by 
the Finance Minister when he 
made his financial statement on 
Monday, May 9th, still continues, 
and it ie expected that the debate 
will go on until about May 19th, 
or possibly early on the morning 
of May 20th, when the division 
will be reached. As usual, the 
Opposition, through their finance 
critic, Mr. Fielding, .moved an 
amendment to the motion of the 
Finance Minister to go into Com­
mittee of Ways and Means. It 
is fair to say at this stage that 
this amendment seems more mean 
ingless and inconsequent and fool­
ish than any amendment of a 
like character that has been pre­
sented to the House. It is not 
intended evidently to mean any­
thing. It is perhaps hoped and 
undoubtedly intended that it may 
induce the Agrarian members to 
unite more closely with the offi 
cial Opposition in voting against 
the Government.
