Now, aa human nature ia at present con­
stituted, nothing can be easier than to 
raise an outer/ against a man who 
been in Parliament for a few sessions, 
especially if he represents a constituency 
like the Saegeen Division. No action 
that he ean possibly take will be palatable 

• to all section», and it is equally fatal to 
exercise caution and abstain from notion, 
for la that ease he alienates the lesions 
friends who urge upon him «particular 
line of duty. Hence, when he comes 
back for re-election, he finds that his sins 
of omission and commission an sat down 
in rations bladobooko, and generally dis­
covers that some particular cry has gone 
forth against him, to combat which would 
require ubiquity. The causes of popu­
larity and unpopularity are wrapped up 
la profond mystery and most ever re­
main, to a certain extent,incomprehensible. 
One thing ia certain, however, nil history, 
named nod profane, ancient and modern, 
teaches as this broad bnt painful fact : 
A man may, today, be exalted to the 
loftiest pinnaole of popular favor,—be 
worshipped almost as a god, and to-morrow 
he may be stripped of bis honors, reviled, 
bootod and trampled in the mire. Then, 
n new favorite is «eluted, and the. same 
proeeaa is repeated ad infinitum, and so 
it will he, we preaome, until the advent of 
the Millenium. Mr. MeMurrich's career 
was a short one. Carried in over Patton 
by an overwhelming majority, he endeav­
ored to earn the Constituency faithfully 
for two yean. True, ho assisted in the 
appointment of a Registrar for Bruu who 
waa distasteful to n groat many of the 
people, and some staunch reformer*, bnt a 
pause for reflection was necessary before 
condemning Mr. McMurtich. How was 
he to know that Mr. M'Lay was so bit­
terly hated by a certain number of people 1 
Did he not for years hold a position in 
the County Council 7—was ho not a dele­
gate from Bruu at the Toronto Conven­
tion 7—Did he not nominate Mr. Me- 
Murrich and take an utive part in the 
canvass which resulted in his return 7 It 
was too late for reformers to say that Mr. 
John M'Lay tkrud himself upon them, 
and by sheer force of impudence pushed 
aside for bettor mm. If they did not 
wish him to secure the reward of bona 
fide political service, they should have set 
him aside at once. To discard Mr. Mc- 
Murrich because he believed he was hon­
ering a gentleman possessing the full con­
fidence of his brother reformers, was, to 
say the least, an instance of second-hand 
justice.

But the deed has bun done, and, 
thoroughly disgusted, Mr. MoMurrieh 
has left the field to a candidate who has 
no parliamentary sins to answer for, and 
who, therefore, hopes to nde into power 
Upon the strength of endless promises as 
to what he will do for the constituency, 
and it is confidently asserted, is 
lavish in the expenditure of his money in 
securing votes. Ah bough Mr. McPher­
son ia a gentleman of wealth, and aB that, 
his antecedents are decidedly against him. 
Jleitm lory and a Grand Trunk man ! 
The former might be winked at or nicely 
glossed over in them Coalition times, 
(although Conservative constituencies will 
aot do as much by liberal candidates) but 
there is no earthly reason why the people 
of Brum should sell themselves to or put 
themselves ia the way of being sold by a 
candidate having any oooneetion with the 
Provincial Monopoly. And again, Mr. 
MePhanon is aa absentee. If s sound, 
reliable local candidate offers, would it not 
he infinitely better to send him to Parlia­

The English frigate Liverpool, corvette 
Bueaard, and the U. S. gunboat Penobscot, 
are off the mouth of the Rib Grande.

After several skirmishes the rebels were 
driven from the Atchafalaya of Mexico and 
the clergy issued a prouunciamento declaring 
against Maximilian.

Halt of the city of Mexico has been taken 
by Miramon. An appeal to the people to 
sustain him and drive out the invaders has 
been issued.

The French left Monterey to co-operate 
with the forces from Bagdad, leaving only a 
small garrison. The Liberal General Quir- 
oga issued a pronunciamento and took the 
garrison prisoners and began fortifying.

The French at Bagdad are fortifying with­
in range of their ships.

