—There seems to be a grand scramble 
about tlio location for the prospective 
waterworks, and up to the time of 
writing I don’t think the council has de­
cided upon n site. Some, I’ve been told, 
fsrtr the Seymour property, others want 
the Hawley lot, others ere anxious to 
buy a site from George Parsons, others 
want to block up one of the streets near 
the dock, and otliera want—well, yes 
they want the Earth, upon which to erect 
the pumping house. My own opinion is 
that the present council had better leave 
the matter over until a more progres­
sive board takes hold of municipal 
matter» after the next municipal elec­
tion.

—I see my old and highly respected 
oo-laborer in the public interest, Thomas 
Kydd, hu been letting daylight in upon 
the railway question, and I observe from 
the able epistle to the Gentiles,^Which he 
published last week, that our town 
council doesn’t deeerye all the praise for 
the railway agitation that now prevails, 
or, in fact, any praise at all. Now, I 
don’t belong to the railway committee, 
and therefore no charge of egotism can 
be laid against me when I uy that the 
whole credit of initiating the railway 
agitation and of furnishing important in­
formation to the C. P. R. authorities 
lies entirely with the men who incepted 
the citixen’s committee, and not one man 
now in connection with the town 
council had act or part iu the matter.

i, and bring an old resident of Gode- 

ncih prominently before readers of The 
Signal once more ; I observe by Win­
nipeg pspers that John Campbell Currie, 
an old-time resident of Goderich, has 
settled down comfortably in Winnipeg as 
deputy-sheriff of the prairie oity. A 
few years ago everybody knew J. C. 
Currie, and he was what my friend Mul 
cahy would call 1 a broth of a t’y.” He 
was well and favorably known as the 
“People's Auctioneer’’ in this section, 
and hia “Going, going, gone !” usually 
attracted all the old ladies of the section 
and a large aprinkling of the middle aged 
and young ones to the sales which he at 
tended, and he had a way with him of 
working ’bargain»’ up to full values, and 
you never discovered that yon were sold 
until after you got home with your im­
agined treasure. I knew John Campbell 
Carrie better perhaps than anybody out­
side of his wife’s relations, and mebbe, 
a brief biographical sketch of our expat­
riated townsman wouldn’t be out 
plaee. He first saw the light of day 
on or about the 2*h of June 
1814, and it consequently coming down

the home-stestch to half a century old.
Hia parents were Highland Scotch, and 
hi early learned to “spoke tae Gaelic" 
and take “sugar in hia !” When quite 
young his family moved up to Bruce 
county, snjl were amongst the first set­
tlers in the vicinity of Saugeen ; 
and away back in '53 the subject 
of my sketch earned undying fame 
by driving; the first wagon into what is 
now the flourishing village of Southamp­
ton. That was in the days of his youth 
and beauty, and before he was ever 
haunted with a desire to occupy fat 
Government positions with liberal 
salaries and perquisites galore. But I 
must not digress. For a time honest in­
dustry i/lsimed him for its own, and he 
logged and chopped his full share of the 
175 acres of homestead that his father 
took up on the banks of the raging 
Saugeen. At the age of twenty one 
years he blocked out hia first 
moustache, left home, and went to work 
at. carpentering, at which trade he re­
mained for the next few years, and then 
drifted into mercantile business at Port 
Elgin. In Oct., 1863, he made the beet 
strike of his life by marrying a daughter 
of John Stafford, a well-known pioneer 
of Bruce county, and the father of Port 
Elgin. In 1865 he went into the ship­
building industry, and built the 
■obooner Favorite, in Port Elgin bay 
which, however, didn’t prove a gilt-edg­
ed financial speculation, and he sold her 
in Detroit, returning home in the fall 
with a plethora of dearly-bonght experi­
ence and out of pocket to the extent of 
81,400. He next rented the Eigi- 
House, a pioneer hotel at Port Elgin, and 
in twenty months paid off his liabilitie, 
in full aud sold out, which showed that 
while he proved an excellent Boniface, 
he knew that hia peculiar talent* would 
show to better advantage in other spheres 
of life. Having now a few hundred 
dollars ahead, he again invested in 
marine stock by purchasing the schooner 
South Wind, of Sarnia, but after making 
a few good paying trips, she broke from 
anchor one night in one ef Lake Huron’s 
big blows, went ashore, and the cargo 
and everything was a complete lots. J,
0. C. never did make anything out of 
hie “cold-water" speculations, anyhow, 
and it wasn't to be wondered at that he 
did not become a total abstainer under 
the circumstances. Shortly after the 
collapse of liis second lake venture he 
took the clerkship of Saugeen, and was 
a sort of general utility man, drawing 
conveyances, -7 riling grammatical mo­
tions for the township councillors, fur­
nishing copies of minutesof council to the 
local papers, and dabbling a little in the 
patent right business. After two years 
apprenticeship at this multiform occu­
pation, lie got a billet in Walkerton as 
turnkey and assistant in sheriff’s office, 
but resigned at the end of three months 
aud accepted the position of deputy rc. 
gistrar of Bruce, which he held for some 
three years. He next crossed the im­
aginary line between Huron and Bruce 
and moved to Goderich in 1872, where 
he secured the position of deputy under 
the late Sheriff Macdonald, which posi­
tion he held until the death of the latter. 
Be was a favorite with Sheriff Mac­
donald, and the last words breathed by 
the old man before hie decease were ad­
dressed to him. In Nor., 1884, he was 
appointed deputy by Sheriff Gibbons, 
and occupied that position until the late 
Willie Gibbons was appointed. After 
that he engaged in business as the “peo­
ple’s auctioneer,” became high constable 
ef the county, and ran his little black 
mare to every hole and corner of the 
section,so that his name became a house­
hold word in this district. He left 
these parts in April, 1883, and, when I 
lait heard of him, was sound in wind 
and limb, notwithstanding the ratified

