DELEGATES MEET.

A special meeting of the League
Delegates took place yesterday after-
noon to investigate into an alleged
improper action on the part of a city
hockeyist, it being reported about the
city that he confronted the Manager
of the visiting hockey team to cook the
second game which took place be-
tween St. John's and Windsor. A
lengthy conference was held in which
every club was represented. There
were present: G. Herder /(Crescents) ;
N. J. Vinnicombe (Victorias); D.
Walsh (St. Bon’s); H. Dickenson
(Feildians) ; also Secretary, Mr. John
Tobin, F. V. Chesman, G. Marshall and
J. P. Blackwood.

The chief item of business was the
hearing of Mr. Chesman’'s evidence
who was present when Mr. Marshall,
of the city team, interviewed Mr. Mit-
chell of the Windsor team. It was
found that the rumours afloat were
greatly exaggerated, although it was
upheld by the League that Mr. Mar-
shall did not display good judgment
by saying anything out of the ordinary
that would give the foreigner an op-
portunity of reporting him. . Before
the adjournment the following Resolu-
tion was passed:—

“That. the League strongly disap-
proves of the action of Mr. Marshall
in visiting the Crosbie Hotel on the
evening in question, and discussing
with the Manager of the Windsor
team the result that the second match
would have on .the financial outcome
of the series; that such action was
unknown to the other members of the
City team; and that it was such as
might seriously reflect on the success
of the League in the conduct of Hoc-
key.

“The League is, however, of opin-
jon from the evidence disclosed that
Mr. Marshall acted without due
thought as to the consequences of his
discussion, and that his action onh the
occasion does not merit further steps
being taken by the League.”
