Thus education should be the great­
est aspiration of human endeavor;

most important thing in the world. 
Let them look for a moment at one 
of the most retrogressive condition^ 
of present-day life in England—thé 
recurring and increasing outbursts of 
passionate discontent among thé 
working-classes, resulting In incalcul­
able economic loss from strikes'and
lockouts and a deplorable absence of
good-feeling, sympathetic interest, 
and even patriotic effort, owing to the 
strife between employers and employ­
ees. Did any reasonable being sup­
pose that this was a normal or Inevi­
table condition? Surely not. It wns 
the reeult of human fovces^gnorantly 
applied producing mutual woe where 
common weal should prevail. Both 
parties In the struggle usually dis­
played an equal amount of ignorance.

With a truly educated people all 
Industrial progress would be admit­
tedly dependant on the perfect accord 
between capital and labour In the 
pursuit of an end mutally advantage­
ous. Meanwhile, the whole nation 
was being kept in a condition of in­
efficiency, compared with what they, 
knew would be possible- were the 
whole industrial population of em- 
plyees and the employed working to­
gether in perfect accord, with the 
common aim of producing the most 
perfect products at the minimum of 
cost, and the maximum of benefit to 
both labour’ and capital. Such ac­
cord, would he believed, be found to 
lie in some system of profit-sharing 
between employer and employee, for 
on no other principles could indus­
try be conducted so as to satisfy the 
equity and the justice of the claims of 
labour.

From Labrador.
The s.s. Kyle. Capt Parsons, arriv­

ed here at 7.30 a.m. yesterday from 
Labrador, completing her first trip to 
that coast in 14 days, going and re­
turning. The ship went down as far 
is Smoky Tickle, which she reached 
on Monday last, the 9th inst., and met 
a good deal of Ice, but the ship proved 
herself a fine Ice-breaker and forced 
through it without difficulty, while she 
llso proved to be an excellent sea 
boat. The ship could not proceed fur­
ther north than Smoky, as a solid jam 
of ice confronted her, and having 
landed the crews and freight for ttat 
ind other places, the ship started 
south. The Kyle made the run back, 
calling at all the ports of call', in 5 
Jays, and but for heavy fog and the 
presence of innumerable icebergs, she 
would have arrived here Saturday. 
The residents of the coast report they 
had a stormy and very cold winter, 
furs wfere comparatively scarce and 
i rappers did not get much more in the 
ohape of peltries than they did for the 
reason of 1912. The food the ship 
carried in her cargo was a welcome 
guest in some places. Not much sick­
ness was reported on the coast the 
past winter. Her passengers here 
were W. G. Gliesh, P. G. Smith, "F. 
Lewis, Rev. G. Paddon and 4 steerage.

Lost Foremast.
The schr. Nellie M„ Capt. Keefe,, 

left here yesterday for Cape Broyle 
deeply laden with supplies and carry­
ing a deckload. Capt. Keefe was in 
company with the schr. J. J. Nolan 
md Mignonette, and it blew a stiff gale 
from N. W. by N. At 8.15 a.m., when 
trying to negotiate Cape Spear, a 
more than ordinary heavy squall 
itruck her and carried the foremast 
iut of her. It came to the deck with 
a crash, but fortunately none of the 
men on board were near or they 
might have been killed. Skipper Keefe 
signalled for the tug and the Ingra­
ham towed her to port. She tied up 
it Goodridge’s wharf at 11.15.

Terrible 
Affair.

Man Without Provocation Stabs An-
ether In Abdomen — The Victim,
John Hudson, Very Ill.
At 10 a.m. to-day a young man 

named Patrick Clarke, aged 23 years, 
without provocation of .any kind, and 
without the slightest warning to his 
victim plunged a sheath knife in 
John Hudson’s stomach on the 
right side and infleted a wound of 
about two inches in length, through 
which the intestines protruded. Both 
work at the Smith Co.’s premises on 
which the stabbing took place, and 
Clarke’s father Is the night watchman
there, while Hudson has been 
working at the place since Mr. Hick­
man took charge now several years 
ago. Clarke has been very deaf for
some years and the belief is that this 
has more or less affected his mind 
and lie has had violent periods on sev­
eral occasions. Saturday night Of 
fleers O’Neill and Churchill wen 
called to hie father's residence, Lewie 
Square, where he was demolishing 
the furniture, and at his father’s re­
quest arrested him the man resisting 
ho violently that he had to D» 
handcuffed. He was released this 
morning from custody. snd Ills 
father on the advice of Pr. Cowperth- 
watte to who he spoke as to his mental 
condition advised him to have him 
re-àrrested so that he might make on 
examination as to hts sanity. The 
father was watting at the station to­
day about 10.15 to see the proper 
police authority to again have his 
son arrested as advised when the lat­
ter was brought into the station by 
Cortst. O’Neill and Tulk charged with 
stabbing Hudson. As to the par- 
tlculars we got them from Mr. Hick­
man, of the Smith Co., Ltd. " Hud­
son who had been watching on the 
premises while the men wex-e >t 
breakfast between 8 and 9 o’clock, 
left to get his breakfast at 10. .Clarke 
came on the premises shortly be­
fore 10 and just outside the office bé- 
gan to pace up and down in the yard 
with his head hung down as if think­
ing deeply. He was seen to have a 
sheath knife at his waist but no per­
son for an instant deemed that he 
had Intended, to use it.

