A DISTINCT SUCCESS.

“Within the Law,” the opening bill
of the Klark Urban Co., was greeted
with a capacity house at the Casino
Theatre last night.

She jumps into
a river but is rescued by Joe Garson
a forger and taken to his home.
. It is then Mary begins her career of
“a crook within the law.” - She be-
comes associated with Agnes Lynch, a
girl who has “done time” for black-
mail, and who is the leader of a gang
of pickpockets. Mary is opposed to
the methods of Garson and Agnes and
adopts a system of operations, which
together with legal advice ' enables
them  to amass thousands and live in
luxury. On several occasions their
home ‘is visited by the police who
threaten, but to no purpose as Mary
very carefully keeps all her business
“within the law.”

ael Meldola and other leading chem-
ists.

Another part ‘'of the policy outlined
is to see that the German control of
ores and metals within the Empire
passes from German hands. After the
war it was found that certain coal
mines in the United Kingdom were
owned or controlled by Germans.

In Australia, where the providing of
spelter by a German monopoly led to
embarrassment, owing to the fact that !
spelter is essential to the production
of munitions, Mr. Hughes, the Feder-
al Attorney-General, introduced a Bill
into the Commonwealth early last
summer providing that existing con-
tracts with German smelting firms be
cancelled, This action was taken to
break up the practical monopoly of
Australia's metals by German firms,
The Editor of the United Empire in
commenting on this said ir his issue
last October:—

“The irony of the situation which
has obtained during the past fourteen
months was foreibly illustrated in the
High Court of Justice in London in the
early days of Beptember when the firm
of Hirsch & Bohn, a firm of metal mor-
ehants and smelters, residing and
carrying on business at Halberstadt in
Germany, applied to the British Courts
to compel the Zine Corporation, an
English Company, to fulfil a contract
entered upon in 1910 which gave the
alien firm practieal control of the wpel-
ter markets of the world,' 'The annual
gpelter production of the world stands
at about a milllon tons, Roughly &
third of this was produced in Germany,
a similar amount in the United Btates,
200,000 tons in Belglum and France,
and about 70,000 tons in Great Britain,
The contract whieh was under de-
elalon was to the effect that the Zine
Corporation should supply the German
merehants with some 90,000 tons on
the average in each year from 1910
to 10190—a very significant period,
when the value of spelter fof muni-
tions is realised. During that time the
German firm .sought to prevent the
gale of the products of the Broken
Hill Mines to anyone élse. The Eng-
lish Company naturally claimed that
the outbreak of hostilities not merely
suspended the fulfilment of their obli-
gations till after the War, but that the
contracts were absolutely dissolved by
the declaration of War on, August 4,
1914, Judgment was given in their
favour.

Right Hand Man

Paris, Dec. 12.—The appointment of
General Courrieres de Castelnau to be
chief of the French staff is only offi-
cially announced to-day, although it
has been anticipated for several days.
General de Castelnau will now be
General Joffre’s right hand man, and,
while responsible with regard to the
whole front in France, he will retain
his rank as commandér of a group of
armies. b 1

care asked General Gallieni’s opinion
as to this post, he made the same
nomination. “And as a second whom
would you say?’ asked the President,
“Castelnau,” was the reply. “And as
a third?” “Castelnau,” again answer-
ed the War Minister.

In fact Castelnau is one of the most
experienced and trusted of French
commanders, His defence of the
Grand Courenne of Nancy was the ne-
cessary base of the victory of the
Marne, He then passed to the direc-
tion of the army of the Somme during
what i8-called the race for the sea,
and during the past summer he was
placed in charge of the group of the
armies of the ecentre, which has sinece
won the battle of Champagne.

General de Castelnau is 64, At 18
he left the Jesult College of Baint Gab=
riel for a military sehoel. In the war
of '70 he took part in the flerce fight=
ing on the Loire, rising to the rank of
eaptain, At Nancy he comimanded a
company - of the famous Irish Divie-
ion, and 44 years later from the same
spot he fought the foe that swept
along the Lorraine frontier in the
first weeks.

Later he saw service in Cochin,
China and Algiers, and in 1906 he was
made a general. He was called to
Paris by General Joffre in 1913 to be-
come chief of the general staff.

Two sons of General de Castelnau
have fallen in the war. Two others
are still fighting.. The general is be-
loved by his men, and his visits to the
trenches to see how they are faring,
and tp ask little intimate questions
about their private lives, have been
an inspiration to many a man before
battle. %

Personally, General de Castelnau is
2 determined-looking man. His square
chin, his straight aquiline nose, and
his broad forehead all express his
strength of purpose.

Whiskers are more comnion in
[urope than in America owing to the
primitive methods used by Buropean
barbers. Forty years ago, most
Americans wore beards and the laun-
dry men had a hard time to keep soul
and body together, while the necktie
business was entirely dead. In Rus-
sia, whigkers are used as a substitute
for mufflers, while in América many
young doctors use them as a substi-
tute for experience. Otherwise, they
are practically without value. The
fiiest whiskers are grown in France,
but the sturdiest and most deeply
rooted variety sprang up in Kansas in
the early nineties and spread over the
state like the Canada thistle, being
uprooted only after a terrific struggle
i1 -the campaign of 1898,
Of all the presidents of the United
States only six have worn beards, in-
cluding Lincoln, who wore his by
request. This would indicate that it
is a great feat to raise both a beard
and a presidential boom at the .same
time, and that the wise man will con-
fine himself to one or the other.

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REGIMENTS ANNIHILATED!

