without a dissenting voice has au­
thorized the most stupendous loan in 
thé history of the world, seven billions 
ot dollars. Such a colossal sum is 
simply incomprehensible. It staggers 
the imagination although the average 
person speaks of it as glibly as though 
it were thousands instead of billions. 
The largest and wealthiest city in the 
world, New York, is valued at little 
more than the amount which the Unit­
ed States offers as its first contribu­
tion towards the war. Three billions 
of this appropriation is to be lent to 
the Allies immediately. .

Congress has entered into the work 
of prosecuting the war with all the en­
ergy at its command. Even the paci­
fists who opposed a declaration of war 
are now working in unison with those 
who favoured hostilities.

The ship building programme has 
been taken up with enthusiasm, 1,00k 
ships of 3,000 tons each are to be built 
within a year. This is America’s an­
swer to Lloyd George’s appeal for 
ships and still more ships. America’s 
shipping will constitute an actual pon­
toon bridge across the Atlantic. The 
constant procession ot craft laden 
with food and supplies is expected to 
nullify the submarine blockade and 
thus win the war. Before America’s 
troops can be sent to the trenches h*r 
shipping scheme may force Germany 
to sue for peace. With the 650,000 
tons of captured Teutonic shipping 
added t<? the tonnage about to be built 
the United States will possess a most 
formidable merchant marine. Gen. 
Goethals the constructor of the Pana­
ma Canal, is to assume charge of the 
building programme. Needless to say 
there will be gloom in Germany in a 
few months if the' submarine blockade 
is broken.

The destruction of the great Eddy- 
stone munitions factory with the loss 
of 125 lives, mostly girls, was the first 
visitation of German frighttulness in 
this country since war was declared. 
Spies inside the plant are blamed for 
the terrible, disaster.

The authorities are about to assume 
control ot the food situation. A maxi­
mum price will be placed on all neces­
sities and the rascals who gamble in 
food stuffs will be severely dealt with. 
As the situation now stands the Allies 
hopes rest in the United States in the 
matter ot food supplies. Without food 
from America there can be po hope of 
victory and if crops are reduced at the 
next harvest/the country may be 
placed on rations.

The work of rounding up spies and 
German sympathizers still goes on 
and many arrests have been made. The 
authorities, however, intend to be very 
liberal with honest critics of the Gov­
ernment and few newspapers will 
have cause to fear confiscation' or 
suppression. Such pfcâyune business 
as changing names of places and ar­
ticles because they happen to be of 
German origin finds little favor gen­
erally. It savors too much of the gos­
pel of hate and is too silly to be en-

tertained seriously. Let ^he despoilers 
of Belgium and France have the 
monopoly of this kind of hatred.

This is not the first 
time he has neglected to include our 
small dominion among those fighting 
under- the banner of Britain. Why is 
this? Are we too insignificant to be 
mentioned in the same breath with 
Canada or New Zealand? And yet 
Frederick Palmer called our boys the 
Lions ot the Somme’’ on account of 

their superb bravery and magnificent 
manhood. Northcliffe above all 
other public men in Great Britain 
should not ignore the Colony which 
means so'much to him.

I am informed that .-much ot the 
beautiful scenery ot rural England has 
been ruined by the wood cutter’s axe. 
This is lamentable. It makes one ex­
perience a similar sensation to that 
occasioned by the destruction of 
Rheims Cathedral.

The question of prohibiting the, sale 
oMntoxicating liquors during the war 
may shortly be brought up in Con­
gress. It Is said that the amount of 
grains used in the manufacture of 
liquor would support the whole popu­
lation for two months. This seems a 
bit far-fetched but there is no doubt 
that a large quantity of necessary food 
stuffs are used by the distillers and 
brevirers. If prohibition is adopted it 
will 'become a permanent institution. 
The greater part of the United States 
is already “dry” and sentiment in the 
other portions is veering nlore and 
more toward prohibition. The whole 
world Is now opposed more or less to 
the sale of spirits and it looks as 
though John Çarleycorn were doomed, 
if not to-day, then in the figurative 
to-morrow. California has just pass­
ed a most sensible piece ot legislation 
in prohibiting" the sale of strong 
drinks but allowing light wines and 
beers to be sold with food.

