Confusing the Issue’

A powerful section of the English
'Press is unanimous in its condemna-
tion of the latest officially published
summary of the League of Nations
Covenant, declaring! it to be much
less satisfactory than the first draft.
The London Chronicle emphatically
states that the new draft, which re-
cognizes in toto the Monroe Doctrine
of the United States, “is distinctly and
perhaps decisively inferior to the
old.”

The “Monroe Doctrine” was prom-
ulgated by James Monroe (President
of the United States) in 1823, and its
effect was that the United States of
America, while recognising existing
foreign Colonies in the Western Hem-
jsphere, would Tregard any future
attempt at Colonization of the
“American Continents” {.e, North
and South America, by any European
\Power, as dangerous to the peace and
safety of the American Common-
wealth. President Polk in 18456 in-
terpreted this as forbidding European
acquisition of afly further American
territory. In consequence of this
Presidential declaration, Congress in
1867 protested to Great Britain
against the formation of the Dominion
of Canada (Confederation) and in
1894 President Cleveland applied the
doctrine to boundary disputes be-
tween South American countries and
Buropean States, an application
which a few years later very nearly
brought Great Britain and the United
States into conflict over the Venezuel-
an question.

The English labor organ Daily Her-
_'sld says that the new summary does
“not indicate much improvement on
the original draft, and -emphasises
that from a democratic point of view
the League of Nations, as at present
constituted is an alliance of States
but not an union of peoples. The
Morning Post, which has been in-
flexibly opposed to the formation of
the League, and is also a severe critic
of President Wilson refers in an
ironical manner to ‘“the new Garden
of Eden, in which the Monroe Doc-
trine will take the place of the tree
of knowledge of good and evil,” and
further expresses the opinion that the
fruits. of the Western Hemisphere
will, under the new Covenant, be for-
ever forbidden to the signatories of
the league.

Undoubtedly he was the
arch spirit in the formatipn of the
League of Nations as at present con-
gtituted, and also in the drafting of

witted the other representatives by
the. shrewd manner in which accept-
ance of the Monroe doctrine was in-
corporated into the agreement, then
he is the chief diplomat of all those
gathered at Versailles. But there are
troubled waters yet through which
both the Peace Treaty and the League
Covenant have to pass. They have +to
be submitted to the ordeal of a plen-
ary session of the Peace Conference
and afterwards go before the Ver-
sailles Congress, at which will be
present delegates from the enemy
powerﬁ, who may or may not accept
the documents as written.

To add also to the difficulties in
the way and to, further increase them
by prolonging the term when the
Peace treaty will be signed, Presi-
dent Wilson has repudiated the work
of Colpnel House, who represented the
United States at the Peace Councils,
during Wilson’s recent illness and who
was in effect the President’s deputy
and ddviser. The announcement that
the President does not agree with
what the Colonel had done and agreed
to has created much confusion, for
the former has caused it to be made
known that he is nowhere mnear an
agreement with the allied delegates
on the question of indemnities,- and
that he will depart for home,—in-
stanter—if Lloyd George (Britain),
Clemenceau (France) and Orlando
(Italy) do not soon agree to his terms
on what peace should be and how de-
termined. 'In a word the fat is in the
fira and the issue is now so much
more confused that a lot of the com-
pleted work will have to be gone over
again.

Of all the fair women at the Court
of Louis XIV., incomparably the love-
liest was Hortense Mancini, niece of
the great Cardinal Mazarin, then in
the zenith of his power and splendor.

And the fact that
she was now a Duchesse, and owner
of five million pounds of her uncle’s
gold, proved poor consolation for the
misery of wedded life with a madman.

It was not long, indeed, before her
husband’s insane fits of jealousy, his
violence and his reckless squander-
ing of her dower, compelled her to
fiy for refuge to a convent, where her
high spirits found such an outlet  in
practical jokes on the nuns that. she

was politely invited to find another,

lodging. And we see the madcap
riding away from, the convent gates,
attired as a cavalier, with a waiting-
woman, masquerading as her squire,
in atténdance.

This was, indeed, an adventure after
the heart of Mazarin’s niece. She had
the whole world before her; and her
beauty to invest her wanderings with
the flavor of romance. We see her
queening it at Milan, and coquetting
with Princes and Cardinals at Rome,
as a preliminary to joining her sister,
Marie, in her flight from the cruelties
of her husband, the Constable Colon-
na.

Then followed perilous adventures
by land and seas, pursuits and hair-
breadth escapes—until at last Hor-
tense, to avoid capture by her hus-
band’s emis {iries, left her sister and
found a regal welcome at the Court
of her old lover, Charles Emanuel
II. of Savoy, where for a few years,
until the Duke'’s death sent her once
more on her wanderings, she reigned
as queen.

A King Once More at Her Feet.

When' the roving Duchesse next ap-
pears on the scene, she is received
with open arms by our second Char-
les at his Whitehall Court, with the
Merry Monarch once more at the feet
of the woman—now more lovely than
ever in the maturity of her charms—
who had refused to smile on his suit
in his days of-obscurity.

Now followed halycon years for the
fair fugitive, eager to drain every cup
of pleasure and conquest that came
her way. She was installed Queen of
Beauty at England’s Court, with the
King ever at her side, surrounding
her with homage and pomp and ‘lux-
ury.
