A Plant That Eats.

“Tul-tul,” as the natives call it, is
the most wonderful vegetable plant
in the world.

It grows on certain South Pacific |
islands, and in appearance is like a'
giant turnip, but blood-red in colour.’

To the white man it is a very tough
and tasteless vegetable. To the na-!
tives, however, it is 2 main item of
their diet. They cook it and mix it
with their cocoa-nut and bread-fruit,
for it is supposed to be very nourish-
ing. They cultivate the plant 1‘n a
rough sort of fashion in large ditches
or swamps. [

Its most peculiar feature is that
it has to be fed, and for this pnrpose!
the native children go over the island |
collecting all decayed vegetable mat—‘
ter. This is soaked in plenty of salt
water, and is then taken in armfuls'
to the plants and put in the centre|
of the leaf-stems or on the short thick
stem from which the leaves spread
out on every side.

Slowly but surely the decayed mat-
ter disappears, the leaves stiffen and
spread out erect-—signs, apparently,
that the plant has dined jheartily, for
it really is a.case of feeding a plant.
There is no opening of the stem or
the leaves; the food is slowly and
gradually absorbed in a silent and
wonderful manner,

ministered in her capacity of
nurse. The life that was cut
short by the  brutal Von Bis-
sing, lives immortally, and so
long as the world lasts the
name of Nurse Cavell will be
honored and that of her mur-
derers execrated.

One could not view the wvari-
ous scenes as they appeared on
the screen without emotion,
and as each gave place to the
succeeding one, the sentiments
of popular feeling were appar-
ent, and men and women
thrilled to their hearts at sight
of the various delineations in
the short but swift tragedy
which ended a beautiful life.
Everybody is familiar with the
story of that greatest of all
disgraces to German kultur:
everybody has read about it,
and does not even tire over
repetitions of the most wonder-
ful story of the war. But to
see it, exactly as it occurred,
that is one of the wonders of the
age, one of whjch succeeding
generations will never weary
of witnessing, because it lays
bare the whole story of German
duplicity and German treach-
ery.

Quite a large proportion of this will
be a direct loss to the fishermen and
merchants as they very rarely insure
anything like full value, and the In-

surance Companies will also suffer

“considerably in the calamities of the

past fortnight.

The whole eastern coast of New-
foundland and Labrador was swept
by the unprecedented fury of the
waves.

Stories of heroism are related frow
many quarters where Labrador skip-
pers saved their vessels, taking them
from one harbor to another in the
teeth of the fiercest gale that we have
seen for thirty yars.

Our old fishermen tell us there has
been nothing like it since the terrific
gale of 1885 when hundreds of lives

were lost on the Labrador coast.

S. Ethel-
stan, the S. S. Kalimba, the S. S. Lake
Grafton, the S. S. War Halter, and
four French trawlers. The S. S. Pol-
lux and the S. S. Tricolor are all

Europe and are also waiting for their
permits.

POLLUX LOADS COAL.

The 8. S. Pollux, which has been
loading coal at the Dominion Coal
Company’s piers, will sail to-day for
Holland. The Pollux has received her
permit from Ottawa to proceed with ;
her cargo of coal. Other ships that
received permission this morning to
load coal are the S. S. Harald, the S.
S. Kalimba, the S. S. Sable I, the S.
S. Brunswick and four French: fish-
ing trawlers that will sail to-day for
France. The Harald, Kalimba, Sable
I, and the trawlers will load bunker
coal. The Brunswick will load 3,000
tons of coal for Holland.

FOR THE FIRST TIME.

The S. S. President Estrada Babrae,
1828, of Puerto Barrois, Guatemels,
Capt. W. Lockhard, arrived in the
port of North Sydney last week, for
bunker. She was flying the Guateme-
lan flag, which is composed of green,
white and blue, with green to the
mast. It is claimed by the best of
shipping authority, that this is the
first time, the Guatamelan flag was
seen floating in this port. This ship
was built on the Great Lakes, and at
first was named the Blue Hill. As
she was too large to pass through
the locks, she was divided into two
sections, and brought to Montrael,
where she was put together, and will
now engage in conveying marble
from Guatemela, to British Columbia.

SIR EDGAR BOWRING INTERVIEWED.

‘ ‘“rhe Dominion of Newfoundland,”
says Canada, (November issue), “has
emerged from the years of war with
marked success, and has entered up-

. on the period of ' reconstruction with
confidence and hope, QGeneral pros-

perity reigns throughout the island,

" thanks not only to the energy of its

{ {nhabitants, but to the high prices

{ which have been obtained for the

¢ products of the fisheries during the
recent seasons, Even more than
pther countries, Newfoundland’'s need

. at the present time is greater pro-
duction, Owing to the extent to
yhich its people rely on the fisheries,
tt i{s in the peculiar position of ex-
porting practically all its products,
“and having to import most of the
‘pecessities of life. It is to be hoped

‘ that in the near future some means
will be found of readjusting this
latter state of affairs.”

The following interview with our
High Commissioner in England, Sir
Edgar Bowring, is taken from the
same magazine as the above extract,
and will prove interesting reading:

Sir Edgar R. Bowring, the High
Commissioner for Newfoundland,

. who has returned to London after a
visit of nearly three months to the
Island Dominion, speaks in glowing
‘terms of the prosperity enjoyed ‘in
Newfoundland. :

He was there at the time of the

' visit of H.R.H. the Prince of Wales,

? and he told a representative of ‘Can-
ada’ (who interviewed him at  the

! High Commissioner’s offices, 58, Vic-
toria Street, S.W.1.) that a most cor-
dial reception was given to his Royal
Highness, exemplifying the tradi-
tional loyalty of the ancient Colony.
The Prince’s visit to Newfoundland
was, however, all too short, and
there were many interesting things
that his Royal Highness would have
been interested to see.

