Did Caesar Smoke ?

About thirty years ago potsherds of
pipe bowls as thick as a man’s thumb
{ were found in the course of the exca-
| vation of a Roman Castle in the vic-

inity of Hanan. The bowls were
made of grey clay, and browned by
iheat. Subsequently, numerous frag-
ments of what were evidently clay
. pipes were unearthed in the ruins of
Roman settlements in Switzerland

Rauracorum, as it was called by the
ancient Romans. Careful examina-
tion proved that the potsherds were
parts of clay pipes much like the
clay pipes of the present-day Dutch
fishermen, the only differénce - being
that the stem of the Roman pipe was
very short, and probably a thick
straw was used as. a mouthpiece.
Some of the excavated pipe bowls
have hinges, indicating that the Ro—f
mans used pipes with covers. There

Death to Darwinism.

The imqmty of Darwinism—*“that

guess-science that has led so many
Christian people away from belief in
God's inspired word,” was the subject
of an address made by William Jen-
nings Bryan in introducing Dr. Lyell
Rader, Chicago chemist, at the first
meeting of the Prothetic’ Bible and
Science Society, held in Washington,
D.C. .

Could Use Shins |
to Aid Housing.

Accor&ing to marine engineers who
have spent several days in inspecting
the interior of the former United
States transport Leviathan in Hobok-
en, she could be converted into a
floating apartment house to accomo-
date 3,000 persons comfortably within
four months at a cost of $2,000,000 to
$3,000,000, says the New York Times.

The huge liner has never been stuck
in the mud at her pier in Holboken,
as reported, but on the contrary, ac-
cording to Captain John J. Jamison,
who is in charge, the vessel has at
least two feet of water under her keel
at all stages of the tide. The engineers
assert that it would be easy to tow the
Leviathan up the North River above
Eightieth Street and moor- her within
convenient distance of the Manhattan
shore.

The accomodation could be leased
on the two-rooms-and-bath plan and
the tenants could have the use of the
various kitchens, which are in perfect
working order, ‘the engineers assert.
The heating and lighting apparatus
would be repaired so that there would
always be plenty of hot water and
steam.

Rotary and
Its Principles.

The subject of Rotary, and
what it means has been employ-
ing the minds of citizens of /St.
John’s for some little time. Last
night ample demonstration of
the whole question was made
and Newfoundland is hogored
in being the twenty-fifth country
in which Rotary Clubs have
been organized, making now one
thousand clubs with a total
world-wide membership of 75,-
000. When it is considered that
only one representative of each
profession or calling in each sec-
tion is permitted to obtain mem-
bership in Rotary Clubs, it will
be at once observable that 75,-
000 rotarians represent a vast
body of trades, professions and
the various industries of the
countries in which they are es-
tablished. The limitation of
membership is patently the sue-
cess of the Rotary movement,
for it is obvious that with the
insistence on such limitations,
no particular clique, coterie or
cabal of ‘members can govern
each or any unit. Lexicograph-
ers define Rotary and its deriva-
tives as a turning motion, th:
movement being made, as on the
axis of a wheel. As a matter of
fact the word itself is borrowed
from the Latin rota—a wheel.
Rotary therefore as a club or
institution means that the per-
formance of any act, function or
operation shall be taken in turn,
or pass or alternate in a series.
Thus the officers rotate in turn,
the offices rotating among them,
no one being re-elected for the
same position at the annual
meeting. The symbol of the
Club is a cog wheel, but as it is
clear that one cog wheel cannot
perform any efficient service
without the connection and re-
lation of others, so each Ro-
tarian being an individual cog in
the system, by association and
relation with the whole, causes
the multiplex machinery of so-
ciality and business combined
to revolve for the benefit of all.
To attempt to expound the prin-
ciples of Rotary in the present
brief article would be a work of
supererogation. Let it suffice
for the nonce to give the true
origin of this International As-
sociation, which came into being
with a group of four men seat-
ed around an office table. As it
happened each one of the four
represented a different calling—
one a coal dealer, one a mining
operator, one a merchant tailor,
and thg fourth an attorney. The
attorney, Paul P. Harris, was
the one who first advanced the
idea of forming a club different
from any other club then known,
and to him belongs the credit for
starting'®the great Rotary move-
ment. The meeting of the four

WASHINGTON, Nov. 23, 1921.

Sir Richard Squires, Premier of
Newfoundland, has denied:in the Am-
erican Press the statements attributed
to Dr. Grenfell in an address made by
him in Toronto, in which Grenfell re-
portgd that Newfoundland was piling
up debt and "Newfoundland should
have been taken over by Canada long
ago, and undofibtedly be finally taken
over by Canada. Premier Squires
stated that Dr. Grenfell has no an-
thority to speak on behalf of anybody,
except himself, and he is not a New-
foundlander; that the debt of fifty
millions, to which Grenfell referred,
represents the entire debt of the Is-
land of Newfoundland, including all
the Municipal debt. Premier Squires
states that the best evidence of New-
foundland’'s financial strength was the
fact that Newfoundland Government
six and a half per cent. Debenture,
maturing in nineteen thirty-six, were
quoted in Newfoundland at one hun-
dred and six per hundred.

