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Imperial Problems
and Responsibilities.

Yesterday’s foreign message
made reference to the defeat of
Smuts in South Africa, and also
to the rejection of the Prefer-
ence Resolutions adopted by the
Imperial Conference last - Oc-
tober. Here at once are two
questions which concern the Em-
pire as a whole, and which may
raise difficulties that will require
statesmanship of the highest or-
der to settle to the satisfaction
of all.

With regard to the Resolu-
tions, it cannot be overlooked
that the question of Imperial
Preference met with the general
approval of the Dominion re-
presentatives, was endorsed by
the Baldwin Administration, and
but for the defeat of that Party
would have been carried into ef-
fect. The Baldwin Government
was not defeated by the Liberals
who opposed the preference is-
sue, but by the Labor party
which was not pledged either to
free trade or protection. Fur-|
ther, the result of the three cor- | ‘
nered contest was the. election of |
a party by no means representa- ‘
tive of the majority of voters.

What is the real reason for
the rejection of preferential
treatment for the dependencies?
Is it due to the conviction of the
Party that such a policy is in-
imical to the best interests of
the Empire or Great Britain, or
is their action influenced by
political motives? The Labour
Party exists only as long as it
receives support from the Lib- |
erals. It has a programme of
socialistic legislation which it
hopes to carry into effect, a part
of which has already been car- |
ried through Parliament with |
the coneurrence of that party.l
The repeal of the McKenna
Duties wgs consistent with the |
policyx of the Free Traders, and |
it would almost appear as if the |
rejection . of the Preference
Resolutions was a bid for fur-
ther support by the party on
which Premier MacDonald’s
sovernment depends for exist-
2nce. ’

The question is what view will |,

the Dominions take of this ae-
sion on the part of the Imperial
Jovernment? .

It has openly been stated that
the South African Nationalist
Party are determined to make a
oid for secession. If such is the
ase, and if such a situation ac-
tually arose, the principles
sreached by many of the Labour
Party would be put to a severe
;est. It can be taken for grant-
»d, however, that before a pos-
session of such - strategic im-
sortance were perniitted to pass
‘rom our control, the British

slear to the party in power that
the final decision rested with
them.
Another problem with which
e Labour Party is eonfrént«l

: f relying
fnendshlp and sincerity of rival
powers is excellent in theory,
but we have not yet reached the
millennium, and nations like in-
dividuals are apt to be tempted
by eircumstances which promise
to shape themselves to their ad-
vantage. :
*Such are the problems, to
mention but a few, with which
the Labour Party are confront-
ed. Will they prove equal to their
responsibilities? Will they act
as Imperialists, or will they trust
to theories in their attempts to
solve practical difficulties?

The well went into
production shortly before operations
were suspended last fall. Oil was

struck in a hole of six inches diam- |

eter at a depth of 1445 feet. There was
a greater gas pressure than in any
previous well and throughout the
winter oil flowed steadily froml the
bore hole. Last week we baled three
tons of oil for a full, reflning test,
which, with the analyses prepared by
Prof. Davies and the Colonial Insti-

| tute, London, enable me to report a

very high percentage of gasoline and

{ keroséne products—a record in this
| respect for the field. The well

drilled without accident with a fif-
teenyear-old outfit. I am now abso-
lutely confident on these two points:

Mount Everest has won “round one”
of the struggle between it and its
would-be conquerers—the Bruce ex-
pedition.

‘A great blizzard which lasted con-
tinuously for forty-eight hom:s with |
temperature as much as minus 22
Fahrenheit, led to the abandonment of
camps 2 and 3, and a return fto the
base.

A go‘od‘deal of trouble has béen
faken from time to time by matural-
ists to solve these mysteries; The
late Professor Buckland entombed 3
number of toads in cirecumstances
similar to those found in nature. All
géém to have died except one or two,
and in these cases it was clear that
indects Wad found their way throush
erdcks apd had served as foed. The
mystery seems to be éxplained in this
way: Young frogs or toads find their
way into small holes in recks and re-
fain there too long. They grow 80
rapidly that they cannet pass again
{hrough the hole which they esteréd.

A Shower of Frogs,

The same explanation applies te the
bats found in trees. Entering a trec
through a small hole in the autemn,
and slesping there threugheut the
winter, they find themselves too big
in the spring te pdss eut again.
