HOUSE OF COMMONS.
Orrawa, April19,

Mr. Magill, seconded by Mr. Scatcherd,
introduced a bill to repeal the Act re-
specting insolvency. When the present
law was introduced, there was a class of
men in the country who found it impos-
gible to get rid of their liabilities, The
present law had been in force a sufficient
length of time to give this class relief,and
it was now inflicting great damage on
commercial men. It has become very
burdensome, allowing'men in business
fraudulently to transfer their obligations,
to the detriment of their creditors. It|
had in fact, become 56 demoralizing, that |
numbers were unable to prosecute busi-
ness successufully, unless they adopted
this mode of getting rid of their liabili-
ties. Thus, in many instances, men who
might pay in full, or should never have
gone into business at all, were able to
compound with their creditors for 25¢ or
40c on the dollar.
