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AN INDUSTRIAL PURSUIT.

A few days ago our evening contemporary
called attention, in a well-timed article, to
the fact that while commerce was suffering
depression in Victoria,- Nanaimo presented
more flourishing indications than it bhad
ever displayed before. The contrast here
afforded explains more forcibly than we can
well say the folly of staking our all on the
single turn up of the uncertain die of Cariboo,
and proves, what we have all along main-
tained, the advantage of having more stable
occupations in the country than gold mining
and commission agencies. We cannot of course
tarn Victeria into a coal mining community
if nature bas not given us the mineral, but we
can, at least, by following out a policy more
in accordance with our position; enable the
country to sustain, without material injury,
any reverse which an insufficient yield of
gold may occasion. From first to last—from
the exposition which we gave in January of
the falling off of our trade till the present
time—we never for a moment blamed the
mistaken commercial policy of the coun-
try for the reaction which had taken
place; because as the suecess of gold
mining was the cause of our sudden
prosperity, so the temporary decline of the
mines was the cause of the commercial de~
pression; but we did blame it for its total un~
geaworthiness when the storm set in. With
the partial failure of Cariboo came a number
of unemployed men, and even unem-
ployed capital, but there was no out-
let for either. We had tied ourselves down
to selling pork and beans, and when the
mouths decreased in number we were left
helpless either with large stocks in band or
large debts that were mnot likely to become
remanerative. The * bone and sinew ”had
to depart, and the present year witnessed a
very considerable diminution in the numbers
that went to Cariboo. Now in any other
country this would have been a sufficient
lesson to those who had a mercantile inter-
est at stake. The commercial portion of the
population would have seen that a policy
which was only safe in fair weather was not
suited to a colony subject to all the ups and
downs of a gold-mining life ; but our wmer-
cantile men were hopeful, and expected ¢ geo-
graphical positions” to work some of the
biblical miracles. The miracles, however,

‘have not been performed,and no men have
suflered more by our commerical policy than
those who have cluog to it in sunshine and

~adversity, with all the ardor of unsophisti-
cated youth. Fortunately in the crude state
of society in new couatries an error in political
economy caonot run long without bringing
inits train the necessary evils, and so we
have found, after a six years’ reliance on a
single resource, that it is mnecessary to
¢ gchange our base.”

‘We do not make these remarks with the
view to legislate the country into more stable
_pursuits ; for we are only too well persuaded
that if the foresight and prudence of a popu~
lation do not make ther see the necessity of
baving a fixity and a permanence about
their occupations no Act of Parliament will

ever provide them with the necessary percep-

~ tion. Legislation may under proper direc-
tion give an impetus to a movement or A
_stimulus to an industry, but the people must

" first be educated to the proper utilitarian
standard.

AT VALPARAISO.

An Ttalian frigate, the first that has visited
the Pacific, arrived at Valparaiso prior to the
departure of the Cyclone. She had .on board
160 naval cadets. The officers gave a ball a
few days before the Cyclone left.

leaves us but little option of relinquishing
our self-punishing held ; but to adhere.vo}-
untarily to a policy that produces ruin is
insanity itself. We do not think, however, our
contempory is so intent on guicide as he
would have us believe, for we find, fortan~
ately, that he never makes one agsertion but
he puts forward another to contradict it. We
cannot of course object to a system which is
based on the habits of nature herself ; :for
are we not told that the earth for every
poison produced, brings forth at the same time
an antidote ; and when our morning contems
porary informs us in one page that the Qolicy
of the eonntry has brought things to a ruinous
condition, it is only what we might reasonv
ably expect to be told in another that we are |
in a high degree of prosperity. For example :

¢ Last spring Mr. Pemberton was a strong Pre-
ucﬁgzisstgbutg having seen property depreoiate
fifty per cent. in value—one-half of the hmilsel in
Victoria tenantless—grass growing on the wharves
and mushrooms on Birdcage Walk—he has re-
pented of his error.”

As the Legislature has not adopted a
tarif on any description of merchan-
dise, we can only conclude that thef de~
preciation of property and the dismal
concomitants of grass and mushrooms, must
have been brought about by some other
means. It is true the landing permits on
vegetables have been increased, and there
has been a poll tax imposed on cattle, but we
do not think a half dozen of canoes more or
less coming into the harbor from Whidby
Island or Puget Sound wounld affect very
materially the growth of mushrooms, If it
does. we would advisa the agricultural
society to make a note of it. So farasthe
eatile is concerned we have uot heard that
the slight tax has dimnished in any material
degree the consumption of fresh meat ; if it
bas bad the fertilizing influence of producing
in a very few months a crop of timothy
on the wharves we would commend it to
the farmers as one of the cheapest descrip-
tions of grass seed. We are afraid, however,
our contemporary will not do it this justice,and
we mast only take his eloguent jeremiade in
its trae sense, and attribute any reverse we
may have sustained to something very long
prior to any increase on our potato permits.
It is at all ovents pleasing, after the above
melancholy allusion to the verdant appear-
ance of the wharves, to find in the following
sentence that we are not 8o badly off after

