As he proceeded in his testimony it become
apparent that the line of defense would
be justification and extreme provocation,
finally bringing on a serious nervous con-
dition ‘which rendered the witness unfit for
business and made him to a degree irrg-
sponsible for his aets. The President’s
order of immunity, it was also made evi-
dent, would be relied on as applicable to
Gen. Eagan’s testimony before the war
commission, and that the court-martial had
no proper jurisdiction of the case.

When Gen. Eagan began the story of
Gen. Miles’ aspersion on him, he raised
his voice somewhat and spoke with great
carnestness, though with perfect enuncia-
tion.

TRADE OF THE WRHK

Wheat and Cotton Ad.va.nee Helped
by Appearaunc+ of Specu-
lative Demand.

Canadian' Reports Indicate No
Speeial teatures Though Out-
look Is Favorable.

New York, Jan. 27.—Bradstreet's re-

wheat, which heretofore have registered
steady gains on actual consumptive de-
mand rather, than on the develorm™ent of
market bullish speculation. Exceptional
industrial activity, particularly in the
iron and steel trades, is another feature
of mote, and here, too, prices are ad-
vancing, reflecting, so far as can be seen,
chiefiy the urgency of consumers’ require-
ments, the claim in fact being made that
| speculation has not, as yet, entered into
the buying in this branch of industry.
The same claim, however, can hardly be
made as regards a number of movements
towards consolidation in this and other
industries, where in fact the movement
towards combination is described as ap-
proaching a virtual craze. While it is
hardly possible to fix the entire responsi-
bility for bullishness in wheat and cot-
ton upon the movement whieh so far has
proved so successful in stocks, the claim
is freely made that considerable profits
realized in the stock market have sought
expression in the channels of staple food
and textile distribution. Stocks at home
and abroad continue smaller than a year
ago and the United States still continues
to furnish about per cent. of the
world’s supply, although exports recently
show a falling off. Improvement in cot-
ton dates back, primarily, to the record
breaking low prices reached last autumn
on estimates of the immense yield of the
Amerlcan crop, while the improved situa-
tion of domestic manufactured goods,
the enlarged shipments abroad,, and the
tendency, supported by reduced crop
movement of late, to minimize large es-
timates is reflected in the steadiness of
recent advances. Activity in demand
for nearly all classes of iron and steel
is reflected in advance for nearly every
class of pig iron and in steel billets, rails
and plates. Better reports are received
from the lumber trade in ‘a number of
cities and all the old advances are main-
tained with confidence in the outlook for
spring business. Wool, though firm, is
slow of sale. General industry is re-
ported active, notably soft coal, mining
and shipbuilding. ; :

SAMOA NOT AN ISSUE,

Germany Prepared to Disavow Any Im-
proper Act of Her Representative .

Berlin, Jan. 28.—After divine service
at the palace on Emperor William’s
birthday, his Majesty received the per-
sonal congratulations of each of the am-
bassadors. He greeted the United States
ambassador with especial corc}iahty and
conversed with him for quite a long
while.

ASHORE ON ENGLISH COAST.

British Ship on the Rocks—Pilot and
Two of Crew Drowned.

Margate, Eng., Jan. 26.—The British
ship Hawkesdale, Capt. Steele, from
Hamburg for Melbourne, is ashpre on
Leng Sand. The Margate life-boat
saved seven of her crew, and another
life-boat saved 17 more. Three of those
who were on board the Hawkesdale, in-
cluding the pilot, were drowned by the
capsizing of one of the ship’s boats. She
was a steel ship built at Loudonderryj in
1890. She registered 1,723 tons, hailed
from Liverpool, and belonged to P. Ire-
dale & Porter, of that port.

NOTHING FOR. LUMBRR

Hope for Concession to That Can-
adian Industry Has Now
Vanished,

Michigan Influence Does Not Pre-
vail and No Agreement
Is Possible.

By Associated Press.

‘Washington, Jan. 26.—The high joint
commission held a session to-day and
adjourned until Tuesday. The sub-
committees on reciprocity and the Behr-
ing sea held sessions.

Attention to the lumber feature of the
Anglo-American negotiations has been
renewed by the presence here of a num-
ber of Michigan lumbermen and public
men interested in that industry. It has
led to talk of a compromise on a $1 lum-
ber rate and the Canadian lumbermen
and officials have been hopeful that some
such compromise would be effected. As
a preliminary to this efforts have been
made to bring the lumbermen of Minne-
sota, Wisconsin and other states to a
common standing on the compromise.
These efforts ‘have been unavailing thus
far and an official conversant with the
negotiations stated to-day that he did
not think any compromise was possible.
Without it, he said, the lumber contro-
versy was practically eliminated from
the Anglo-American negotiations.

New York, Jan. 26.—The Washington
correspondent of the Sun says: ‘*“Ihe
delegation of Michigan lumbermen who
came to Washington last night to sug-
gest to the Anglo-American commission
that a duty of $1 per thousand upon cer-
tain timber be agreed upon as a com-
promise on reciprocity will hardly, sue=
ceed in their mission. Representative
Tawney of Minnesota, who wak associat-
ed with the late Representative Dingley
in the consideration of the lumber ques-
tion both in the committee on ways and
means and in the commission, said this
afternoon that no compromise of that
sort would be made. These gentlemen,
he said, are owners of pine stumpage in
Canada, now owning nothing in that line
in the United States. They want to
bring their lumber into the United States
free or at a reduced duty and made their
fight to this end before the committee on
ways and means and were defeated.
They have exhausted the timber lands
owned by them under a tariff of $2 and
now they want to be permitted to turn
around and abandon that tariff for their
own benefit.

Their assertion that if these Canadian
logs are not ‘allowed to come in free or
at the reduced rate, twenty-seven mills
on the eastern coast of Michigan must be
closed is shown to be false. Some of
them doubtless will be closed, but not
all or not nearly all. “It is my belief,”
continued Mr. Tawney, “that Canadians
are working on the proposition to include
timber in the reciprocity scheme. Mr.
Dingley had them whipped in that mat-
ter,”

Mr. Tawney confirmed the report that
the lumber question is the only one re-
maining to be settled by the commission,
and that when an agreement or an agree-
ment to disagree is reached their work
will practically be at an end. -

A delegation of Michigan lumbermen,
headed by ex-Governor Lovel of Sagi-
naw, Thos. Pitts of Bay City, and Chas.
L. Mould of Sheboygan, have arrived
here to protest to the President against
the' proposed appointment of Represen-
tative Tawney to the vacancy on the
Canadian joint high commission eaamsed
by the death of Representative Dingley.
Mr. Tawney is well known as an ad-
vocate of a $2 duty on lumber, while the
delegation favor mot more than $1, and

WAR INSURANCE.

Marine Underwriters Announce a New
Agreement on the Subject.

London, Jan. 26.—At a general meet-
ing of Lloyds’ to-day a resolution was
adopted that henceforth policies or agree-
ments of insurance upon vessels or car-
goes shall be deemed and “warranted free
from capture, seizure and detention and
the consequences thereof or from any
attempt thereat, piracy excepted, and
that they shall also be free from all
consequences of hostilities, whether be-
fore or after a declaration of war, un-
less a provision to the contrary is con-
tained in the agreement and signed by
the underwriters. It was further re-
solved that the resolution passed at the
meeting on June 16, 1898, dealing with
the matter of war risks be rescinded.

SPAIN TARES REVENGE

Her Military Commanders to Be
Punished for Their Surren-
der to Americans.

Court Martial{Practically Declares
That They Should Have
Fought to the Death.

Madrid, Jan. 26.—The cabinet met this
afternoon under the presidency of the
Queen Regent. The absence of Gen.
Correa, the minister of war, was much
commented wupon, and is believed to
have been connected with a decision not
yet divulged, reached by the supreme
military tribunal relative to General
Jaudenez, the Spanish commander, who
capitulated at Manila and who has been
in prison since yesterday, and General
Toral, who capitulated at Santiago de
Cuba, and who is absent from Madrid.

The Premier, Senor Sagasta, outlined
the government’s intentions relative to
the peace treaty. He said that infor-
mation received by the minister of for-
eign affairs had created the impression
that DPresident McKinley feared the
treaty would be defeated in the senate
and apprehended an obstinate resistance
upon the part of the Philippine insur-
gents against the Americans who desire
to deprive them of independence and de-
base the Spanish government, which
are sufficient reasons for the triumphs of
the anti-annexationists in  the senate.
Therefore the Premier insisted that the
convention of the cortes should no longer
be delayed. :

The cabinet met again this evening,
Senor Sagasta presiding. It dppears
that the evidence before the court mar-
tial showed that General Jaudenez had
sufficient ammunition and food to have
enabled him to resist longer. The court
ordered his arrest, whereupon he sur-
rendered himself attired in civilian dress
and accompanied by his son and several
members of his staff. General Correa
confirmed the arrest. It is reported that
the court martial will exonerate General
Toral on the ground that he acted under
superior instructions, but that Admiral
Montejo, who was defeated by Admiral
Dewey at Cavite, will be tried for the
incompetent condition of his fleet.

