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REBELLION IN PROSPECT.

When we hint at rebellion we do not
mean treason against {he ecrown, or com-
spirsey of any kind for tLrowing off the
rule of Queen Victosia. The independence
of Canada is a thing to De desired, but
there does not seem to be any particular
oceasion for hurrying ic up. It will eome
by and by, probably about the time we are
ready for it. No rcbellion sgainst the
crown by sny mesns, but something else
there is agsinst which the people of Canads
will surely rise in rebellion some day soon,

We are suffering under s tyrsony of the
unco’ guid and the rigidly righteous, as
Burns calls them, They are too precise and
too righteons altogether for this country to
stand them, A ministerisl association, 8
temperance association, or what not, meets
and passes resolutions to the effect that the
mails must not be distributed on Sundsy
forenoon, snd that boats must not run to
the Island. A trifle more, if they dared,
and they would tell us that no kitten dare
play, and no womsan dare kiss her baby on
Sunday. The tyrannical spirit is theres
only held somewhat in check, But it is
not held in check enough, It stands in
urgent need of being checked s good deal
more; and it will be, too, just as soon as
people begin to have the courage of their
opinions.

It is held to be good libersl” doctrine,
good reform doctrine ~that the majority
must rule, On the right of private jodg-
ment—on the rule of the majority—protest-
antism and representative constitutions
rest, Responsible government and the
yvoluntary principle—to quote the motto of
the old Toronto Examiner—is a brief state-
ment of reform doctrine, Bat too many
reformers mow go back om it altogether,
and go to 'swell the ranks of the tories, wLo
seek to bind grevious burdens upon men’s
shoulders.

In the regulation of the liquor traffic
we are undoubtedly drifting towards high
license, Thereis a solid reason for it, too,
We require a five hundred dollar cheque to
do now what ome hundred dollars would
have done fifty years ago. That is all right
and public opinion will sustain it. Bat it
might be in season to hint that public opin-
joa will most emphatically not sustain the
decrees of ministerial associations who meet
and pass resolutions intended to overcome
This kinl of thing is going
to an extreme, and will have to le
stopped,  Quite recently a Scotch
presbyterian assembly passed & resolution
ic. effect censuring Queen Victoria for allow-
ing railway trains to carry despatches to
her on Sunday. It is very much to be re-
gretted that they did not get from the
crown a very sharp admonition to mind
their own business, To think that impor-
tant affairs of state should be delayed for
“the reasons that they assign is monstrous;
it being allowed that the queen is really a
religious and God-fearing woman, If she
is not let them say so.

@ However, it is not so much the right or
the wrong of it that we want to argue
about now, though we cannot help laying
cmphasis on the fact that so-called defend-
ers of human freedom and protestantism are
foremost advocates of oppression and blue
laws. What we have to point out is some-
thing mére practical and to the purpose. It
is that these self-appointed censors of our
morals are in a miserable minority of the
whole; and that if they were put to the vote
they would be ignominiously counted
out. They hold their place amongst us
somewhat as the Jacobins did during their
reign of terror in the French revolution,
when Kobespierre, or his millions rather,
calld ont, *“A la lanterne,” the crowd
echoed them, because every man feared the
guiliotine, Something like a moral or social
guillotine hangs over us now; we are afraid
to say what we think. To challenge the
doings of the Ministerial association or the
Young Men’s Christian association, is as
much as a good man’s position in business
and society is worth, Meantime, those who
hold this tyrannical rule over us are really
in a minority. But, by dint of terrorism
in great part, they rule over ten times their
number, The people have but to count
themsclves some day, and the reign of
terror will vanish. The practical view of
the case may-be very briefly stated. Does
the right of private judgmeut exist, and is
the majority to rule? If not, what about
Magna Charta, the protestant revolution,
the Eoglish reform bill, and responsible gov-
ernment in Canada? The majority can
rule any day they dare to have the courage

of their opinions.

WOMEN’S BMUFFERINGS AND
RIGHTS,

To the Editor of The World.

