Remarkable Di ance of a Roeh
ter Girl—An Apparently Unfathomable
Mystery.

RoCHESTER, Feb, 17.—The city is excited
over one of the most remarkable cases of
disappearance that ever took place here.
Some three weeks ago a beautiful girl
named Louise Scheafer, daughter of a
wealthy gentleman residing near Roches-
ter, obtained an abortion, the results of
which threatened to prove fatal. The
betrayer was a medical - student, who
boarded at the same house with the youn
lady and her maid. The police got wing
of the affair, and were making preparations
to arrest the principals when the girl and
and her servant mysteriously disappeared.
Tracks of men were found at her window,
and it 1s believed that the dying girl was
carried off, but where no one can tell. The
girl is believed to be dead, but the maid
has been traced to Hamilton, Ont., where
all clue to her is lost. The case has baffled
the best efforts of the most experienced de-
tectives, and the affair is still wrapped in
mystery.

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Reducing Wages in New England.
MaNcHESTER, N.H., Feb. 16. — The
Amoskeag corporation proclaims a re-
duction of 5 per cent. on ‘wages for -card-
ing and spinning, with no reduction in
weaving, thus carrying wages back to the
cut-down of 1880. The reduction will go
into effect on March 1. The Manchester
corporation will make a reduction of from
1to2 tper cent. on Febrnary 25, leaving
sonie of the departments untouched. In
the Stark and Amory corporations the re-
duction reaches about 5 per cent., and
there will be a uniform reduction in the
Langdon Mills. No cut down has yet
been announced for the Print Works, and
if there is to be one it will be light. Opera-
tives take the announcement tranquilly.

A Decision Against a Patented Claim.
Harrrorp, Feb, 16.—Judge Shipman,
of the United States district court, yester-
day gave an important decision in the case
of Charles Rollin Brainard, of Boston, v.
the Hartford Evening Post, on a patented
claim for the device for sorting copy in
newspaper  COmposing-rooms. Brainard
has sued a large number of newspapers for
the infringement of the patent. Several
papers have compromised with him and
Eaid him handsome sums of money. The
vening Post contested the claim, and yes-
terday Judge Shipman gave 2 decision
against Brainard, holding that his device
had been in use for many years before the
issue of the patent and that it was not
patentable.

Nobody
believes that the Grand izrunk would have
shown any hostility towards the Canadian
Pacific railway if that road had simply
been one from the Pacific coast to the
boundaries of Upper or Lower Canada. - It
was when the government gave over to the
syndicate that part of the road already
constructed,and the syndicate avowed their
policy of reaching the Atlantic seaboard by
other lines than the existing Anglo-Cana-
dian railways that Sir Hen Tyler and
his associates in London me
unscrupulous. opponents of the project
and found { in  unpatriotic politieians
of Canada allies only too eager to play
their game, provided they scored a point
against the government. That the syndi-
cate could never have found a man ready
to contribute a farthing to their resources
if their eastern connection had been at the
mercy of the Grand Trunk must be evident
to every business man. And the syndicate
was and is composed of business mef, who
themselves would never have dreamed of
building a road to act as a mere feeder to
the Grand Trunk. The idea of their ever
consenting to such a plan must have origin-
ated in the minds ot people who were not
business men. Their first overtures
towards securing eastern connection were
madeto the Great Western company,incom-
bination with which company in was pro-
posed to build the Ontario and Quebec line.
