UNIVERSITY OF TORONTO,

A Manifesto From Wm, F. W. Creelman,
Secreiary of the Cenvocation Committee.
Some months ago a scheme for univer”
gity confederation was submitted to con-
vocation, which embodied the compromise

scheme finally agreed to by the representa-
tives of Queen’s, Victoria and Trinity, and
of St. Michael’s, Knox, Wycliffe and the
Toronto Baptist colleges. In this scheme
University college is reduced to an insti-
tution'teaching only classics, French, Ger-
man, English and Oriental hngn?hu, with
a chair of moral philosophy. & other
subjects of university eaucation, in-
cluding mathematics, physics, mental
and moral philosophy, 'the natural
sciences, S‘IDLh, Italian, along with
political economy, jurisprudence, compars-
tive phﬂnw%hy, are transferred to &
separate teaohing body, styled the univer-
sity professoriate. But in some degree to
preserve the autonomy of the provineial
univ and college, it is required that
the i of the one shall be chairman
of the other; that both shall teach in the
same building; and that She teaching of the
two shall constitute one complementary
whole,

When the above scheme was submitted
to the University senate and to convoes-
tion, it was in the distinct form of & com-
promise, already agreed to by the repre-
sentatives of all the universities in Ontario,
and therefore mot n to discussion
ae to any of its details, but to be accepted
or rejected as a whale, Nevertheless, since
then the scheme has been discussed both
by the senates and the bodies of graduates
of Queen’s, Victoria and Trinity ; and in
the case of the two last very important
modifications are proposed. It is publicly
and responsibly stated that some of those
modifications are understood to have beem
conceded,

So far as can be ascertained, those
changes afm at the practicsl abolition of
the university of Toronto, snd the
creation of sn entirély new univemity,
to be called the university of
Optario ; and thus, while the fnterests
of the graduates of one or more of the
confederating denominational universities
are carefully guarded, their name main-
tained, and their power to resume all their
rights and privileges as independ-
ent universities, preserved to them,
the ! scheme, if carried out, will :g
parently leave the graduates of e
University of Toronto with ne university
any longer existing to which they belong,
and usiversity redu to the
status of & sort of Inferior colleginte
institate,

Under the above circumetances it sseme
only just and right that the gradu-
stes of the provincial university should
have an opportunity of .fully and
freely discussing the present aspect of the
proposed scheme of confederation, and

has already been done by those of either
universities embraced in the scheme, The
executive committee of convocation have
therefore coneidered it advisable to esil a
meeting of convoeation for Tuesday even-
ing, the 9th instant, st Moss hall, to discuss
the above matter, and all gradaates of
Iowmo University are earnestly requested
o attend.
