CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 27.—The death
of the man who calls himself the rightful
head of the Christian church ,universal is
rare, because  advancing age commonly
gives the incumbent of the Greek Patri-
archal chair time to resign before the fatal
hour. Hence the funeral of the Patriarch
Dionysius called together an enormous con-
course of people..

There is no record
that he gave a single rouble of his vast for-
tune to charitable institutions during his
long, eventful life, or that any person, save
his son-in-law, is much happier because he
had lived. He was the last male represen-
tative of an ancient famity of the distriet of
the Don.. His grandfather, Russian Am-

at many courts, was an art en-
thusiast as well, and established a museum
in 8t. Petersburg, filled with copies of the
works of Raphael and other masters of
famous schools. . He was a man of culture
and an intimate friend of Voltaire, Diderot
and D’Alembert. Many of his talents, in-
deed, as well as his wealth, descended to
his eccentric grandson.

An Alarming State of Affairs in the Cotton
Lelt of Arkansas.

MarranNa; Ark., Sept. 27.—Forty armed
negroes have appeared in St. Francis town-
ship, and have driven all the cotton-pickers
from the fields and burned Mr. Bond’s gin-
house. They threaten to drive all the pickers
out and burn all gin-houses: The sheriff is
on the ground with writs for the leaders.
Another left Marianna this morning
by his. orders. Much excitement. prevails
as a majority of the marauding band is com-
posed of non-residents and the authorities
anticipate serious trouble.

Reports reeeived from Marianna say the
trouble between cotton pickers near there
culminated in a riot yesterday resulting in
several negroes being killed and a number
wounded, -The sheriff of the county
quelled the disturbance and has the leader
in custody. : S

The rioting grew out of a strike inaugur-
ated by & number of pickers, yho demanded
75¢ per hundred pounds, an increase of 25
cents. The planters refused their demands.
The dissatisfied negroes at once struck and
their places were immediately filled by
others. The strikers became angered at
these proceedings and prevailed on the
working negroes to quit. Being refused ‘a
general fight ensued—women, men and
children rticipating with hoes, sticks,
knives and revolvers. It is reported that
two were killed outright.

The decision of Parliament with regard to
Sir Hector Langevin comes in for much
criticism, and some journals are indignant
at a finding which they claim opens the way
for the late minister to re-enter the Cabinet
or accept any public office desired by him.
We do not so understand the decision of
Parliament. Holding that the House was
not justified in declaring Sir Hector guilty
of criminal conduct in the admitted absence
of proof, yet we urged that he was shown
to be unfit for his high office because under his
management of the department gross ras-
calities were perpetrated and a villainous
conspiracy succeeded. Therefore his re-
signation was Decessary or hisj dismissal
would be imperative. Suppose a business
man prosecutes a clerk for being an accom-
plice with thieves who plundered his pre-
mises. Thougk the judge might be satisfied
of the prisoner’s guilt, yet in absence of evi-
dence he must needs acquit him, but that
acquittal would not compel the business man
to rejnstate a clerk who at best had made

The finding of Parliament declares that a
conspiracy existed, and in effect says that
Sir Hector was hoodwinked by the conspira-
tors—that the evidence permits the
House to rightfully convict him of
no worse offence. That 1is offence
enough to shut the Cabinet and offices of
importance to him henceforth. We do not
believe that Langevin has any desire to
resume office, or that under any circum-
stances would Premier Abbott allow him to
doso. Butif such an attempt were made
we cgnfidently assert that the entire press of
the country and the people of the country
would protest with fury. 8Sir Hector,
though not condemned of criminal conducy,
is practically banished from public life—he
is not formally disgraced by the vote of Par-
liament, but in the majoxiy report adopted
he is marked as unfit for further service of
wrust and consequence.

let not Glenbe treasurer of the Canadian
emancipation fund. A word is sufficient.

AN ELOQUENT SCOTCH MINISTER.

Rev, W. J. Dawson Edified the Parkdale
Metbodists Yesterdny.

St. Alban’s, the large and beautiful church
of the Parkdale Methodists, was crowded
morning aud night to hear Rev. W. J. Daw-
son of Glasgow, Scotland, who is a delegate
to the Ecumenical Council ' at Washington.
He is as favorably known as an author and
lecturer as & her. He is altogether
different in style from Rev, John eill,
who drew such crowds a fortnight ago. Mr.
Dawson's sermons are touch more polished,
they are models of - composition and ad
mirably recited; they abound in apé mate-
phor and poetic quotations; they are argu-
mentative and, owing to broader theological
views, do not contain so much of the per-
sonal appeals that mark the ordinary
preacher. _

The morning sermon was on the apostolic
saying, “*Love is the fulfilment of the law."”
The musical service was admirably rendered.
They know how to sing at St. Alban’s—the
choir with their anthems and ocrowded
church in such hymns as Perronef's ““All Hail
the Power of Jesu’s Name,” Bishop Heber’s
“‘Holy. Holy" Holy,” Charles Wesley's ‘O
Love Divinel” and Watt's *Befors Jehovah's
Awful Throne.” These and other hymns
were at Mr. Dawson’s services.

At night the preacher’s deep basg voice,
charged with pal ooﬁre:oundad through the
crowded (church. Hissubjeet was retribu-

tion for disobedience of laws physical, moral, .

national. In the course of an hour’s discourse
Mr. Dawson gave a free handlin% to this
text: “For as the lightning cometh out of
the east and shineth even unto the west, so
shall also the coming of the Son of Man be.
For wheresoever the carcase ig there will
the-vultures be gathered together.” Swilt
as the lightning and unerring as the swoop
of the vulture are God’s laws. But they are
all beneficent; there is nothing capricious or
arbitrary about them. Treating of this the
preacher severely handled the marrow fana-
ticism of ultra-Calvinism, the teaching that
God sends one %0 lieaven and ten to hell, all
for His glory, quoting Burns' well-known
lines thereon.

*“We have feared God for His power, not
served Him for His love. We have spoken
of God’s judgments as ‘dark ways,’ as
though there could be any darkness in God.”
And then came this notable sentence;
infidelity of the world is very largely due to
the theol: of the church.” Much of the
latter justified the statement that many so-
called Christians act ‘‘as though there were
& Fool on the throne of the universe.”

God’s mercy and judgment are all of one
piece. Well might they sing:

There's a wideness in God's mercy
Like the wideness of the sea;
But they should also add:

There's & kindness in His justice
‘Which is more than liberty.

400 MILES IN 400 MINUTES,

The Performance of a Train on the N.X.0,
and HR.R,

The fastest long run ever made by a rail-
road train was that made by Third Vice-
President H. Walter Webb of the New York
Central and Hudson River Railway from
New York to Buffalo over that road a few
days ago. The distance is 440 miles and how
it was covered will be seen in the following
statements

The run of 143 miles from New York to
Albany, which was without a stop, was
made in 140 minutes. At Albany 3 minutes
and 28 seconds were consumed ing
locomotives. The run from Albany to Syra-
cuse, 148 miles, also without a stop, was
covered in 146 minutes. At Syracuse it took
only 21 minutes to change locomotives, and
the train set out over the 160 mile stretch to
Kast Buffalo. ' One bundred and fiity min-
utes would bave been a fine trip without any

stops, but 150 miles 1n 148 minutes, with & |O¢

stop of 7 minutes and 50 seconds thrown in
for doctoring the locomotive is & phenomenal
run, and it proves the ability of
Engineer Hogan. ~ The actual  run-

nipg = time for the 150 miles was
140 minutes and 10 seconds. This record means
that a continuous speed of 59.52 miles an

hour was maintained for the entire distance
