The d%}ared"ﬁgcor_ untants held a meet-
ing last "6¥énirg in the Y.M.C.A. rooms,
when a novel paper was read by Mr. Frank
Weir on “The Establishment of Merchants’
Clearing Houses.” Mr. H. W. Eddis oc-
cupied the chair,

. Mr. Weir in his opening remarks stated that
the main cause of commercial failure was
insufficiency of capital. Eighty-five per
cent. of the men who embark in business
commenee with a capital of less than $5000,
and 90 per cent. of failures are of men who
are in this class. Even if the small capital-
st must ever find a foothold, if only on the
very verge of commerce and in the interest
ot society, the deserving are worthy of en-
couragement &nd some plan must be devised
to strengthen their position and guide their
hands in the use of that weapon, credit.

The speaker also stated that the enormous
volume of business transacted daily in the
various marts of trade could never be fliqui-
dated on the instant by payment of ready
money. To annihilate credit would be to
block the wheels of commerce and bring the
world’s business to a sudden stop. After re-
viewing the transaction of business on a cash
and credit basis, he stated that the only
means to secure & fair and agreeable settle-
ment would be the establishment of mer-
chart clearing bouses, either as independent
associations or as departments of banks.

The speaker then went into the details of
the way the clearing house should be work-
ed, after which a general discussion took
place. %

and Writes to His Mother.

PALATEA, Fla., May 26.—Two of the
robbers who held up the train at Monroe
Junction last Saturday morning and mur-
dered Express Messenger Saunders were
killed yesterday at Bufialo Bluff on the St.
John’s River. The third is being pursued
like a wild beast five miles from this city
and will probably be run down to-night.

About 12.30 o’clock a hatless negro stag-
gered into the Court House. and said:
“(ome to Buffalo Bluff—robbers.” Deputy
Sheriff Dyson aroused his posse, and a
special train soon left. with, them.

“At 11.30 a.m. George Wurtz and I. H.
Wigg, the guard placed at the Buffalo Bluff
Bridge, saw three men coming from the
south on the railroad tracks. As the first
assed three feet ahead ot the others the
vards dalled, “Hands up,” and he obeyed.

e second and third drew their revolvers,
and the guards knew that the desperate
robbers, were within five feet of them.

%" The Battle of Death,

Thé firing Was begun by the robbers and
a bullet grazed Wigg. ~Wurtz fired his
shotgun loaded with buckshot and “Jim”
Williams fell. The robbers’ bullets plowed
holes in the little house on the bridge, to
which Wurtz hastened for his revolver. The
man iu advance ran towards Palatka. The
other man ran backward and was shot in the
leg by Wurtz.

Willard Zof the K¥press Company,
about this time. CFeof the robbers, the
large man who killed Saunders, had taken
to the swamp. They pursued him, and
suddenly a ball ripped through Dr. Mor-
gan’s vest.” He saw the robber behind a
fallen tree and fired with his shotfun
loaded with buckshot, mortally wounding

the fugitive.

The bodies were laid on the bridge and
afterwards brought into town on a reight
train, accompanied by the guards who had
shot Williams and Supt. Myers, who hap-
pened at the bridge about the time of the
occHrrence.

A Note For Mother,

The murderer, when he heard the pur-
suers coming, had written the following on
the back of a map as he lay behind a tree:

«Dear MorHER,—The time has come
that you and I shall part, and I hope you
will not grieve after me, for 1 have no fear.
I would write more, but 1 have no time.
Kiss the children for me and tell them to
do better than I have done *mnd - they will
live longer than I have. agewell, dear
mother.

¢Send “this to Susan Bedgood, Arabi,
Dooly County, Ga. Inever expect to give
up a thing, and I ask you to send me home
at Arabi, Ga. So with this I close forever;
please send my body to Arabi, Ga.”

On this man was found a piece of bacon
and on Williams an oilcloth hat, taken
from a fisherman last night. Williams has
been recognized as a former flagman on the
railroad. The other corpse was identified
by ““Black Diamond” as that of the man
who halted him Saturday morning when he
went forward to the express car.

His face was covered with gore and
blackened with powder. Before he died he
said that being desperately wounded he
shot himself in the mouth with his pistol.

The Bedgoods are a prominent family in
Georgia, and the train robber’s uncle is said
to be a merchant in Arabi.

.“At the Nationalist Association *meeting
last night President Titus said the order of
rbusiness was changed in order to allow Rev.
Mr. Hunter to give his paper on *‘Industrial
Co-operation,” business to be taken up at the
close. Aftér portraying the present con-
dition of the working world he proceeded
to discuss individual co-operation, rather
than national co-operation, which was
Socialism. He defined his scheme to be not
joint-stockism, but co-operation between
ornﬂno. thus doinﬁ"uy with the whole
element of profit. He gave a history of
the movement inaugurated by Robert Owen
in Eogland, the father of English socialism,
and a man who had not yet received his just
and full meed of praise. The co-operative |
mills, stores and factories system inaug-
urated in 1828 and since continued from time
to time was sketched in detail, with its|
 difficulties, successes and failures. The
Rochdale store was established on the
principle that tbe profits should be dis-
tributed among the purchasers and not to

A valuable site in
the park was alienated from the University
endowment for hospital purposes. The way
in which the lease was made was not busi-
pesslike, was done at the order of Mr. Mu-
Jock, the vice-chancellor, withput consent of
trustees or of senate. Mr. Mulock’s in-
tentions were good; he was anxious to
strengthen and build up the new medical
faculty, and we just wish to say
here that, while The World cannot
approve of the vice-chancellor’s methods,
it must say that it heartily endorses
the medical faculty and is glad to record
the wonderful success that has attended it
sinice the uhiversity revived it. We have
no sympathy with Dr. Geikie and those who
object to the provincial university teaching
medicine. Nor have we any objection to
Dr. Geikie doing the same. Let him.and
his friends energize in whatsoever
direction they see fit; but don’t
Jet them set up the pretence that
therefore the state or the provincial
university shall not do so if it sees fit. But
all that aside. The third capital error was
the way in which this lease for a Park Hospi-
tal was secured. Mr, Mulock has yet to be
beard and the blame may not be to him.
But some one is to blame, or rathér a mis-
take was made, and the duty of the hour is
to prevent a recurrence.

