GLADSTONE ON THE LORDS.

THE G.0.M’S ADDRESS AT EDIN-
BURGH YESTERDAY.

He Holds the Peers Responsible for Orip-
f)llng Legislation By Ousting the Home
Rule Bill, and Rejects the Idea That
Their Verdict Necessitates an Appeal
to the Country.

“EpinsurcH, Sept. 27.—Mr., Mrs. and
Miss Gladstone, together with their friends,
urrived here from Black Craig at 4.30 p.m.
and were met by the Reception Commit-
tee on the station platiorm. Ticket-holders
only were admitted to the station. Inmense
crowds had gathered around the depot and
all along the route to Albert Hall, where
Mr. Gladstone addressed his -Midlothian
constituents. ‘

Mr. Gladstone was received by the Lord
Provost and other local officials and escort-
ed to the hall in a curinge, attended by an
escort of police. b

The Premier was rapturously received at
every point.

Mrs. Gladstone entered leaning on the
arm of the chairman of the committee,
and Miss Gladstone also occupied a seat
on the platform. Both ladies were cheered.

When the Premier entered the audience
rose to its feet and cheered vociferously,
singing ‘““He’s a Joily Good Fellow” before
taking their seats.

The G.0. M., who looked remarkably well,
began by saying that the question 5f Home
Rale for Ireland was coming rapidly upon
them, and he hoped that should at any
time the occasion occur which would neces-
sitate his again soliciting their votes that
they would be given in a way that would
bring no dishonor to the commanding
strength of Liberalism in Midlothian.
[Cheers. ]

Continuing, Mr. Gladstone said he was
at least sanguine that  the Lo%‘l' Govern-
ment and Parish Council bills would be-
come law, and he hoped also that the bill
for the disestablishment of the church in
8cotland would be placed upon the
statute book. [Liberal partisan cheers.]

He believed that the bill prepared by
Mr. Cameron was designed as a practigal
settlement of the question, and would open
the doors for a union of the Presbyterian
eommunions. He hoped that the friends
ot the Established Church would accept
$his chance for a moderate settlement.

Home Rule for Ireland might by some be
regarded as a failure, but depend upon it,
eried Mr. Gladstone, that is not so.
[Wild cheers.]

¢ Weeks and months had been expended
discussing the details of the bill and in
counteracting the tactics of the Opposition,
but it is recorded in history as a fact that
the Peofﬂe’s House had deliberately and
advigedly passed the bill. [Cheers.]” This

- was the most important step. [Cheers.]

The Irish Queation,

For two generations the Irish question has
taxed, burdened and mortgaged the time of
Parliamens to such an extent that it has
crippled the whole legislative action, and
the responsibility for this painful state of
things rests with the House ot Lords.
[Cheers. ]

The fact is that the present Parliamentary
institutions are teo weak for their purpose.
They overweigh and do not meet the de-
mands of the country. In spite of the
sacrifices of the House of Commons during
the past session there was a legislative
famine. There is something wrong and de-
fective in the preeent institutions. The
condition is intolerable and de-
mands the concentrated attention of
the npation with the view of the
removal of the defects. The evil is im-
measurable. On one hand is the nation ex-
pressing just demands, on the other hand
are the necessary measures to satisfy those
demands. But between the two there is a
great barrier, namely, the Irish question,
which has taxed the time of Parliament
generation after generation. Why has this
question continued to exist so long, and
who is answerable for its remaining bafore
us? There is only one regy—-ﬂ.he responsi-
bility rests with the Héuse of Lords.
fCheers.] Who has the remedy in dealing
with this great evil?”

Here a voice in the hall was heard to ex-
claim: “Let them have it, Gladstone.”

The Lords Action Reviewed,

This remark, which was followed by laugh-
ter, interrupted Mr. Gladstone for a few
moments, after which he proceeded with his
review of the obstructive action of the
House of Lords since the passage of the
Reform bill, and quoted Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlain’s speech of 1884 amid much laughter
and storms of hisses.

Every mention of Chamberlain’s name
caused a repetition of vhe hissing.

Continuing, Mr. Gladstone instanced the
repeal of the Corn Laws in 1846 and other
measures, ssying that sometimes the
Lords either from their own prudence or
from wise counsels declined to accept the
challenge of the People’s House and had
passed bills. If they had not doue so,
(ladstone asserted, there would be no
House of Lords to-day. [Loud and con-
tinued applause.]

