Mason 
City nursery at Wheeling, W. Va., 
is developing such an apple. A freak 
tree was discovered several years 

ago on a farm in Wayne County, 
and the nursery has developed it. 
Shoots have been grafted on other 
trees. The apple is subacid and grows 
to a large size, being yellow with 
large red spots.

The Drury Government has decid­
ed to cancel its plan of adding life 
insurance to the collection of sav­
ings. Persons who applied for poli­
cies through the savings assurance 
agency have been notified that after 
consultaion with the Government, 
the plan has been found to .be outside 
the Government’s authority. Moneys 
deposited will either be returned, 
left on deposit as an ordinary sav­
ings account, or can be transferred 
to a private agency which is designa­
ted, but for which the Government 
assumes no responsibility.

B
Dominion and Provincial entomo­

logists who are combating the Euro­
pean Corn borer in Western Ontario 
admit that the destructive pest still 
has them puzzled, despite almost two 
years of observation. Discussing the 
situation this year, H. G. Crawford, 
head of the Dominion force, stated 
that there is a danger of the borers 
centering in some other district that 
is not so closely guarded. It is a lit­
tle too early in the season to make 
any definite report, Mr. Crawford 
states. The Dominion entomologists 
have two square miles of growing 
com under close observation this 
year. In addition scouting parties 
are being organized to -work out all 
over Western Ontario.

Walkerton Telescope:—We were 

talking to a citizen the other day 
who had been looking over local cen­
sus figures and he-was greatly im­
pressed by the number of unmarried 
men and women as shown by the 
Statistics.

The Mother Moth Lays Eggs During 
June, July and August—Egg to 
Moth Cycle About Forty Days— 
Deep Fall Ploughing Advocated— 
Horse's Efficiency Depends on 
Rations.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

The moths responsible for the egg 
laying that produces so many destruc­
tive worms appear In June and de­
posit their eggs on various food 
plants during June, July and August. 
The female moths that are attracted 
to corn lay their eggs on the silks. 
The eggs are small yellow circular 
flattened discs, that hatch three or 
lour days after being deposited. The 
young worms feed on the silk for a 
day or two and then work down tntj> 
the Interior of the husk tips, where 
they continue to' feed on the silks 
and tender kernels at the tip of the 
ear, gradually working downward as 
they grow to maturity. When fully 
developed the Ear-worms leave the 
ear and the soil, going down about 
four inches to pupate. Two weeks 
after entering the soil the transform­
ation is completed, the worm that 
went down comes up as a moth.
Egg and Moth Cycle Covers Forty- 

Days.
The life cycle) egg to moth, is com­

pleted in about forty days. The 
brood that attacks the corn silks is 
the second brood of the season^ The 
moths are iy-ong fliers, and may §$ 
considerable distance .from thçjr 
birthplace in search of new fields. No 
Satisfactory method of destroying tto 
Corn Ear-worm has been devisiil. 
Deep fall ploughing to destroy the 
last brood of the season is In part 
successful. If all land owners would 
practice a geneyal clean lip an if 
ploughing of all lands In the autumn 
tills pest would be reduced consider­
ably. With many neglected areas 
scattered through the corn growing 
sections this insect’s presence will be 
felt for some time.
Date of Planting a Factor In Control. '

The date ot éorn pîanting îs'a" fac­
tor of importance in escaping Ear- 
worm injury, with the probable date 
of the second brood of moths emer­
gence, being known with fair accur­
acy, the planting may be done at a 
time to insure the corn ears being 
developed beyond the green silk stage 
before the moths of the second brood 
appear. The early planted corn has 

1 suffered less injury than the late. 
Deep Autumn Ploughing Recom­

mended.
Deep autumn ploughing of all land 

not in crop, the cleaning up of all 
materials that shelter Insect life, the 
use of early ripening varieties of 
corn, early planting on well prepared 
land at dates well calculated to miss 
the major portion of the egg laying 
moths, are ways of reducing the 
probable Injury from Corn Ear-worm. 
—L. Stevenson, Secretary Dept, of 
Agriculture, Torpnto.

Horse's Efficiency Depends on Ration.
One of the factors that materially 

affects the efficiency of the work 
horse especially in hot weather Is 
the feed he receives and the manner 
in which he receives it. Ir. order that 
a horse may do a full day’s work 
regularly throughout the summer 
months and yet maintain a present­
able condition he must be fed just 
about to his full capacity. In order 
to do this and not injure his health, 
care and judgment must be exercised 
in the selection of feeds used.

