From the Daily Alta’ Californio;June 12(h.]

The funeral of the late Arthug Phinney,
of Port Ludlow, will take place in this city
on Sunday next, under the auspices of the
Knight Templars, and is likely to be an
imposing ceremonial, The Seattle Jntelli-
gencer, of Junc 4th, contained the follow-
ing :

Yesterday saw a sight at Port Ludlow
unprecedented in the history of the Paci-
fic coast. We refer to the funeral of the
late Arthur Phinney, of Port Ludlow, a
gentleman of whom it might be truthfully
said that « large was his bounty and his
soul sincere.” . It was well that his own
vessel, the Forest Queen, was selected  to
bear this worthy gentleman to his last
resting place, though we should have pre-
ferred to have seen a monument erccted
over him at Port Ludlow, the scene of his
struggles and triumphs, Tt was also good
judgment that selected Sunday as the day
of his funeral, so that working men who
rest from toil on that daywould pay a deserv-
ed tribute of respect to the memory of one
wha had proved himself on all occasions
the workingman’s true friend. The stcam-

As the Annie
Stewart rounded past Foulweather Bluff,
more than one anxious eye was turned to-
wards the fast receding vessel, which bore
in her bosom, all that was left -of the’
strong-willed man to whom she owed her
birth.

Special Dispatches to the Morﬁiny Chornicle.
EUROPE.

Loxpox,  July 6.~The = ‘‘Siandard’s”
Berlin special says Austria has resolved to
interfere in favor of Montenegro only when
she heard that Italy was about to make a
naval demonstration along the Albanian
coast to relieve the Montenegrins. In
consequence of Austrian interference it is
said the Turks have resolved to withdraw
all their troops except small corps.

The British Cabinet has officially inform-
ed the various cabinets that the fleet was
sent to Besika Bay for the protection of
British interests and the Christians.

An Erzeroum despatch says it is unlikely
even if the Russians are strongly reinforced
that they can snccessfully renew the Asia-
tic campaign this year. A Vienna special
also says that ten weeks hence the climate
will preclude any effective warfare.

A special from Erzeroum, of Thursday
evening, says both armies remain inactive
the Russians evidently awaiting reinforce-
ments.

A Paris despatch of the 4th says;—Mukh-
tar Pasha has advanced close to Kars. The
line of the Russians is menaced by Faik
Pasha who advanced to north-west of Bay-
azid. The environsof Van swarm with
hordes from the mountains to bharass the
retreating Russians. The Cossack cayalry
suffered awfully from constant attacks and
surprises ; three irregular allies -of Turks
at Bayazid recently captured from Russian
invaders fought desperately and the Turks
attacked with the fury of fanaticism and
with vigorous shouts of ¢ Allah.” The
Turks secured a large quantity of stores, as
Bayazid formed the depot for a considerable
portion of the Russian left wing which was
endeavoring to flank - the Turkish . posi-
tion.

Private correspondence of Russian offi-
cers intercepted by Turkish scouts furnish-
ed full accounts of recent disasters by ~the
Russians, and writérs  indulge in bitter
regrets over bad management of their
Generals.

The indications are that Russians fought
snccessful battles at Bicla and Tirnova.
Supreme efforts will now be made by the
Russians on the Danube to make up for
reverses in Asia Minor. Tirnova is still
the scene of ficrcely contessed battles.

EpixsureH, July 5.—The ¢ Scotsman’s”
special correspondent at London,discussing
the rumor that it is proposed to despatch
the fleet to Besika Bay, to be. followed by
mare decided measures, says one or two
ministery’ would instantly resign rather
thatkgisk-wap with Russia on & question of
neutrafity of the Dardanelles.

Logppx, July 5.—It is stated all news
correspondents have been ordered to leave
Riksian headquarters.

The Emperors of Germany and Austria
are to meet at Salisbury ; date not fixed.

The Russian bridge over the Danube at
Simnitza is reported weak, und broken
twice.

It is asserted the Czarowitch will
command the left wing of the Russian
army.

It is rumored that an informal armistice
is to be established in Montenegro.

The bombardment between Rustchuk
and Slobosia has been resumed.

A body of Roumanians now occupy Tur-
na~-Magucrilla.

The Russian advance is reported half
way towards Tirnova,. - The Turks appear
to be concentrating in the vicinity of
Shumia. The invaders, it is conjectured,
intend to push forward to that point,
when a battle in the open country isinevi-
table.

A Sistova despatch says that provisions
in Rustchuk arc failing and the Turkish
authorities are in sore straits.

A flotilla of gunboats is stationed in
Port Said to ensure protection to the Suez
Canal.

A Shumla despatch says a battle of 15
hours duration was fought between Ashak-
mail and Bula. The Russians were defeat-
ed with great slaughter, and retreated pre-
cipitately towards Sistova.

Next week about 30,000 Turkish troops
will embaék for Trebizond to reinforce the
army in Armenia,

In consequence of the remonstrances
of England the Porte has sent imperative
orders to the , commander of the Black
Sea fleet ‘0 rénder the b'o kade more effi-
cient.

"The arrival of the British fleet in Besika
Bay is regarded with great dissatisfaction
by the influential Turks, who - consider it
simply a sign that England is preparing to
scize her share of plunder.

Lonpox, July A, —The military situation
now appears as fojfows : The Turks chang-
ed front and faced to westward since the
Russian entrance into Bulgaria. The
Russiang’ left flank rests on the Danube,
facing the Turkish line from Rustchuk to
Shumia. A general battle is expected
unless the Turks fall back to the Balkauns
or the Russians mask the whole quadrila-
teral and turn it by passing the Balkans.

