X. Is the owner, (or whose wife is owner( 
in any city of real property of the value of 
|300, or in any town of the value of $200, or

2. Is the tenant (or joint tenant, or works 
lands on shares) of any real property within 
the electoral district—under a lease—at a 
monthly rental of at least $2.00; or a quar­
terly rental of at least $6 00; or a half-year­
ly rental of at least $12.00; or at an annual 
rental of at least $20.00; or when land is 
valued at $300 in cities, $200 in towns and 
$150 in other municipalities, and has been in 
possession thereof as such tenant for at least 
one year before his being placed upon such 
list of voters, or the date of the application 
for the placing of his name on the list of vo­
ters and has really paid one year’s rent for 
such real property, and at such rates.

3. Is the bona-fide occupant (or whose 
wife is occupant) of real property for at least 
twelve months, worth $300 in cities, $200 in 
towns, and $150 elsewhere.
Income.—

4. Is a resident within the electoral dis­
trict, and derives an income of at least $300 
annually from his earnings in money, or 
moneys worth, or partly in money and part­
ly in moneys worth, or from some invest­
ment in Canada; and has so derived such in­
come, and has been a resident of Canada for 
one year next before his being placed upon 
the list of voters, or the date of the applica­
tion for the placing of his name on the list 
of voters.

5. Every farmer’s son not otherwise qual­
ified to vote, residing one year with his 
father, for the year next before his being 
placed on the list, provided that the value 
of the land which they occupy is sufficient, 
when divided, to qualify one or more sons.
