A Field of Social Service.

Dr. Jennie Callfas, who is a prac-
ticing physician in Omaha, Nebraska,
as is also' her husband, Dr. William
Frederick Callfas, spoke to a group of
social service workers yesterday at the
Central Y. M. C. A. which included the
chief of police, Col. Grasett, and the
deputy chief, Mr, Archibald. Mrs. L.
A, Hamilton presided, Dr. Califas,
who is a native of Toronto and was
educated in the city, described the
work done by the women’s patrol ser-
vice in Omaha, and made suggestions
regarding the work /\ot this kind that
‘has been inauguratéd here. Toronto

has two officers,, who have not the|body

power of arrest, but who have done
& great deal already in reclamation
and prevention work. Those in charge
of the movement declined the author-
ity to arrest for the officers, but Dr.
Callfas considered this highly impor-
tant. The Omaha women officers, of
whom there are 25, have police pow-
ers. and badges. They do not make
a display of the badges, but wear them
on their cuffs, where they can be
readily shown. They have never had
any trouble in making arrests, the
authority being respected.
