Berlin, Aug. 15.—One of the first
things taken up for discussion by the
new Hungarian cabinet was the ques-
tion of what should be done concern-
ing the money issued while the Com-
munists were in power. The Soviet
money, despatches from Budapest say,
will either be declaredfalse or will be
given a temporary value so that ‘the
Hungarians who were forced to accept
it from the Bela Kun regime will not
lose everything. It is said to be prob-
able that the Communist or “white
money” will be given an arbitrary
value of one-fifth of the “blue money,”
the name by which the almost worth-
less Austro-Hungarian crowns are
known.

Some Hungarian industrial leaders
maintain that the “white money” Iis
almost entirely in the hands of specu-
lators and the general public prin-
cipally holds the notes issued by the
Karolyi government, which 'are being
redeemed by the Hungarian state
bank.

The com-
mission is now making a claim on
the Dominion government . for these
qlargea, for war tax exacted, and for
the cost of extensions made necessary
by the power controller's orders to
supply munition plants and other war
factories with power. Owners of mu-
nition plants were reimbursed for
their expenditures both here and in
the United States, but the Hydro Com-
mission was compelled to take all
these charges out of the pockets of
the people who pakronized the Hydro.
The Hydro Commissioners believe that
these charges should be shared by alil
the people of the Dominion.

The total sum claimed is $4,902.000,
which represenis extra charges to
power consumers of which they would
have had the advantage in reduced
rates but for the war.

Drenched to the Skin.

Leav-
ing her little girl, who was really
more frightemwed than\ hurt, to be
looked afber by her friends, the
drenched-to-the-skin mother was ad-
vised to g0 to the summer holiday
home of the Young Women’s Christian
Association,’” which was Cclose to the
scene of the accidenit, to get her clothes
dried out. Her experience there is best
told in her own words, She says: “I took
my purse with me and with the ut-
most confidence kmocked at the front
door of the home—I was confident as
I knew such inastitutions as the Y. W.

/home were having lunch when I called,
but they did not offer me even a cup
of tea to warm me up.

Good Samaritans.

When I left the grounds of the
home two Iladies were passing. (I
went right up to them and told my
story. Without hesitation they gave
me their address and told me to ask
for all' I needed leave. my clothes
to dry. They lod: me their clothes
to come home in and 1 left my owni
behind, as they were soaking wet
when we left the island at three
o'clock. I am not as young as I was
and I might have easily contracted a
very serious illness firom exposure
if those kind ladies, who léent me their
clothes, had not come along.”

Y.W.C.A. Version.

At the armories the prince was pre-
sented with addresses on behalf of the
city and the province, both of Wwhich
testified to the loyalty of the people
to the king and heartily welcomed the
prince as his representative to Can-
ada.

John but one day.

The prince after this reviewed the
26th Battalion and presented colors
to it.

The royal visitor was entertained
at luncheon by Premier Foster, in the
course of his reply to the toast to his
health the prince asked the people of
the Dominion to regard him as a
Canadian, because he considered him-
self such, if not by birth, at least in
mind and spirit and by association
with Canadian troops at the front.

This afternoon the prince proceeded
to Rothesay, where he was tendered
a reception by Lieut. Governor and
Mrs. Pugsley. He boards the Dragon
at seven tonight for Halifax.

Has Strong Personality. ¥

Altho twenty-four -years of age,
the prince looks rather younger. his
appearance being almost boyish and/|
giving little hint of his strenuous ex-
perienices at the front during the years
of warfare.  His slight build and me-
dium height add to the youthful as-
pect, and this impression is rather
strengthened by his manner. Clad in
the simple naval uniform of his rank,
there was no-splendor of trappings to
distinguish him, but his personality is
such as to make him stand out promi-
nently in any gathering. He carries
himsel#with dignity and seriousness,
almosy suggestive  of self-conscious-
ness and i his manner there is some-
thing almest suggestive of shyness.
He showed a keen interest in every-
one and everything around him and
his manner towards those presented
to him was one of simple friendliness.
A yuick, pleaant mile accompanid
each handshake, and the same friendly
smile was directed towards the cheer-
ing crowds as the prince saluted in
answer to the ovations tendered. him.
His characteristic salute, familiar to
everyone who has seen the prince in
the movies—the .guards’ salute—is
quick and snappy, but with a touch
of the informal friendliness that marks
his smile. Nothing seemed to escape
his notice and he was quick to re-
spond, to every demonstration in his
honox?

Unveils \Memorial Tablet.

One of the important functions to-
day was tendered to his royal high-
ness on his return from the military
‘hogspital to the city at the new post-
office. Here were gathered members
of the Women's Canadian Club and
guests under the auspices of which
organizdtion a memorial tablet was to
be unveiled. Mrs. IG. A. Kuhring,
president of the club, greeted the
prince as he-entered the door nearest
Princess street, and conducted him to
the landing. where the tablet was in
place.

The official dinner at the Union
Club given by Premier Foster, tho
delayed, occupied the next two hours.
In speaking after the tasty lunch serv-
ed, the prince acquitted himself most
creditably.

“I thank you also for the warm ex-
pression of your loyalty to my father,
the King, which I will not fail to
convey to him on my return.

Over 200,000 Organized
Workers to March on
Labor Day.

Organized workers for the first time
~since before the war will turn out en
;masse on Labor Day, Sept. 1, in what
is expected will constitute a record
ILabor Day parade. The men will
march to the Exhibition, where there
will be a huge field day and open air
meeting.

Last year on Labor Day 174,500 or-
ganized sorkers attended the Exhibi-
tion, which was greater than the at-
tendance any previovs Year by some
20,000. The record of 153,000 had
stood since 1913. This year an attend-
ance of 200,000 is expected, the predic-
tion being based on the tremendous
strides organized labor has made in
membership of late.

Advances jn the corn market were
preceded by sharp new declines, which
carried the May delivery down to the
lowest point Vet for the crop. This set-
back was largely due to an accumula-
tion of selling orders before trading be-
gan and to government activity in
pressing .measures to reduce the cost of
living. Besides, hog values had again
broken sharply and foreign exchange
was dlso heavy. Shorts, who were in
a position to collect profits, started buy-
ing, however, and were followed by com-
mission houses when evidence multiplied
that country holders did not propose to
rush shipments at a sacrifice. Active

demand for oats tended further to
give corn a lift.

Oats showed improvement in strength.
Bidding was urgent for the kinds nedd-
ed for Burope.

Buying that was ascribed to packers
rallied pxjvisions despite big new cuts
in the vdlue of lrogs.
