Washington, Oct. 20.—George E. Rob-
erts, director of the’ United Staftes
Mint, has prepared a statement of the
world’s production’ of gold and silver
for 1904, which shows total gold valued
a7t $347,150,700, an aggregate of 168,493,-
538 fine ounces of silver and a commer-

- cla) value of silver totaling $97,726,200,
the coinage value of which is $217,-
850,200,

The United States produced: goid
value, $80,723,200; silver in fine ounces,
$57,786,100; silver in commercia] value,
$83,516,000,

Canada $16,400,000, $3,718,668, $2,156,800.

Great Britain $102,400, $174,517, $101,200,

Africa $85,913,,900, $436,408, $282,100.

These figures show an increase of
about $22,000,000 in gold over the bur-
eau's estimate for 1903. The United

States shows a gain of about $7,000,000
and South Africa of $18,000,000. The
director says that both of these coun-
tries are still upon a rising scale of
production,

The world’s output in 1905 is expected
to éxceed that of 1904, by $25,000,000,
with another gain probable in 1906.

The most important gold fleld in the
world is that of the Transvaal. The

total output for 1904 was $78,130,728, |

sproduced by seventy-four companies.

Their working profit after paying the

, ernment are reported at 426,402,163.

The amount actually divided in divi-

In the United States, it is difficult

Mandement Publshed Century Ago
by Quebec Bishop.
Montreal, Oct. 20,—(Special.)—In view
of the centenary of Nelson's death
Messrs. Dussault and Proulx, Quebec,

have published in pamphlet form the
famous amendment of Mgr. Denault,
and the sermon delivered by Bishop J.
O. Plessis in the Quebec Cathedral on
Jan. 10, 1799, to celebrate Nelson’s
great victory over the French fleet at
the Battle of the Nile on Aug. 1 and
2, 1798.

The mandement of the Bishop of
Quebec ordered solemn services to be
held in every church, and a Te Deum
to be chanted in thanksgiving for the
victory of Admiral Nelson and the
pastors *were instructed to remind
their parishioners of the gratitude they
owed Divine Providence for having
placed them under British rule. The
sermon preached by Bishop Plessis
was full of loyalty and devotion to the
British crown. After paying a tribute
to the glorious past of the land of their
ancestors, Old France, the speaker de-
plored the ravages brought on by the
spirit of empire and gevolution and
went on to describe the 'advantages for
the general peace of the world thru the
British naval successes, concluding
with remarks as to their special influ-
ence for the continued prosperity and
happiness of the people of this pro-
vince under the liberties secured them
by British rule.

MUCH DAMAGE ON

WORST WIND STORM IN YEARS

Took Lakeside sl Doy to Come
From Port Dalhousie—Several
Small Boats Sunk.

A storm, which, for velocity and de-
struction which it caused| among the
small yachts of the harbor, has not
been equaled for many years, struck
Toronto on Thursday evening. It start-
ed with an east wind, but about 1
o'clock yesterday morning a severe
thunderstorm arose, after which the
wind turned. Within a spate of twenty
minutes it was blowing hard from
the west as it had done from the east
shortly before. During day small
catastrophes happened along the water-
tront, which will amount to thousands
of dollars.

Shortly before midnight of Thurs-
day Manager Lawrence Sdlman of the
Toronto Ferry Co- thought the wind
was getting too strong to allow his
steamers to go longer unwatched, 8o
he went to investigate. He found them
grinding badly against the promenade
at . Hanlan’'s Point. Thinking they
would break away he proceeded to
fasten them with chains, While doing
s0 he stepped on the promendde for an
instant, with the resuit that he was
knocked down by an immense wave
which broke against the piling. The
waves at that time were gpiling up
from the east. About 1 o'clock it sud-
denly changed and with the thunder-
storm came a wind which for velocity
has not been rivaled in Toronto for
years.

it Was a Hurricane,

This placed the residents on the
sandbar at Hanlan’s Point in a peculiar
position. If the groynes placed along
the waterfront at their expense held,
all would be well, If they gave way
or did not perform their duty water
would be soon upon the floors of their
cottages. So the situation stood at
daybreak, when the wind began in-
creasing in violence. At 8 o'clock the
various ecaptains in the harbor noted
the fact that they had seldom known
a stronger wind from the southwest,
At 9 o'clock it was blowing a hurri-
cane, but still the groynes did their
duty.

The Macassa was the only steamer to
take her regular trip out of Toronto.
The Hamilton of the R. and O. line
arrived, but her departure was delayed
owing to the storm, which, altho ac-
companied by bright sunshine, was in-
tensely cold.

PROVINCE OF ONTARIO BONDS

SHOULD FIND

Col. Matheson’s Failure To Sell
8ccurities Causes Comment
In Financial Circles.

