B-ji Troy, Feb. 17.—There is mourning In the 
homes Troy collar girls to-night An 

^aml fearful death overtook many 
of them Mate this afternoon. Working 
glriN, whose day’s labor was almost over, 
were cut down almost without Warning by 
lire. Three girls jumped to their death 
from a burning building. Distracted mo­
thers waited for the return of their daugh­
ters at night, and they waited in vain.

Bright, pretty dollar girls, who had left 
their homes In the morning full of life anil 
health and spirit, never lived to tell the 
tale of agony, torture and death, 
charred bodies are now resting under tons 
I111/*, tons of red hot embers, stone and 
briok. Identity even when found will 
probably be Impossible. The scene was 
one that Trojans will never forget. __ 
a black page in the city’s history, unparal­
leled in its century of existence.

The fire started in J. Stathelmer & Co.*fl 
shirt waist factory and Van Sant & Jacob’s 
collar, factory at 6.30 o’clock this afternoon. 
There were 300 girls at work In the shop 
and in Van Sant & Jacobs’ collar factory- 
which is situated in the same building.

It Was an Awful Affair.
The flames spread so rapidly that \the 

narrow stairway, which was the only exit 
outside of the fire escapes in the rear/ was 
almost immediately cut off, and during ïhe 
panic that followed five girls jumped from 
the windows, three of. them to their death, 
and many others were injured.

The dead: Mrs. Horbort of Water-street, 
Mrs. Kane of 195 Fourth-street and Mrs- 
Foley.

Missing: Miss Mamie Danks, Miss Kittle 
O’Connor, Miss Kane and Miss Foley.

The injured: Miss Mamie Day, burned 
and bruised; Miss Lillie Krelger, badly 
bruised; Alfred Casey, fireman, Osgood Go., 
driven insane by shock; Miss Mamie Downs 
of Sixth-avenue, almost suffocated; Miss 
Annette Harrington, face and hands burn­
ed; Miss Lillie Outhout, West Troy, badly- 
burned; Miss Clementine Lloyd, üfiss Ger­
trude Lloyd, Miss Johnston, all three of 
Lanslngburgb, badly and perhaps fatally 
burned ; James Ross, crushed by falling 
walls, leg broken and seriously injured; 
Officer Burke, crushed by falling walls, 
condition serious; Officer Guy, badly bruis­
ed; Officer Watson, scalp wound and 
brinsed; Alfred Casey, fireman, Osgood Co., 
spine Injured; John Ormsby, fireman, Os­
good Co., knee hurt ; John Boland, fireman, 
Eady Co., scalp wound and leg broken.

Twenty Girls Burned to Death.
It is believed by everybody, even the 

proprietors and employes in the shops, that 
about 20 girls were overcome before thev 
reached the street and were burned up lit 
the building. People who are familiar 
with the Interior of the building, and who 
know how limited are the means of escape, 
place the total loss at least 30.

The scene of the catastrophe was at the 
corner of Broadway and River-street, a por­
tion of the city characterized for Its immense 
business buildings. The structure is known 
as the Burdett building. The building is 
six stories in height. It was occupied by 
J. Stetheimer & Co., manufacturers of la­
dles’ shirt waists, whose factory was situ­
ated on the fifth floor; Van Sant & Jacobs, 
manufacturers of collars and cuffs, who oc­
cupied the three floors below, and a res­
taurant and saloon on the ground floor. 
There were also several other minor en­
terprises carried on in the building.

How the Blaze Started.
The fire, which ended so disastrously, 

started in the fifth stocey in the part oc­
cupied by Stetheimer & -Ço. About 5.25 
o’clock this afternoon a little boy attempt­
ed to light the gas In what Is known as 
the cutting department. This Is where 
the goods of which the shirt waists are 
made are. cut. He climbed up on the 
cutting table and lighted the gas. 
he threw the match, which was Still burn­
ing, to the floor and It ignited a pile of 
scran cambric. In an instant there was a 
crackling
flames, and the room was filled with smoke.

WluU * Brave Girl Did.
Miss Lillie Krelger. a girl, realized the Im­

minence of peril, and at the r sk of her own 
life rushed through the different depart­
ments of the building and warned the em­
ployes of the danger. Nothing but the 
bravery $of a volunteer fireman saved her 
from death. When the employes In the 
fifth. storey realized that the fire was lie* 
yond control and was likely to prove dis­
astrous a scene of great panic immediately 
ensued. The girls rushed about the room. 
Some of them found their way down the 
stairway, others succumbed to the densa 
smoke and sank to the floor, and some 
jumped from the dizzy height of the River- 
street windows to the pavement below. 
About half of the girls who were employed 
on the top floor did think of the fire es­
cape and found their way to the ground in 
safety.

• A Scene ef Excitement.
For 20 minutes after the fire started the 

scene was the most exciting ever witnessed 
in Troy. During this time there was a 
continuous panic, and in the rush for a 
place of safety many were injured. The 
crush on the stairway avus something 
frightful. About 200 men and girls at­
tempted to make their escape by this exit 
at the same time. Many were trampled 
under foot. The ones who were In front 
were knocked off their feet and thrown to 
the landings, and some are said to have 
been left unconscious on the stairway, 
majority of the employes finally reached 
street, but they were so overcome by ex­
citement that it was impossible to learn 
from them how .many <xr 
left fn the building.

