QUEBEC WANTS MORE.

Premier Fiynan Makes s Demand on the
Dominion Authorities for an Extra
$400,000 a Yeai. ’

Montreal, Oct. 11.—(Special.)—Hon.
E. J. Flynn, Premier of this province,
and several of his colleagues are mak-
ing -a tour of the Montreal district,
their meeting yesterday heing held at
St, Hyacinthe. Premier referred
to the claim for better terms which
he had made upon the Dominion Gov-
ernment through the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor. If, in fact:the request is en-
tertained by the Ottawa authorities,
Quebec' Province will, according to
Hon, Mr. Flynn's estimate, receive
about $400,000 more every year from
the . Federal Treasury. At present
Quebec gets 80c per head, the caleu-
lation being made on the population
as given by the census of 1861, as well
as an additional sum of $70,000. The
Premier holds that the 80c per head
should be ‘pald on the number of peo-
ple in-the province at each taking of
the census, and also an increase
made in the $70,000 from time to time
according ‘to the natural increase In
the population. The Premier contends
that when Sir Oliver Mowat and Hon.
Messrs. Mercler and Fielding were sit-
ting at the Interprovincial convention
in Quebec they adopted the principle
of such increase, and now Hon. Mr.
Flynn - calls upon these gentlémen to
make good their promises.

He also referred at length - to
the absolute mnecessity of doing
something for education. *“I wish
we “could spend half a mil-
lion dollars to educate the poorer
classes,” said the Premier, and his
speech to-day was one of the strongest
of the campaign.

MuUcn NBIDID.IAILWAY REFORMS,

It is high time the Canadian railways
paid more attention to the wants of the
travéllng public. The tendency of rail-
road management in -this country
seems to be in the diréection of forcing
travelers to use Pullman and parlor
cars. Second-class passengers are pro-
vided with cheap and cleanly sleeping
berths, while first-class passengers are
given. no . sleeping accommodation
whatever, unless they choose to pay
the exorbitant rates of the American
sleeping car companies. These Ameri-
¢an companies have a virtual mono-
poly of the business of providing tra-
velers . with sleeping -accommodation.
It is time the Government interfered
and regulated the monopoly somewhat
in the interests of the Canadian tra-
veling public. Not only are the charges
of the companies excessive,’ but:their

companies. stitl persist in the senseless
practice of keeping the upper berth
down although it has no ¢ccupant.
Many of the States of the American
Union have passed legislation compell-
ing the companies to reduce their rates
and to keep the upper berth closed
unless it has an ‘occupant. ' Some of
the railway companies on the other
side have even gone a long step in
advance of this. They have adopted
what are called compartment cars.
These cars are partitioned off into bed-
rooms, and not only is the passenger
not curtained off; but he has a whole
bedroom to himself if there are no fel-
low-passengers to share it with him.
How is it that American railways are
able to afford this superb accommoda-
tion at the same rate as is charged
by the Pullman Company in Canada
for an’ altogether inferior service? The
fact is that Canadians ‘are being im-
posed on.' 'The Pullman Company is
not allowed to charge as much in the
United States as it does in Canada.
The Government will be wanting in
its duty to the public if it does. not
force these American sleeping car comi-
panies to reduce their rates and to
treat the public with more intelligence
and  consideration. Another much-
needed reform in our Canadian railway
service is the reduction of prices in
the dining cars and lunch counters.
Ten ahd twenty cents for a cup of
tea is extortion. As Principal Grant
points out in an article in Queen’s
Quarterly, the English railway.: lunch
rooms serve tea for a penny. The ex-
cessive charges in our dining cars com-
pel the great mass of the traveling
public, when they are making a long
trip, to carry baskets of provisions, &
practice which tends to make the cars
dirty and te interfere with the comfort
of other passengers. The railways can
produce no reason why the restaurants

: along the line should charge higher
‘| prices than prevail at city restaurants.

Tea and caffee at five cents and other
articles in proportion will relegate the
lunch-basket into oblivion and materi-
ally add to the comfort of the travel-
ing public.

The question to be voted on should be
reduced to a plain and simple issue.
The .public do not want to vote on a
bylaw that will oeccupy two columns
space in & newspaper. . Let the ques-
tion to be’ submitted be made brief,
concise and simple. The nearer the
issue is reduced to ‘“‘cars” or “no cars,”
the better.

Mary McLeod Says NothingfHas Gone Right
With Her Since Angus Matheson Com-
mitted Suicide at Kineardiue.

