Royal Commission Thinks a Freer Coinage 
of Silver Blight Help Matters.

London, Aug. 4.—The Royal Commis­
sion on Agriculture has issued a report 
suggesting various palliatives for the 
existirig depression in agriculture, which 
the Commission attributes mainly to the 
general and persistent fall of prices and 
to foreign competition which is not 
likely to abate. The Commissioners are 
very much divided in opinion with refer­
ence to a remedy for falling prices. Ten 
of them, including the Right Hon. Henry 
Chaplin, President of the Local Govern­
ment Board, and the Right Hon. Waller 
Hume Long, Conservative member of 
Parliament for the West Derby Divi­
sion of Liveiyool, sign a supplementary 
report declaring their belief that meas­
ures tending to increase the value of 
silver would greatly assist agriculture, 
but no recommendation on this subject 
is signed by the Commission as a whole.

The supplementary" report expresses 
the opinion that depression prevails 
alike in protective and free trade coun­
tries, and is especially severe in the 
United -States; that heavy protective 
duties, when imposed in Germany and 
France, failed to give either country 
security against depression, and suggests 
that the reason for universal depression 
may be found in the great monetary 
changes made in Europe and in the 
United Stages in 1873 and 1874.

As 
we have already pointed out, the shelving of the Mayor involves a scramb.e 
among the aldermen for two influential positions, that of Mayor and member 
of the Board of Control. Whether Mayor Fleming has been a party to it or 
not, the fact remains that the aldermen are strongly tempted to get rid of 
hmi, even if they have to sacrifice the city’s interests in so doing. More than 
that, it is in the interests of certain aldermen to help Mayor Fleming to se­
cure the position because of his ability to reward them for their vote. If made 
Assessment Commissioner, Mayor Fleming demands the right to run the de­

see fit to impose, or other regulations. 
This could not be looked upon in mi y 
sense as discriminatory, as it would 
treat both Canadian and American 
limit-holders alike, and there are many 
Canadian operators who now have their 
logs sawn in the United States, and 
otliers who sell logs to the milloiwners a t 
different points in that country ; it would 
be purely a domestic matter for Ontario 
to deal with, and would meet the exig­
encies of the case in a way that would 
lie fair to ail parties: it would promote 
the removal of Michigan mills to locali­
ties nearer the forest supply, and fur­
ther provide employment for our own 
people in an industry for wlkieh we 
possess an abundant supply of raw 
material for many years to come.
