NEW REVOLUTION IN RUSSIA |

MAY NOT DEAL ALLIES A BLOW

Germans Unlikely to Make Peace Witb Makinialists and'

Approaching Winter Makes it Impossible For En-
emy to-Undertake Big Eastem Offensive.

‘Washington, Nov. 8.—Discourage-
‘ment felt here over the news of the
overthrowy of the Kerensky govern-
ment at /Petrograd is tempered by
hope that the extreme radicals who
have seized the capital may not be
able to extend their control over the
army or any considerable part.of the
country. However, it is feared that
much blood must be shed and the
nation further demoralized before any
power rises above the turmoil strong
enough to control the situation.

Both the siate department and the
Russian ‘embassy still were without
official advices tonight. . Consequent-
ly there was no official comment on
the situlation. Informaly it was
pointed out that, with the telegraph
lines and the semi-official news
agency at Petrograd in the hands of
the radicals, it would be difficult to
learn the true state of affairs, altho
there whs no disposition to question
the collapse of the provisional gov-
ernment’s power in ‘the capital.

Whether this control of the chan-
nels of information will extend to in-
terfere with despatches which Am-
bas ador Francis and other diplomatic
representatives are undoubtedly seek-
ing to send to their governments, re-
maing to be seen.

If
any coasiderable portion of the Rus-
sian army can be kept in the trenches,
the advent of winter will operate to
prevent the German troops who face
them from taking advantage of ' any
temporary weakness to start aq offen-
sive.

Chairman Burnaby asked H. B,
Cowan to open the discussion, which
he did by etating that if conditions

continued in the same manner for five
or ten yeans without the great war

having started the people on this con-

tinent were facing starvation. The
war had come and had merely “hus-
tled” the crisis upom us. He person-
ally had been amazed at the statis-
tics which he had unearthed' on the
question of farm condftions, especial-
ly'as to the numbers of fanmers who
were leaving the farmis and seeking
other means of making their ‘living.
He as’gelrted that the. poorer farmers
were selling out because they were
forced out by reason of the economic
conditions ‘prevailing, while the more
succeseful fanmers were wselling’ out
because  they-.felt -greater rsturns
could be secured on the same capital
invested in city securities.

Stewart Lyon remarked that the
men in France were wondering if the
farmens were -also going to join the
profiteerns @nd fincrease the pack of
wolves at the heel of humanity.

Crop Prospects.

W. C. Goode, of Brant County, then
gave an eloguent appeal on behalf of
the farmer, who must be given the
necessary help to plant and harvest
his crop as well as be allowed to make
a reasonable profit on the capital :m-l
volved. Both he and E. C. Drury gave
some very wsignificant figures on the
farming conditioms of today in rela-
tion t0 next year's crop and its me-
lation to the war.,

W. J. Hanna got down to essen-
tials at the start and made Some
startling comments  illustrating the
immediate need of imcreasing produc-
tion. The knowledge of this ne=d had
only recently been brought home to
those in ‘authority on this continent.
The -remedy for the facts disclosed
must be left till after the war, and
akl efforts at present directed towards
meeting the very real need of the im-
mediate future.

Sugar Buying Commission.

As an instance of the co-operation
between Camada and dthe TUnited
States he told of the formation of the
International Sugar Buying Commis-
sion at New York. No refinery could
buy a pound of sugar of any kind ex-
cept thru this organization, com
of three representatives of the Unit-
ed States, two representing Great
Britain and one representative from
Canada. This ° buying commissien
was paying 5%c per pound for raw
sugar, and any group cf growers who
wounld not se'l at this price were im-
mediately cut off from food supplies.
This remedy quickly mmade them see
\the advantage of selling at the fixed
price of 5%¢ per pound.

Mr. Hanna also referred pointedly
to the situation in reference to milk,
potatees and pork, and answered a
question from Mr., Goode by stating
that the government had under con-
sideration at the present time the
problem of supplying help to the
farmers in the shape of drafted men.
Mr. Hanna then made an appeal to
the press to send Trepresentatives to
the focd controller's office and get ac-
tzal! knowledge of facts whicH% could
not be published.

Dr. Henry Marshall Tory, President
Alberta University, Tells of Plans
% efore Empire Club. .

_Speaking at the Empire Club .yes-
terday Dr. Henry Marshall = Tory,
president of the Alberta University,
presented his report on “A New QOver-
'seds Problem.¥ dealing with the plans
formulated some time ago for the edu-
cation of soldiers on' their return to
civil life. It was at the suggestion
of the YM.C.A. in England, and with
the consent and co.operation of the
Dominion Government, that Dr. Tory
prepared these plans, He stated. that
the report he had prepared dealt. with
the problemgnﬂer two heads. First,
& plan for the period of’the war; and,
second, a plan for the demobilization
period. : sk :

Both these plans
already drawn up with courses
lectu outlined of a popular charac- .
ter to be given in all the camps of
England and France. Aiso plans for
intensive study by small groups who
may 'wish to proceed further in the
discussion of the topics raised by the
lecturer. Provision is also being made
to place a library in every one of the
Y.M.C.A. huts in France and England.
A larger plan has been arranged for
the demobilization period, when it is°
‘intended to set up an educational in-’
stitution overseas in one central camp,
to whieh will be brought the men who
wish to follow up any particular study.
- In-addition to this central institution,
there will be an extension department
after the fashion of university exten-
sion, carrying organized courses of lec-
tures into every one of the camps in
England. .

