Soldicrs Joined Handr.

When the news of the surrender of
the fortress reached the soldiers yester
day, the Japanese fraternized freely
with their late enemies.

With nightfall came the great fires,
rising ‘from the camp like a blazing
halo, while great choruses of ‘“‘banzai”

The entire garrison and all the non-
combatarits will march out of the city
Jan. 5 to Yahuthwei, whence the Rus-
sian officers will be transported to
Dalny, thence to wherever they may
desire.