Nashville, Oct. 4—Ou Saturday, General 
Buford, with a part of Forrest’s command, 
including all his artillery, attacked Athens, 
also shelling the place for two hours, and de­
mi nding its surrender from the commandant. 
Col Wade of tho 73rd Indiana, who refused.- 
Buford soon after retired. The fears of an 
attack on Columbia were unfounded, Forrest 
having gone in the direction of Florence.

2000 Prisoners taxen by the Confeds.
NEWS FROM MEXICO I!

Boeing for Oil in Barton.—Probably 
not many of our readers are aware that “bor­
ing for oil ” is now going on with considera­
ble vigour at just a little distance from Ham­
ilton. Thnt there existed what are called 
“indications of oil,” is portions of the town­
ship of Barton, lying between the Albion 
Mills and the Limestone hill, on the stone 
road just south of the city, has for some years 
been known, and boring is now being pro­
ceeded with, under the direction of Mr. Fis- 
kett, of Oil Springs. The spot selected is 
about two miles south of the city limits, and 
about one mite east of the macadamized road, 
on lot No. 11, in the 6th concession of Bar­
ton, belonging to Mr. John Fmton. The 
depth already reached is not far from 300 ft., 
and the indications so far are highly encourag­
ing, in fact, just the same, Mr. Fiskett says, 
as be has observed m Enniskillen.—[Hamil­
ton Times.

New York, Oct. 6.—The following by the 
Times special correspondent is a detailed ac­
count ot Gen Meade’s operations south west 
of Petersburg, of which we had mere an­
nouncements :—

Headquarters 5th Corps, Oct 3.—On Fri­
day morning about 8 o’clock, the first and 
second divisions of the 5th corps with Col. 
Huffman’s brigade of the third division moved 
out on the road leading toward Poplar Tree 
Church, with the intention of striking the 
Sooth Side railroad. Geu Crawford with the 
remainder of his division and some new regi­
ments was ordered to hold the left flank and 
old line of the 5th corps having Gen Ferrcro's 
division of colored troops from the 9th corns 
detailed to his command temporarily ; the 
reserve batteries were kept in position. When 
Gen Warren reached the church and was 
establishing his line, Gen Parker, of the 9th 
corps,- came up with the two remaining divi­
sions of his corps, and forming on Warren’s 
left, struck the Squirrel Level road, near 
Peeble’s farm, finding an entrenched line of 
the enemy ami a small unfinished work carry­
ing six guns, but troin some unaccountable 
reason failed to draw any fire trom them.— 
Everything being new ready the vies were 
ordered to advance, sud after a brief defence 
on the part of the encmv, the works were car­
ried by two brigades of Gen. Griffin’s divi 
sion, capturing one gun aad a few prisoners, 
consisting of dismounted cavalry and some 
infantry from Gen Health’s division. This 
being accomplished, the line was then thrown 
forward. Gen Parker, on thé left, with 
Wilcox’s division joining the 5th corps, and 
Potter’s division tne extreme left. This line, 
captured by these manicures, was vcy feebly 
defended and incomplete. Our loss was 
trifling. Lt. Col. Otis, 14th New York, 
commanding the 3rd brigade, 2nd division, 
was wounded. Matters thus remained until 
near dark, when the enemy made a flank 
movement and succeeded in uncovering our 
left, and doubling it up. And capturing a few 
hundred prisioners. At this critical juncture 
some troops from the 5th corps were ordered 
up, and checked the further advance of the 
enemy. These two brigades were sent round 
hy Gen Warren in the very nick of time.— 
The Confederates, failing to make any very 
serious imoression upon our left, sullenly re 
treated. Our troops busied themselves all 
night in throwing up entrenchments. Thus 
closed the fini day’s operations. At daylight 
on Saturday morning, the enemy again assum­
ed the offensive and made ah assault, having, 
however, a very small force. No doubt seems 
to exist that the enemy’s left bad been heavi­
ly reinforced to meet Gen Butler’s determined 
attack upon and successiul operati ms against 
the fprts below Richmond. The rain then 
commenced to fall on Saturday forenoon and 
soon made it impossible for either party to 
make any decisive movement, but at a little 
after 8 a.m., the enemy made another light 
attack on Gen Ayre's line in front, but finding 
our troops strongly entrencfcpd fell back.— 
During all of Saturday but little artillery 
firing occurred. Toward noon the enemy 
seemingly determined to pierce our line some­
where suddenly struck out to the left of the 
Weldon road fell foul of Gen Crawford’s front 
when considerable picket firing ensued and 
the Confederates ultimately contented them­
selves with quietly reestablishing their old 
line. In fact it appeared that but very few 
troops were on this side of the Appomatox, 
and our prisoners confirm that view. The 
whole of the Confederate army that could be 
spared had been sent to Richmond. The 
weather was the only thing that prevented 
our army being entirely successful. Tut few 
casualties occurred during Saturday. As our 
line now stands we bare extended our left 
toward the south road although that road 
was not reached.