Mr Cox has just reached the capital, 
and he expresses some interesting views 
upon political and lagie'ative questions— 
especially the tarif*! which he believes 
will he materially modified this winter 
by the passage of a compromise measure 
repealing the tobaedfl tax and. placing a 
large number of Utaheceaeities of life on 
the free list gW 

Of contemplated legislation none ie of 
more general interest or importance to 
the people cf the United States than the 
proposed postal telegraph, which finds 
many advocates, particularly among 
those statesmen who were influential in 
pressing the Inter State Commerce bill 
to a successful issue. In fact, it seems 
that the country’s only safe hop# and 
protection against the grasping greed of 
tlie grinding telegraph monopoly, is 
Government control of that system of 
communication. And that- it will come 
sooner or later there is little reason to 
doubt, unless the lobbyists can raise 
enough boodle to capture Congress, 
which I do not believe is purchasable, as 
a whole, though there are reasons for 
concluding that some members have 
their regular prices for. votes and in­
fluence. If that were not true the occu­
pation of the lobbyists would be gone, 
and these persuasive individuals would 
disappear from the oorridora of the Capi­
tol.

Other legislation that is needed and 
will be attempted is a change in both the 
time of electing Congressmen and- the 
date for the meeting of that body. At 
present a Congress ia cbeeen thirteen 
months before it convenes, which ia 
neither in accord with our plan of popu­
lar representation, nor with the advanc­
ed ideas that dominate and permeate the 
modern republican system of govern­
ment. The right way would be to elect 
Congressmen in November, and have 
the session begin—not on the fint Mon­
day in December, as no»„—but on the 
first Monday in January, following the 
election,—thus at a single stroke of 
good policy dispersing with.the long in­
terim and the useless holiday adjourn­
ment, which latter, coming in two or 
three weeks after the opening of the 
session, seems to your correspondent to 
be largely in the line of a farcical per­
formance for a body of such power and 
dignity as the N itional legislative.

There is a good deal of gossip floating 
around the White House which those 
who are well-posted claim to have some 
foundation in feet. It ia said that among 
the first communications that will ge 
from the President to the Senate will be. 
Secretary Lamar’s nomination tor 
Supreme Justice, and that Postmaster 
General Yilaa wit) be appointed to the 
vacant portfolio, to be succeeded him­
self by Deo M. Dickinson, of Michigan.
I merely give these reports for what they 
are worth, and that may be much or 
little.

There is » regular rule in all the 
Federal Departments denying admission, 
to visitors after 2 P.M., which has been 
■irictly enforced except in the State, 
War and Navy Department building ; 
but the watchmen in those Department» 
have now been enjoined to compel strict 
compilante with the prevailing custom— 
so visitors may govern themselves 
accordingly, unless they are fortumlelr 
provided with passes from the superin­
tendent.