Hudson came back from his 
breakfast at 10 a.m. and, just as he 
entered the gate, Clarke drew- the 
knife and plunged it into the lower 
part of his abdomen on the right side. 
He then walked quickly down the 
wharf holding the knife in his hand. 
Hudson sat down on some barrels 
of herring near and believed the other 
had only hit him with his fist, and 
complained to Mr. John Boggan, coop- 
per of the premises, and a lad named 
John Jeans, who witnessed the stab­
bing, that .Clarke had knocked all the 
wind out of him. Soon after he said 
he would "ge home, and he started to 
walk acrosk, the yard when he be­
came faint and fell, and had to be as­
sisted to a seat on some barrels. -Mr. 
Hickman, Who catoe out as Mr. Bbg- 
gan ran to the injured mas’s aid, saw
that he was seriously hurt. andVOpen- 
ing his clothes found that a danger­
ous wound had been inflicted arid that 
the entrails protruded. Despatching 
a messenger for the police, officers 
O’Neill agd Tulk. were soon on the 
premises, ignd finding Clarke with the 
knife still on him, overpowered fifth 
only after à stiff fight: And handcuffed 
him and drove him to the station. 
Hudson was placed cm some 
boards and covered with a coat, and 
soon Drs. Roberts and Cowperth- 
waite, called by telephone from Mr. 
Hickman’s office, were at his side. 
Little could be done tor .him, and the 
ambulance being summoned he was 
taken to the Hospital, where Dr. 
Knight examined the wound and did 
all possible for him. The man did not 
Weed much externally, but it was 
feared that there was Internal hem­
orrhage and that his chances for re­
covery would be slim. At 2 pjn. he 
was doing as well as could be ex­
pected. The wound Is a ’ 
one. but the Hospital

lieve that if no complications set in 
he may live. Hudson is a man of 
about 55 years and resides on Pleas­
ant‘Street. He formerly was a resi­
dent of King’s Road, and was known 
as a harmless, quiet man, and more 
or less weakly. ; Clarke had the 
reputation of being somewhat afflicted 
with mental trouble, and once before, 
so rumor has it, hurt a man with a 
knife, though not seriously. The af­
fair is an unfortunate one in its every 
respect.

PARIS, June 15.
A French force has been ambushed 

and seriously cut up by Moroccans. 
The column, under Col. Mangur, 
which had been operating In the Tab­
la region, about a hundred miles 
from Marraklsh, was surprised by a 
large force of the enemy near Kafiza. 
Before it could extricate itself 64 
were killed and 1,000 wounded. The 
General Concha, was fired upon by 
the natives. The gunboat Lania res­
cued 63 of the crew, including 13 
wounded. Three men are missing, 
and nine have fallen into the hands 
of the Moors. The Commander of 
the vessel fell dead on the bridge 
shot through the eye.

LONDON, June 15.
The intervention of the Czar of 

Russia in the Serbo-Bulgarian con­
troversy, was so timely and author­
itative that peace now seems to be 
practically assured. His offer to art 
bitrate could not have been declined, 
by either party without stultification, 
and, what is of more importance, 
without risking the loss of all that 
has been gained in the war with Tur­
key. An intimation that if pacific in­
tervention were disregarded it would 
be followed by military measures, 
brought the Bulgarians to their sen­
ses, for they could expect no consid­
eration from Russia if the Slav cause 
were imperilled by the arbitrament 
of battle.

The wat­
erplane, or sea-going aeroplane, rests 
on the water on floats.LETTER? at When the 
engine is started it rushes along the 
surface, leaving a double line of foam 
behind it, at a speed which gradually 
increase.

It Is prac­

tically certain that the flight will be 
accomplished eastwards—that is, from 
America to England, with the pre­
vailing winds favoring the pilot. But 
the shortest route will not be taken. 
The Atlantic flyer will keep to the 
main steamer track, and the distança 
he covers will not bn less than 2,dot) 
miles,

Imagine then, the first attempt, 
The flyer will have a comrade, Their 
machine will be at least 150 horse 
power, probably mere, and they will 
travel at 76 miles an hour, and carry 
petrel and oil for six hours, They 
have 2,606 miles to go In three days, 
but there is no reason why titty 
should net fly by night ns well ns hy 
day,

They start from Hi, John's, NHd„ 
at dawn on a summer day, They 
rise in the harbor, and circle until 
they reach a height of 5,000 or 6,000 
fret. They fly southeast. They can 
see 50 miles at least in every direc­
tion. Presently they sight a great 
liner and know they have struck tne 
track. They turn due east, and with 
a light west» wind behind them cover 
80 miles to the hour with the engines 
giving full power. By eleven o'clock 
in the morning they have covered 400 
—500 miles.

Now comes the anxious moment. 
Somewhere on the sea below them is 
their first depot ship, with food, oil. 
and petrol. The pilot’s comrade works 
the wireless. They get connection, 
change their course, sight the ship, 
and, with one long, sileut swoop, with 
the engine stopped, descend on the 
waves beside her. They rest two 
hours or so, and reascend at two 
o'clock. They have six clear hours of 
daylight left, and 500 more to go to 
the next depot ship.

Two more stages of equal length, 
and, the $50,000 is theirs.