Troops Suffered Frdm Thirst and Lack of Re-

inforcements---Some of the Subjects Refer-

red to By Gen. Hamilton in His Report.

London, Jan. 6.—General BSir Ian:
Hamilton’s report on the British op-
erations on the Gallipoli Peninsula |
was published in the Official Gazette
to-night.

The Suvla Bay landing failed to ac-
complish its object, the report shows,
partly because the force consisted
Jurgely of untried troops under Gen-
erals inexperienced in the new war-
fare, and partly through the failure
of the water supply. The sufferings
of the troops for lack ¢ water make
painful reading.

General Hamilton bestows the high-
est possible praise upon the bravery
of the men. He believes that after the
middle of August the Turks outnum-
bered the British and had plenty of!
fresh soldiers and munitions, while
the British Government was unable
to furnish him with the reinforce-
ments he <wanted. The General strong-
ly opposed the abandonment of any of
the bases held by the British troops.

The most striking passages of the

By night, except for prisoners
or wounded, no live Turk was left up-
on our side of the slope.

By the evening the total casualties
of General Birdwood’s force had
reached 12,000, and included a very
large proportion of officers. The
Thirteenth Division of the New Army,
under Major-General Shaw, had aloné
lost 6,000, out of a grand total of 10,-
500. Brigadier-General Baldwin was
gone, and all his staff, men, command-
irg officers, thirteen, had disappear-
The
Warwicks and Worcesters had lost
literally every single officer.

The old German notion that no unit
could stand the loss of more than
twenty-five per cent. has been com-
pletely falsified. The Thirteenth Di-
vision and the Twenty-Ninth Brigade
of the Tenth Irish Division had lost
more than twice that, and in spirit
were game for as much more fighting
as might be required.

The British had held all they gain-
ed, except two impertant salients, one
a hill, momentarily carried by the
Gurkhas, and the position on Chunnik
Bair, which had been retained 48
hours.

“Unfortunately,” says General Ham-
ilton, “these two pieces of ground,
small and worthless as they seemed,
were worth, according to the ethics
of war, ten thousand lives, for by their
loss or retention they just marked the
differences between an important suc-
cess and a signal victory. The coup
had not come off, the Narrows were

‘out of sight and beyond fleld gun

range, but this was not the fault of
General Birdwood; or any of-the offi~:
cers or men under his command.”
The first operations in the Anzac
zone appeared to have been carried
out with comparative success. Gen-
eral Hamilton compliments the navy
for landing the first of them at dawn
from a distance of 120 miles at the
psychological moment when they were
most needed, But the navy was un-
willing to land six battalions where
the corps commander considered they
could act most effectively, The cause
of the navy's action, General Hamil-
ton says, was for, some reason not
specified, but it resulted in delay,
“On the morning of the 8th,” says
the repert, "General Stepford, recol-
lpeting the vast issues which hung
upon his suceess in forestalling the
enemy, urged his divisional eommand-
ors to push oen; otherwise all the ad-
vantages of the surprised landing
must be nullified. But the divisional
eommanders believed themaelves to be
unable to move,!

The divisional generals
were informed that in view of the in-
adequate artillery support- General
Stopford did not wish them'to make
frontal attacks on entrenched positions
but desired them to try to turn any
trenches which were met with. With-

in the terms of this instruction lies'

the root of our failure to make use of
the priceless daylight hours of the
8th of August.

General Hamilton explains that the

senior commanders lacked experience '
in the new trench warfare, and in the !

Turkish methods, and appreciation of
the paramount importance of time. On
the 15th General Stopford was reliev-
ed of the command of his division
corps, Gen. de Lisle succeeding him.
Accounts in the report of the suffer-
ing of the soldiers from lack of water
are graphic. “At times,” he says, “I
thought of throwing my reserves into
this stubborn central . battle, where

probably they would have turned the .

scale, But each time water troubles
made me give up the idea, all ranks
at Anzac being reduced to a pint a
day. True thirst is a sensation un-|
known, to the dwellers in cool, well-

watered England, but at Anzac when |

the mules with the water bags arrived
at the front, the men would rush up to
them in swarms just to lick the mois-
ture that exuded through the canvas
bags. Until wells had been discovered
under freshly-won hills, the reinforc-
ing of Anzac by even so much as a
brigade was unthinkable.”

Concerning the water supply for the
troops landed at Suvla he says: *“I
regret to say that the measures actu-
ally taken for distribution proved to
be inadequate, and suffering and dis-
organization ensued,

“The distribution of water from the
beaches failed to work smaothly, The
goldiers cut the hose to fill thelr water
bottles, and llghters grounded so far
from the beaeh that the men had to
swim to them to fill the bottles,”

In the middle of August, Gpneral
Hamilton estimates, the Turks had
110,000 rifies to the British 05,000, The
Turks had plenty of ammunition and
reserves, while the British divisions
were 45,000 below thelr normal
strength, General Hamilton wanted
50,000 fresh rifles. He sent a long
cablegram asking for reinforcements
and munitions, believeing that with
them furnished at once the “troops
could clear a passage for the fleet to
Constantinople.” :

“It may be judged how deep was
my disappointment,” he says, “when
1 learned that essential drafts of re-
inforcements had munitions could not
be sent, the reason given being one
which prevented me from further in-
sistence.”

Sickness, the legacy of the desper-
ately trying summer, took a heavy
toll of the survivors of so many ardu-
ous conflicts. But all ranks were
cheerful. All remained confident that
so long as they stuck to their guns
the country would stick to them and
see them victoriously through the last
and greatest of crusades.