Further Progress.

The British are attacking 
again in force along the 
valley of the Scarpe and 
already report consider­
able victories. It there 

is anything the matter with the great 
offensive it is not apparent, for every­
thing appears to be going exactly ac­
cording to programme. The surface 
lull after the Arras victory was only 
to be expected ; the marvel is that 
General Haig is able so rapidly to 
muster all his resources for the re­
sumption of the attack. His forces 
are striking dangerously at the Douai- 
Cambrai line, with the first mention­
ed as their probable objective.

It is a sheer impossibility to sus­
tain such an offensive as this fighting 
demands continuously over a long 
front, and repeated blows are neces­
sary, and will be until the German 
line is broken or in full retreat. The 
timing and direction of those that 
have already been delivered offer an 
object-lesson in strategy. The Ger­
man retreat from the Somme and 
Ancre was first followed so hotly that 
the enemy reached his prepared lines 
with the Allies almost on his heels, 
and the disconcerting effect of that 
close pursuit may yet manifest itself 
more plainly than it has done. 
Part of it consists in the almost com­
plete investment of St. Quentin. But 
the Allies were not to be distracted 
in this way from the execution of 
plans long laid. For one day only, 
and that because of atrocious wea­
ther, which has continued to fight for 
the Germans, the Arras attack was 
postponed. Then it took place, and at 
Vimy Germany sustained the greatest 
defeat of the war, greater, some 
claim, than the Marne, since it has 
shown that the Allies cannot any­
where now be denied. Reserves were

rushed frantically to the threatened 
positions by the Germans, and then 
the French struck. They struck al­
most at the other end of the 100-mile 
front and carried the Germans back 
everywhere in an advance that has 
not yet been checked. Now, after the 
shortest of breathing spaces, the 
British are on the move again. To 
the north they are working around 
Lens, in the centre they have taken 
Guemappe below Monchy (where our 
lads may have been engaged), and in 
the south the greater part of the im­
portant Havrincourt Wood. - 

Thus the Germans are kept moving 
their reserves about. They may have 
plenty of them yet, but they are al­
ways on the defensive and Hinden- 
burg cannot be happy watching the 
precious divisions .melt away which 
he most probably ‘intended to hurl 
with sudden and great effect against 
Russia. Their paramount task for the 
critical present is to hold intact no 
less than five distinct strongholds, 
Laon, St. Quentin, Cambrai, Douai 
and Lens, all of which, with the pos­
sible exception of St. Quentin, are 
indispensable elements in their pre­
sent line. Lille, the grand goal of 
the British, is the foundation of the 
whole Flanders section and will be 
in peril if Lens falls. Thus the re­
peated sledge-hammer blows which 
Haig and Nivelle alternate between 
them are doing more than kill Ger­
mans and take villages. Sooner or 
later they will crumple up the line 
and it will have to retire. It may re­
tire and preserve its continuity; on 
the other hand it may not. It may 
break up, and the possibility will in­
crease with the length of the retire­
ment. In that case the end of the war 
will become almost a matter of math­
ematical calculation.