“On every hand,” said Sir Edgar,
“there are evidences of prosperity in
Newfoundland. The Dominion came
through the years of war tried and
strengthened, and is now settling
down to face the problem of the re-
construction period, and looks for-
ward to the extensive development of
her rich natural resources.. The
people in the fishing hamlets scatter-
‘ed around the coast are about as
: happy and contented as anywhere in
the world. Almost every man owns
‘his own plot of land and his own
house, which he builds himself, and,
‘no matter what passing misfortunes
he may suffer, his plot of ground
and his habitation are always secure.
Total prohibition has existed in New-

foundland for two years, and as a re-
sult there has been a marked de-
crease in crime and an improvement
in conditions generally; the prisons
are practically empty, and there is a
bright outlook for everyone.

THE STAPLE INDUSTRY.

“rhe fishery, of course, is the sta-
ple industry of Newfoundland, and
during the years of war—notwith=
standing the blockade and the dim-
culties of shipping—the Newfound-
land sailing vessels and steamers
were able to carry abundant supplies
of fish to our regular markets in the
Mediterranean, In consequence of
the general shortage of food, very
high prices were obtained, and, while
these may not be able to be main-

tdined, yet the opening of new mar-
kets and the resumption of a normal
trade relationship give promise of a
prosperous season this year. Large
catches were made on the Newfound-
land shore, on the Labrador, and on
the banks. The sealing fishery last
year were very poor in respect of the
number of seals taken, but this was
to some extent compensated for by
year was very poor in respect of the
which were marketed in England
and the United States realised ex-
ceptionally high prices.

“The Newfoundland soldiers are
practically all returned, and are set-
tling down to peace conditions once
again. The wounded and maimed
are well cared for; the very best
medical attention obtainable  being
placed at the service of the disabled,
and our pension scheme makes full
provision for the families of the fall-
en. In view of the expenses involved,
I think it hardly probable that the
Royal Newfoundland Regiment, which
made such a fine reputation during
the war, will be maintained in times
of peace.

“No scheme has yet been formula-
ted by the Newfoundland Govern-
ment for the settlement of ex-service
men on the land, although there are
large areas. available for agricul-
ture, more especially in the fertile
valleys of the great sporting rivers,
Some of these lands would admit of
agricultural development to almost
any extent.

“The kind of settler wanted in
Newfoundland ‘is the man of robust
physique who can turn his hand to
anything. Settlers taking up agricul-
tural or pasture land in the interior
would need to be prepared with some
capital to tide them over the years
during which the land was being

“The adaptability of the Newfound-
landers is well shown by the fact
that when the pulp mills were started
in the Island some years ago, prac-
tically all the machine operators had
to be brought from other countries,
whereas now nearly everyone em-
ployed in that industry is a New-
foundlander.

FOREST WEALTH.

“Numerous enquiries are made
from time to time for sites for pulp
mills, and it is hoped that a large
development will take place along
these lines in the near future, Many
prospecting parties are at work look-
ing over suitable areas. One particu-
larly interesting cruising expedition
was that lately sent to Battle Harbor,
on the Labrador coast. It was car-
ried out by means of aeroplanes, and
in this way work was accomplished
in about ten days, which otherwise
would have taken many months.
Very satisfactory reports Wwere
brought back by this expedition,
which were supported by aerial
photographs, and as a rTesult the
property in question is sald to have
been purchased by Boston capital-
ists, who propose to carry on opera-
tions on a large scale,

“The forest wealth possessed by
Newfoundland is, of course, valuable
for other purposes besides pulp, for
there is a large variety of both hard
and soft woods.

“Newfoundland being primarily a
fishing country, its internal resour-
ces have been obscured and to some
extent neglected. A comprehensive
geological survey carried out by. ex-
perts in whom the mining public had
confidence would be of tremendous
value, and should amply repay the
expense involved, and might lead (o
enormous discoveries of mineral
wealth.

“An important characteristic both
of Newfoundland and Labrador is the
existence on all sides of water power,
which can be utilised for lumbering
and for driving machinery and in
many other ways. The value and im-
portance of this cannot be over-
estimated.

SHORTAGE OF SHIPPING FACILI-
TIES.

“One of the greatest handicaps
that we have at the present time is
the shortage of shipping facilities to
Canada, to the United States, and to
the Old Country. Because of this we
are not able to encourage immigra-
tion to any appreciable extent, and
for lack of refrigerator space In
steamers our frozen fish industry is

Carillon-playing in the Low Coun-
tries is an honored professfon, hav-
ings its Bauers and Pederewskis,
master bell-players known every-
where. Those who have heard the
music .of the bells of Antwerp or
Bruges, of Ghent or Louvain, drift-
ing over a whole. city and far into the
quiet countryside of a summer even-
ing, do not need to be told how won-
derful it is when a master player is
at the keyboard. For centurjes the
bell towers of Belgium and Holland-
have stood for communal life and
service, civil and_religious iliberty,
individual and national freedom. In
the old days they rang out the Duke
of Alva and his minions, in Napoleon-
ic days they were rallying points of
civic liberty, and in every great
crigsis they have cheered and heart-
éned tens of thousands..®

The carillon of Ghent rang out in
December 1814, at the signing of the
‘treaty of peace between the United
"States and Great Britain, and but for
‘the outbreak of the Great War in
1914, it would have celébrated one
hundred years of peace for.the two
nations. As a result of the World
War, many of the Belgian bell-towers
are now sorrowful ruius, but they
called a brave peovle to the defence
of their land.