Dear Sir,—As co-operative market-
ing associations usually have a large
membership, special arrangements
have to be made for their govern-
ment. This is usually doné by elect-
ing trustees, so called, who, in their
turn, elect directors, and the latter
appoint managers, In this way vari-
ous interests procure representation,
and all points of view come before

P

the controllers of the association. In
this Colony, for instance; in the or-
ganization- of an Exporters’ Asso-
ciation, trustees could be elected from
the exporters on the. West Coast con-
nected with the Bank fishery, and
from the East Codst condected with
the Labrador and Shore fisheries, thus
the interests of localities and of par-
ticular fisheries could all be repre-

it

sented in the governing body. None
but producers would be allowed to be-
come members of co-operative mar-
keting associations, ‘and, conu—equent-i
ly no outside interference or mﬂu-.
ence could be represented in the |
association, or on their governlngl
bodies. The association, through its |
Board, or its Manager, i3 the only
authority to sell, and that authority
is complete. Under Coaker’s Regula-
tions, the sole power to sell remained
in the exporters, but the power to
veto a sale was in the Board, and
hence disputes were constantly aris-
ing. The members of the Board were
themselves exporters, but each had
private personal interests that com-
peted with the interests of every
other exporter in the Colony. How
very different was the position of
such a Board from that of the Board
of a co-operative marketing associa-
tion. The members of this latter
Board would have no individual in-
terest to serve, but each member of
the Board would have an interest to
gerve in common with every other
exporter in the Colony. There would
be in such a Board a highly centrale
ized authority, of a positive affirma-
tive character, while Coaker’s Board
had only the negative power of say-
ing “thou shalt not.,” It might from
time to time fix prices, but they, in
practice, were only obligatory upon
exporters not members of the Board.
for members of the Board could, and
in some cases did, sell fish under
regulation prices, and then get the
prices fixed to suit previous sales.

THE PERSONNEL OF ASSOCIA-
TIONS.

In the marketing assoclations of
California, Mr. Sapiro says, it has
been found desirable and profitable
to appoint able;, experienced and ex-
pert managers, Wwho receive large
salaries, and, usually, bonuses, on the
profits of operation, such bonuses be-
ing intended to stimulate the man-
agers to greater efforts. As a rule, the
managers are allowed to select their
assistants, who are, so far as possi-
ble, experienced in the various
branches of trade. For the export
trade of this Colony, it would be ne-
cessary to appoint experts abroad for
the purpose of marketing the fish
sent forward to them from time to
time. And here it is worth while to
note a very significant thing. It is
this: that semi-perishable commodi-
ties to be sold are not kept back from
market by the associations, but regu--
larly forwarded to the points at
which consumption is expected to
take place. In this country, we have
heard a very grezt deal in condemna-
tion of the policy of consigning fish
to foreign markets. Coaker’s Regu-
lations had this one object—the forc-
ing of what was called “outright
sales’” before shipment. I have point-
ed out in other letters that the name
was a misnomer, as there was, in
fact, no “oufright sale” provided for,
but simply “an agreement of sale,”
with the sale itself to take place up-
on delivery in the foreign market,
and with provision for reclamations.
Far from destrpying the consignment
system, the co-operative marketing
associations of California and Canada
have their own agents in all the mar-
kets they cultivate, and the commodi-
ties are forwarded as quickly as pos-
sible to the point of consumption.
Arriving there, the commodities are
sold by the agents upon the best
terms procurable in view of local
competition and other surrounding
circumstances. The policy of Coak-
er’s Regulations, to detain fish here
until an agreement to sell it had
been made, resulted in making a mar-
ket for foreign competitors. The
would-be buyer was unwilling to pur-
chase a “pig in a poke,” and hence
could only be induced, in - certain
cases, to sign an agreement of sale
by a sort of compulsion. He prefer-
red to buy bis fish after seeing it, and
if he agreed in advance to buy the
fish, he usually planned to make the
seller pay something for his advan-
tage by offering him a lower price
than he would be willing to give for
the same fish upon its arival-in mar-
ket. If perchance he found upon ar-!

1

was more profitable to keep nis|
agreement than to break it.