Does it not, however, strike our contempor~
ary as being rather strange that, if farming is
8o profitable, people should throw away their
time in other pursuits which only result in
loads of debt, It is rather taxing our rea~
soning faculties to tell us first that a com-
mercial policy which ruins ‘everybody in
commerce, destroys in fact every vocation
but the agriculturist, is a beoeficial one ; and
in the second place that the most profitable
occupation is the only one that is shunned !
We shall conclude our comments on the
Chronicle’s rather remarkable  free port ad-
vocacy by giving another quotation, After
showing how backward, if not indeed imbes

cile, are our farmers—after declaring that.

they do not supply one-tenth the home mar-
ket—we have the following extraordinary
statement :

¢¢ The backwardness of our agriculture s not
as great in proportion to its resources, as it is in
other. ountries. We are making very fair pro-

ress, taking into account the quantity of our
and and the rates of interest on money.”

When men try to prove that two and two
make five we may naturally expect some
queer ratiocination. In the present instance
when our contemporary is attempting a sim-
ilar feat we have simply given him the benes
fit of his own tether—a ¢ line ” of reasoning
which trips him up more effectually than all
the political economy we might write from
this to Doomsday.

The German, however, is a persistent
specimen of humanity, and so the Deputies
go the next day to Deutz—a part of Cologne
on the other side of the Rhine—where an-
other banquet was to have been given; but
the soldiers got to the place first, and a sec-
ond dinner was spoiled. Disgusted with the
excessive attentions of King Frederick and
Bismark, tuey proceeded to a town in the
Dukedom of Nassau; but it would appear
they only got out of the frying pan into the

EUROPEAN AFFAIRS.

Some interesting as well as complicated
eases of international law are ocecasionally
sbringing up as the legal harvest.of the
American civil war. The most recent instacce
js an application by the United States before
the English Vice-Chancellor, Sit W. P.Wood,
for an injunection to restrain certain merchants
in Liverpool from delivering 1228 bales of
cotton, recently arrived from Texas via Ha-
vaonah, to any ome but the agents of the
United States. 1t appears that the defen
dants represent a firm that carried on
large cotton transactions at Havannah with
the Confederate Government—that this firm
were creditors of the Confederacy to the
amount of twenty thousand pounds, and
that the ecotton in question was in

RESULT OF THE GENERAL ELECTION.

Phe elections are all over,and even the
most sanguine of the Copservative party
must admit that a more unfavorable result for
themselyes could not have bappemed. The
organs of the party try by every means which
sophistry can suggess, to prove that Mr: Dis-
raeli has a phalanx of good men and true at
his back, consistiog in number of about 299,
which will be increased by means of petition
on the meeting of Parliament, to 300 ; but as
two can play at that game, and there are
likely to be quite as many changes on the
one side as on the other, I do not think
there is much likelibood of the minority run-
ning up to the latter total. Conservatism is
« g gone coon.” As for any boasted reaction
it is a myth. The people of England will
bave nothing to do with a class of politicians
who, whatever may be their assurance that
they are as liberal as the Liberals, are not
trusted. Even the more moderate amongst
them have no faith in anything connected
with them so long as Mr. Disraeli is kept by
Lord Derby at the helm. The very assurance
that right honorable gentleman has made,
that he has no less than 299 members at his
back on 'whom he can rely, is sufficient to
make it doubted that it is so. Very likely
the ministerial success is greater than it
otherwise might have been, on account of the
universal popularity of Lord Palmerston ; bat
whatever be the cause of that success, there
it is, and the Conservatives can neither deny
it nor explain it away. Of course specula-
tion is rife as to the measures Government
will have to introduce to hold their majority
together, since it is made up of * Jews,
Turks, Infidels and Heretics "—in a Parlia-
mentary sense—but no very violent radical
measures will pass the Legislature so long as
the Premier holds the reins and the opposition
eap * turn the wheel.” For all Parliamen-
tary purposes. matters are just as they were
when the dissolution sent the old house about
its business ; and that is what the country
stands in need of, since there will be no vio-
lent measures of change on the one hand, any
more than there is any Conservative reaction
on the other.

MR. GLADSTONE.

In the shuffle of the Parliamentary pack not
a few well-known men have gone to grief;
but the most remarkable instance is that of
Mr. Gladstone, who has been rejected by
Oxford ; not however to be without a seat,
for his own Conservative county, South
Lancashire, returned him at once, as a kind
of recompense for the treatment he had met
with, after eighteen years of hard service to
the University. In spite of all his talent,
Mr. Gladstone is a crotchety man, and if he
takes a whim into his head he will carry it
out whatever be the consequences. Like the
engineer, hoist by his own petard, he has lost
his seat for Oxford very much because of an
act of folly he persisted in supporting in the