The newspapers assert also that Ad-
miral Cervera is awaiting his trial and
that he will not be able to take his seat
as a senator on the re-assembling of the
cortes, :

FORETOLD IN A DREAM.

A Vision of Death Exactly Fuifilled Six
Months Later,

Decatur, Ill, Jan. 19.—A  singular
dream as.a premonition of the death of
H. Clay Montgomery, late treasurer of

Macon County, who committed suicide
in the Great Northern hotel, Chicago, on
January 2 last, has come to light. The
deceased was a man of considerable
prominence in the affairs of life, and his
tragic death attracted attention in sey-
eral states. Brothers prominent in pro-
fessional life reside in Ohio, in Michigan,
and at Philadelphia, Pa. One brother,
Thaddeus Montgomery, resides at Co-
shocton, 0. A remarkable coincidence is
related in connection with the death of
Mr. Montgomery, whose body was
brought to Decatur and buried by the
{ Masonic fraternity.

Six months ago the death of the ex-
‘ treasurer was revealed in a dream to his
brother, Thaddeus Montgomery, who is
cashier of the Coshocton National Bank,
and so vividly was it impressed upon his
mind that he was never able to rid him-
self of it. There is connected with this
remarkable coincidence a premonition so
extraordinary that it might, under the
circumstances, be the subject of scepti-
cism. When Thad Montgomery was
down- with typhoid fever at the Park
Hotel at Coshocton last August he
dreamed that he had received a telegram
from Chicago saying that his brother,
Clay, had died at the Great Northern
Hotel in that city, and asking what
should be done with the remains. So
vivid was the dream  that on awakening
he had no idea that if was a dream, and,
being confined to his bed with high fever
and being unable to take the steps neces-
sary in such a case as he imagined, he
summoned Frank F. Pomerene, whom
he told he had received such a telegram,
and instructed Mr. Pomerene as to send-
ing some telegrams and making some ar-
rangements. Mrs. Chase, a sister of the
sick man, who was by his bedside, told
him that their brother was not dead and
that he had not received such a telegram,
but it was several hours before he could
disabuse his mind of the strong impres-
sion and convince himself that it was
only a dream. So impressed was Mr
Montgomery that he afterwards told it
to quite a number of persons, among
others, Dr. McCurdy, Frank Beebe, Wil
Pomerene and J. P. Forbes, all of Co-
shocton. While the dream was regarded
by Mr. Montgomery and his friends as
very peculiar, nothing serious was
thought of it until January - 3, when
there was added the finishing chapter of
one of the most remarkable premonitions
recorded. Clay Montgomery did not re-
side in Chicago, but was supposed to
have been there at the time on business,
when he died very suddenly and at the
same hotel as told in the strange dream
SIX months ago. The wording of the. tele-
gram received by Mr. Montgomery was
exactly the same as that which he had
dreamed, and which he repeated to a
number of friends since, The dreamed-
of telegram was signed by the manager
of the Great Northern Hotel, and so was
the real telegram which came on January

Northern Waters.

Gold for Klondike Brought on
Steamer Rosalie—The Lev-
ernbank.

One hundred and three pounds of gold
dust for the Bennett Lake & Klondike
Navigation company, of this city, arrived
yostergiay from the North on the steamer
Rosalie, in charge of Capt. C. Harris.
The steamer made port shortly after 11
o'clock, and landed only one other Daw-
sonite besides Capt. Harris, and this
was Col. Reichenbach, who made the
trip out over the trails with Capt. Har-
ris, leaving the Yukon metropolis on De-
cember 17, several days later than pre-
vious' arrivals. Their trip to the coast
was made in good weather and was
barren of any incident of interest.
Among the Rosalie’s passengers were
five shipwrecked sailors belonging to the
halibut fishing schooner St. Lawrence,
of Seattle, which was wrecked on De-
cember 28 last on a small island near
Piper Bay. . The sailors were 13 0800
2{cDonald, C. Foss, and Messrs. Abbott,
Ericsen and Jones. Capt. Calder, who
was in charge of the schooner, remained
at Wrangel, where the other members of
the crew embarked. The St. Lawrence
left Seattle on October ¥ on an extended
halibut fishing cruise in the vicinity of
Hecate Straits, and when wrecked had
about ten tons of fish aboard. The ex-
periences of the crew from that date on
have been terrible. They made shore
under difficulty from the rapidly sinking
vessel} lived there on what water-soaked
provisions they managed to get ashore
for ten days, until starvation faced one
and all, and then were found and taken
to Juneau by the little sloop Nord, which
in answer to signals came to their res-
cue. The St. Lawrence was driven
ashore by a squall. She had dropped
bo'th anchors, but despite this was soon
driven ashore, breaking to pieces on the
rocks. She was a small schooner of 40
tons register, and is a total loss. Her
crew report a second wreek, but give no
purtlcular5 other than that the vessel
was the fishing schooner Two Brothers,
bound north at the time, and that the
disaster occurred in October last. The
R(«Sflll(‘ had 14 XKlondikers going through
to Seattle, among them being R. Prior,
a wealthy claim owner in Circle district,
who has come south, it is stated, to buy
muchm_ory with which to develop his
properties.

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A NOVELTY IN POLITICS.

The house was occupied yesterday for
‘half an hour with an unpleasant inci-
dent. At the opposition organization
meeting Mr. Price Ellison made a speech
in the course of which he referred to Mr.
Joseph Martin as a man “ who had come
into the province with all that he pos-
sessed in @ carpet bag, and could get out
just as easily.” This is # not a very
severe thing to say about any one. There
are some very wealthy people in Rritish
Columbia of whom it is quite true. The
Colonist remembers to have heard one
of the leading business men of the prov-
ince describe his early days in British
Cclumbia, and the impression he con-
veyed was that he had not even a carpet
bag when he came here.

anticipating a lot of evils for to-morrow.
A very sensible and successful business
man once said that he learned early in
life that, if he kept thinking about what
he did yesterday and wondering how he
Wwas going to get through to-morrow, he
Wwas in bad shape to transact business
to-day. From this he deduced this con-
clusion, that in business matters the wise
man was he who did what lies next him
as seemed best at the time, who occupied
himself with what he had to do, and kept
no place in his mind for regrets or misgiv-
ings as to what he had done or doleful
anticipations about what might happen
in the future. “You have nothing to do
with consequences” was one of his fav-
orite sayings. ‘““Whatever your hand
finds to do, do with all your might,” and
leave the consequences to take care of
themselves was the sum total of his busi-
ness philosophy.

Worry mever yet solved a business
problem, but it has prevented many a
man from solving them. The hopeful,
courageous and energetic man generally
succeeds. He may not succeed just as
he expected, but he rarely makes a com-
plete failure of his life, and there is a
good philosophical reason for this. The
inspiration of such a man is faith, and
there is no power on earth that is equal
to faith. Here again it is necessary to
say something about the way Secriptural
expressions are understood. Talk to
most men about faith and they jump
to ‘the ‘conclusién that what you have in
mind is some ecclesiastical dogma hav-
ing special reference to the future life.
But if we understand the New Testa-
ment idea of faith at all, it is the liveli-
est kind of force 'and is one that ought
te be employed in every day affairs.
There is an old saying that a proverb is
the wisdom of many and the wit of one,
the same holds good of some of our ord-
inary colloquialisms.” We speak of the
secret of a man’s success being his faith
in himself. Napoleon declared that the
force that sustained him most in ‘his
marvellous career was faith in his des-
tiny. We faney it would not be difficult
to get at the philosophy of this, although
its demonstration would probably be too
long for a newspaper article; but the
idea is after this sort: There are laws
in the mental life just as there are in
the physical life. There are mental
forces just as there are physical forces.
This will be admitted by all to some ex-
tent. Just as a magnetized piece of iron
attracts a needle, so we all know cer-
tain men attract us. We follow them
wherever they lead, as if impelled by
some powerful force. So far all people
will concede the similarity of the physi-
cal and mental arena. To push the il-
lustration a little further, we all know
that there is in the physical world some-
thing, which for want of a better name
we call the force of gravity. We can
count upon this with absolute certainty
in any undertaking. So in the mental
world there may be a corresponding
force, which for want of a better name
we call faith, and we may count upon
its' operation with perfect confidence. If
asked to explain the “why” of it, we
should have to confess absolute inability;
but it would be safe to undertake to do
S0 whenever any person explains the
“why” of gravity.