Six ;: In your paper of late some inter-
'uting letters have sppeared concerning the
righte, interests sud wrongs of women in
civilized society, and I doubs not that you
will give space for a brief communication
bearing upon that same class under the
government of India, It may not be gen-
erally known that s movement is now in
progress to submit an appeal to her ma-
jesty the Empress of India to employ all
her personal and official influence for the
redress of the wrong of child widowhood,
which prevails so widely among the Ilin-
doos, and is productive of incalculable
misery, often culminating in suicide, Ac-
cording to the late census the astounding
fact has been discovered that there are in
that country no less than twenty-one mil-
lion widows, many of whom are mere child-
ren of eight or ten years old who as yet
know not what married life means, though
they frequently live with their husband’s
mother,

At a late missionary conference in Cal-
cutta, a Mrs, Etherington delivered a
powerful address on this subject, coming as
it does specially within the range of wo-
men’s work. She said the chief hindrance
to our work arises from the customs of this
country, and the worst of these, beyond all

comparisou, is the marriage of children,
That blight and curse the government could
have put down as it did infanticide, suttee
or the burning of widows, the exposure of
children to die, etc.  Suttee destroyed its
thousands, but this destroys its ten thou-
sands, and of all the evils which ignorance,
vice and tyranny have combined to lay upon
the weak and helpless this is without ex-
ception tbe worst, It is, in all but the
name, slavery in one of its most degrading
forms of woman toman, I say deliberately
that nothing in the condition of woman in
any sge or nation is worse than it. Tens
of thousands of the better classes would be
grateful for a law that would tend to des-
troy theevil, A native writer in a
recent article declares that the only
determined objection to legislation with re-
gard td this matter would come from the
Brahmani, who now reap large harvests
from the marriage customs of the people.
Langusge cannot depict the ignominy and
cruelty to which the child widow is exposed
on the death of her husband, A number
of women, caded in for the purpose, pounce
upon her and strip her of all her fine cloth-
ing and ornaments, often tearing and lacer-
ating the flesh, and she is now looked npon
as a wretch to be treated with scorn and
contempt, She is required to follow at a
distance the funeral cortege, accompanied
by women as tormentors, and when the
body of the dead husband is being burned
she is put into the pool or river near the
burning, where she is compelled to remain
until the body is consumed, and then is
driven in her wet clothes,which she is not
allowed to change, but must;wear them to
work in or sleep. For a whole year after
the death of her husband she gets one meal
a day of the coarsest focd, served on green
leaves, with a pail of water. It is regarded
as a disgrace to speak to her.

chances and changes of hum:n life, sctting
Fer as it were within prutectzd bounds
within which nothing unconnected with her

sition as wite and mother csn come,
B“:om these two points of view, we will
look at the facts of buman life, taking the
last first,

Some of your correspondents argue that
home, snd home alone, is the proper sphere
of woman, therefore that every woman
onght in duty to herself and the race to get
married, o fact that there is a large
surplus of women in the populations of the
world is only s fly on the wheel to these
reasoners; how this surplus is to be excused
for its inability te do s certain duty, or how
it is to live if labor is forbidden ir, or bow
the painfal conscionsness of being an excres-
ence on human life—an item for which no
Krovilion ought to be made—is to be borne

y this surplus these reasoners leave it to
fate to snswer, At any rate these surplus
women must not labor, because they will
compete with men—for we must not forget
that from the needle to the pen men are in
the field, 1f, however, forced by the driv-
ing necessity for bread, they enter the arena
of competition, if it take them from their
home, they must be content at once to lose
the respect and consideration which would
have been paid them had they mirricd, and
forever more belong to the class of unwo-
menly womev, Ifbeyord chis these women
have found out that they have mentsl capa
cities, and can do work like their brothers
of the same ratio of intellect and opportun-
ities, and desire to do the best they are
capable fof, they sre more unwomanly still
and deserve mnothinga! the hauds of all true
men and women save contumely and repro-
bation,