The remedy does not lie in legislation so
much as a strict understanding being arriv-

,ed at in regard to the duties of the three
parties now in  charge—the Crown, the
trustees, the Senate—and-the agreement to a
eonvention that nothing is to be dome with
the endowment, nothing in the way of
entailing additional expense, nothing in the
way of the disposal of property without the
consentof the three bodies,

Things have been working up to this for
some time; in fact the errors pointed out are
errors of some years ago; and have come to
the front in the effort mow being made in the
Benate to reach agound and safe adminis-
tration and the highest academical excel-
Jence possible under the circumstances,

There is po®need for heated discussions
over the matter; there is nothing) now being
done that is notf exactly on theline of true
wuniversity polidy, but 1t 18 necessary that a
system of safeguards be established to pre-
vernt such mistakes as we above indicated
grom being repeated.

Mr, Lennox véE to assert or insinuate
that the coniractors have been engaged in
“Jobbying with'a ¥iew to obtain clsxages in
their contract with an eye to their own in-
terests.” This 1 empbatically deny, and
moreover I state and am prepared to prove
that not only have the specifications been
carried out by the coutractors but they have
also done expensive work not called for by
the specifications and for which no allowance
has been made.

Mr. Lennox asserts that *‘ths aim of the
contractors is not to fairly live up to but
rather to break throughn the contract.” This
assertion I also deny, and I affirm that Mr,
Lennox has nut himself conformed to.the
terms of the contract and specifications and
has thrown obstacles in the contractors’ way,
and has changed the work and materials
from those specified in the specifications
something altogether different. 5

Mr. Leonox asserts that ‘‘the work is
almost at a standstill through neglect or mis-
management on the part of the contractors.™
1 deny that there has been any delay, né-
glect or misman
contractors. But I assert and am pre,
prove that the chief cause of the delay
which bas taken place has arisen because the
large quantity of New Brunswick stone pro-
cured for the works being the best of its
kind, as required by the specifications, is
now rejec y the architect, although the
delivery of it was allowed to go on for be-
tween one and two years without objection,
and over $30,000 was advanced on it by the
city to the contractors, and because of the
long delay caused by the neglect of the
architect to give a decision upon the report
of the committee —approving of the change
from Credit Valley to Orangeville stone. It
must also be remembered that the coptrac-
tors did not get ion of the site till the
spring of 1890, instead ot when the contract
was signed in the summer of 1880,

Mr. Lennox has, according to newspaper
reports, made other statements and commmu-
pications to yourself or to the committee
contalning statements about the contractors
and their work which are untrue, but which
I have never been given an opportunity of
explaining or proving to the committee to
be untrue. &

Iappeal to Yyou, Mr. Mayor, and to this
council and committee through you, for
common British justice and for an opportu-
nity of being beard in defence of the
gerious charges which the architect has
behind my back made about the contractors
and their work, and I venture to say that if
the city acu on the ex parte statements of the
architect and assume the truth of all he says,
not only will a gross injustice be done to one
who is honestly endeavoring, in the face of
unreasonable opposition, to carry out his
agreement and give the city a work to be
proud of, but serious responsibilit; will be
entailed upon the city in the litigation which
the architect’s course is surely leading to.

The contractors have nothing to fear or
conceal in this matter, and in view of the
serious charges brought against them by Mr,
Lennox and for the protection of the city's
interests, as well asin justice to the con-
tractors, I ask that the disputes _and ‘the
whole position of the matter be investigated
forthwith.

The Guest Ohamber.

The guest chamber may be furnished as
elegantly or as simply as possible. The bed
should be as comfortable as one’s means
will allow, but however plaia or poor, it
must be clean.

The bed should be supplied with about
the quantity of clothing geex‘ned necessary,
but it is well to have within reach an extra
quilt or comfort in case itshould be needed.

In cold weather, every bedroom should
be heated. If-it is not convenient to have
a stove in the room, it should Be heated
from an adjoining room, or if in a remote
part of the house, a coal-oil heater will ans-
wer the purpose.

Every guest chamber should contain,
among other things, a mirror, washbowl
and pitcher (with plenty of soit water),
soap, towels, wash cloths, lamp and match-

—es, Eitcher of drinking water and glass, and
clothes brush or whisk, comb and brush
(though gueeu usually carry their own
combs and brushes).

It it is the winter seasom, it is well to
Jeave a tin cup or in the room in which
to heat water on the stove,or, in the ab-
sence of a stove, the hostess should nee that
the guests are supplied with warm water at
the proper time. .

In the absence of a closet, there should
be a few hooks or nails where the clothes
can be hung and a chair or two should not
be forgotten. Of course there are many
other things that might be mentioned as
contributing to the comfort and pleasure of
the guest chamber.

Carpets, rugs, pictures, books, writin
material, and many other things -'nonls
form a part of the furnishings of the guest
room if one’s means will permit.

Some really good people who do net lack
for means but who have never been away
from home much, seem to be entirely ignor-

~~ ant of what to do to make guests comfort-

able. Insuch a case, if the golden rule
were strictly adhered to, better results
would follow.