The Lords Misled.

In the present case, said Mr._ Gladstone,
the Lords had been again emboldened or
misled _into rejecting  the  Irish
Home Rule bill, which has been
incessantly discussed since 1886. There
could be no more frivolous pretext than
that the people did not know the provisions
of the bill. It was the business of a self-
governing nation to understand great ideas,
and when they understood them to stick
to them. Having debated the bill for only
four days, the Lords came like a school-
master upon rebellious pupils and said,
“You, with your 82 days, have not given
the bill sufficient discussion.”

What are their pleas for that reversal? A
majority of the Lords gave aun opinion hos-
tile to the bill, a majority of the Commons
an opinion in ite favor. Yet it is hardly a
case in which one opinion is as good
as another.  The, peers fofn their opinion
for themselves, they are pésponsible to mo-
body and if it proves/ wrong they will
neither be abused nor made to suffer in any
way. Our opiniop is not soiely our own,
but was formed in discussion with the
nation, and was given with all the au-
thority that a national verdict
can confer. I think, therefore, that the
Peers do not stand well on their own show-
ing. They certainly stand worse on the
showing of their friends in the House of
Commons. $

High Treason to the Nation,

It was urged after the vote in the
House of Lords that we should appeal to
the people. That is not the doetrine of the
copstitution. Itis not only a monstrous
ipuovation, an odiens and new-fangled doc-
trine, but nothing less than high treason to
a great nation’s title to being a self-govern-
ing country. [Tremendous applause. ]

The doctrine of the constitution shows
that if & rosponsible ministry advises & dis-

solution of parliamgnt there ought to be a
dissolution at the rk of the ministry, and
the House of Commons has power which it
has frequently exercised to force a dissolu-
tion by vote. But no such thing has been’
recorded at any period of our history as a
dissolution brought about by a vote in the
House of Lords.
Why Punish-the Commons Alone?

But we make this plea: We say if we
are punished why should not the majority
in the House of Lords also be punished
when it ‘interprets the judgment of the
country ?

Let us have . fair play and no
favor. Why  should the House
of Lords be allowed to pass off with im-
punity —aun impunity which only encourages
them to repeat upon @the first occasion—a
similar ‘prank to that they have
just  commiited? Depend upon i,
it is an extremely serious mat-
ter. - On the supposition that you could
subject a majority of the lords to the same
final consequences as those you can lay
upon a majority of the Commons, there
would be “something at least like a ' prima
facie case of justice and equality,
some small plea for this title of the House
of Lords to the right to correct the judg-
ment of the House of Commons aund to send
them back to the country. Buat there is
not even the thinnest presumption of justi-
fication for such & proceeding. That being
80, we have arrived at a very serious posi-
tion, and the question is, how are we. to
escape from it ?

I respect many members of the House of
Lords, said Mr. Gladstone, and I have a
high respect for their personal character,
abilities and the claims of their station.
Nor have I a word to say against. their ab-
stract right to reject any bill from the
Commons, but it is evident that in' 1ssues
where the people have clearly and definitely
spoken nothing but the utmost discretion
can preserve to the Lords their possession
of such a right.

No Solution for the Dilemma,

“How are we to face the situation?”
asked Gladstone, his question being fol-
lowed by a storm of cheers.

“Of course, not by dreaming of iilegal
proceedings in any form. I would even
dissuade vehemence, I cannot produce a
cut and dried solution of the present dilem-
ma, yet I cling to the hope that wiser
counsels will prevail among the- Lords and
induce them to granv the Irish some just
sutisfaction for their aspirations, but, it
not, your case 18 not a new one. If on one
side ther¢ is a determined nation the latter
will not be baffled by a phalanx of 500
peers. [Loud cheering.]

“We cannot give way to the Lords, al-
though they bear high-sounding titles aund
sit in a gilded chamber. [C?leerl.] We
must persevere, and if you would find a
solution of the prospect before us you find
it in a retrospect of the past.

Of the vast changes of the past 60 years,
not one of them originated in the House
of Lords, or was promoted by the Lords,
or the existence of which on the statute
book was due to the impartial opinion of
the Lords. To every one of those thanges
the opinion of the House of Lords had been
adverse, although its information might
have been prudently restrained and might
perbaps be prudently restrained again.