The feeds best suited to form the 
principal components of the ration 
are good bright clean timothy or up­
land prairie hay and bright, clean, 
sound oats. The average horse weigh­
ing 1,503 pounds will require about 
20 pounds of hay and 22 to 24 pounds 
of oats a day.

There is a wide variation in feed 
requirements of different horses of 
the same weight, however. Some do 
not have the capacity to consume 
and digest that much feed, and must 
be fed less even though as a result 
they cannot be expected to worn so 
hard, while others commonly spoken 
of as easy feeders will keep up and 
do well.on a little less feed than the 
prescribed amount. The successful 
teamster or feeder will study the in­
dividuality of his horses and feed 
accordingly.

Horses that are handled quietly 
and patiently will do much more 
work and keep in better condition 
on a given amount of feed than will 
horses that are abused and continu­
ally kept nervous, and In fear of the' 
driver.

The ration given above can be im­
proved upon by using one feed per 
day of good, bright, clean alfalfa or 
clover hay, or by substituting bran 
for about 15 to 20 per cent, of the 
oats used. The grain feed should be 
replaced by a bran mash or feed of 
boiled barley or boiled oats on Sat­
urday evening. The dally grain 
allowance should be reduced by 
about oue-fourth on Sunday. Corn 
tan be used in place of oats to con­
stitute one half of the craio ratio».

The heavy feed of hay should of 
course be given at night, while the 
heavy feed of grain may be given at 
noon. Watering both before and after 
feeding grain Is the most satisfactory 
method.

ABOUT THE SILO FILLING
Both Cutting Outfit and Moisture 

Content Important. i

Have Sufficient Horse-power for Cut­
ting—How to Control the Mois­
ture Content-—Mustard—Advan­
tages of Dairying.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

When silo filling is to be done 
quickly, that is, one hundred or more 
tons of fodder cut per day, the cutter 
and the power must be in keeping 
with the work at hand. An eighteen 
horse-power engine or motor aiid a 
fourteen-inch blower cutter will 
handle one hundred tons per day. 
Where smaller silos are used and the 
farmer desires to, or has to, do the 
work largely with the farm help, 
small cutters can be used. Eight-inch 
cutters will handle Uyee tons per 
hour if driven by an engine of not
less than eight horsepower. \u* air- Cfc.*4rvy*or rr-,
Have Sufficient Hôrsë-power for 

Cutting. |
Claims are often made that two or 

threè horse-power outfits can do 
effective work, but this is a mistake. 
If the work Is to be done quickly 
and effectively with the best use of 
labor the power should be ample. If 
it le desired to cut forty tons per day 
the power should be not less than 
eight horse. Sixty tons per day the 
power should be twelve horse. One 
hundred tons per day will require an 
êTgtiëen îonîe-power engine. The 
cutter should be of the proper size 
for the power used. Carrier cutter» 
do not require as much power as do 
the blower cutters, but the advan­
tage of easier erection, simplicity and 
ease of wetting the fodder through 
the use of the blower offsets the in­
creased power requirement. CyUnder, 
and knife on fly-wheel types of ma­
chines are equally satisfactory pro­
viding of course that they are equally 
well built. Low priced, poorly con­
structed fodHer cutters are danger­
ous. Select a cutter with a good 
reputation, and one that is as well 
built as a good steam engine is built. 
Moisture Content Important.

It is essential that there should be 
sufficient moisture present in the 
fodder at the time it is being put 
into the silo to provide the water 
requirement for the ensiling process 
and leave the surplus necessary to 
have amply moist well made silage? 
after the fermentative and cooling 
processes hâve taken place. With suf­
ficient moisture present in the ensiled 
mass Jthere is little danger of the 
fermentation temperatures running 
too high, thç greater the amount of 
water present the firmer the cut fod­
der will pack and the smaller the 
spaces for air. Corn in the early 
glazed or denting stage, oats, peas 
or-vitch green enough for high grade 
hay making carry sufficient water in 
the natural juices to meet the re­
quirement for ensilage. Frequently 
it is necessary to use corn, oats, peas 
or sunflowers that.have suffered from 
drouth, or have dried through de­
lays or have been permitted to remain 
unharvested until long past the best 
condition for silage making. If so, 
the shortage of plant juices can be 
made up by the application of water 
in quantity sufficient to thoroughly 
wet the fodder.
How to Apply the Extra Moisture.