ConstasTivorie, July 8 —Redif Pasha
telegraphs from Shumla, Friday :—‘ Rus-
sians attempted, near Baba Redoubt, after
5 hours march from Silistria, to disembark
troops with artillery, by crossing the Dan-
ube on 20 rafts towed by 3 steamers. The
Purks bombarded the rafts, which precipi-
tately turned back. One large raft with
troops and stores was sunk. The tugs
were damaged.”’

Loxpoy, July 8.—The Russians re-com-
menced the bombardment of Kars, and are
forming an entrenched camp on the eastern
side of the city. It is also reported they
are advancing into Olti Valley, and ‘the
Turks are massing their forces to resist the
movement. It is claimed, too, that the
Russian left wing is marching on Bayagzid
with the intention ot re-establishing com-
munication with Erivan.

A despatch from Simnitza says the
Turks evacuated it Friday morning, falling
back on the Rustchuk line.

Twenty thousand newly arrived Rus-
sian troops are reported to be marching
from Jassy to Malatzand,

The abandonment of Montenegro by the
Turks is confirmed. Of 15,000 Bashi-
Bazouks who entercd Montenegro 11,000
are dead or missing.

Only 30 per cent. of the Russian navy is
reported as seaworthy.

Reinforcements for the Caucasian army
are much delayed, because five or ten
steamers of the Caspian fleet are not in a
serviceable condition.

Enzerouvy, July 9.—Turkey official news
says the Russians have 40 battallions on
the North side of Kars. . The bulk of their
army and heavy artillery have becen with-
drawn in the direction of Alexandropol.
The line between Mukhtar Pasha’s head-
quarters and Kars was completely free
from Russians on ‘the 4th.. The Russian
column has been defeated in its attempt to
enter Ardauntsch and were-driven back on
Ardahan, where a great concentration of
Russian troops is proceeding. Three bat-
talions have been despatched from Deliba-
ba to reinforce Mukhtar Pasha.

Loxpon, July 9.—The # Times’ Buchar-
est correspondent on the 4th of July says;
¢ Indications are that Russian efforts to
dissuade Roumania from taking an active
part in the campaign are merely designed
to allay Austria’s apprehensions.”

The ¢ Times” says that the Flamingo, a
gun vessel, will leave Davenport on Wed-
nesday for the Danube to be under control
of the British Ambassador at Constantino-

ple for the protection of British interests.

L.oxpox, July 9.~In the House of Com-
mons, this aftérnoon Sir Stafford Northeote
said Minister Layard had® informed the
Sultan that it might be nocessary: for - Eng-
lish troops to occupy Constantinople. ;

The Czarovitch telegraphs that the Rus—
sian cavalry and one battery surprised Tir-
nood on Saturday, capturing the Turkish
camp, ammunition and baggage. The
retreated on Osman.

ORCHARD.

_Young Trees meet with their t:
trial last month and this, Qn%
that made no growth early in the se
son will require great care to 8
them, As a general thing it does but
little good to water trees that seem 10
‘be at a stand still;
age, thera is slight demand upon the
roots; a mulch, to retain the moisture
of the soil, will answer much better -
than watering ; if the, surface soil be
kept light and mellow by frequent -
stirring, it will serve as o mulch. It '
often helps a languishing tree to pros
teet its trunk, or stem, from the scorch-
ing effects of the sun. This may be
done by binding some moss lightly
about it; by placing & handful ‘of
straight straw against the sunny side

and fastening it there with a string or
wisp j-or by a wooden shield, made by
tacking two thin boards together to .
to'form & V. trough,which is set against .
the tree,

The Codling Moth or “ Apple worm,”™ ‘*}
which in some localities is the orchard- !
ist’s worst enemy. The moth, which
works in the night, deposits eggs in

the blossom end of the fruit as soon as

it is set; the young, caterpiller ‘or

« worm,” eats its way to the center of
the fruit and there lives, comes to ma-
turity in a few weeks, leaves the apple, **
finds a hiding place, spins & cocoon, and

in about two weeks comes out as &: o
moth, which in turn
lays more eggs,and thus a second brood
is raised, these spin a cocoon, but do
not appear as gmoths until the next
spring. Much of the infested fruis
falls, and if swine are not pastured ip
the orchard, the fruit should be picked
up and fed out, or otherwise destroyed.
Many insects are thus killed; many .
others may be caught by atfording the
«worms” a hiding place where they
can spin. Several contrivances, pat:
ented and otherwise, have been pro-
posed; the most effective and simplest
is a band of woolen cloth, about five
inches wide, and long enough to go
around the trunk and lap sufficiently .
for both ends to be fastened by asingle
tack. Cheap straw paper, folded to
make three thickness, is used by somse ™
instead of cloth. ‘The banks should be’
put on, half way between the ground
and the branches, in the latter part. of =
June; the first worms will usually be
found under them the first week in
uly; the worms are to be crushed
and the bands replaced. The bands
should be taken off, examined, and the
insects killed every ten days all through
this month and next. If this simple
remedy were closely followed up by
the fruit growers of a neighborhood,
the insect would soon cease to be the
serious pest it now ijs—but with this,
as with most other insects,there should
be a combined effort.

Corx.—We keep the cultivator goine;
until a horse can no longer pass through -
the rows, and we question if it wou d
not be greatly betier to use one of
the many useful hand cultivators
until the corn is glazed, rather than
lay by the corn when it is two or three
feet high. Always muzzle the horsge
when cultivating corn.