The inability of ‘the provincial trea-’

surer, Hon. Col, Matheson, to float a
loan of the Province of Ontarig, is
causing much comment, not only among
ordinary, citizens, but the better posted
All seem to- be
thoroly surprised. that a province of

| the high standing of Ontario should
. have -difficulty in securing the money

necessary for its legitimate purposes
at as low a rate as many older coun-
tries, The news from lLondon, Eng-
land, that Col. Matheson had faileq in
his attempt to obtain the money on the
securities which he offered just recent-
ly, has created tne impression that the
Province of Ontario is being placed on
a par with some of the South Ameri-
can republics, whkich have so frequently
repudiated their debts, i
Old Temiskaming Loan.

The loan which the provincial trea-
surer recently offered was contracted
originally by the Temiskaming Rail-
way commission. This was tnanced

| under the old provincial government by

about half a dozen of the Canadian
banks, until the amount of the joan
was large enough to necessitate a bond
issue. - Unfortunately -these bonds were
offered when a financial panic was 2x-
istent in Europe, and in the United

( States and Canada, and the commis-

FREE WILL, NOT PRESSURE.

lln; Edward Gray Says Talk of Pre-
ference is Delusion.

(Canadian Associated Press Cable.)

London, Oct, 20.—8ir Edward Grey,
in the course of a speech in London,
pointed out that raw material entered

the Dominion free. Trade between the
United States and Canada had grown
because Britain could not supply Can-
ada with that raw material. What we
could send were manufactured goods,
1t preferential trade were. given no
doubt there would be a considerable in-
cyease of trade between the two coun-
ties, but the Canadian manufacturers
were perfectly candid in saying that,
altho willing that duties on goods from
foreign countries should be increased,
they would not lower duties against
British goods. That also was the set-
tled policy of the Canadian govern-
ment., Free trade within the empire
wils a most desirable object, but it must
‘some by free will, not by pressure.

‘Never before or since has Great Bri-
tain séored so opportune a victory ds
that of Vice-Admiral Horatio Nelson
oft Trafalgar, the one hundredth anni-
versary of. which is beihg celebrated
to-day in all parts of the empire. . The
famous Sea, battle of Oct. 21, 1805, will
remain forever as one of the greatest
factors in creating England’'s now uni-
versally accepted title of “Queen of the
Seas.”

The battle happened at a moment
when England was threatened by an
invasions such as had never been but
once before—at the time of the Spanish

Armada; Altho the victory was per-
haps not as decisive as the earljer one,
the stakes involved were mueh larg-
er, At the time of Drake a foreign
fnvasion could not have created an
fmmense amount of damage. If at the
beginning of last century Napoleon
had secured control of the island it
would have meant the downfall of
British commerce, which had grown
to surprising proportions within the
past decade, i

Nelson’s vigilance and findl triumph
practically stayed the omaward march
of Napoleon to-such a degree that the
contemplated invasion of England nad
to be postponed indefinitely. The di-
rection of France's attention was turn-
ed to Austria, and in December of
the same year he succeeded in defeat-
ing the Austrians and Russians, which
fate, only for Nelson's genius, might
have befallen England,

The allied and the English fleets were
gearching for each other in the Medi-
terranean when a strategic move plan-
ned by Napoleon sent the French-
Spanish fleet on a trip across to the
West Indies. Nelson followed in the
hope of bringing them to action. This
he failed to do, missing them by only
a few hours at one point, On return-
ing Nelson with his fleet of thirty-one
ships found the énemy at (Cadiz and
finally sighted them off Cape Trafal-
gar at daybreak of Oct. 21. Plans of
the attack had already been discussad
and everything was in preparation for
the encounter.

Engaged the Allied Fleet,

The wind was exceedingly light, and

it was nearly eleven o'clock before a

tance of about two miles could be ob-
tained. It was then lying in.the shape
of a crescent, the forty warships form-
ing an'imposing spectacle. Into the
seemingly unequal fight Nelson sent
his fleet, divided in two columns, Eight
vessels were held in reserve, His pian
was to engage half of the allled fleet
at g time and crush them in this man~
ner. It was carried out to perfec-
tion.

The Royal Sovereign was the first
with the. enemy. Under a gruelling
withheld her fire until she passed un-
der the sterns of the flagship of the
Spanish Vice-Admiral and the Fou-
gueux. Then she let her broadside go
and practically swept the decks of
these ships with the musket balls with
which her cannon were loaded, Then
she engaged the flagship broadside to
broadside at a distance of only a few
yards. In this positionthe British war
vessel was exposed to the fire of four
Spanish ships, But as the engagement
became general all along the line it
was noticed the firing of the allled gun-
ners was not as good as was expected,
Consequently the logs was'smaller. The
Belleisle diverted;glié attention of the
four ships eng 7in_ battering the
sSovereign, and in doing so was crip-
pled herself. She lost 126 men and be-
came helpless on account of losing her
masts.