On the same page of yesterday's edi­
tion of The Globe there are published 
two comments on The World's article 
of Saturday advocating a higher and; 
If necessary, a prohibitive duty on 
furniture coming Into Canada, 
of these comments emanates from an 
editorial theorist, 
from a firm that to the largest furni­
ture dealer In the city. The Globe 
agrees with tis that Canadians should 
manufacture their own furniture. But, 
strange to Elay, it recommends a re­
duction of the tariff to a free trade 
basis as the only means of giving to 
Canadian workmen their own market. 
This is advanced by The Globe as a 
serions argument, and not as a joke. 
In our opinion there is but one meth­
od, and it is a simple land thorough 
one. of retaining the furniture busi­
ness in Canada. That method is to 
Shut out the product of foreign manu­
facturers. That Is exactly what our 
present tariff does In regard to all 
kinds of ordinary furniture, but It 
seems to be Ineffective In keeping out 
an extra fine class of furniture, for 
which there is a demand only among 
the very wealthy. While the National 
Policy has had the effect of develop­
ing the Canadian furniture industry, 
and of giving employment to Canadian 
■workmen, it has not, as The Globe as­
sorts, increased the price beyond what 
It would be undfic-a free trade tariff. 
The proof of Canada’s ability to manu­
facture cheap furniture is to be found 
in a comparison of the prices that 
prevail in this country with those that 
obtain in other countries. We venture 
to make the assertion that furniture 
can be purchased in Toronto as cheap­
ly as, if not cheaper than, in Buffalo, 
Detroit, or any other American city. 
We challenge The Globe to disprove 
our assertion by comparing the prices 
of similar articles in Toronto and in 
Buffalo, the nearest American city to 
Toronto. A comparison of the kind 
suggested will be more satisfactory 
and convincing, one way or the other, 
than the arguments of a theorist who 
reasons on hypothetical, not on actu­
al, conditions. The other comment that 
we have referred to is made by the T. 
Eaton Company. It to a leading prin­
ciple with this firm tdi buy In the 
cheapest market, and ,lh; adhering to 
that principle In the purchase of fur­
niture the Arm finds it can do better 
with Canadian manufacturers than 
with foreign houses. Furthermore, the 
T. Eaton Company announces that it 
believes in the principle of patronizing 
heme industry, and it boasts of the 
fact that ail the money that passes 
through its hands from the sale of 
furniture finds its way back to Canadi­
an workmen. This to a splendid ex­
emplification of the practical work­
ing of the protection Idea- The money 
that otherwise would’ego to support 
fc reign workmen is retained in Can­
ada and paid out to Canadian work­
ingmen, who, in turn, distribute It 
among the farmers and their fellow- 
artisans.

pany a monopoly of the business for 
five years.

In Its. agreement with the city it la 
expressly stipulated by the Incandes­
cent Electric Light Company that it 
shall not amalgamate with any other 
concern under penalty of forfeiting its 
charter. The Mayor had ample warn­
ing that the electric companies were 
about to form, a monopoly, and he had 
the means at his disposal of preventing 
the deal, but he seems to have made 
no use of the weapons. Probably the 
reason for His Worship’s apathy in 
this matter is to be found in his sym­
pathy for the aqueductors. He seems 
to have been pledged up to the hilt to 
give the aqueductors a franchise, and 
the granting of a monopoly to another 
company would have been contrary to 
his understanding and compact with 
the aqueduct promoter. And the result 
of it all is that the city finds Itself at 
the mercy of a monopoly that Is under 
no restriction whatever as to the rates 
it may fix for such public necessities 
as electric light and power.

Mr. Davin moved “That it is neces­

The following figures are taken from 

tile public accounts for the year end­
ing December 31, 1895 : The expendi­
tures under the head of civil govern­
ment amounted to $244,726.47, as com­
pared with $240,474.10 ln 1894. Under the 
head of legislation, the expenditures 
were $150,058.67, as compared with $1$2,- 
362.22 the previous year. Of this am­
ount, $15,488 was paid in salaries, $12,- 
967.25 for sessional writers, clerks of 
committees, etc., and $58,189 for in­
demnity to members. The administra­
tion of Justice cost $453,564.99, as com­
pared with $418,746.63 the previous year.
Of this amount, $4987.59 was spent for 
the inspection of Division Courts,
$6380.17 under the drainage act, and 
$9770.34 on Provincial police, 'the sher­
iffs’ fees amounted to $6778.91, as com­
pared with $5198.80 In the previous 
year. The cost of education amounted 
to $693,042.95, as compared with $684,- 
559.80

cost in 1895, $799.222.15, an Increase of 
$42,238.23 over the previous year. The 
Government spent ln 1895. $7814.86 on 
immigration, a slight decrease from 
last year. Of this amount, $4614.85 was 
Epent on agencies in Europe.