Mary. MeLeod, whose home is in
Kincardine, appeared before Magis-
trate Denison on Saturday to answer
to the charge ‘of theft. The young
woman has worked in different places
in Toronto as a domestic, ' She had
the past two
months by Mrs. Fred Mossop. Nu-
merous articles were missed, found in

her trunk, and she. was arrested by
Detective - Davis. ,

She told the magistrate thdat she had
been engaged. to a young man in Kin-
cardine named Angus Matheson and
had “gone back” on him, He com-
mitted suicide. . Since theén nothing
has gone right with her. She admit-
ted stealing the goods, but as she look-
L ed so ill the magistrate refused to
accept - her plea- of - guilty -and re-
manded her until the 13th.
MATHESON’'S DISAPPEARANCE.

The arrest of McLeod and the
story she told the magistrate recalls
the mysterious disappearance of An-
gus Matheson, which created a big
sensation in=dincardine and vicinity.

Matheson had been working in the
States for a time and returned to visit
his relatives, who are farmers resid-
ing a few miles from Kincardine. On
the night of Nov. 21, 1893, he-attended
‘a dance at the Walker House, in the
town. The fun was kept up until a
late hour. About_4 in the morning
Matheson was seer to go out of the
hotei.

She was the
daughter of Henry Vander Smissen of Al-
tona, near Hamburg, and- was descended
from an old patrician. family  of Brussels
in Brabant, who, hayving embraced the Prot-
estant faith at the Reéformation,. were com- |
pelled to fly from Brussels from the perse-
cutions of the bloody Duke of Alya. As’
Mennonites or Anabaptists this particular
branch, after many wanderings as homeless
outcasts for the faith, attracted .by the
Eromlse of religious toleration extended !

y the King of Denmark, came to Holstein |
about 1640. Miss VanderSmissen herself |
left her home in Gérmany to accompany her |
sister, the wife of the late Henry Vander- |
Smissen, who died here in 1889, to Camada.
Thé voyage to New Yorx lasted over two
months, and in December, 1838, the .de-
ceased lady arrived in Canada. She lived
for some years with her brother-in-law, re-!
moving with him to Toronto in 1841, - Here |
she became an adherent and prominent
worker in Zion ' Congregational Chureh,
under the ministration of the Rev, John
Roaf, and in 1852 instituted in connection
with that congregation the first Sunday
school infant class in Toronto. The semi-
centennial of this institution was marked
in 1892 by the presentation of an address
to Miss VanderSmisgsen at the fiftieth roll !
call of Zion Church Sunday School on Sept, |
25, 1892, heing also her birthday. About
this time was instituted the first German
and Lutheran congregation in this city, in
the formation, growth and rogress of
which . the deceased lady took a.leading
part. The sum of $6000, necessary to
buy thes ground, and to erect a humble
church which<€hould be free ffom debt, was
for the most part collected by her personal
efforts, in Toronto first, then in other cit-
jes of Canada, and in-the 'United States;
and finally on an extended tour in Great
Britain, Germany and Switzerland in 1860,
from which she returned successful. The
grateful congregation presented her on this
occasion with a beautiful silver-mounted
Bib'e.

Miss Vander Smissen never slackened in
her zeal for the spiritual welfare of the
German citizens of Toronto during the
whole of her long life. ~Bhe always kept
open house for ministers of the gospel, and
for many, especially of her own national-
ity, who needed a home. On Sept. 5 her last
{liness began, her nephew, Prof. Vander
Smissen, who was In Germany at the time,
arriving home in time to cheer her last
days.

Just now the thoughts and the talk of our
farmer friends relate very much to the
enormous crop of apples this season. Such
a crop was never seen before.. If these
apples were in England, fresh from the
trees, what a fortune there would be in
them. But there is the rub. They are not
in England, and the question is how to get
them there in perfect condition. Unfortu-
nately, we have not the reputation across
the water this country deserves. One rea-
son of it is that careless packing in the
past has prejudiced the British buyer, and
reputation in this, as in most cases, means
something. It means a vast amount of
money this year. In other words, if all
Canadian farmers and all Canadian ship-
pers had been united in the past to send
nothing but the finest frult perfectly pack-
ed, the enormous yield of this year would
have brought the farmers wvastly more
money than they are likely to recelve. This
is' a lesson whieh they should take to heart.
No fruit but the best shouid be sent abroad,
and it should be packed with the greatest
skill and care. We cannot make money
out of the British or any other market in
these days unless we are prepared to send
abroad the finest of every farm product
that can be produced.