A Misleading Word.

There has been 'a great deal of careless usage of
the term conscription-in the last twelve months, and
we have freguently pointed out that what is techni-
cally known as conscription in Europe has not been
proposed here and would not be endorsed by any con-
siderable number of the people. Advantage is mow
being taken of this ambiguity for political purposes,
and we are hearing a great deal of disingenuous de-
nunciation:of conscription, which means to people of
several of ‘the FEuropean  nations what we mean by
militariem, the system that we are trying to abolish,
and against which all our efforts are directed.

It does not matter very much what the govern-
ment system. is called so far as genuine Canadians are
concerned., They know that the safety of their coun-
try, the liberty of their children, the perpetuation or
the traditions which make the British Empire what
it is, all depend upon our triumph in this struggle.

The aim of many insidious enemies of the nation,
pro-Germans, friends of the autocratic system, is to
convince the uninstructed immigrant that conscription
here is the same thing as in Europe, imposes the same
evils, and establishes the same objectionable contiol
of a dominant military class.

This, of course, is not the case. The selective

draft does not call everybody to the army as in Ger-

many. It does not require life-long service. It takes
no one from work which i§ more necessary than the
work of, the army. It discriminates among those who
are neecfed at home and those who are not. It recog-
ﬂlm the common burden that we all have to bear, and
it pla.ces it on the shoulders of those who can carry it,
lmapeutive of their class or condition.

Margarine,

" Montreal has advised with the food controller and
1ecommends him to fix a price for margarine, This
request he has consented to consider, and has even
hinted that he may consider it favorably. However,
the fixing of prices is so much against the policy the
food controller has adopted we must mot be too san-
guine. The sale of margarine in Canada comes as a
gift to the great corporations that will produce it and
get the advantage of this new-found market. If ever
there were justification for fixing the price of any-
thing, it is in the case of margarine. 5

There is an ddea in some quarters that margarine
may cheapen the price of butter. Tt is just as likely
that with an unfixed price margarine will chase but-
ter up the scale until it becomes an Inaccessible lux-
ary.

No one can say what the effect of disturbing ithe
butter market by the entry of margarine may be. The
cheaper commodity, flooding the market, may drive
butter to securer and more lucrative markets eise-
where; and like Canadian apples, Canadian butter may
be most expensive ai home.

Whether the food controller fixes the price of mar-
garine or not he should provide that, as in Great
Britain, all margarine shall be clearly marked as such;
and heavy penalties should be imposed for substitu-
tion. All restaurants and hotels should be compeiled
to state to their guests whether butter or margarine

is being served. Guests should at least have the
choice of diets.

IS NOT AN EXPRESSIQN o
OF THE WILL OF RUSSIA
Ruu Ambassador in U. 8. Says Ma-

jority of the Russians Beluve
in Kerensky. ]

Memphis, Tenn., Nov. 8.—In an ad-

"dress here tonight Boris A. Bakhme-

teff, the Russian ambassador, declar-
ed that if Russia is to achieve her
political freedom the Maximalists, who
revolted against the Xerensky provi-
sional government at Petrograd, must |
be overthrown. Immediate peace, such
as the Maximalists propose, he ssid,
could result only in Russian oppres-
sion.

While not attempting to belittle the
gravity of the situation in the Rus-
sian capital, Ambassador Bakhmeteff
sald the Maximalist revolt was a re-
volt of the few against the many.

“*The majority of the Russians who
followed Kerensky since the Roman-
offs were overthrown last March,” the
ambassador said, “are heart and soul
with the Kerensky government. They
fully understand that the freedom of
F.ussia is assured only thru an allied
victory against Prussiun autocracy.

While rambling about’ this camp—and
it’s large -enough to ramble for hours
without going over the same
ran across George Dunlop, who played
short for London and Brantford.

LORD BROOKE FINDS
PRISONERS HAPPY

Internment Camps in Switzer-
land Prove to Be Sat-
isfactory.

Ottawa, Nov. 8. — The government
has received thru Sir George Per-
ley, high commissioner, a-report by
Brig.-General Lord Brooke, who dur-
ing the month of August made a tour
of the internment camps in Switzer-
Jand. He was accompanied by Major
G. R. Geary, b6th Canadian Battalion
and formerly Mayor of Toromto, The
camps visited were Gunthen, Inter-
laken, Murren. Chateau D’Oex, Ros-
inilere, leysin, Vevy, Lauranne, and
Geneva. Lord Brooke in his report
speaks highly of the airmen and gen-
eral comfort ‘of the soldiers intermed
at Gunthen.  The men, he said, look-
ed well, and are happy. Conditions
are also ‘Bood  at ‘Interlaken. where
the Canadians are looked afiter bty a
Miss Simpklns an Englishweman. All
the men, he says; speak most highly
of ' her Gevoiion. ‘At Murren Lord
Brooke saw the  Canadiars, five offi-
cers und 41 other ranks, He reports
that the “health, discipline, and mor-
ale of the troops are very good, and
there is plenty . of outdoor exercise.”

Conditions at Chateau 0'Oex, where
the Canadians number two’ officers
and - 48 other ranks. were less satis-
factory, because of the lack of places
to play games, and also because the
men have not received any great help
in the way of instruction in trades.
Lord Brooke hias spoken about this
camp with the British minister in

Berne, and also. to ibe  officer in
charge of all the interns. As a re-
sult, steps are being  taken to pro-
vide schools of finstruction.