The City Point correspondent of the New 
York Herald says >—

** In the fight for the South Side railroad 
about 2,000 prisoners fell into the hands of 
the Confederates, belonging principally to 
the 51st New York, 21st Massachusetts, 45th 
Pennsylvania, and 7th Rhode Island i*gi 
meats ; bqt both the 7lines' snd World's

This 
road was occupied by the enemy, strongly 
entrenched on the heights. The advance ob­
stinately contested the position, which in 
addition to its naturally strong character a^is 
rendered doubly formidable by almost every 
impenetrable slashing that covered the 
slopes.

The small tracts ot 
cultivated laud on which were growing the 
corn and potatoes for their winter’s support, 
have been swept over by the devouring ele­
ment, their scanty crops in a great measure 
destroyed ; and iu many cases even the vege­
table soil burnt to a considerable depth, or to 
tbo underlying strata of clay or rock. The 
very game which furnished a portion of their 
food has perished or disappeared before the 
fires which have left a great extent of the 
forest a charred and blackened wilderness.— 
All have suffered alike, and as at the best all 
are poor, none having anjr resources to fall 
back upon, and none are able to he!p the 
others, starvation stares them in the face, 
unless the means of maintaining life during 
the approaching winter and info the following 
summer can be obtained for them. These 
are very distressing circumstances, which 
cannot foil to open the hearts and the hands 
of the charitable and humane.

Probable Revolution in Steam- 
traordinary Discovery.

Mr. W. II. James, C. E., who is already 
favorably known in connection with the 
originating of our railway system, has, after 
devoting « whole tile to scientific improve­
ments, at,, length succeeded in producing a 
steam generator and engine ol iuch extraor­
dinary power, in propoitioo to its weight, the 
space it occupies, the fuel consumed, and the 
cost al which H can be manufactured, that 
aot the slightest doubt i« enfortciaed by those

who have seen the invention in operation,and 
in whose opinions and judgement confidence 
can be placed, that when properly and fully 
Understood, dppreciated. and brought into 
use, it will, by degrees, effect a complete rev­
olution in all kinds of steam machinery, and 
become applicable to numerous purposes for 
which the powers of other steam engines are 
totally inadequate. It m »y be rcmemliered 
that it was Mr. W. H. James who fiist Sug­
gested to the late George Stephenson the ad­
visability of his introducing tulies into his 
locomotive boilers, with a view of making 
them suitable for the propulsion of carriages, 
(for which, at that period, they were totally 
inadequate,) for the conveyance of passengers 
or railways, as shown by an agreement be­
tween the parties in the year 1821, ten years 
before the opening of the Liverpool and 
Manchester railwaj. the principle of which 
improvement has never been surpassed. It 
will be curious, indeed, if it should fall to the 
lot of. the same indivi luat, after an interval 
of forty-three years, to be again in the field, 
and the originator of the second great revolu­
tion in steam locomotion, which very likely 
will be the case if be is projierly supported 
with capital to carry out his present inven­
tion. We hone shortly to be enabled to give 
the details of the invention.—Alining Jour 
naL

British American Confederation,
The New York Herald concludes aa article, 

on this subject, thus
“ While here we have parties favoring a 

disunion of our own tei ritorn-s, the Canadian 
statesmen are endeavoring to unite and con­
solidate their own. The success ot the scheme 
is us yet by no «tears certain, and for the 
following causes : There is no. reason what­
ever why the lower provinces sliou’d adopt it. 
The commercial relations between Nova 
Scotia, Now Brunswick and Newfoundland 
and the Canadas nre very slight. They are 
more intimate with the Urited States than 
with the upper provinces. Why they should 
give up their present institutions, policy and 
maritime connections to inland m ijnrities, 
with entirely different interest*, they will not 
be very easily made t> comprehend. New 
Brunswick, it it lias any speciality of inteiesis 
to protect, would, more naturally look to the 
United Slates than the Canada*.