In response to the urgent appeals of 
the New York authorities the National 
Government has given orders to use all 
proper and vigilant means to prevent 
the landing at that port of cholera in­
fected vessels—two of which have lately 
arrived there from Italy. Teo of the 
crew of one of these ships succeeded in 
reaching Washington, where they were 
hunted down and disinfected by the 
police.

The past week » youthful newspaper 
correspondent created a great sensation 
by mailing to Chief Justice Waite a 
bogus “infernal” machine. At first it 
was attributed to anarchist sympathizers, 
but the youth, when confronted with the 
evidence of hia indiscretion, said it 
a joke. In the eyes of the law it ia % 
criminal offence.

[The deceased Was Lorn at Boston, 
Mass., in January, 1824, his father and 
mother haring emigrated to America 
from Kerry, Ireland, the year previous. 

Four years later 
his parents remored to Exeter, where he 
received his education. In 1849 he mar­
ried Miss Mary Barrett, eldest daughter 
of Richard Bsrrett.of Killarrey,Ireland. 
Fire years later he was called to the 
bar, and waa also a member of the bar of 
the state of Michigan. His legal attain­
ments soon foretd him into a prominent 
position at the bar of Upper Canada. 
He was reeve of Windsor about this 
t me, and subsequently warden of Essex 
e >unty, a position which he occupied for 
three yean, having been twice unani­
mously elected by the county council. 
He first ran for parliamentary honours 
ii 1861 in 1861 in Essex,but was defeat- 
el by Mr Arthur Rankin, whom, how­
ever, he succeeded in unseating in 1863. 
O 4 the new election he was returned. 
The general election coming on that year 
Mr O'Connor was again elected, but his 
former opponent turned the tables on 
him this time and gained the seat, from 
which he was once more ousted by Mt 
O’Connor in 1867, who represented thar 
• watituency until 1882. In 1870 he ad­
dressed a series of letters to the Cover 
Bor General on the subject on Fenian- 
ism. The late judge was president of 
the Council in Sir John Macdonald's 
Administration during the latter part of 
1872 and earlier months of the following 
year, when he resigned to accept a port­
folio as Minister of Inland Revenue, 
which lie relinquished the same year to 
become Postmaster-General, holding 
the office until the resignation of the 
Government in 1873, In that 
year he was created a Q. C. The ap­
pointment of the late Matthew Crooks 
Cameron as Chief Justice creating a va- 
evney, Mr O’Connor was elevated to 
the bench, his commission as Judge of 
the Queen’s Bench of the High Court of 
Sustice for Ontario dating from Sept. 
11th, 1884. Contrary to the advice of 
b'l uhy»i«;.ini he started out on his au- 
t man circuit a couple of week* ago, hi* 
health having previously displayed un­
favorable symptoms, but his death waa 
wholly unlocked for. His sudden tak­
ing off has created a widespread feeling 
of regret among the members of the 
legal profession, by whom he was univer­
sally respected ai â gettUfitiah and a 
judge, tie lived at No. 85 Gerr&rd 
street east. An Ottawa despatch in the 
papers today states that Mr O’Connor 
commenced an action againat the Do­
minion Government, claiming a large 
sum of money for chargea in preparing 
the case for the Dominion Government 
against Ontario in the celebrated bound­
ary dispute One incident in the life of 
the deceased judge .is well worth pub 
lishing, as showing his resolute nature : 
When about 20 years of age, while chop­
ping in the woods on his father’s farm, 
on a cold winter’s day, after a heavy 
-snow storm, a tree fell on him, pinning 
one of his legs to the earth. His cries 
for assistance bringing him no relief, he 
seized the axe and with one blow aevered 
the imprisoned limb. Then taking out 
his handkerchief he bandaged up the 
bleeding stump and dragged himaelf 
through the cold and snow to his father’s 
house. J

The 
Princess de Sagan appeared in » tight 
fitting fourreau dresa of Velvet a"” 
damas that clung to her fair form like a 
glove.

Each wore a dia­
mond brooch with the five arrows of the 
maison de Rothschild, with pearl and 
opal doves bearing an olive branch in 
their iribuths—a present from the bride. 
Besides these young ladies there were 
fifteen ladies of honor, all with the same 
coiffure, namely : A delicious little 
mouse gray felt bat, trimmed with large 
pink ribbons and feathers.