Outport Thief.
Captured by ‘Tec’ Byrne and Gets 

Three Months’ Imprisonment.
Detective Sergeant Byrne, who was 

sent to Spencer’s Cove, Haystack, 
P.B., to investigate a bold burglary 
committed there recently, as previ­
ously noted in the Telegram, is back 
in town, having succeeded in unravel 
ling the supposed mystery and bring 
in g to light the perpetrator, whose 
name is Joseph Peach, aged 30, and 
unmarried. He lives at Spencer’s 
Cove, Haystack, and on the night of 
the 12th inst., broke into the business 
premises of Mr. Albert Wareham at 
that place'and rifled a cash box, get­
ting away with 996 in bank notes. A 
few days later suspicion rested on 
Peach, who lived about a mile away 
from the store, and the loser of the 
money reported his loss to the au­
thorities. On the 20th inst., Detec­
tive Byrne arrested Peach, who at 
first denied the theft,, but later admit­
ted it and invited Byrne to accom­
pany him to his house, telling the 
officer he had the "swag’ in his room 
locked up in a valise, although he 
(Peach) actually had the money on 
him then. Byrne did not discredit the 
thief’s story, but would not take chan­
ces in company with him, so he gave 
him in charge of the local constable 
while he (Byrne) took a boat and 
proceeded to where Peach lived. The 
officer’s search was fruitless and on 
his return searched Peach’s clothes, 
finding $85.85 on him, $10.15 having 
been spent. Both then left for St. 
John’s. The prisoner was arraigned 
before Justices Morris and McCarthy 
to-day, pleaded guilty and ' elected to 
be tried summar(ly. Because of it 
being his first offence together with 
the fact that the fishing season was 
approaching, as Peach was a fisher­
man, he was dealt with leniently and 
sentenced to three months’ imprison­
ment with hard labor»

Dastardly Volunteer.
Sent to Jail To-day foi Assailing His 

Wife in Blasphemous Terms in
Court.
A volunteer, whose record is a bad 

one and who had been only released 
from Jail the day previous, appeared 
before Mr. Hutchings, K.C., J.P., this 
morning, charged with drunk and dis­
orderly conduct. He went home well 
primed last night and put his wife 
and furniture on the street and then 
started to clear out some of the sta­
tionary articles, such as the stove. 
He became so wicked that his wife 
ran for two police officers whom her 
husband attacked, but he came off 
second best, as he soon found him­
self in durance vile. His better half 
prosecuted him to-day and SupL 
Grimes stated that the volunteer had 
been expelled from the regiment be­
fore and was trying to get out of the 
army again now by his bad conduct 
On being asked to give his own evi­
dence the accused assailed his wife 
and her character in vulgar and out­
rageous language. The Judge inter­
posed, denounced him for airing in 
public court the shortcomings of his 
better half, told him he was a dis­
grace to the uniform that he wore as 
well as to himself and fined him $10 
or 21 days. He went down.

Daring Act of Heroism 
on the High Seas

HOW A ST. JOHN’S SEAMAN RES­
CUED A SHIPMATE FROM 
DROWNING.

Rarely, if ever, was such a courage­
ous and heroic act heard of in this 
country as that performed by John 
Maher, who rescued from drowning 
recently and at great personal risk a 
fellow shipmate named Patrick Bol­
ger. Both are young seamen belong­
ing to Flatrock, in the suburbs of St. 
John’s East and reached the city yes­
terday after an absence of seven 
months.

During a violent storm coming down 
the Mediterranean Sea their vessel 
was hove to in a violent storm. A 
huge sea swept over her carrying 
away bulwarks, removing water casks 
from their fastenings and doing other 
damage about decks, as well as wash­
ing overboard Patrick Bolger, who 
was holding on near the main boom. 
His sudden disappearance was wit­
nessed by the mate, who hurried to 
the cabin and acquainted John Maher, 
who was asleep there at the 
Maher hurried to the deck, first throw­
ing a-life-buoy and then with a rope 
in his hand plunged into the sea to 
rescue his comrade. Bolger failed to 
catch the life-buoy because he was 
stunned as a result of striking the 
railing of the vessel in his descent 
and the wonder is that he was not kill­
ed outright. Maher thought Bolger 
was drowned when he reached him, 
but dead or alive he was determined to 
get him. • He grasped him with his 
legs and held on for grim death to the 
rope himself, although being buffetted 
badly by thé stormy billows, until 
they were hauled alongside the vessel 
by the captain and mate, who were at 
the other end of the rope on board. 
The main sheet was then lowered to 
Maher, who ingeniously managed to 
get his two arms through it and 
around Bolger. Both were then hoist­
ed to the deck, as the storm began to 
subside. Bolger, who was unconscious 
and apparently dead, was immediate­
ly brought to the cabin and given 
stimulants, but did not survive until 
nearly a week later. His plucky res­
cuer was not much better when 
brought to the deck, as although a 
young man of powerful physique and 
a strong swimmer, his strength was 
all exhausted and he was very weak; 
but after a brief rest he came around. 
Maher was congratulated by all on 
board the vessel for his conspicuous 
gallantry. We understànd that the 
Captain of the vessel is interesting