PROBLEMS OF PRODUCTS. *-J
Mr. ‘Sipiro seys that sl products
have different problems. “The prob-.
lem of perishable products is route-

. “The problem of Nn-porhhtblo
producb is financing, so that you can
have sane and orderly marketing
throughout the year. 2 Dried fish
would, ‘I think, be classified’ as a
semi-perishable, and as such, it has
two problems—routeing and finan-
cing. By routeing, I understand that
Mr. Sapiro meant. that perishable
articles should be forwarded - from
the point of production to the point
of consumption as rapidly as they
are fit for shipment. Oranges, for
instance, are sent forward by the
carload in practically every train
after the fruit is ripe enough to pick.
By saying that the problem bf a non-
perishable article is financing, I sup-
pose Mr. Sapiro meant that such ar-
ticles could be stored for a period,
provided money could'bg obtained by
borrowing upon warehouse receipts,
etc., so that the articles could be
kept until satisfactory . opportunities
for sale occurred. A semi-perishable
article like fish, presents both prob-
lems, because fish do not in any case
warrant long keeping in store, and
in some of the softer cures, such as
Labrador, it would ruin almost as
quickly as oranges. The question of
routeing has recently been raised by
the agitation that our fish should be
sent forward in sailing craft owned
in the Colony, rather than in large
cargoes by foreign craft, generally
flying foreign flags. As I understand
arguments on this subject, there are
two outstanding points. Those in
favor of using foreign craft urged

‘that cargoes forwarded from time to

time should be by small vessels.
Those in favor of employing steam
dwelt upon the need of regularity and
certainty of arrival in markets. It
occurs to me that if all our "exports
were made by a co-operative market-
ing -association, arrangements could
be made for a stated progression of
sailing vessels week after week to the
Aoreign market, so that a sufficient
supply to meet the demand should al-
ways be at hand in the markets, and
no great quantity need be kept in
store here. While exports are being
made by various exporting merchants
in competition, there is greater need
of using steam' vessels than there
would be if all the exporting were
done by one authority. It would,
undoubtedly, be better for the Col-
ony if our own sailing craft could be

exponse in comparison with sHip-
ments by steam, and yet, on the other
hand, it is clear that if the slower
method of shipment would result in
foreign markets being bare .of our
fish at times, the loss might be too
great to be warranted. It seems to
me, therefore; that the forming of a
co-operative marketing = association
would at once be followed by a larger
employment of the vessels belonging
to this Colony. The ideal way of
marketing, of course, would be that
we should have regular sair or steam
carriers running from our ports at
stated intervals to regular markets,
taking forward the quantity of our
fish which that market could com-
fortably consume. Local steam own-
ed vessels, would, therefore, be the
most convenient type, but the time
when such can be provided is yet far
off. .
SHOULD NOT BE POLITICAL.
Mr. Sapiro says that a co-qperative
association should be composed of
producers only. . “Don’t let in a single
outsider.” “There is a combination of
interests betweéen every member and
very other fellow in that associa-
tion”; and “you must organize for
business purposes only: co-operative
associations are organized like
banks.” The meaning of these two
things, as I understand them as ap-
plied to the conditions here, is, that a
co-operative association should not be
a political body. Its governing body
should not be appointed by a political
party. Coaker’s Board in comnection
with the Regulations was appointed,
in reality, by Coaker, who had the
controlling interest om it. He was
himself, in essence, the sole authority,
and he could and did use his power
for personal or political purposes.
The Board of a co-operative associa-
tion, composed of exporters, represen-
tatives of the various fisheries of the
Colony, elected by exporters, and
subject to change by them from time
to time, would govern the association
in the interests of its members, deal-
ing solely with fish and fishery prob-
lems, and thus conducing to the bene-

sociation it appears to me to be work-
able. The unwillingness of our mer-
chants to combine has become a bye-
word, but there are ways in which
they might be induced to unite.

We have had the present year the
most prolific yield of potatoes in the
country’s history. So large has been
the crop that storage therefor has been
difficult to procure In certain of the
Bays and on the West Coast cellers are
dangerously overfilled. This l)egets
conditions favourable to the develop-
ment of “celler rot” and the prospect
is that great care will be called for the
coming winter whereevbr consider-
able stocks of potatoes are carried in
limited space areas. All storages
should be ventilated as freely as
permit. A

' small roof aperture in cellers will be

helpful, and safe, as the openings may
be packed from both outside and in-

! side during periods of low tempera-

|

-ure. Whenever weather

* should be opened to admit air, but not

Hght — direct sunlight especially
should be excluded. This may be eof-
fected by hanging a couple of sacks or
a rug in the doorway when open. With
care no material loss may accrue, but
lacking this, and with the danger from
overcrowding, serious. losses are quite
possible, as during the digging season
of the present year it was noticeable,
both West and North, that a quite
large percentage of the “sets” were
badly affected with “rot,” and this
does not indicate a winter keeping
quality in the crop. Whenever potatoes
show any tendency to become diseased
they should be gone through and all
affected ones removed and burned. It
would :be little short of a calamity if
throng)i indifference or culpable neg-
ligence any material losses in the crop
should occur during the present penoé
of economic stringency.

John's has not known these birds for
fifteen or sixteen years, but since
1918 a few have been in evidence and
during the present season it has been
noted that few flocks have been seen.