Now as most people will recall, when
the Disciples weré sent out to evangelize
the world, they were to depend upon
faith chiefly for their success, and one
of the instructions given them was not
to worry about how they were going to
get along. If they worried. their faith
would be unequal to the calls upon it.
Now, if there is one thing about which
we may feel assured it is that, if there are
laws in the mental arena, they are as
universal in their operation as are the
laws in the physical arena and are equ-
ally uniform. You may depend upon it
that if worry would unfit men to exer-
cise the faith mecessary in the work of
evangelization, which was not a faith
that eternal happiness would be the re-
ward of virtue, but the sort of faith that
“can remove mountains,” it will unfit us
to exercise the degree of faith neces-
sary for success in our every day pro-
jects.

{

But worry is not only an obstacle to
success. It brings .with it a train of evils.
1t is sleep’s worst enemy. Some people
believe they can fthink out problems bet-
ter after they go to bed and the house
is all dark and quiet. There may be
such people. There is a man somewhere |
who goes to the bottom of a tank full ofl
water and eats things there. There is
said to be a physical reason why the
thinking done in bed is rarely satisfac-
tory in its results. The explanation has
something to do with the action of the
blood upon the brain when in a recum-
bent position. But whatever is the ex-
planation, it is a good plan to cultivate
forgetfulness of business cares when bed
time comes, for of all worrying that is
the worst which keeps a man awake
when he ought to be asleep.

MARTIN’S BOGEY MAN.

Attorney-General Martin is skilled in
appeals to pagsion and prejudice. Heis
an adept at éhirking real issues and in
raising false onmes. His speech in the
theatre on Fr’gda{ night is an illustration
of this quality. He called upon the
people ef Victeria to elect government
supporters: so as te prevent the Placer
Mining act from disallowance.

One answer te this appeal is that there
is no authority for any one to say: that
the act will be disallewed, or that the
Eaurier government has the slightest in-
tention of disallowing it.

Moreover, if it is disallowed at all, it
will not be because aliens have been ex-
cluded from our placers, but because its
other provisions are such as cannot fail
to materially injure business interests.

The Colonist can speak without being
misunderstood on this matter, because it
advocated the preservation of our placers
for British subjects before Mr. Martin
thought of it. The Colonist’s object
was to check the inrush of alien miners
bringing outfits from foreign cities; but
it had no idea of preventing the intro-
duction of foreign capital. The latter is
what the act put throygh the legislature
by the government will do, and it is for
this reason that it will be disallowed, if
it is disallowed at all. But as has just
been said, there is no cause to believe
that the Governor-General will inter-
fere. No one in authority has intimated
anything of the kind. On the contrary,
it is announced from Ottawa that there
is likely to be legislation during the com-
ing session of parliament in the direction
of giving Cénadians certain preferences
in the gold‘mines of the Yukon. The
proceedings of the Anglo-American com-
mission have demonstrated that the
United States government will surrender
as little as' possible to the people of
Canada, and that they will not meet us
in fair reciprocal arrangements. Thé
people of Canada are far more likely to
be called upon to support the Laurier
government in an effort to meet Ameri-
can exclusiveness than to hold up the
hards of Joseph Martin in keeping the
Placer Mines act on the statute book.
Disallowance is a bogey, conjured up by
Joseph.

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Though Her Husband Forged td Con-
vict Dreyfus' She'Maintains He
Was No Traitor. d

Paris, Jan. 27.—The trial of the action
brought by Madame Henri, widow  of
Lieut.-Col. Henri, who committed suicide
in prison here after confessing to hav-
Ing forged one of the documents in the
Dreyfus’ case, against M. Joseph Rein-
ach, member of the chamber of deputies
and editor of the Republique Francaise,
for libeling the deceased by declaring
him a traitor, opened in the assize court
to-day. Madame Henri was present in
deep mourning, |
. M. Laborie, counsel for M. Reinach,
1mmed_iately asked the court to postpone
the trial until the Dreyfus inquiry was
determined. He declared the suit was
merely the work of a political party re-
duced to the last extremity and it was
merely a desperate attempt to influence
the verdict of the court of cassation in
its decision of the Dreyfus trial. The
suit was ostensibly instituted to obtain
satisfaction and honor for a woman and
child.

Hetre Madame Henri began to weep
and M. Laborie expressed regret at the
i fact that his duty compelled him to al-
lude to painful matters. Counsel then
protested against the popular subserip-
tion started by the Libre Parole, which,
he said, was opened for the purpose of
gloritying the aect of Col. Henri, who
had become a forger to maintain an in-
nocent man in prison. The court of cas-
sation, counsel then said. “in spite of the
insults and the daily attacks made upon
it, contin_ues serenely to perform the
work of justice, and I'bow in advance
before the decision which will be given
by the court of cassation, for it is the
duty of all to bow to the truth.,” M,
Laborie concluded with declaring that he
giemanded an adjournment of the case
in the superior interests of justice 'and
protested that the accusation that the re-
visionists or those who favor a revision
was an infamous calumny.

If
that was so, why had it been necessary
for the Dominion government to give the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway a subsidy of
S11,000 a mile? It was all very well
for the government to say that they
would not embark in any railway enter-
prises in the provinee. If those gentle-
men had been in power in past years
there would be no railways in the prov-
ince to-day. As to the parliament build-
ings contract, he had it from an archi-
teet, who had in no way been connected
with the buildings that mo contractor
had made any money out of the con-
tracts.

THE SCHOOL TRUSTRES

Discuss Necessities of City Educa-
tion Department for the
Current Year, 2

v

A New High School Needed but
Matter Postponed for the
Present. .

At the meeting of the school board last
evening the estimates for the year were
agreed to. These make the demand for
education for 1899 slightly greater than
during last year. Another subject of
interest was the discussion of the gro-
posal to secure for Victoria. a high
school building that would be g credit
to the eity. This latter, however, did
not come to a vote.

There were present Chairman McMick-
ing, Mrs. H. Grant, Mrs. M. Grant,
Messrs, Marchant, McCandless, Belyea,
and Lewis Hall.

Before proceeding to business, the
chairman announced that he had draft-
i:d the committees for the year as fol-
OWS:

Kinance—Trustees Marchant, Hall and
Mrs. H. Grant.

Buildings and Grounds—Trustees Bel-
yea, McCandless and Mrs. M. Grant.

Supplies and Maintenance—Trustees

. w~ --, McOandless, Mrs. H. Grant and Mrs.

M. Grant. -

Management—Trustees
and Marchant.

The proposed arrangements meeting
with the approval of fhe board, they
were accordingly adopted.

Dr. Hall thought that the board as a
whole should form a committee on legis-
lation, as it had been asked to meet the
city council on Monday next to arrange
for laying their differences before = the
council of public instruction at an early
date. It was decided that those who
;onld should attend the meeting on Mon-
ay.

A commaunication was read from
Beaumont Boggs drawing attention to
the necessity of extending the grounds
at  the Victoria West school, and
offering to sell two acres in rear of the
school for $2,000. This went to the com-
mittee on grounds.

J. St. Clair wrote with reference to
the recommendation of teaching boys
manual training, and saying that he had
been teaching rope splicing and use of
tools. Mr. St. Clair offered, if the board
would increase his salary, to carry out
this work on a larger scale. Referred
to management committee,

Superintendent Katon addressed the
board as follows:

Ladies and Gentlemen: Permit met to
make the following recommendations for
the consideration of the board:

1. That definite limits be assigned to
the Spring Ridge district, and that, be-
ginning with the next school year, children
within that district be required to attend
the Spring Ridge school—provided they do
not belong to grades higher than those
taught there.

2. That the Kingston street school pre-
mises be Immediately put in thorough
repair, and that a teacher holding first-
class certificate be advertised for; duties
to begin the first of March next.

3. That, with a view to the introduction
of singing as a regular subject of instruc-
tion in all classes of the graded schogls,
the teachers be requested to qualify them-
selves as soon as possible in the Tonicsolfa
system eof notation.