Puta woman in s home, however, let her
realize all the happy lot that Psyche and
others consider her only true sphere, Give
ber enough money for all the fair demands
of ber family; let her busband be the excel-
lent man he is assumed to be, free from any
vice of temper or morality; let them boih
realize to i1s fullest degree all that is neces-
sary to the welfare of the homs-lifs, shut
the mother up to the home interests alone,
let her firmly believe that the married
womsan is the only true woman, snd let
death or disaster intervene and where are
all your theories of womanliness? Accus-
tomed to ‘‘obey” her husband, to look to
his judgment to decide all matters of mo-
meunt, to his action in all business affairs,
to his choice for his religions and political
views, and to him as gwardian of her inter-
ests and those of their children, what will
she do when she finds herself penniless, ui-
guarded, with ut direction spiritual or
mental, & ‘‘clinging vine”’ torn roughly
from the stem to which she had attached
herself now lying supine and bleeding at
innumerable wounds? - What shall this
wowsnly woman do? Ske may sew, if she
can get it o do, and is very capable, That
sewing such as a woman suddenly thrown
on her peedle for bread will scarcely give her-
self that bread is nothing; it is unwomaniy
to think of-anything that is not within her
sphere 2s a wife and mother. To prepare
herself for se dread an emergency while yet
unmarried is more unwomanly still. It is
true she may have to visit Jawyers’ offices,
courts, banks and numerous places where
men abound, but she must hold it unwo-
manly to have other than a business com-
munication with them, she must not know
how to earn & penny of the money she sees
men earning by means suitable enough in-
deed to her capabilities and of which she
needs a double share in her widowhood and
poverty,

But experience teils us that such happi-
ness as fall to the lot of this poor woman in
her married life is far from the lot of all.
Disaster comes—we will leave out vice and
a thousand other risks—and the wife finds
that she must be bread-winner as well as her
husband, What then? Must she lose her
womanliness ? Does she sacrifice her deli-
cacy, her bloom, because her husband can-
not provide an adequate living? And must
she be content to sink her mental capabili-
ties and seek an inferior employment lest
she should disgrace her womanhood ? Away
with the thought! Let her do her best,
and God bless her. But we must not forget
that if s woman be not qualified beforeband
to earn money, no depth of ueed, no amount
of energy, will enable her to earn it when
the necessity comes, Thisis surely sufficient
answer to those who would reproach the na-
married woman for learning to earn a living,
even were there not equally strong reasons
besides.

Team Trotting.
From the Breedery Gazelte.

A great deal of wonder is being expressed by the
public generally at the mile in 2.154 made by Mr,
Vanderbilt’s prir of mares, Maud 8. and Aldine,
but a careful investigation. of the matter is all that
is needed to show that, while the performance is
undoubtedly & remarkably good one, it is not greater
than might have bern expected from the team which
made it. The fact is, that for a matter of nearly
twenty years no. the slightest attention hus been
paid to team trotting, while the efforts to make

horses go a fast mile in single harness have been un-
remitting. The f uf that was done in the
way of record-breaking by - a team wss on
May 10, 1882, when Mr, Robert Bonner
drove Lady Palmer and Flitbush Maid a mile
) road wagon in 2,26, Three days later they wert
two miles in 501}, the last quarter being trotted in
33 seconds. Now, at that time 2,18} was the fastest
record ever made by a trotter, and yet these two
mares, neither of whom could beat 2.26 singly,
pulled a wagon the las' quarter of a two-mile heat
at 8 2,12 gait—a rate of speed that it is doubtful if
any horse then on the turf could equal. The fact
shou'd have taught the people that two horses of
similar temperament and gait could speed much
faster together than nlnw‘rf', but it does not seem to
have done 80, and as the driving of double teams for
(] was about this time abaudoned the old fallacy
that the fastest time must be looked for from a
trott.rina single harne:s retained its sway.

But the old superstition that a trotter can go
faster singly than fn double harness is rapidly be-
coming a thing of the past. People see horses that
cannot for the life of them beat 2.25, alone, reduc-
lnf those figures several seconds when driven with
suitable mates, and they begin to realize that, with
& division of the weight and the constant presenze
of & horse to incite the competition of real racing,
it is but natural that a higher rate of speed should
be attained. Nobody believes Aldine capable of
trotting alone in 2,154, and tﬁe‘ Mr. Vanderbilt is
authority for the statcment that she kept her traces
tightened all the way duriig her famous mite with
Maud 8. In nearly every instance of remarkably
fast time by teams the records made In eingle har-
nes by the horses composing them have been
beaten, That the “‘best on record” will eventually
be made by a team of trotters is not, in view of re-
cent developments, a matter ¢f much d.ubt.

A Great Horse.