Mr. Gladstone spoke for an hour and &
half, and in conclusion said that if the
Lords ever had the meauns of forcing dis-
solution they might depend upon it the
Irish question would not be the only gnes-
tion considered, but their own independent
and irresponsible” existence will be to the
fore a question on which the Lords may
bitterly lament, when it is too late, that
they ever raised an issue.

“The next session will not pass without
seeing Home Rule appear again. The
nation has set us and propeiled us upon our
course, and it is our dntg, our hope and our
beliet that we shall find, with the help of
the Almighty, a means_of reaching the
goal.” [Tremendous and prolonged ap-
plause.]

At the close of the speech there was pro-
longed cheers. A vote of thanks to Mr.
Gladstone was then adopted and the meet-
ing dispersed. Aun immense crowd followed
Mr. Gladstone’s carriage as he drove. to his
hotel. In response to the checrs of the
crowd he and Mrs. Gladstone appeared on
the hotel balcony and bowed their acknow -
ledgments. :

A ROW OVER THE IRISH FUND.

Timothy Healy and T. J. Condon Have a
Verbal Scrap.

DusLiN, Sept. 27.—At a meeting of the
National Federation to-day Timothy Healy
complained he had not been informed in
regard to the progress of the negotiations
for liberating the Irish fund deposited in
Paris. He suggested that a mesting of the
party be cu.lles to discuss the matter of the
disposition of the fund.

T.J. Condon, M.P. for Eastern Tip-
perary, objected to calling such a meeting.
He said if such & meeting were held Healy
would not attend it and he accused Healy
of having threatened to wreck the Nation-
alist party if his policy were not adopted.

Healy declared that Condon’s statement
was an infamous lie.

Condon persisted that his statement was
correct.

David Sheehy, M.P. for South Galway,
then interposed and said thas such charges
as those Condon had made would ruin the
Irish cause and beseeched both Condon and
Healy to let the matter drop.

The gentlemen appealed to took this good
advice.

Coal Goes Up Another Shilligg.

Loxpox, Sept. 27.—The Coal Exchange
to-day advanced coal another shilling per
ton.

The mine owners, in a private meeting in
London this morning, showed an inclination
to compromise with the strikers. The ris-
ing price of coal renders them ex 1
eager for a settlement and willing to meet
the men half way. They approved, with
few dissenting voices, a resolution to offer
the miners work at 12 instead of 25 per
cent. reduction of wages. It is doubtful
that the men will accept this offer.

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FRANCE TAKES A SIAM FORE.

NEW DEMANDS MADE RY THE
FRENOH ENVOY AT BANGEOK

Soldiews Attack Striking OColliers in Der
byshire—Rio Getting Too Warm for
the Bankers—H M.S, Camperaown Un-
injared—The Russian Warship Given
Up as Lo.-t, ‘With Her Crew of 200.

Paris, Sept. 27.—A despatch from Chan”
taboon, Siam, dated Sept. 15, via Sioga-
pore, dated Sept. 27, says the French
cruiser Alouette has captured Parknam
Fort and garrisoned it with her crew. She
hoisted the tricolor on the fort and on the
signal station opposite. The Erench, when
the despatch was sent, were building rifle
pits around the barracks.

The Situation Agnain Strained.

Loxpox, Sept. 27.—The Times to-day has
a despatch from Bangkok saying: The
situation here is again strained owing to
the dictatorial attitude of M. Devilliers,
France's special envoy to Siam, who re:
cently sent an insolent mnote declining  to
accede to a request to put in writin
any -additions or modifications require
to the convention. The Times’ de-
spatch adds that Devilliers is evident-
ly determined to force further concessions
from Siam. The latter in the meantime by
the most supreme efforts has already ful-
filled #he principal conditions imposed on
her by France.

DeVilliers is attempting to make Siam
answerable for the delays in the negotia-
tions, which, as a matter of fact, are due
entirely to his persistent concealment of
France’s intentions.

FRANCE AND ITALY.

The Outlook Is Considered Dangerous to
“the Peace of the Two Nations,

MINERS AND MILITARY FIGHT.

Soldiers Attack the Derbyshire Strikers—
Both Sides Suffer Severely.