Water is best applied by running a 
stream directly into the fodder cut­
ter while the fodder is being passed 
through and blown up into the silo. 
With water under pressure, a valve 
to control the flow and a section of 
garden hose the process of wetting 
the cut fodder is easily accomplished. 
Corn fodder that has remained.in the 
field until Deember and become quite 
dry can be successfully ensiled if suf­
ficient attention is paid to wetting 
and packing thoroughly in the silo. 
The wetting must be complete and all 
the air possible pressed out by tramp­
ing the evenly spread cut fodder es 
it goes into the silo. Witli red clover, 
alfalfa, peas, oats, vetch, rye, sweet 
clover, mustard, grasses, sunflower, 
corn or -artichoke stalks, there is 
little likelihood of overdoing the 
wetting if a stave silo is used, since 
such a structure permits any surplus 
moisture to drain away. With water 
tight cement concrete or tile silos a 
little judgment is required ih deter­
mining the amount of water required 
to give complete saturation but not 
flooding. For further information re­
garding silo building and ensilage 
apply to the Department for a copy 
of Bulletin 287.—L. Stevenson, 3*0.

Over one hundred Rural Leaders 
of, Ontario attended the Summer 
School for Rural Leadership at the 
Ontario Agricultural College, Guelph 
from July 24-th to Aug. 4th. It was 
an inspiring sight to see so many in­
terested in the betterment of condi­
tions in rural homes and communities 
and willing to give up part of their 
hard earned holiday to the study of 
problems of Community Life in Rural 
Ontario.

VALUE OF CANADIAN MOTOR 
HIGHWAYS ‘'Nowadays91

A remarkable is crease in the vol­
ume of motor traffic into Canada in 
1921 is shown by the returns com­
piled by the Department of Customs. 
According to their registrations, 
617,285 automobiles entered Canada 
for touring purposes during the cal­
endar year 1921. Of these 615,074 
remained for less than one month 
arçd 2,211 for a period of more than 
one month and less than six months. 
The total number for 1920 was only 
93,300 or on increase of 523,985 
cars in one year. Allowing an aver­
age expenditure of $25 per day in-1 

eluding gasoline and garage charges 
for the first class of car and an aver­
age length of stay of seven days, 
this traffic represents an expenditure 
of over $107,000,000 while the 2nd 
class of car on the basis of an estim­
ated expenditure of $20 per day for 
thirty days was worth approximately 
$1,326,600. This means that the 
riiotor highways o fCanada brought 
in a foreign revenue last year of 
$103,326,600. Estimated on a five 
per cent basis it means that improved 
roads are worth over two billion dol­
lars to this country without taking 
into account the service they render 
Canadians themselves.

Prince Edward Island, 22; New 
Brunswick, 1,826; Quebec, 43,264; 
Ontario, 537,283; Manitoba, 8,020;

Co-operation and assistance by the 
Dominion Government in the burial 
of ex-service men wno die from 
wounds or sickness contracted in the 
war has now been authorized by 
order-in-council.The Imperial Graves 
Commission has fixed August 31st, 
1921, as the termination of the war 
as regards its operations, and that 
therefore deaths occurring after that 
date are not covered by the authority 
of that commission or its Canadian 
Agency. Special action has conse­
quently been made necessary by the 
Canadian authorities as regards war 
veterans who may die after that 
date from wounds or illness contract­
ed in service. It is pointed out that 
the Canadien Government is already 
co-operating in the matter of person­
al inscriptions to the extent of bear­

ing the cost of such inscriptions 
rather than have it borne by the 
relatives of the deceased soldier or 
sailor. The action new authorized by 
order-in-council is that the Govern­
ment of Canada bear the cost of the 
erection of a headstone for the grave 
in Canada for each member of His 

j 'Majesty’s naval and military forces 
whose death occurred of shall occur 
during the period between Septem­
ber 1st. 1921, and August 31st, 1923, 
under such circumstances and from 
such causes as wotfld have brought 
the death within the scope of the op­
erations of the Imperial War Graves 
Commisison up to August 31st, 1921. 
The order-in-council further provides 
that the cost of the headstone is not 
to exceed $50.