Nelson in the Victory was in the
meantime looking for bigger conquests,
He wanted to match his ship with that
of Vice-Admiral Villeneuve,in command
of the allies. In his gearch he passed
under the fire of a number of ships,
not deigning to reply to them until be
passed the Santissima ’‘[rinidad, the
largest vessel then afloat, By one di-
rect broadside the Victory practicaliy
cleared her decks. The same was done
to the Bucentaure, over which Ville-
neuve's flag was flying.

In attempting to round-up and come
into touch with her, the Victory fouled
the Redoubtable and they were forced
to engage. The fire from the Victory's
guns drove the Frenchmen from their
guns on the lower deck, but up above
the Englishmen were getting the worst
of it. Owing to a fear of fire, Nelton
had refused to place men in his tops.
Not so with the captain of the Redoubt-
able,
and they swept the decks of the Vic-
tory.

The Death of Nelson.

About 1.20, or about an hour after'the
fight became general, a bullet from the
Redoubtable’s mizzen-{op struck

his lungs and his spine, lodging in the
muscles of the back. He knew hi#
hour had come, but was carried into
the cockpit by Capt, Hardy, where he
passed away about three hours later,
not, however, until victory was assir-
ed, It is not known who fired the fatal
snot, for no person came out of the Re-
doubtable’s mizzen-top alive. Within
a short time -after Nelson’s injury she
struck her flag.

His last
words were: “Thank God! I have done
my duty.” Nearly 450 men were killed
in the British fleet during the action.
The number wounded was 1242. 1t is
csleulated that the casualties of the al-
lies amounted to nearly «treble that of
the victors.

Nelson was one of the youngest ad-
mirals in the English navy, being only
46 years of age at the time of his death.
He was literaily covered with gcars, and
is is etated that he had a keepsake for
every fight he had been in. In a land
engagement in 1796 a piece of stone
put out the sight of his right eye. Less
than a year later he lost his right arm
in attempting to l1and his command in
the Bay of Santa Cruz In the famous
Rattle of the Nile, he was struck in the
forehead by a plece of flying firon.
Practically the only fight in which "e
was not hurt was the Battle of the Bal-
tic, fought in front of Copenhag?n.

' STR EDWARD SEYMOUR,
; Naval Officer of Highest Rank That
Ever Visited America.

~ Sir Edward Seymour, who has just
arrived at Boston on board the Ivernia,
is not only the naval officer of the
highest rank that has ever visited
America, but, moreover, enjoys the dis-
tinction, unique for a foreigner, of hav-
ing commanded under fire a force of
United States sailors and marines, It
was at the time of thé siege of the for~
eign legation at Peking by the Boxer
rebels, and it may be rememberad that
before the arrival of the foreign triops
which eventually captured Peking a
gallant but unsuccessful attempt wvas
made from Tien“Tsifi to relisve the le-
1,g‘"uuons by means, of a force composed
! of the sailors-and 'mdrines of the va-
| ricus men-of~-war within reach, Of this
force, which greatly distinguished it~
self by its bravery, Sir Edward Se¢y-
| mour, by common consent, received the
supreme command, wmot only as the
ranking admiral, bu{ also as the most
popular officer. - Indeed, ®ir Edward
acted thruout with such perfect tact
land courtesy as to win the good will of
every officer and méan under his coin-
mand, no matter what his nationality.
Sir Edward holds the rank in the
British navy of admiral of the fle.t, a
grade superior to that of full admiral
enjoyed by Admiral Dewey, amd eqiiv~
alent to the military rank of tieid mar-
shal, Moreover, he is one of the dozen
members of the Order of Merit, found-
ed by King Edward, an honor which hé
shares with Lord Roberts and l.ord
Wolseley, both of them field marshals;
Admiral Sir John Fisher, first sea lord of
the admiralty. and General Lond
i Kitchener. These knights of the order
differ from the others im having the
cross adorned with silver swords, goid-
i hilted and placed saltierwise between
angles of the cross. But still more not-
able than this distinction is the medal
which Sir Charles wears on his rignt

Sir Edward is a tall, strikng looking
man, with rather marked features, ond
a grey, pointed beard. His portrait
was exhibited last year at the Royal
Academy, and attracted much com-
ment owing to its looking so much like
that of one of Vandyke’'s cava'lers, He
has a rather stately maner, devoid,
however, of all pomposity, but char-
acterized by extreme courtesy. In .ne
word, he is essentially a British naval
officer of the old school, and a particu-
lar favorite of King Edward, on whose
personal staff he holds the rank. of
principal naval alde de camp.