“ Iu the next place, some of the wisest 
men in the upper provinces ask this question 
of what use will this contVdcracy be unless i 
possesses national powers, the object of all 
union among weak States unabtp to exercise 
them by themsclvei 7 What will be the ad 
vantage o| such a government if it is not 
perfectly independent? It cannot make 
treaties, or maintain armies or navies, either 
for its own defence or to secure the resjtect of 
foreign Powers. ‘ Canada has had u long sue 
cession of Governors, few ol them being men 
of ability, or being anything more than for 
orites sent from the mother country hy their 
relativ4‘s and friends, wh**u in fniwer, to I» 
cruit their broken fortunes,a .d utterly unable, 
to be of any real advantage to the province, 
where they are continually niet by factions 
and oppositions with local politics. The new 
confederacy, even if it might elect better men 
to govern it than are now sent to Canada, 
would not g-iin a single political or commer­
cial advantage by the change. Nothing short 
of a total and complete separation from the 
mother country and the assumption of inde­
pendence in all resjiects would be any rerau 
aeration for the expense and trouble of 
creating the proposed change. If the British 
Americans are prepared to adopt this view, 
then the new project will have a purpose and 
be worth the trial. If not, it is a mere sham, 
and will not pay.-

“ These are the views which are entertained 
by a numerous class in the provinces at this 
moment, and these very men, some of whom 
we know, propose'a* a cure for tho troubles 
of Canada a very different plan—numciy, that 
of making Montreal a free port, by which 
measure they feel confident th-y cauld take 
away the trade of New York, control the 
commerce ol our Western Slates and estab­
lish the Canadas on a footing which would 
make them forget alt the petty troubles over 
which they are now contending.

About 6 o'clock this morning a sudden at 
tack was made on the cavalry force from 
nearly every direction, and although they

Hamilton as a Traffic Depot.

We find in irerapath's Rtiilway Journal, 
of the 24th September, n confirmation of the 
view taken, by us yestei day, that the import­
ance of the City uf Hamilton und its grocery 
trade are quite sufficient to justify tlie con- 
strut lion of the C'alfdonia branch which is to 
connect the city with the Grand Trunk, and 
secure to us the trade of the* vast country 
travel seif by the Buffalo and Luke Huron 
Railroad. Answering this question, what 
will be the effect upon the Great Western 
Railway of Canada if the Grand Irunk having 
the line fmm the J'uffalo line to Hamilton, 
the Great Kail way authority proceeds thus:

“ Is Hamilton a place of ti allie importance? 
It was a few years hack the most impôt taut 
station on the Great Western of Canada, with 
the exception of their two terminal stations, 
Suspension-bridge and Windsor, opposite 
Detroit ; there is no reason to suppose that 
any material'change in the traffic of the sta­
tions has uccurred in late years. The Great 
Western of Canada used to publish in their 
half-yearly reports several Statements from 
their audit office, showing the amount of 
traffic from each and alt ot their stations.— 
These were most valuable tables, but they 
have been discontinued since 1861. The last 
publication of tiiis nature- was made in the 
re-port for the ha'fyehr ending 3Is‘. July,1861. 
Turning to the audit tables in that report we 
find in statement two the total amount of traf­
fic in dollars for passengers, freight and live 
stock—all the traffic—carried ot each of the 
fifty nine stations on the line. We append that 
list, omitting the column 'for I860, for which 
we have not room :—