Jenny Lind, whose death was announc­
ed recently was the daughter of a 
teacher of languages in Stockholm, in 
which city she was born on October 21, 
1821. At three years of age she could 
■iug correctly any piece she had once 
heard, and at nine she was placed, by 
the advice of Madame Lundburg, a cele 
brated actress at Stockholm, under 
Croelius, a famous teacher of music, 
Count Pucke, manager of the Court 
Threatre, felt disinclined to act on 
Croelius’» recommendation of his youth­
ful pupil, on account of her want of per­
sonal attractions ; but after hearing her 
sing, be caused her name at once to be 
entered at the Musical Academy, where 
■he made rapid progress, She acted re 
pea telly in children’s parts on the 
Stockholm stage until her twelfth year, 
when her upper notes lost their sweet­
ness. For four years the studied music 
theoretically, until on one occasion, 
when the fourth act of Meyerbeer’s 
“Robert le Diable” waa to be performed 
at a grand concert, and the humble part 
of Alice was declined by the female 
vocalists of the city, Berg, the director 
of the Academy, applied to Jenny Lind. 
Her performances showed that every 
note of her register had recovered its 
power ?nd purity, and she was greeted 
with enthusiasm. Her next success was 
in the part of Agatha, in “Freichutz,” 
and for a year and a half she continued 
the star of the opera at Stockholm. 
Having by a aeries of concerts in the 
principal towns of Norway and Sweden, 
obtained the meant of going to Paris, 
•he studied, not without eome previous 
discouragement. under G»*cla, \ 
after her arrival iu Paris she was intro 
duced to Meyerbeer, who was anxious 
to enuige her for Berlin, but ehe pre­
ferred returning to her native city, where 
she enjoyed a great triumph on her re­
appearance, in 1844. She went to Dresden 
in 1845 sang at the fete» on the Rhine 
during the Queen of England’s visit to 
Berlin, and afterwards at Frankfort. 
Cologne and Vienna. She first appear­
ed before a London audience in May, 
1847, as Alice in “Robert le Diable.” 
followed by a series of unparalleled 
triumphs in the “Somnambule," “La 
Figlia del Reggimento," “Puritani," etc. 
She sang in 1848 for the first time in an 
orateric, “Elijah," which was given at 
Exeter Hall for the purpose of founding 
musical scholarships In honor of 
Mendelssohn. She visited New York 
in 1850, under tbe auspices of Mr. 
Barnnni, and was enthusiastically re­
ceived, but dira,dved the engagement

Prematurely in 1851, and was married to 
l. Otto Goldschmidt, a skillful pianist 

and conductor, and retired from the 
stage. She reappeared in 1855, in 1861, 
in 1863 and in 1864 for a limited period 
She has shown a generous disposition, 
and has been instrumental in adding 
many thousands of pounds to the chari­
table institutions of every country which 
ehe has visited.

There are no trifles in this life. To 
give new emphasis to this familiar troth 
the Youth's Companion brings forward 
the very impressive fact that the whole 
income cf all the people of thie country 
is an average of almost exactly hfty cants 
a day.

And 
if be also considered that a very 
majority of the people rece.ve leu then 
the average, the proportion which one 
cent bears to the daily income is increas­
ed.

Probably, however, most who dip into 
statistics at all are much more profound­
ly impressed by the fact that the gross 
annual income of ell the people is ten 
thousand million dollar», although prac­
tically the first named fact is far the 
more important. The mind loves to 
dwell on great things rather than on 
little drops of And little grains of 
sand make the mighty ocean and the 
beauteous land ; but that fact does nut 
generally make a very deep iinpreuion.

The truth nevertheless is of prime im­
portance ; and nowhere does it hold 
more inexorably than in family life. It 
is the oft-recurring “trifling expenses" 
that coniume the income. It ii the neg­
ligence of the “insignificant” attentions, 
which love or politeneu should prompt 
that makes hearts ache. It is the utter­
ance of pretty jealousies or complaints 
that drives love from the fireside.

Take any department of domestic 
economy, and see how much the“triflea" 
count for. The brightneu and good 
cheer of the parlor depend on the little 
contrivances of the thrifty housewife. 
The hospitality, health and eavory at­
tracts eneu of the dining table depend 
on her skill in the tedious details of cul­
inary laws. Whatever literary 'charm 
bleues your family is the result of a few 
hooka and a few magazines.