Object to Council’s Solicitor Acting as 

Judge.
Chairman A. Soper presided at last 

night’s meeting of the Citizens’ Com­
mute.

Section 386, relative to chimney 
time. \ walls, was amended to allow a mini­

mum thickness of four inches and 
that iron' and steel pipes be sufficient 
as flue linings.

Section 391 was amended to allow 
concerete hearths with a minimum 
thickness of five inches as an alterna­
tive to trimmer arches.

Deferred Sections 322 to 339 were 
again taken up and gone through, 
Section 322, including sub-section (a) 
to (n), were passed with slight amend­
ments. Section' 323, which deals with 
the auditory of the Council’s bookks 
was slightly amended to read, “All ac­
counts shall be audited every six 
months.”

There was quite' a lengthy discus­
sion on section 326 which reads as 
follows :—“The Council shall fronf 
time to time appoint a barrister of at 
least five years standing to be the 
Solicitor- of the City. He shall not be 
precluded from practising his pro­
fession and from being retained by 
other clients, subject to the require­
ments of his duties to the City.”' It 
was pointed out that the present state 
of affairs, wherein the Council’s Soli­
citor could sit in judgment on a case 
for or against the City, "the same be­
ing apparent In the snow cases last 
winter,” was not proper. It was de­
cided that the matter be brought to 
the attention of the Joint Select Com­
mittee,. strongly, recommending that 
a clause be inserted preventing the 
Council’s Solicitor in future from act­
ing, as judge in cases in which the 
city is interested.

In revising section 329 relative to 
the duties of the Sanitary Supervisor, 
Mr. T. Peele made a very valuable sug­
gestion which it adopted might help 
greatly in solving this ash can nuis­
ance. He proposed that the Council

Laborers Get 
Substantial Increase.

For some time past employers of lab­
or along the waterfront had been con­
sidering a request for an increase of 
wages from the ’Longshoremen’s Pro­
tective Union and have decided in giv­
ing an increase of about thirty per 
cent over the former rate of pay.

Cleaning steam­
ers advanced from 25 to 33 cents.

Tallymen to get $14.00 per week in­
stead of $11.40.

Labrador shore, on 
the barrow, 1% cents per qtl; Labra­
dor slop, on the barrow, 1 cent per
qtl.

10.60 A. M, ARRAS BATTLE GAINS IN INTEN­
SITY.
LONDON, To-Day.

The correspondents at British Head­
quarters in France concur in state­
ments that the battle which has been 
resumed at Arras is much fiercer than 
when it begun. The Germans, they 
say, were fully prepared for its re­
newal and are being stimulated to ex­
treme resistance by their officers. One 
of the correspondents asserts that it 
is one of the most difficult battles of 
the whole war.

It is said that the German 
casualties have been severe and that 
those of the British are moderate, in­
flicted largely by machine guns and 
shrapnel, and of a not serious char­
acter.