4 That a small sum of money be ap-
propriated this year for the purchase of
books especially adapted to ald the teach-
ers in their work; the books so purchased
to form the nucleus of a pedagogical lib-
rary which may be enlarged from year
to year by similar appropriations by the
board. 4
5. That permission be sought from the
council of public instruction to conduct
the lowest division in each of the two
central schools, for the remainder of this
term, on the ‘‘half-time” plan. That is,
to have one part of the division attemnd
school in the forenoon only, and the re-
mainder in the afternoon only. The trial
is worth making as an experiment in
educational economics. It is quite cer-
tain that under such an arrangement the
pupils of these classes would make  better
progress than is “possible under the pre-
sent conditions; and perhaps better than
vnder any plan of full day attendance. Be-
sides, no other satisfactory way of reliev-
ing these two over-crowded class rooms
seems available. .

This was passed on to the committee
of management for their investigation,
pcnding the .preparation of the annual
estimates. i

The superintendent was of opinion that
the matter of the condition of the two
lower schools should be :1tteud'e(.1' to
promptly. If the primary .dxvlmons
could be treated as proposed it would
mean a very great saving. He saw no
way out of the difficulty except by the
method inted ‘out.

For thgoinformation of the board Mr.
Katon stated that he had appointed M}ss
Marchant as substitute teacher during
the absence of Miss Christie.

In committee of the whole the matter
of the estimates were taken up for dis-
cussion.

Trustee Belyea moved tha; fmt' th({ ap-
proachin ear the amount for teac hers
Lalaries iey set down as $38,000, which
would be an increase of about $2,000,
made necessary by the need of additional
teachers. This was passed.. as also
$1,800 for salary of the superintendent.
Three thousand dollars will be asked for
janitors, the slight increase being caused
by additional help, as well as 119gn1v11§a-
tion of some of the present salaries. For
fuel the estimate was $1,000, being an
increase of about $500; $1,200 was set
aside for board expenses, which was less
by $200 than the previous year; print-
ing and advertising, $200; furniture,
$900; school supplies, $400; repairs and
alterations, which last year were $1,685,
this year are set down at $1,600; fire
insurance, $300; miscellaneous, includ-
ing telephones and scavenger work, was
set down at $500. Trustee Belyea here
raised the question as to whether the
telephones in schools were a necessity.
It was pointed out that in case of fire
or accident they were of great benefit.
It was the consensus of opinion that in
view of the short school hours, and that
for two months every year the schools
are closed, the board should get a lower
rate for the instruments in use. Three
hundred and fifty dollars for outstanding
accounts was also put on the list. This
makes the total estimate for the present
vear $49,250.

Trustee Belyea moved that $25,000 for
estimated - extraordinary expenditure, to
erect a building for high school purposes,
be asked for. He pointed out that the
present building was simply an apology
for a building, and it was impossible to
have a school of the status that a high
school should occupy in the old building.
The board had the ground and they
ought to own a building with equip-
ment of the standard required. The
amount spent by this ecity for school
buildinys was very small—there was
hardly a city of half the size of Victoria
in the Dominion but what had not spent
nearly twice as much as this city.” Van-
couver, for instance, had spent mnearly
five times as much for buildings. With
the relief afforced by a new building it
would be possible to make the public
schools of Victoria what they ought to
be.

Trustee Hall was in favor of adding

Hall, Belyea

$2,500 in order to acquire ground at Vie-
tor};dYVest, where a new school was re-
qui

Trustee Belyea would not favor the
purchase of’ ground anywhere near the
present school in that section, as it was
absolutely unsuitable for school purposes.
The board might lease some additional
ground; it would be wiser to do so, and
acquire a first class site when needed.
The $25.000 to be asked for, for the
high school would include everyehing ne-
cessary to have the school ready for oc-
cupancy. It would be a six-roomed
school, and would be a credit to Viec-
toria.

Trustee Marchant, while feeling in ac-
cord with the idea of providing a pro-
per high school building, was averse to
asking for a loan for the purpose. If
the board would modify their demand it
was possible that.a smaller sum might
be secured as a starter, with next year
an additional amount to complete the
building. ©* With a $35,000 surplus as
the city council had had last year it was
not asking too much for them to grant a
portion for “such a purpose. If the
board had authority to levy, say an addi-
tional two mills, this would be a starter
and the board would be “able to pay as
we go.” But until the law was changed
it was not advisable to borrow for this
purpose.

After considerable discussion it was
thought to be inadvisable to make this
demand on the city council, particularly
until the relative standing of the two
bodies as to responsibility had been ar-
ranged, and the motion was accordingly
withdrawn. During the arguments pro
and con Trustee Belyea stated that so
far as a site for a school at Vietoria
West was concerned he could state that
there were very desirable sites on the In-
dian reserve and he was in a position to
say that no trouble would be encountered
in securing one tRere,

The committee reported and the esti-
mates as given above were adopted.

The applications for increase in salary
were referred to the management com-
mittee, while the matter of the balance of
supplies not already furnished was pass-
ed to. the proper committee,

The insurance on buildings was refer-
red to the finance committee.

It was resolved that in future the meet-
ings of the board be held on the second
Wednesday in each month and that the
board meet the city council on Friday
at 11 a.m. as proposed by the mayor.

The board adjourned until Monday at
4:30 to consider the finance committee’s
report on salaries, ete.
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THE SENATE’'S VETO.

Sir Charles Says It Has Always Been
Endorsed by the Electors.

arrival in Canada from England, was
interviewed respecting Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier’s latest political scheme:

“ As rBgards the attack made upon the
senate of Canada, and the proposals
made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier in his re-
cent speech at- Montreal, I cannot but
express my great surprise, notwithstand-
ing the success that he has met with in
misleading public sentiment, that any
such proposal as that he is committed to
would not be regarded as childish in the
extreme. The proposal made by Sir
Wilfrid strikes at once 4t one of the
great fundamental principles of the con-
stitution of Canada, which was adopted

in Confederation, and adopted not by the
public men of one party only, but by the
united wisdom of the leading men of the
different parties of the Dominion, all of
whom were ‘agreed not only as to the
mode in which the senate should be ap-
pointed, but agreed that the nomination
of the crewn should be exercised by the
government of the day. Any attempt
to change this feature of the constitu-
tion®is an attack upon the constitution
itself, without the slightest shadow of
ground having been given by the action
of the senate for such a proceeding.
The guarantee that proportionately the
laiger number of senators should be
sent by the smaller provinces having the
smaller population would be entirely
swept away, and it is therefore impossi-
ble to suppose that any good result
should follow from such a puerile pro-
posal as Sir Wilfrid Laurier has com-
mitted himself to. The constitution of
Canada rests upon an act of the Imperial
parliament, passed for the purpose of
carrying out the fully considered views
of all the sections of the country, and,
as 1 have said before, of men represent-
ing both the political parties in Canada,
and under the circumstances, affording
as it does a guarantee. for the influence
of the smaller provinces, it would be im-
possible that the Imperial parliament
should for a single moment consider any
proposal emanating from Canada unless
it had the support of a majority of the
House of Commons, a majority of the
senate, and a majority of all the legis-
latures of which the Dominion of Can-
ada is composed. Unless that was all
previously obtained, it would be practi-
cally idle. It was futile to propose a
change in one of the great fundamental
pricciples upon which confederation is
besed.

* Although in the nature of things a
party in power for so long a period as
the Conservative party would have a
considerable preponderance, it is an in-
teresting fact that Mr. Mackenzie, when
prime minister of Canada and the head
of the Liberal party, was able to carry
on a government for five years without
meeting with any obstruction on the
part of the senate, except on two occa-
sions, on both of which he lived to de-
clare that the senate was right anl he
was wrong. The true solution of the
questions at issue between the Senate

understood constitutional principle that
if'a measure desired by the people is re-
jected by the senate, and on appeal to
the people is re-endorsed, the senate
must naturally give way and respect that
action on the part of the people. But no
single case can be shown down to the
rresent moment of the senate having
taken a stand in opposition to the gov-
ernment of the day in which their action
did reflect the opinions fo a large major-
ity of the people of Canada, and until
some such question can be raised, it
would be idle on merely party grounds to
raise the question of striking a blow at
one of the fundamental principles upon
which confederation “has been estab-
lished.” .

Recent Estimate Is That Thirty
Millions in Gold Will Be
Taken Ouf.

Scarfdalous Negleet by the Postal
Authorities - Works = Great
Hardship on Miuers.

T. H. Hebb, partner of Alex. McDonald,
and one of the most successful men in
the entire Alaska country, returned last
week. He was one of the last to leave
LDawson, bringing advices up to Decem-
ber 22. He lives in Tacoma, and after
spending a fews: hours in this city, went
to his home, where he ve the Tacoma
correspondent of the ost-Intelliigencer
nuch valuable information.