CHESTERFIELD, Sept. 27.—A severe fight
took place between striking miners and
soldiers last night. The miners as-
sembled near the military camp and
commenced jeering and scoffing at
the soldiers,  Their insults were so
taunting that the troops became incensed
and, scaling the walls, attacked the miners.
Both sides suffered severely. Four thousand
people witnessed the fight. Four ringlead-
ers of the soldiers have been arrested and
will be court-martialed.

THE BATTLESHIP ROOSALKA

Thought te Have Foundered With Her
Crew of 200 Men,

St. PETERSBURG, Sept. 27.—The naval
authorities have finally concluded that the
warship Roosalka, which sailed some days
2%0 from Reyal, on the Gulf of Finland, for

elsingfors, the capital of Finland, and
which has not since been heard from, has
been lost, The general public has believed
for some time that the vessel had founder-
ed, but the naval authorities thought that
perhaps her machinery had been dis-
abled, and that she was floating around
helpless in the Gulf of Finland.
Vessels were sent in search of
her, but they found no sign of her save
quantities of wreckage that bad undoubted-
ly come from the missing ship. Itis now
assumed in naval circles that she struck a
sunken rock and went down with every soul
on board. The naval authorities state that
shled had on board a crew of 200 men all
told.

The Roosalka wasa twin screw coast
defence, armor-clad vessel of 1960 tons and
700 horse power. She was launched at St.
Petersburg in 1867. Her dimensions were:
Length 206 feet 5 inches, beam 42 feet and
depth 12 feet 4 inches. Her armor belt
ranged from 3} to 44 inches. She had two
turrets and her armament consisted of four
15-ton guns.

A Madman at Large,

The Hurontario Canal scheme that was re-
pudiated on Monday night by the bettér half
of the council has again been turned into
the municipal machine, and in due course it
will make its way to the council chamber.
It issimply beyond endurance the way this
hare-brained Macdonald is pestering the

. public. Why doesn’t he leave the public
alone and set to work and make a living like
other citizens ¢

The troubie with Macdonald seems to be,
primarily, a mistaken ides of his own im-
portance. People bave 'got a wrong im-
pression abous this party. He professes to
beenergetic. So he is, but his energy is that
of a desperate man. He confesses that he
has not money enough to pay his board, But
he appeals to the public as being a man who
once was worth several huondred thousand
dollars and who made it with his own exer-
tions,

Some dozen years ago or so a man named
E. A. Macdonald bought a lot over the Don
and sold it immediately thereafter at a pro-
fit. He bought another and made money
out of it, too. Being of a venturous disposi-
tion, he bought up all the land he could get
his hands on, and as the real estate smarket
was then exceedingly active he disposed of
large quantities of it at big advances. Mac-
donald was making money, and as long as
the demand for real estate coatinued he
kept raking in the shekels. This was a streak
of luck.

When the demand for real estate began to
wane Macdonald failed vt perceive the
chiange. He blundered.. He kept on as he
had started and dropped his money. After
bis luck left him the true inwardnmess of
Macdonald’s ability and energy began to
manifest itself.

He 15 responsible for many of those block-
paved streets over the Don that are
conspicuous for their want of houses
and the excessive taxes that handicap them.
Here then is one of his blunders reminding
us that the promoter of the Hurontario
Canal scheme is of unbalanced and unreli-
able judgment,

Then look at his connection with the
Chester property. That was a grand fizzle,
The great canal promoter made another huge
blunder in prognosticating the future of this
great suburb. He staked his reputation on
Chester. Chester didn’t go.

2re’s another case, too. Goiag up Broad-
view-avenue the pedestrian will notice a huge
bara north of the jail. It was built to uc-
commodate the horses of a great mansion
that never rose into existence, The im-
mense barn was abandoned, and there it
stands to-day a witness of the canal pro-
moter’s lunacy.
' Passengers on Grand Trunk trains for the
east will notice after they get 10 or 12 miles
out of the city a bighouse and a big wind-
mill and tank. This is all that remains of
the Bellamy fake. The great canal promo-
ter is the sole and undisputed ‘author of this
great enterprise.