Within tho memory of that aboient 
individual, “tho oldest inhabitant/* we 
have not had such a storm earl/ in Octo­
ber aa that which has swept Lake Huron 
during the past few days. On Thursday 
evening the 8th inst., s hurricane came 
paging in from the West, accompanied by 

a perfect deluge of ram. The wind veered 
dating the night to the N. W. and blew 
with increasing violence all day. Friday» 
On Friday night the storm, instead of 
abating os was expected, seemed to gather 
strengtli^and Saturday morning broke bleak 
and dismal over a scene of awful grandeur. 
The Lake was lashed into a perfect sheet 
of foam, and many i hr;» re tar glanced 
from the deck of his vessel to the dreaded 
coast line with forebodings of evil which 
were soon to be realized in all their hor­
ror. All day Saturday, Saturday night 
and Sunday morning the blow continued, 
the perils of Lake navigation being in­
creased by a blinding storm of hail and 
finally snow, which on Sunday morning 
covered the ground with a white mantle. 
We have not learned the particulars of all 
ho casualties on the Upper Lakes,but the 
damage done to shipping about the head 
of Lake Huron and on Lake Michigan 
must have been immense, and since Friday 
many a brave fellow has gone to his last 
home. We arc informed that several 
vessels arc ashore between here and Sau- 

geen. The schooner Wilton, completely 
dismantled, went ashore near Kincardine, 
and it is supposed that all hands,including 
the three Wilson brothers, have been 

drowned.
The sclir. Lily Diner y was lying at 

Kincardine partidlly laden with wheat 
when the storm burst upon her. She at- 
t^ntpfpd tn ride it ont at anchor, but one 
of the cables broke, and she was forced to 
put to sea or go ashore. Accordingly Capt 
Campbell determined to steer for Goderich, 
which lie did, fairly flying through the 
water, although tho vessel had hardly a 
stitch of canvass to the gale. When tfic 

Lily neared our harbor an anxious crowd 
stood on the shore, and many fears were 
expressed that she would n-wer get in.— 
But Campbell was equal to the occasion. 
Hoisting additional sail at- the right mo­
ment, he contrived to run the gallant little 
bark between the piers in beautiful style, 
amidst three rousing cheers from all spec­
tators. Old sailors declare that a vessel 
was never brought into Goderich harbor 
in a living gale of wind in a cleverer man­
ner.

•From Bermuda.

H. M. ship Galatea has arrived at Halifax 
(rom Bermuda, having on board 2 officers and 
78 moo of the Royal Aniiivry, 1 zoflicer nnd 
75 men of the Royal Kugmeeis, and 1 officer 
and 50 men of the 2uu Queen's. Col. Unttic 
(sick) and lady came passengers. Surgeon 
Gallagher and several of the crew died on the 
passage, and since the airival of the Galatea 
in port, muoy oi lier hands have been icmoved 
from the ship. Two officers of the Royal 
Artillery have died since 1 .«st reports, viz., 
Lieut. Scott and Lieut. Moh sworth.- •

We learr that the fever hud rageo badly 
among the shipping at Bermuda, and that 
many vessels Wore descried. The Royal 
Gazette of the 20th makes no mention of 
the health of the place, but we copy the fol­
lowing from the issue of thy 13ih :—

Tin: Epidemic at St Georges.—When 
cnees begin to be reckoned by units it is a 
tolerably reliable sign that the epidemic is 
dying out Such, we are happy to announce 
is the nature of the re port fiuin the sister 
town for the past week—« nd even better than 
this. As regaids the inhabitants of the town 
itself, there were no new cases at all, and no 
deaths, during the latter days of the week. 
One case I lu* re was of rather sudden death, 
which, for a short time, was rumored as a 
fever case, but which turned out on investi­
gation to be attributable to disorder of the 
lungs. Cases in hand are generally report 
ed of favorably ; this is the more encourug 
ing, as the town has suffered much from heat, 
northerly-winds and consequent close atmos­
phere, on several days during the week. The 
shipping has not escaped quite so well, but 
the general result is nevertheless diminution. 
Of the military we have a mixed account— 
that which has regard to the 2nd Regiment is 
decidedly favorable ; on Sunday night there 
hud been but one death since Thursday. The 
oilier branches of the service, particularly 
the Royal Engineers, hav* not fared quite ro 
well. It seems probable .that isolation <uid 
idleness have tended m s me measure to 
beget or resuscitate habits, which in the long 
run too surely and fatally invite the disorder. 
Another of the officers (Artillery) was buried 
on Monday morning. On the whole, how­
ever, there can bo no doubt that the news 
from St Georges is of a very cheering des­
cription.