How important, then, to heed the ex­
hortation : Be careful about little 
things. lake care of the pennii 
Choose your words, and utter no idle or 
thoughtleu ones. Watch the papers 
and picture» that are handed to your 
children. Notice vour attitude toward 
the Bible, toward your minister, toward 
the family altar, and be assured that it ia 
the little actions thoughtlessly uid and 
done that are forming your child’s moral 
and religious character. Verily, there 
are no trifles in domestic life.

The 
appetite is never spontaneous ; and if it 
appears to be ao in an individual case, 
then it ia certain the seeds were town in 
a former generation. There ii and can 
be no effect without an adequate cause, 
and in tbe anatomical conformation and 
physiological development of the anima] 
functions no provision haa been made 
for the existence of a taste for alcoholic 
drinks, independent of the habit of the 
individual or hie progenitors, at least no 
icientiit and ao investigator haa yet 
been able to find such a provision. If it 
should be admitted that the lesser stimu­
lant may aupplant the use of a greater, 
the argument would still be against wine 
and in favor of lager beer, as the latter 
contains only about half as much alcohol 
aa the former, and the temperance wine 
advocates are logically compelled, and 
for temperance reason», to advocate 
beer as a temperance drink to pre­
vent the uae of wine, whiskey, brandy, 
etc.”

While favoring the culture of table 
grapes aa among the most luscious and 
wholesome of fruits, we heartily second 
this objection by Dr. Du Bois to the ill- 
considered effort of persona of influence 
horticultural circles to give impetus to 
an evil that shadows our land with aor 
row and foreboding.

Our »tay here, however, being shorter 
then we had enticlpated we were unable 
tp do the lions in rxtenso ee it were, end 
had -tc content ouraeleee with casual 
glances. Gar route wm from Halifax 
to Boston by boat ; wii.s leaving home 
we understood that the host left semi- 
weekly. XVv found,however thet, owing 
to the lose of one of the company’s 
boats, there wae now only a boat week­
ly, which left on Ssturday. Ae we weru 
somewhat reelrioted to time, we did not 
care to remain in Halifax all week, so 
decided to change our route and go by 
rail via XVindaor to Annapolie, thence to 
Boston by boat XVhiie wearing cor 
ticket» for next morning at the Cook’e 
ticket agency, we met our New York 
friend who wae going the Mme way. Aa 
we had only bad occasional glimpse*

owah pahty” we as­
sumed that they were remaining the 
reel of the week and gave them no 
further thought. On Tuesday morning 
after breakfast we left for the railway 
station in company with New York, 
who was staying at the next house. 
Imagine our surprise on arriving at the 
Intercolonial depot, to find the “pahty" 
in full force, with

jack-in the-box

rushing about in hia usual state of wild 
excitement in search of some official with 
whom to make arrangements far a ape- 
ci*l car. They were going through to 
Boston the Mme way m ourselves, so we 
hadn’t got rid of them yet. New York, 
who was psrticularly sour on the crowd, 
was greatly disgusted, but consoled him 
self with the hope that they would re­
main in their "special, "m he didn’t want 
the “darn crittera" buzzing around him. 
After leaving the city, the line follow» 
for seme nine mile» the shore of the 
Bedford Bmiii which ie a lovely sheet of 
water from two to three miles wide, 
surrounded by hills varying from two to 
three hundred feet high, Paaaing 
through the euburb of Richmond we 
make a short itop at the

FOUR MILE HOUSE,
whiah is quite a summer resort, within 
easy reach of the city. The place wm 
formerly the residence of the Duke of 
Kent when commander hero. Continu­
ing along the ehcre of the BMin, in 
many place» skirting the water’s edge, 
we arrive at the pretty village of Bed­
ford, aituated at the head of the BMin. 
This plica is the favorite summer resort 
of the Haligonians, and hM several 
lumtner hotels, besides private villa re­
sidences along the shore. Bathing, fish­
ing and lobster spearing can be indulged 
in to any extent. A few miles further on 
we arrive at Windsor junction,where we 
switch off the Intercolonial main lice 
on to that of the Windsor and Annapolis 
railway, The line from here across the 
country to XVindeor passes through some 
wild, rugged looking country, very good 
from a scenic point of view, >ut I should 
say very poor for agricultural purpoees. 
After traversing some miles of this kind 
of scenery we find ourselves 