A marked feature of the day’s opera­
tions were the violent and frequent 
enemy counter attacks, in which he 
suffered heavy losses. We captured 
the village of Gavrelle and the ene­
my’s defences for two and a half 
miles south of the village as far as 
Roeux cemetery. On the right bank 
of the Scarpe our troops fought their 
way forward on a wide froqt South­
east of Monchy-Le-Preux we captur­
ed Guemappe. The number of pris­
oners taken Is not yet ascertained,- 
but Is known to exceed 1,000. We al­
so made progress southwest of Lens 
in the neighborhood of Souchez river. 
There was great activity in the air 
yesterday, In which our airplanes 
were entirely successful. In air fight­
ing six German machines were 
brought down and 15 others driven 
down out of control. In one engage­
ment a hostile formation of eight 
machines was attacked by two of our 
airplanes which brought down two 
hostile machines and drove down a 
third out of control. Besides those 
destroyed in the air fight, one Ger­
man airplane was shot down by our 
anti-air guns. In addition several 
German kite balloons were destroyed 
yesterday. Seven of ours are miss­
ing.

FURTHER success.
British Headquarters in France, 

April 23—The lull of the past week 
on the British front was broken to­
day by attacks which spread along a 
wide front Fighting was particular­
ly severe on both banks of the

or the Scarpe, and Guemappe to the 
south of that stream. By the push 
made opposite Croisselles and from 
that sector of the front alone comes 
the report that more than 1,000 pris­
oners were taken. Gavrelle is a part 
of the last definite defence the Ger­
mans have before falling back to what 
is known as the Drocurt-Quaint 
switch to the Hindenburg line. The 
British made progress in the region 
southwest of Lens, the German garri­
son in which is daily facing a more 
critical situation. Fighting to-day 
was under fine weather with a chill 
wind. The latter, however, dried the 
ground and gave the attacking troops 
the best going they had enjoyed this 
year. The bombardment of the new 
German positions, which had been 
going on steadily for two days, in­
creased in intensity last night, when 
the skies were lighted by continuous 
flashes of guns. Airplanes fairly fill­
ed the air over the battle line to-day 
directing artillery. Yesterday the 
British aviators brought down six 
German observation balloons. Dur­
ing the last- ten days the Germans 
delivered at least a score of counter­
attacks against Monchy-la-Preux po­
sition, against which they brought an 
ever-increasing gun fire. The des­
perate attacks to recapture this place 
shows how strongly Monchy was re­
garded as the key to the position pro­
tecting the Decourt switch line which 
has not yet been fortified as strongly 
as the Germans would desire. Mon­
chy has been one of the bloodiest 
spots. When the British advanced 
from it in the early dawn to-day they 
had to pick their way over thousands 
of dead men in field grey uniforms. 
It was estimated that 2,500 Germans 
were killed in one day’s counter­
attack, so closely were the Germans 
massed.

Associated Press with the British Ar­
mies in France, via London, April 23.
—The Battle of Arras which has been 
smouldering for a week past, burst 
into flaming fury aiain tO'day, and 
is still raging to-night with some of 
the heaviest fighting of the jyar in 
progress. The sky is alight for miles 
with flashes of guns, with, star shells 
that spread moonlight, paleness over 
the battlefield and with varied-colored 
rockets, which flash signals to the 
opposing artillery. The cold east 
wind carries the echoes of the rever­
berating cannonade far back of the 
British lines.

SEVERE FIGHTING
LONDON, April 23.

the sugar scarcity. The question pa­
pers for the Commons last week bore 
fresh evidence of it, and members ot 
Parliament are daily receiving letters 
o'f complaint; but these symptoms in­
adequately represent the case. One 
has to get within the mind of a small 
trader and his customers to appreci­
ate how widespread and real the com­
plaints are. If the difficulty is in dis­
tribution a remedy will have to be 
found, for it is a fact which I can 
vouch tor that in the West End of 
London there is no difficulty, such as 
exists in other quarters, in getting 
supplies on the basis ot three- 
quarters of a pound per heàd weekly. 
If there is not enough sugar in hand 
and in sight to allow of this basis, it 
would- be very much better to cut 
do. n the figure at once to halt a 
pound. It would be exceedingly un­
fortunate if the people got it into their 
heads that there is inequality of 
treatment, and it is urgent that the 
distribution should be improved. On 
the whole the people here have borne 
the food restrictions with good will, 
but when they cannot get the pre­
scribed quantities of necessities they 
become impatient There is enough 
impatience of this kind in London just 
now to have a political significance.