The immense production of Dominion
creek, he says, 1s proving the sensation
of the winter at Dawson. Dominion hag
Jumped into prominence as a gold pro-
ducer of the first rank, excelling Benanza
and equalling Eldorado. Its claims are not
as rich as a limited number on Eldorado,
but this is more than made up by its
greater length. Dominion and FEldorado
creeks together will produce over $10,000,-
U000 at the spring clean-up.

A conservative estimate places the win-
ter output of the Klondike at $30,00,000 or
Inore, doubling the output of last win-

The productiveness and extent of the
bench claims are still the wonder of the
camp. The benches on all the leading
creeks are proving rich this winter, some
marvellously so. Probaly not to exceed
half of the rich benches in the distriet
have yet been staked and recorded. Here
lies the opportunity of the claimless Klon-
dikers now inside, as -well as those who
go in this gpring. Only the benches of
the most prominent creeks have been stak-
ed, and here, as a rule, not over two or
three tiers of claims beyond the creek
claims have been staked, The ground
above the last claims staked is rich for
an indefinite distance.

DAWSON'S CONDITION.,

The report published in a Seattle even-
ing paper that the Klondike was full of
sick and disheartened men on December
21, and the situation worse than at any
times last year, is greatly exaggerated.
At that time the typhoid fever had near-
ly disappeared, though there were a few
cages of malarial fever in the Dawson hos-
pitals, and not six, as the paper men-
tioned . During the week of December 21
Dawson doctors said that there was less
sickness there and fewer deaths than at
any previeus time last year. There were
about forty cases:of scurvy in the: hos-
pitals, a much fewer number than: last
year, and a condition not surprising’in a
camp of 20, men, where green vege-
tables are practically unknown.

The disheartened men in the camp con-
sisted of several dozen scores of men un-
fitted for prospecting, who had not picked
up fortunes as easily as they expected, and
were anxious to get out. Their number
was surprisingly small compared to the
tétal number of miners and prospectors.
Two or three dozen of these men had call-
ed on American Consul McCook and ask:
ed for aid to get outside. The consul
had no funds at his disposal. An out-
going Klondiker had volunteered to carry
lctters from Consal McCook to Washing-
ton. It was understood that he was send-
ing' to Washington a detailed statement
of the situation  with a request that re
lief funds be placed at his disposal for
use where absolutely necessary.

MAIL SERVICE SCANDALOUS.

Thé Yukon mail service is in a scanda-
lous condition, so far as Dawson mails are
concerned. Dawson has not received mail
through regular channels of later date
than BSeptember. The last mail arrived
there, in October. There ought not to
have been a delay of over two weeks on
account of the Yukon freezing. Neverthe-
less Dawson mails are tied up at Lake
Tagish and this side. When Mr. Hebb
passed Tagish two wegks ago there were
ten tons of mail tied up there. The
mounted police told him that the mall
was piling up rapidly, and' -neither the
Canadian mail contractor nor his carriers
had yet appeared to carry it in. The
police said that they had nothing to do
with the mail, and were not carrying it
from station to station, as had been sup-
posed outside. Mr. Hebb is certain that
if the mail service were turned over to
the mounted police, and extra pay given
them, they would inaugurate a satisfactory
service. Each detachment of police would
then forward it thirty miles to the next
station. A carrier with official mail and
one or two sacks of civilian mail was nas-
sed by Mr. Hebb at Little Salmon about
January 1. Maijl Carrier Humes, of Se-
attle, was passed at Bennett carrying Am-
erican mail for Circle. To Dawsonites the
worst part of the distressing mail situa-
tion is the utter indifference of both the
American aud Canadian governments to
tbe wants of their subpects in the in-
terior. The dissatisfaction is general am-
ong the 20,000 men in the Klondike. So
entirely disgusted have they become that
they refused to even longer petition for a
respectable mail service. The conditions
were similar last winter. Excuse wis
then made that there had not been time
to arrange for a good service. They pro-
mised then that during the summer these
details would be fully attended to and
that this winter mail would be carried both
ways every two weeks.

NEW RULES EXPECTED.

It is expected among Dawson ~officials
that the Dominion parliament at its next
session will make rules and regulations for
the government of the Yukon district, con-
ferring partial rights of self-government.
Dawson will then be incorporated as a city
and a step taken to give the town a sew-
erage system. Fort Selkirk will be the
cupital of the Yukon district, and there
Will be located a government similar to
that of the Northwest territory at Re-
gina.

Prices of clothing and provisions at Daw-
S0L are very reasonable. There are en-
ough provisions in camp to last eighteen
months to two years. During the fall
speculators secured corners on the sugar,
milk, butter and wood markets. Four
sets of speculators were coucerned, each
taking one of these products. Sugar was
forced up to a dollar a pound; condensed
cream to $36 a case; butter to $2.25 a
pound, and wood to $40 a cord. Before
Mr. Hebb left all these corners were bro-
ken, as the result of the miners barteing
among themselves. Those who were
overstocked sold to others at fair prices.
In comsequence sugar had dropped to 49
cents a pound, butter to $1 per pound.
and milk to 50 cents a can, or $24 a case.
This article is somewhat scarce. Wood
had declined to $15 a cord, which is less
than the cost of cutting. Prevalilirg prices
are as folows: Flour, $8 per sack; cereals,
beans, 15c.; fresh beef 30 cents.; can-
uwed meats and canned vegetables, 50 cents
per can. The evening before he left, Mr.
Ieb spent with Ezra Meeker. The lat-
ter had sold his vegetables, etc., and was
coming out in February.

BIG OUTPUT EXPECTLD.

Counting the production of Eldorado and
Dominion at $10,000,000 or over, Mr. Hebb

estimates that at least $20,000,000 more
will be produced by Bonanza, Hunker,
Bear, Sulphur and Quartz creeks, together
with their numerq tributaries = and
benches.

Though these gulches - were
staked a year ago, their value remained
unknown until this winter.

Mr. Hebb does not advise men to go
tv the Klondike to seek work, because
there are practically enough. laborers there
now. He believes that ample opportuni-
ties for prospecting remain, particularly
on the more distant benches, He was
one of the creek claim owners who eight-
teen montks ago laughed at the men who
began digging holes in the side hills, Te-
sulting in the discovery of the benches.
Now the bench claim owners are doing the
laughing, because their claims, in many in-
stances, are richer than the creek «claims.

Mr. Hebb is a Nova Scotian, about 38
years old. In the spring of 1897 he and J.
Johnson were grubstaked by George Os-
good, jr., the latter to receive one-third
of the claims they secured during the
first year. It was a lucky stroke for Mr.
Osgood. Hebb and Johnson reached Daw-
son in June, 1897. They now have inter-
ests in forty to fifty claims, including
partnerships with Alexander MecDonald in
five or six. Between 160 and 170 men are
now -working on _the claims in which they
are interested. Mr. Hebb has the prevaii-
ing modesty of the successful Klondiker
and prefers to say nothing about himself
other than he is ‘‘satisfied.”” He is the
picture of health and had not a sick hour
during tw years on the Yukon. He has
never, while there or previously, drank a
glass of liquor or smoked a cigar. He
will go east for a short trip and start
north over the ice in February. Next
fall he will be out again.

THE FARALLON’S REPORT.

Seattle, Jan. 24.—The steamship Farallon
arrived early this morning from Lynn
canal ports, bringing a few pasengers from
Dawson. Among these is the Howey-Rudis
party, which left Dawson December 18,
and brings out about $50,000 in gold dust.
Members of this party confirm reports of
sickness, and say many .cases of scurvy
and pneumonia are in existence, but few
deaths have occurred. Howey states that
just before leaving Dawson he visitéd var-
icus. hospitals, and from those in charge
he learned that there was not within 50
per cent. as much sickness as during the
summer.

A beef war is on in Dawson, to the great
delight of the residents of the mining
metropolis. Early in the season the butch-
ers formed a combine and raised the price
of beef from 50 to 60 cents per pound.

Lave arrived and the butchers find that
the amount of frozen beef on hand exceeds
the demand at 60 cents per pound. They
realized they would haye a surplus on
hand which would spoil when spring open-
ed. One or two en the [quiet were selling
beef below the combine price, and Pat
Galvin immediately broke from the com-
bine and is selling beef at 30 cents, and
says he will continue |to sell ‘5 cents
less than any firm in Dawson. The price
among all butchers was 30 cents when
this party left, and they say there are
good chances for it to still be lowered.