Another example of the man’s lunacy: we
find him starting a daily paper, whose object
is to bring about annexation. He makes his
usual appeal to the public and confldentially
tells them that: the time is ripe for annexa-
tion, that more than half the people are as
anxious to get into American territory as
the Cherokee strip boomers were to get into
that promised land. The great canal promoter
started hispaper. Atleastit is so stated,
although it is difficult to establish this point
with certainty, as itis impossible to come
across anyone who actually saw the paper.
That the paper actually appeared, however,
seems to be established from the fact that a
printer who worked on the paper made an
affidavit that he hadn’t been paid for work
done in connection with the daily in ques-
tion. However, whether the paper appeared
or not is beside the ' question. The annexa-
tion that the Hurontario Canal promoter
prophesied as being on the point of accom-
plishmentnever materializad. On ths con-

trary the people proved their loyalty to’]

Britain by stripping the would-be annexa-
tionist of his military uniform and drum-
ming him out of the volunteer service.

Is any further proof necessary to conviance
intelligent people that E. A. Macdonald is
an illusionist of a very pronounced type?
The events that we have referred to are
merely those that occur to us on the moment.
E. A. Macdonald has been connected with
dozens of other projects equally wild and
looney. A characteristic “of them all is a
well-marked streak of lunacy. The sams
streak of lunacy runs through the Huron-
tario Canal scheme, the Broadway-avenue
barn, the Bellamy windwill, the Chester
boulevards, the annexation paper, ete. Along
with this streak of lunacy we have not
referred to another marked character-
istic that crops out in his episode with Noel
Marshall and the sale of the street railway
franchbise. The public,we imagine,have pretty
well sized up Macdonald in this connection,

Such is the man who now wishes to get the
city of Toronto associated with him ina
hundred million dollar canal scheme. A
dead failure himself, he knows he can’t
make a move without baving some one be-
hind bhim to prop him up. The great pro-
moter is very careful to shield the capitalists
behind him from exposure in connection
with this wild goose chase. Oh, no, their
mames must be sacredly withheld from pub-
lic gaze!  Their credit would be injured if it
was known they were connected with this
scheme. But the good name of the city of
Toronto can readily be sacrificed and made
to bear the ridicule that the ulleg:i' capital-
fsts seek to avoid.

Of all bis crazy projects the Hurontario
Canal one -is the craziest. It is a bigger
eslephant than the Panama Canal.

The council is the guardian of the city’s
good name, and ;before it is asked to endorse
8he note which a madcap has put under its
pose it should insist on knowing who are the
makers thereof.
The Amalgamation of the Scheol Boards.

The question of the proposed fAmalgama~-
tion of the Public and High Sckool Boards
whereby, it is claimed, more efficient and
economic work can be done, is oné that de-
agrves serious consideration from the citi-
sens of Toronto. ’

It might, at first sight, appear that this
united board, chosen directly by the §people,
would be able to deal better with school
questions than is done’ now with separate
hoards, and it might be even : claimed, with
some degree of justice, that the Public
sehools are but stepping-stones to the High
sehools and, therefore, a more economical
amd just distribution of work could be made
by & united board competent to understand
the workings of both Public and High
sphools.

There are, however, two serious objsctions
§o the proposed amalgamation. In the first
place those familiar with the working of the
wpresent Public school system know how diffi-
sult it is to obtain trustees who gfre both com-
petent educationists and havé no axes to
grind nor fads to thrust on the over-burden-
ed scholars and teachers, Rumors have been
spread ebout during the, past few years

that the Public schools have = been
‘“worked” by trustees and friendly out~-
siders for more than their face value,
that the great mass of text-books, copy
books, readers, and a host of others were
devised, not for the unsuspecting scholars,
but for gain to some obliging publisher, and
that in the olden days when a boy had noth-

:o Ing but an old: battered slate and pencil he

learut more in & week than he could now in
a month, with all the paraphernalia and dis-
ciplive of the new regime. In the High
schouls a similar state prevails, +but of a
higher nature. Thers the pupils are forced,
like plants, into bloom for the universities
and higher colleges; the only difference being
that the board of the High schools have not
the same temptations in the way “of text-
books and other thiugs which are placed in
the way of the Pablic school trustees.