at windsoe,
standing on a large hill, and commaad- 
ing extensive views of the surrounding 
country. This tonn ie celebrated m 
having been the birthplace of the late 
Judge Haliburton, better known bv hia 
non de plume of Sam Slick. King's 
college, the oldest university in Canada, 
founded in 1781, Is here, as is also Clif­
ton, the former residence of Judge 
Haliburton. Soon after leaving XVind­
aor we croM the river Avon, on a very 
fine iron trestle bridge, and just here we 
came upon a grand view over the Brain 
of Minra, with the bold promontory of 
Cape Blomidon in the distance, A few 
miles farther on after paraing Falmouth 
and Hants port, we pull up at a little 
wayside station, and find ourselves where

Fundy by the “North Mountain/’ a 
ridge of trap rack averaging 500 feet in 
height, which runs dear from Cape 
Blomidon to Digby Gut At Cambridge, 
a few mile» further on, we raw a large 
number of tenta,&<l,in the field, and all 
the evidence of a large military camp, 
where eeveral volunteer regiment! were 
encamped. Still running on, we croea 
tne Annapolie river at Bridgetown, and 
follow it» winding cunrae through a beau­
tiful valley to Annapolie Royal, the eile 
at the first town «attled in Acadia mere 
than two centuries ago. Our time here 
wm short, m the train waa behind time, 
and we merely stopped a few minuter. 
I regretted not having sufficient time to 
visit this place at leasure, rich M it is in 
historical asaociations. The name of 
Champlain and De Monte, Bieneoort 
end La Tour are interwoven with its 
early history which datai back to the 
early years of the 17th century. Fin* 
founded and colonized by the French it
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1 «Il SCÉN* OF NUMEROUS Hi BO EH, 
battle» and massacres during the stormv 
times when England and France were 
contending for the mratery in North 
American ; and which lasted with little, 
intermission until the final triumph of 
the British arm» on the Plains of Abra­
ham. The remains of ancient fortifica­
tions and even some of the old guns are 
raid to be still visible on the site of old 
Port Royal. Leaving the wharf we 
steamed down the beautiful Annapolie 
Brain to Digby, some fourteen miles, at 
the lower end, where we first got a 
glimpse of the entrance, Digby Got, a 
narrow channel some 100 yards or so in 
width, with cliffs from 400 to 600 feet in 
height on either side. I have aeon some 
c* the finest harbors in my time, Cork, 
Halifax, Sydney, Rio da Janiero and 
Hsvana, but in my opinion Annapolie 
Brain is the ,
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where b* will h 
ere with Frart 
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MOST PERFECT NATURAL HARBOB
of all. With a length of some fourteen 
miles and a greatest width of about 
three, it ia spacious enough to hold the 
navies of the world, and, with a little 
assistance to nature, could defy any 
attack ; it ia besides perfectly sheltered 
from everv wind. Ita shores are lined 
with farm», gardens and orchards, while—£ 
pretty, farm houses dot the hillside all 
around. There ia little in the peaceful 
aspect of thia brain now to aoggrat the 
many rangoinery conflict» of which it hra , 
been the scene. Approaching Digby 
we had to lie off, aa the tide wm too low 
to permit of our going to the wharf. 
Some cargo, mainly fish packed in ice, 
for the Boston market, wae brought off 
on a flat boat in Ipw of a tog, and after 
taking thia in we Were off again, through 
the Got where tide runs so rapidly that 
nothing but a steamer could stem it, and 
out into the

BAT OF FUNDT,
bound for Boston. Thia, I may ray, waa 
the only diragreeable or uncomfortable 
portion uf the whole trip, ,Tlic boat 
which wm a poor affair wm greatly over­
crowded, the Boeton party alone num­
bering over 60, and considérable disap- 
pointaient wm experienced in securing 
staterooms. They managed to get state­
room accommodation for the ladira of 
the party, but the greater number of the 
men, like ourselves had to hang it out 
on stretchers in the lower cabin. New 
York, with hia cu.tom.ry ratutenoM, 
made a deal with one of the engineers 
for the use of hi» stateroom, and eo got 
ahead of the reel m regarde comfort.
The table wm dietinetly poor with at­
tendance to match, everything being 
cold. However, we consoled ourselves 
with the thought that it wasn’t for long,