HIGH COST OF FOOTWEAR.
Whether the high prices ot boots 

and shoes will continue after the war 
is a question which interests every­
body, and in a special sense the retail 
sellers. Despite, the increase in sub­
stitution of cloth for leather In the 
uppers, which effects an appreciable 
saving in cost, prices are abnormally 
high, and the shortage of supplies is 
beginning to be felt by the distribu­
ting houses, who are in some cases 
cutting down orders by 75 per cent. 
Still, th^re is an apprehension that 
prices may drop when the end of the 
war comes, and retailers consequent­
ly find themselves asking whether it 
it good policy to order sparingly everf 
though the chances are that prices 
will advance still further, or to get 
in such stocks are available and 
risk a sharp fall In price at the end 
of the war. A member ot a large 
manufacturing firm gave it to me as 
his definite opinion that no fall in 
prices can possibly be expected for 
several years after the end ot hos­
tilities.

FRENCH PRINCE OF BRITISH 

STAFF.
The French Prince Antoine of Or­

leans, who has just been gazetted 
A.D.C. to the British Personal Staff at 
the front, was authorised by King 
George to serve with' our army as 
long as August, 1914, and since 
then he has been a captain in a Cana­
dian Regiment. Before the war he 
and his brother, Prince Louis, were 
lieutenants fn the Austrian Hussars. 
They left Austria when war broke out 
and offered themselves to the French 
Army, but President Poincare advised 
them to join the British forces, as 
members of the old French reigning 
families are not allowed to serve in 
France. The same thing applied to 
Prince Antoine’s cousin, the Duke ot 
Orleans, claimant of the Throne of 
France. The Duke, whose wife is an 
Austrian Auch-duchess, begged Presi­
dent Poincare in vain to allow him to 
fight with the French. The other 
French Pretender, Prince Louis Napo­
leon, has been attached to the Italian 
army. Prince Antoine, a bachelor of 
37, is a great-grandson of Louis Phil­
ippe.

iOTIFIED.
'ON, April 23. 
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THE ARRESTED DANCER.
The Russian ballet dancer, Kchich- 

inskaia who has been arrested by the 
Duma, created a sensation in London 
six years ago when she appeared with 
Nijinsky at Covent Garden. On her 
arrival here she was described as 
“the richest woman on the stage," the 
“politician-ballerina,” and "dancer of 
honor to the Czar." She traveled like 
a Princess, occupied a regal suite of 
rooms at the Savoy Hotel, and had a 
large following of admirers, among 
them a Grand Duke. When she was 
in London newspaper men were told 
on her behalf that she possessed a 
palace near the Fortress of St. Peter 
and St. Paul at Petrograd, and a 
beautiful country house in Finland, 
that her salon was frequented by Roy­
alty and diplomatists, that she had 
great political influence, and that she 
was a special favorite with the Rus­
sian Imperial Family. Her official 
position at the opera was supreme, 
her designation, “soloist of his Majes­
ty," being the highest title a ballerina 
can enjoy in Russia. . Fabulous stories 
were told of her enormous wealth, 
and it is a fact that she entrusted 
£30,000 worth of tiaras, necklaces, 
pendants and bracelets to a Bond 
Street (London) firm of Russian jew­
ellers. It should be added that al­
though this amazing ballerina is al­
ways called a Russian she is really a 
Pole by birth.

A DAY IN THE LIFE OF THE 

PRIME MINISTER.
Grumblers at the absence ot the 

Prime Minister from the. House of 
Commons do not allege that he wastes 
his time. in leisured idleness. That 
charge, even if made, could easily be 
proved to be without foundation, for 
in truth Lloyd George has in these 
strenuous times to scorn delights and 
live laborious days. Here for in>- 
stance is a typical day—one of last 
week—in the life of the Prime Minis­
ter.