Idle men still swarm in and around
Dawson and many are in destitute ecir-
cumstances, being withoat money and nro-
visions. Many of this class are men who
were well suppliéed with provisions on
their arrival and have been working claims
on lays and lost both time, money and
provisions and are now unable to secure
work. The other class of destitutes are
those who arrived at Dawson bringing
neither money nor provisions. The ques
tion of taking care of deserving ones is
being discused. Commissioner Ogilvie
stated that he had funds for another pur
pose, but in case of urgent necessity it
could be used to keep them from starving.
O’Donnell creek is the scene of a new
strike and has caused a stampede from
Atlin. The creek is forty miles above At-
lin, and when the news. reached that place
in the evening, by midnight a rush was
on. Parties returning from the scene of
the new strike say there are mno supplies
there.

The Farallon brings fifty tons of halibut
froin Ketchican, which wil be shipped to
Boston and New York.

THE RICHEST MAN IN AUSTRALIA.

Many newspapers have already quoted
from the London Times its narrative of
the life of James Tyson, the richest man
in Australia, who lately died and left a
fcrtune of £5,000,000. That is not very
much for an American, but in Australia
it is considered to be positive affluence.
Tyson was an Australian by birth, who
began life in poverty, and made all his
money in buying cattle and sheep. In
that he began and in that he ended, de-
voting himself to it to the obsolute ex-
clusion of all other concerns and inter-
ests. He knew nothing about spending
money, and was as indifferent to luxuries
as our own Russel Sage. He wore cheap
ready-made clothes, lived frugally, avoided
society, and .remained unmarried. But
according to his lights he had fun. His
fun was the cattle business, and what
he called “‘fighting the desert.”” His money
Cid not seem to interest him. Once he
said, ‘‘The money is nothing; it is the
Little game that was the fun.” And be-
ing asked what the little game was, he
answered:

“Fighting the desert. That has been
my work. I have been fighting the desert
all my life, and I have won! I pave put
water where there was no water, “and beef
where there was no veef. I have put
fences where there were no roads. Noth-
ing can undo what I have done, and mil-
lions will be ‘happler for it after I am
long dead and forgotten.”

Tyson seems to have been the modern
millionaire reduced to his simplest terms.
The chief end of millionaires, after they
get the few millions which they require
to make them comfortable, is to bestow
their surplus in such a manner that it will
grow. It seems hard to do that success-
fully without incidentally promoting the
comfort and well-being of one’s fellows.
The “little game’ is a gcod game; so good,
indeed, that the players are always in some
danger of getting over-interested in it
and forming too many of the combinations
called “trusts.” It may be necessary pre-
sently to put a limit to it. How would
it do to proclaim that when a man has
piayed it umtil he has won five hundred
milllons he shall keep five per cent. of
his winnings, and the rest shall be put
back into the general pool and the cards
reshuffled?—E, S. Martin, in Harper’s
Weekly.

But to-night I'm
wice-wercey.”

A gentleman was burdened with a
very fProfligate son. Speaking to his
vicar concerning him on one occasion,
he used some such words as these: ¢
wxs}} you would speak to my son, and
see if you can influence him in any way.

He was asked for
an explanation, as no assiciation of
genus homo with genus canis is accept-
ed in this country as a compliment,
Thc-{eupou it transpired that the mean-
ing intended by the Italian was “cyni-
cal.” He had heard the word used in
its proper sense, but when he tried to
recall it, nothing but the derivation oc-
curred to his memory.

Er-
rors belonging to this class are sufficien-
tly numerous, for most people must have
noticed that the average costermonger or
laborer never seems to care what words
he may use in expressing himself, so
long as his meaning ig grasped. In the
gardens of the Zoological Society a cou-
ple were standing before a cage of hyen-
as, while the man was commenting upon
the habits of the beast for the benefit of
the woman who hung to his arm. In-
spired by the knowledge and eloquence
of her swain, the young woman began
to rack her brain for original ideas with
which to confront him. Presently one
—the natural feminine idea—came.
“Bill!” she exclaimed, “what ’av these
‘ere to do with marriage?”’ “Why,
naught, you silly,” retorted Bill un-
politely, “They ’ave,” she returned,
triumphantly. “When a couple are be-
in’ spliced, we— ‘ears ’em talk of the
hyenal altar.”

At length even father, who
was indulgent to a fault at holiday
tirres, lost patience, or perhaps he was
reminded by the photographer that his
delay would entail an expenditure of
extra_coppers. ‘“’Urry up with the nip-
per, Maria! ‘Ere’s the bloke a-waiting
with the chimaera!”

Want of sufficient courage to rise to
an important occasion is frequently a
cause of word blunders, happy or other-
wise, while absent-minded fits are re-
speusible for many more. Inh a certain
ancient borough the aldermen met one
day at the mayor’s house with the ob-
ject of presenting a silver cradle to the
mayoress, who had been blessed with a
son during her husband’s year of office.
The alderman who was to make the pre-
sentation was rather a nervous man—
just the one, in fact, who might be re-
lied upon to say something out of the
way.

DANSON'S RRF UPPLY

Market vBelieved to Be Greatly
Overstocked and Priccs na d-
ly Coming Down.

Butchers Conibine Giving Place to
Emulation in Philauthropy
Towards the Hungry.

Beef will be cheap in Dawson for many
onths to come 80 greatly has the mar-
ket been overstocked. It is predicted that
there are now in the Yukon city at least
{00 carcases mgre than will be consumed
for many months.' This number will be
left over at the time the hot weather of
July and August will have arrived, dur-
Ing which beef cannot be preserved.

Already the beef trust which has held
Sway over the Yukon during the past
year is smashed. The combination known
as the Associated Butchers has fallen to
bieces. There is a war om, a war that
has already cut the price of meat in two,
and, which, it is believed, will lead to
greater reductions., Elkar & Co. have
threatened to sell at any price to dispose
of their stoek, and Pat Galvin, who has
i50 curcases, has issued a statement that
he will sell at 5 cents per pound less tha:
any other butcher. Even now the whol--
sale price of sides has gone from 60 cents
ber pound to 30 cents, and the retail
price of loin steak from $1 per pound to
90 cents, with every other kind of cut in
proportion.

But these buichers are diplomatic, pas-
Ssessing more sunavity than butchers are us-
ually credited wito. They are trying to
laake the public believe that they have
lilamed the price to meet the wants of
many poor persons unable to purchase meat
Inay now find it within their means. For
instance, Pat Galvin has published this
statement in the Klondike Miner of Fri-
day, December 16%

“‘The attention of the managers of the
Pat Galvin meat market having been call-
ed to the destitution of many people here
by the committee - soliciting "aid, they at
once contributed $400 in meats for the re-
lief of the poor. They have also been in-
duced by reason -thereof to make very
important reductions in the price of their
meats as an additional method of helping
out tkose people of little resources and to
bring the use of fresh meat within the
reach of everybody. As the company has
over 750 head of cattle here and large
stores of fresh meat at Stewart river and
Iort Selkirk, the importance of their re-
duction in prices may be properly esti-
ated. About the first of January Mr.
Thebo will go out over the. - ice and re-
turn at the earliest posible date with a
sufficient suply of meats for all next
year. It is probable that the actidn of
these gentlemen will prevent meat ever
azain being sold in Dawson at the high
price hitherto prevailing.”

Considering that Pat. Galvin has been
at the head of the Associated Butchers,
and that- he could have broken the high
prrices at any time he chose to do 80, this
announcement is considered very droll.

Here is another announcemént from
Hales & Vroom, who now deny that they
ever belonged to the beef combine:

‘Having secured over 150 head of supe-
rior cattle that were formerly in the beef
ccmbine, we are now prepared to seh
meats as low as the lowest. A visit to
cur markets will convinee you of the
truth of this statement. We wish to
state that we never belonged to the beef
combine, for the very good reason that we
do not believe in the einch method of do-
ing business or in monopolies. Give us a
trial order and you will become a regular
customer. We sell all ‘'meats at sixteen
ounces to the pound. Yours for square
Cealing, Klondike Market, near the bridge,
Dawson; and Klondike Market’ Moore’s
hotel building, Grand Forks.”

Such is the condition in which the all-
powerful meat trust now finds itself. The
chief firms comprising the Associated
Butchers were Pat Galvin, the Elkar meat
market, the North American Trading and
Transportation Company and Pardue &
Burns.

‘“These firms have made thousands and
thousands of dollars,” said W. M. Rudio,
cf Long Creek, Or., who came down on
the Farallon. *“Their prices for beef have
been away up beyond the cost of getting
meat in, but the trouble has now come,
and the trust is broken.”

Rudio is a cattleman himself, having
taken in 100 head alive over the Dalton
trail last summer to Dawson, where he
sold at 50 cents per pound wholesale, there-
by clearing 15 cents per pound.