What ‘then will happen if the two are
placed under one system? It wiil be even
more impossible to obtain members free
from prejudice "and competent to do their
work of supervision, and the difficdlties
which now exist separately will only be in-
creased, Secondly, if a conjoint board be
appointed, there will be a tendency on the
part of such a board to make the Public
school lead up to the High school just as now
the latter is made to lead up to the universi-
ties, and this is perbaps the point to which
greatest objection should be taken,:

In the discussions which have taken place
during the last year at various teachers’
meetings and elsewhere this question of mak-
ing a continuous system was one that called
for the most bitter arguménts. It was
argued by many that as the majority of the
pupils of High schools never entered a uni-
versity they shonld not be obliged to take
such subjects for example as Greek, which
were strictly of a higher nature. And if
now the Public and High schools are brought
under a common _ board the same tendency
will prevail in the Public schools, viz.: to.
force those whose education never goes be:
yood that of a Public school to spend their
time unprofitably in learning work which
can never possibly beuefit them.

Most of our best business men,many of our
lawyers and doctors have never had more
than a High school (many of them only a
Public school) education, and many ‘of the
brightest boys in the Puablic and High schools
never have entered the universities, and yet
have prospered. Itis evident then that the
Public and tbe High schools should be more
than mere dumping grounds, and that al-
though in a sense the one leads up to the
other; yet for the majority the work is dis-
tinct and complete in itself, and that any
straining after entire continuity will not be
of much service to the average pupil. ;

If the Public School Board is united to that
of the High School, let at leass this one point
be kept in view, and let the work of the
Public school be adapted not to the work of

-| the High school, but to the best interests of

the pupils, so that while a boy is at the Pub-
lic school he may gain much knowledge
as possible in the readiest manner, and if he
does not take a higher step into the High
sehool he will at least have the necessary
foundation for a successful career in life.

The Case of Mr. Luxton,

Mr, W. F. Luxton built up The Winnipeg
Free Press. He also made it a joint stock
concern, and either through necessity or
some other reason sold shares to outsiders,
and pledged others which he-could not re-
deem when payment became due. In news-
papers, like everything elsa that is joint
stock, the majority of shares rules. Mr,
Luxton knew this; he parted with his shares
knowing the consequences, and has no right
now to wail in public because he is suddenly
deprived of the administration. There have
been a hundred other cases in Can-
ada, and several well-known ones
in Toronto. Mr: Luxton knew these. People
who mortgage houses have to forfeit them if
they fail to payand so have those who
pledge shares, Mr. Luxton charges that the
C.P.R. furnished the money and deprived
bhim of the control. Perhaps they did, but
Mr, Luxton knew it if that was the case, und
that is no reason why he should deny the
control that the shares called for.

As to The Globe's reflections on Mr, Lux-
ton’s misfortune and ou the enormity of a
newspaper having *‘a vast corporation” ‘‘for
a patron” that simply ‘“‘makes us larf.”

The First Frost in the Northwast,

The first frost of the season oegurred at
Edmonton on Saturday night, September 16.
The first fall frost is expected along about
this time in every year, but the frosts of
Saturday, Sunday and even Monday nights
were unexampled in severity at this season.
Fortunately the season of growth had been
so favorable that all grain was ripe, there-
fore no damage was done to the staple pro-
ducts, but the flowers and delicate vege-
tables such as tomatoes, cucumbers, squash,
pumpking, corn, etc., are almost a complete
wreck. Tuesday night was milder, but a
little snow fell. This had disappeared by
noon ow*Wednesday, but the day was
cloudy :and threatening and delayed
harvesting operations. The cold snap and
snow were not coofined to Edmon-
ton, as snow fell on 'Saturday night along
the line from Medicine Hat to Calgary and
north to Olds and the weather was quite
cold as well, with a kee. wind. While such
a heavy frost is unusual at this season and
soow is still more rare, there are redeeming
features connected with the cold snap which
more than make up for its unpleasantness.
The dry, hot weather which has prevailed
throughout the Northwest since the begin-
ning of August has* been productive of a
good deal of sickness amongst both children
 and grown people, and had it continued

Ounce more the Gravitation Committee has
met and sent the Hurontario Canal scheme
on to the council again; The meeting was a

idden Treasure,” The recommendation
sent on is the same as the last with the ad-
dition “that the promoters deposit $25,000
with the City Treasurer as an ‘evidence of
financial standing and good faith.” This ad-
ditional clause does not mean that the deposit
shall be made - before the council discusses
the scheme further; but that the council
shall first endorse it and then the money
to be put up. ;

Chairman Hewitt gave as his reason for
calling the committee again, that the local
promoter of the scheme and his New York
backers were very anxious to have the coun-
cil decide one way or the other.