‘‘They will throw six or seven hundred
carcases in the Yukon river before next
fall,” continued Mr. Rudio. ‘“The Klondike
district consumes about 100 carcases per
month, which would make 600 carcases
caten by next August. The remainder
cannot be kept, for you cannot preserve
beef in that country during the hot wea-
ther. This will mean an immense loss,
especially to Galvin and the North Am.
erican Transportation Company. At the
present prices a carcase of 400 pounds is
worth, wholesale, $140, so it may be seen
that the loss of 700 head will mean $98,000.
But they can stand it, for they have made
more money than that. x: $

‘‘Beef has been so high in Dawson,
prices being kept up by the combine, thai
many persons could not purchase it. There
Is not a great deal of money on the Yu-
kon now. Millions of dollars have been
taken out during the summer and fall.
Hundreds of persons have been unable to
get beef, and have found it necessary to
live on canned goods. The reduction has
been made because the market is over.
stocked. All the talk about lowering
prices to let the destitute people get some.
thing to eat is nonsense. Prices have been
reduced because they had to ecut. Oh,
there's going to be a merry time among
those butchers. I wouldn’t be at all sur.
prised to learn that meat was being sold
ior 5 cents per pound in a few months,
Already they are selling at wholesale poor
beef, black beef, for 10 cents per pound.”

THE GOVERNMENT’'S FINANCIAL
POLICY.

The Semlin-Martin governmeat has
opened the legislature without a financial
policy, and to start in this way shows
a lack of statemanship on the part of its
leaders. Money wiil be needed to carry
on the system of public improvements,
some of which are in process of construc-
tion, and which it will be necessary
for the government to complete. In the
Lieutenant-Governor’s speech from the
throne, which contains the policy of the
government, there is no well defined
scheme for the development of the prov
ince on lines suitable to the conditions
that exist. The people are left com-
pletely in the dark uas to what steps
will be taken to open new and remoic
sections, or to further improve those
which have already been opened, to the
end that those resources that are now
undeveloped may be made available.
The government seems to have com-
pletely ignored, ‘or overlooked, this im-
portant subject, when it should have
been the main burden of the speech
from the throne. In a speech that
covers so many subjects, some of which
are of little or no importance, it is most
astonishing that a matter of such great
moment should have been so completely
ignored.

Not only has the government been
guilty of this important lapse, but its
organs, which are its mouthpieces, have
observed a sphinx-like silence on the
same subject. In a province like British
Columbia, where the undeveloped re
sources form perhaps what would be the

00| principal asset, if the country were to be

appraised, it seems incredible that a
government which relies on the people

% for its very being should have been so

shortsighted as to make such a great
blunder as to overlook the matter of sug-
gesting means for their development.
Indeed, it seems but little short of stu-
pidity ,that the leaders of the party over-
looked this matter.

The Miner has pointed out that the

future greatness of the province depends
largely upon the development of its min-
eral resources. This development can-
not be brought about except the govern-
ment, by a wise policy and careful man-
agement, assists in the matter by the
building of railways, roads and trails.
In doing this something more than mere
place and party seeking politicians are
needed. Something above and beyond
the policy of such a class is necessary;
in faet, statesmanship of the higher
type is wanted. -
It would seem, therefore, that the Sem-
lin-Martin aggregation would be much
better employed at present in formulat-
ing plans_ for the general betterment of
ghe province and its resources than in
juggling with the redistribution ques-
tion, or by introducing legislation by
which 'they hope to intrench themselves
more finmly in power. If the govern-
ment wishes to make itself popula®
with the people, there should be more
measures for the general good and less
for the aggrandizement of party. It is
only in this way that it can hope to per-
usually long remain in the ascendency.

Mr. Deane presented a petition from
the barbers of the city of Victoria ask-
ing tht; house to pass a law to prevent
barber ‘shops being open on Sundays. It
was signed by twenty-five names.

ATLIN RAILWAY.

The private bills committee reported
that the \petition of the Atlin Southern
railway for leave to present a petition
for the comstruction of a line from Log
Gabgn to a point near the Taku Arm of
Tagish lake, and thence to Telegraph
Creek had been considered and the com-
mittee recommended that the company
shoulq advertise forthwith for fourteen
days in the local papers of Victoria and
Vancouver and twice in the British Co-
lumbia Gazette; that each branch line
proposed to be constructed by the com-
pany shall not exceed ten miles in length
and that a substantial guarantee in cash
be deposited with the government as se-
curity for the dne prosecution of the
whole work should a charter be granted
to the company. The committee recom-
mended that the rules be suspended to
allow the petition to be presented sub-
ject to the foregoing econditions.

Mr. Higgins in moving that the rules
be suspended so that the report could he
received and adopted at this sitting, said
he did so because time was the essence
of the bill and the gentlemen interested
in the project might not be delayed in
their plans. .

Col. Baker though holding .that the
house should be very careful to carry out
their rules still was willing where the
circumstances were exceptional to allow
the: rules to be suspended.

This was done and the report was
adopted.

CONSIDERATION OF SPEECH.

Hon. Mr. Cotton moved that the speech
of His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor,
at the opening of the present session, be
taken into ' consideration on Thursday
next.

This was agreed to.

SPECIAL WARRANTS.

Hon. Mr. Cotton presented a return of

special warrant® issued since last March.

REAL PROPERTY BILL.

A number of bills on the order paper
were passed over till the Real Property
bill was reached and the house then went
into committee of the whole on the bill,
Mr. Henderson in the chair.

In section 23, one of those laid over
from the day before, the Attorney-Gen-
eral put in an amendment allowing all
applications for transfers made under
the old law before the present bill comes
into force to be concluded under the old
system.

In section 33 an amendment was added
to the effect that certificates of indefeas-
ible title should be accepted as well as
crown grants as final in the investigation
of titles.

This led Mr. Eberts to say he was
glad to see the Attorney-General did ad-
mit that the certificate of indefeasible
title were good.

“Oh, I never said they were not,” re-
plied the Attorney-General.

The committee rose, reported progress
and asked leave to sit again, ‘as it was
understood that the Bar association
wished to suggest some amendments.

APPOINTMENTS BILL.

Hon. Mr. Cotton in moving the second
reading of the bill regulating the ap-
pointments on boards said that it re-
quired very little explanation as the one
section of which the bill consisted set
The present
law made no provision for the limitation
of the apopintments on boards and other
public bodies by the government and in
some cases this was not desirable.

Mr. Helmcken wanted to know if all
appointees to office by the government
did not already hold their positions at
the pleasure of the crown.

Hon. Mr. Cotton admitted this, but
remarked that all the same, many of the
appointees seemed to think they were in
their positions for life.

Col. Baker must confess that he was
very much opposed to the second reading
of a bill that seemed to be intended to
carry out the spoils system. Why should
not men appointed by the government
hold their positions for life?

Hon. Mr. Cotton explained that the bill
did not refer to the civil service, but to
appointments to hospital boards or other
publie bodies.

Col. Baker in that case would with-
draw his opposition, but he certainly was
greatly averse to tampering with the
civil service,

Ion. Mr. Cotton—Hear, hear.

Col. Baker was glad to hear the Fi-
nance Minister say ‘“Hear, hear.”

The second reading was carried.

POWER OF ATTORNEY.

Hon. Mr. Martin in moving the second
reading of the Power of Attorney bill,
s:_xid it was to repeal an outrageous pro-
vision now on the books. Section 3 of
the act which it was sought to repeal,
provided that in case any person ‘“here-
tofore” or “hereafter” should confirm
the action of a person purporting to hold
a power of attorney for him, the con-
firmation would be conclusive of the suf-

ficiency at law of the action confirmed.
""a2 Attorney-General did not know who
'vas responsible for the law, but it was
made retroactive as well and evidently
had been framed to meet some special
cases. A person having the power to
ratify what had been done in his name
in some instances might put out of
court innocent parties in a dispute over
some piece of property affected. He
closed by saying that the late Attorney-
General would have done better to have
us@ his great talents towards altering
that act instead of over the Elections act.

Mr. Eberts replied that the Attorney-
General seemed to take all the wisdom to
himself in so condemning an act which
was one of those carefullv' consolidated
by three of the brightest legal lights on
the bench in this province. The attack
made by the Attorney-General therefore
on himself was a piece of political clap
trap. TUnder the impression that the
Attorney-General kad referred to the
Real Property hill instead of the Elec-
tions bill, Mr. Eberts was saying that he
had not attacked the Torrens system.

The Attorney-General—It’s mnot that;
it’s the Elections Bill I spoke of.