Ald. 'Loyd and Bailey both opposed the
recommendation going on to council again.

Ald Leslie created a small sensation when
‘be said the Mayor had told him Monday
evening that the scheme a fraud. If the
Mayor wished to insinuatéshat the aldermen
who sugponod the project were frauds he
would hurl the insinuation back aand say
His Worship was a liar,

Mr, Macdonald, for the benefit of Ald.
Lynd and Bailey, the doubters, read some
extracts, in reference to Capreol’s scheme,
from a musty looking report. Copies of
this report will be given the alder-
men in g few days, as it is in-
tended to have a few of the pamphlets
Briuted. Even this failed to convince the

octor. He understood there was little in
common between the Capreol and the Mac-
donald scheme; .

A letter from Mr. Macdorzald to the com-
mittee was read. . In it the promoter says it
is & premeditated and wanton insult to ask
for $25,000.

Owen Murphy’s Death.
[N.Y. News, Sept. 26.]

Owen Murphy, a former excise commis-
siouer, and for a number of years a member
of the New York colony of boodle politicians
in Canada, died of heart disease yesterday at
631 East 136th-street. He was 65 years.old,
and was born in Ireland. He came to this
country when he was a child.

Murphy conducted an humble plumbing
establishment in Houstonsstreet for 17 years;
then he gotinto politics, In 1863 he was
elected to the Assambly on the Mozart Hall
ticket. Later he was returned, and was a
member of the Legislature when the Tweed
charter was passed, Thereafter Mr. Murphy
grew rich very fast. In 1876 he wasappoint-
ed excise commissoner by the mayor.

In those days. the excise commissioners
gave bonds, urphy was treasurer of the
board. He handled large amounts of money.
On Saturday, Dec. 22, 1877, he left the excise
[ issi s’ office complaining of being
ill. He did not return, and an investigation
of his accounts revealed a shor of about
$60,000. The police were notified,but Murpby
was safe in Canada.

From his retreat in Canads Murphy wrote
a doleful letter, saying that unfor te veal

BERMUDA’S FUTURE.,

Improved Steamship Facilities Possible
at an Early Date,

In a recent report of the Colonial Sec~
retary of Bermuda it is stated that
preparations are being made to improye
the channels leading into Hamilton Har-
bor. The importance, says the report,
for improving the local navigation muy
be inferred from the circumstances that
so soon as the contract for deepening
the channels. is concluded, the facilities
for communication with the United
States will be greatly enhanced. Direct-
ly this public work is fairly launched,
the company whose ships now ply be-
tween New York and the Colony have
given the Government to understand
that they intend to have a steamer
built which will be able to perférm the
voyage between the ports in 45 hours,
instead of 70, as at present. One of the
results of this accelerated intercommuni-
cation'will be to considerably .increase
the popularity of Bermuda as a winter
resort. At present the greatest draw-
back is the time occupied in voyage to
and from New York, and the unpleas-
antness of the passage in comparatively
small steamers in the winter months.
The present prosperity of the islands,
says the same authority, is due to their
increasing popularity among the inhabi-
tants of North America. &

The Manchester Guardian’s Review,

MANCHESTER, Sept. 27.—The Guardian
in its commercial article says: The previous
quieter. tone continues, but there is no
change in the attitude of sellers. Heavy
engagements miake producers indifferent
to slight reductions in the cost of
raw malteral, although they are very
sensitive to any advance. There is a fair
Indian enquiry, but 1t is usually somewhat
below the prices manufacturers are asking.
There is a quiet but steady business for
the Straits Settlements. The currency
question, however, induces extreme caution.
There is a small business for the western
South American markets. The Brazilian
trade is paralyzed. Goods ready for de-
livery are held back at the request of the
Brazilian merchants. The stocks of sheet-
ings and drills are being quietly absorbed
for China. Only a small business is done
in American yarns for home consumption.
Manufacturers are watching the course of
cotton. Spinners are firm.

" English Wool Market,

Loxpon, Sept. 27.—At the wool sales to-
day 4000 bales of fair quality were offered.
The bidding was animated. Home pur-
chasers bought with great freedom. French
and German buyers purchased actively.