Mr. Eberts—So much the worse; for
the less the Attorney-General says about
that bill the better. i

It had put that gentleman on the black
list from one end of Canada to the other,
for not a paper in the Dominion with the
exception of the Province and perhaps
the Victoria Times. upheld a single sec-
tion in the bill. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Helmcken had listened with a
ereat deal of pleasure to the Attorney-
General and ex-Attorney-General ex-
pressing their admiration for one another
—(laughter); but as to the bill under dis-
cussion, he thought it was out of order
in not complying with the rules setting
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out the sections intended to
amend. ; :

Mr. Speaker ruled the bill in order.

Mr. Pooley did not see where there was
any injnsticx.j in the section it was pro-
posed to strike out. If some one who
held a power of attorney exceeded that
power it simply gave the principal the
right to confirm that action. If any one
could show where any damage had arisen
out of that section he would liké to
know it. The measure had been on the
statute book for a great many years and
was a very useful one.

The bill was read a second time.

BILLS OF SALE.

The Attorney-General, in moving the
second reading of the Bills of Sales act,
explained that it was to provide a sys-
tem of regiStration distriets. At pres-
ent they could be registered with the
stipendiary magistrates, and it was very
difficult to find often where a bill was
registered. This bill makes the office of
the county court the place to register.
In this connection he said there were
teo many district registrars for various
purposes, and he intended to suggest
that, with the exception of the district
registrars of the county court, some
other designation-should be used in-
stead of district registrar.

The second reading was carried.

PARTNERSHIPS.

The Attorney-General moved.the seec-
ond reading of the bill to amend the
Partnership act, and in doing so said it
was very similar in purpose te the Bills
of Sale act, of which he had just moved
the second reading. It was to make it
easier to find where partnerships were
registered.

The second reading was carried.

BOILER INSPECTION.:

Hon. Mr. Semlin very truly said, in
moving the second reading of the bill to
provide for the inspection of steam boil-
ers, that it was a warm subject. The
bill was to throw safeguards round those
who were employed where steam boilers
were used, from accidents. An ample
opportunity would be given in committee
to put in amendments that #were not
contrary to the spirit of the bill.

Col. Baker remarked that the bill was
following in the lines of what the late
government had intended  to do. The
late government did not believe in rush-
ing legislation. (Uproarious government
laughter). For . instance, they would
not have rushed a bill through to manu-
facture a majority. (Sudden govern-
ment silence). The late government had
believed in giving measures proper con-
sideration before introducing them into
the house. He believed in the principle
of the bill and would support the second
reading.

IT IS A COMING CAMP.

A Country That Has Been Partly Over-
looked’ by Mining Men.

On either side of Sheep ¢reek, and
tributary to the Salmon river, there is a
ccuntry very rich in mineral. One of
the richest properties in this section js
the Yellowstone. In September of last
year a bond was taken upon it for $50,-
000 by a syndicate of which Mr. Hal-
tain, M.E., was the representative. As
soon as the bond was taken the syndi-
cate commenced yvork on the property.
The ledge was stripped for a distance of
500 feet, and it was found to be from 12
A tunnel was driven to
tap the ledge, and ity was tapped at a
depth of 400 feet. The ore body at that
depth was found to be 16 feet wide, and
the assays showed that the ore ran from
$44 to $175 per ton. A large gang of
men' has been steadily employed and is
still at work. The syndicate has spent

a considerable amount of money besides

in building trails, roads and bridges so
as to make the property accessible. For
the past three weeks the Yellowstone
has been making shipments, but the re-

turns have not yet been received from

the smelter. The original owners re-
¢eived the second payment of $5,000 on
the 5th of the present month. It is cer-
tain now that the Yellowstone will be-
come a regular shipper in a couple of
months. Among the other promising
properties in the vicinity of the Yellow-
stone are the Salmo Con., Double Joint,
Zola. group, Gold Reef group and the
Imperial - group. The two last-named
groups are within a few _hundred yards
of the Yellowstone workings. A great
rinsh is expected in the early spring to
this region, and the 'merchants and
hotél-keepers of Salmo are getting ready
for it.—Rossland Miner.

THE STORY OF KATE SHELLEY
RECALLED.

Knowing
that twenty miles to the west a passen-
ger train was bearing down upon that
torrent-filled abyss, she at once darted
toward the little station of Scranton to
give warning. With only a lantern, she
arrived at the trestle bridge crossing the
Des Moines river, and ere the light could
be of any service to her it was blown
out. So, on her hands and knees, in the
storm and wind, she crossed the bridge
over the rushing river, and arrived at
Scranton just in time to intercept the
train.

Free Paine was the conductor of that
train, and as once againh“he was speeding
across the country on a wild night ride,
he saluted the little girl, now a woman,
who saved his life at Honey Creek near-

CHRISTMAS UP NORTH

The World’s ‘Holiday Gaily Ob-
served by the Citizens of
Glenora.

Mr. Clearihue’s Smaller Store Des-
troyed by Fire—A Long
Wait for Mail.

Glenora, Dec. 28.—I avail of the
opportunity of writing you again owing
to the kind offer of Dr. Barker, of Eng-
land, who is leaving here to-morrow at
early morn accompanied by Mr. Grey,
of Scotland, who are making their way
for Victoria after much experience on
the Tooya and Dease. It may not be
inopportune at the same time to inform
you how we in Glenora and Telegraph
Creek enjoyed our Christmas and the
manner we adopted to amuse ourselves
in these isolated parts. On the 8th inst.
Rev. Mr. Pringle and party left here
with the object of bringing in our long
delayed British- mail and we anxiously
hope that he may be successful in his
errand in returning with our valued let-
ters from our dear friends and relatives,
and which have been delayed for more
than three months. Owing to the ab-
sence of Rev. Mr. Pringle we were de-
barred the pleasure of divine service on
Christmas Day.

There was a banquet held at the Glen-
ora restaurant at which Mr. John Tur-
ner, the ehief of customs and now also
our postmaster, ably presided with your
humble correspondent assisting as vice-
president, and attended by most of the
leading British, American, French and
rapresentatives of other nations. There
the toast of our most gracious Queen
wias eordially drunk, also that of the
President of the United States and that
of the President of the French republic,
which latter toast was responded to by
the Count de lay Rontray, and now I
beg leave to send his speech as a sample
of the loyalty displayed by far distant
cosmopolitans:

Count de la Rontray said: “Totally un-
prepared as I am, I feel I must on this
most auspicious occasion reply to the
kind words and good feelings which our
honored chairman, Mr. Turner, has so
ably expressed, trusting you will pardon
one the liberty he takes in speaking in
language not his own which he has so
imperfectly mastered. My heart is much
touched by the words and also the kind-
ly spirit which prompted those and which
has induced Mr. Turner to propose here
to-night the health of our president, _M.
Faure, the president of a nation of which
I believe I am here the sole representa-
tive and to which I may be pardoned a
little pride in belonging. There are here
to-night men of many nationalities; per-
chance there may be some little quarrel
or difference of opinjion between the gov-
ernments of such nations or between
the nations themselves as a whole; but,
I think that we have proved by our gath-
ering here to-night in friendly concard
that that does not at least come between
us as man to man, and though nations
may fall out: ‘A man’s a man for a’
that,” and ‘one little touch of mnature
makes the whole world kin.’ Gentle-
men, to the president of my well be-
loved country (la belle France) to.her as
well beloved army, to all friends here to-
night, and last but not least to our able
and most exteemed chairman, Mr, Tur-
ner.”

Everybody here is talking of going to
Atlin; many have already started, as the
winter trail is perfect for dog or horse
sleighs and I expect to see a stampede
very shortly. A man came in yesterday
from Atlin and says it is all right, quite
up to what we have heard, and an im-
mense area of auriferous ground. The
Indians ecall it Klondike’s big brother.
Quite a few miners are at Glacier creek,
building huts and preparing for sppring.
These diggings are only six miles below
Glenora.

Three Indians were arrested yester-
day by Deputy Sheriff McLean for in-
dulging in whiskey and await Mr. Judge
Porter’s arrival to try them. The weather
to-day is very cold and bright; plenty of
snow; thermometer 10 below zero; the
ice very sound and thick.

I had nearly forgotten to report two
fires which occurred quite recently and
might have been more serious had it not
been for the exertions of the people, who
providentially saved considerable pro-
perty being desroyed. The first occurred
at the Glenora hotel, belonging to Mr.
Frank Callbreath, and was confined to
one or two rooms upstairs. The second
was at the store of Mr. Clearihue, of
Victoria. The smaller store was destroy-
ed and all contents; fortunately the larg
er store was not injured and the bulk
saved. :
