FREIGHT UNDERGROUND

Bradstreet’s anticipates that as a result
of the euccessful completion of 45 miles
of underground freight railway in Chicago,
the city of New York, which was the first
city .in America to comstruct an under-
ground passenger railway, will very &oom
take up question of a similar freight
system. Of the Chicago eystem it says:-

“It has for its object the carrying of
freight from depot to:depot, from factory
o store, and from merchant and manufac-
turer to consumer in Chicago’s congested
business district, By its use it is expect-
ed that freight carrying will be banighed
from the street surfaces, and coal, gar-
bage, ashes, and mails, end every other
bulky or heavy armticle that can pass
through the tunnels, will be taken care of
without appearing on the setreet levels.
Qareful caloulation shows that probably 90
per cent. of all railroad freight tonnage
can be accommodated in this subway.”

Touching the need of euch a system in
New York Bradstreet's says:-

“The pressure of freight comgestion has
inoreased enormously, and some freight
that New York would handle has no doubt
been diverted to other ports by high cost
and loss of time involved in bhandling by
present methods. It really would seem as
if the ocompletion of the several under-
river tunnels by the Pemnsylvania and the
piercing of the Bast river by the passen-
ger tunnel to Brooklyn would bring this
matter once more to public attention and
induce some aggregation of capitalists to
consider the probable profit to be made in
relieving New York of some of it étreet-
borne traffic.” :

‘When the finst underground passenger
railway was opened the werld marvelled,
but euch roads are mow commonplace, and
it mow seems quite natural that freight
routes should be tunnelled under great
pities like New York and Chicago.

“Uonservative financial journals in New
York are decidedly hostile in their critic-
ism of Mr. E. H. Harriman for placing
Union Pacific common on a 10 per cent.
and Southern Pacific common on a 5 per
cent basis. This coup was the most com-
plete surprise Wall street has known for
years. Even the most enthusiastic stock
niarket boomers éxpected no such an-
nouncement, despite the unprecedented
earnings of these roads for the last year.

The Néw York Evening Post finds mo
parallel to Mr. Harriman’s course since
Jay Gould controlled the transcontinental
railways. He has, it says, entered upon
a path which led to the gravest mischief
of the last great railway boom, when
recklessness in the payment of dividends
and promise of their continuance at a
time when fixed charges’ were rapidly
mounting up, and a turn in the tide of
prosperity, was close at hand, contributed
to ten years of disaster. This was in the
eighties and nineties. Taking up the his-
tory of the Union Pacific itself the Post
says:

“Union Pacific itself, to those
memories go back of the reorganization
of 1897, has a story in point to tell.
When the dividend on the old company’s
stock went up in 1881 to 7 per cent., ex-
cuses, explanations, and assurances, much
like those which came from the company’s
headquarters  yesterday, were heard.
Even the judgment of men like Mr. Char-
les Francis Adams gave endorsement to
them. The sequel, beginning with the
abrupt suspension of all Union Pacific
dividends in 1884, is familiar to every one.

“No well-informed critic will draw close
#nalogies between the Union Pacific’s
fiscal and physical position in 1881 and in
1906. But the tendencies and policies
typified by the dividend action on these
two occasions may fairly be called iden-
tical. What, for example, is to be said
of a formal declaration which intimates
that the mew high rate of dividends will

whose

be permanent, and in the same breath
explains that 4 per cent. out of the 10
per cent. annual distribution is derived
from investment in other properties? Does
Mr. Harriman, or whoever on this occas-
ion may have been his spokesman, serious-
ly mean to assert that no impairment of
surplus earning power, either on the part
of the Union Pacific or of its meighbor
companies, is hereafter to be expected?
If so, then it is plain that we have to deal
again, in quarters where grave responsi-
bility is wielded, with the obsession which
turned the brain'of American high fin-
ance in 1901—t.‘}\1e fixed idea that a new
financial era had been inaugurated, in
which trade reaction and business set-
backs were hereafter to be abolished.

“That it should be the Union Pacific
which has set the example in this right-
about-face away from the path of con-
servatism is a matter for profound re-
gret. The matter of encouragement is
that the public is not deceived as to the
nature of that action. If any other
boards of directors have contemplated a
similar departure from prudent finance,
they may, be warned that their action will
be quite as well understood and quite as
plainly characterized as has been the case
with Union Pacific.”

THE CITY’S NEEDS

“How long would it have taken to build
up for the Times the circulation and bu-
siness it mow has, if there had not been
men connected with it who had their eyes
open and were giving their whole atten-
tion to that very work?”’

This question was asked by way of il-
lustration this morning by a thoughtful
citizen in a discussion of city affairs,

The point he sought to make was that
a city cannot, any more than a private
business, develop its resources, give value
for taxes paid, and move along the path of
general prosperity unless its affairs are
conducted by earnest, alert men; who keep
their heads clear and devote themselves
faithfully to their duties. In St, John,
he contended, there is great need of new
blood in civic departments, less politics
in business, and more united effort to ad-
vance the industrial and commercial in-
terests of the city. There are, he gaid,
too many persons living at the city’s ex-
peénse, and too many officials who take
life easy. The whole system of city gov-
ernment needed a shaking up, the assess-
ment system should be revised, and-the
business men should forget that they are
grit or tory or of any other stripe, so far
as united effort to secure better city gov-
ernment and more industries and trade
are concerned.

A correspondent of a morning paper
states that a boy attempting to burn a
hornet’s nest started a forest fire that
has done and is etill doing much damage.
No doubt many of the fires that are now
raging in various parts of the province
had their origin in thoughtlessness or in-
difference to results. As a part of its
forestry policy the government of the pro-
vince should take care that in the schools
the attention of children shall be called
to the danger from careless fires in sum-
mer, and the great loss so frequently in-
volved. The forests of New Brunswick
are an asset of increasing value, and must
be protected.

Meeting Separately.

Toropbo, Amg. 20—The university build-
ings were the centre of great activity this
morning, Hundreds of delegates and visi-
tore to the British Medical Association
convention poured in from all directions,
ond the searetary and his large staff of as-
sistants were kept busy from aen early

hour.

It is estimated that ‘at least 500 regis-
prations were made, and amoug them were
several distinguished men in the medical
and surgical world, whose presence and
participation in delberations of the asso-
ciation will add materially to the interest
of the gathering.

The British Medical Association which
is now holding its geventy-fourth annual
n}eetin.g in Toronto, commencing to_day,
and continuing until the 26th, is consider-
ed to be the largest and most influential
medical association in the world. It was
originally designated “The Provincial
Medical and Surgical Association,” and
was founded on July 18th, 1832, when
fifty medical men were convened at the
Weorcester Infirmary in England by, Dr.
(afterwards Sir Charles) Hastings.

By the end of 1878, not only had the
association spread into Wales, Scotland
and Ireland, but the colonies had put in
their claims for representation, and in
the eighties, thirteen colonial applications
were received and granted. The mem-
bership of the association last year was
19,582. It is expected that fully 2,000
members will be convened in the seventy-
fourth annual meeting.

The association will be convened under
thirteen sections, which will .meet daily
from 9.30 to 1 o'clock. The afternoons
and evenings will be devated to general
meetings, public addresses and various

! entertainments. Most of the buildings of

ground floor of the main building, in ad-
dition to the post-office and reception
mooms, there will be rooms for the regul-
ar meetings of some six or eight seec-
tions.

John Y. Henderson, who is chairman of
the executive committee of the league,
will also be at the luncheon, and if time
will permit, will have somgething to say
about the organization he represents.

THE ADVANCE
IN STUMPAGE

Will Reduce Maine’s Log Cut--
Fluctuations in the Spruce
Market - - - Present Prices
Satisfactory.

(Bangor News.)

Indications are that the log cut on the
Penobscot next winter will be consider-
a.b]y less than in the last few seasons,
owing to the high price of stumpage—i. e.,
permits to cut. In old times, when spruce
logs were selling at $10 to $12 per M,
stumpage sold for $1.25 to $2 per ‘M.
Then came a series of advances, as the
value of manufactured lumber. increased,
until in recent years the land owners
have been ‘charging $3 to $5 per M. for
stumpage. When the remarkable demand
for spruce lumber arose in New York,
resulting from great construction enter-
prises, public and private, including tun-
nels, subways and new railway terminals,
the razing of many buildings in Manhat-
tan and the rapid building of the sub-
urbs to accommodate the overflow from
the city proper and the vast natural in-
crease of population, prices of lumber
went up tb unheard of figures, the price
of logs followed and the owners of stump-
age immediately raised their rates to cor-
respond. :

This condition of affairs reached its
climax last fall and winter, when heavy
spruce went to $28.and higher in New
York, with other sizes to correspond, and
f,he demand late in the winter and early
in the spring was so urgent that a vast
volume of small spruce from the maritime
provinces was poured into New York, the
receipts in four months being sufficient
of that kind of lumber to supply the mar-
ket for a long period. The natural result
was a decided slump.in the market for
small sizes, and this had its effect upon
the general market. A Bangor lumber-
man said on Friday that he knew of an
instance  where a cargo of Nova Scotia
spruce sold jn New York in March at $27
per M, while a duplicate cargo in May
brought only $15 per M.

It was while the New York prices were
at the highest- mark that the land own-
ers of Maine began to raise their prices

.| of stumpage, and from $3 to $5 per M.

!;he demands went to $5 to $7 per M. It
is not unusual to make contracts for
stumpage in the spring, so that few if
any trades were made at the high figures,
but the land owners’ views have not un-
dergone material change since then, al-
though prices of manufactured -lumber,
which govern, or should govern, the en-
tire situation, have been considerably
modified. -

For many years it has been the custom
to begin preparations for logging in late
Au..g'ust or early September, but this year,
owing to the high prices asked for stump-
age, many of the smaller operators are.
holding off, declaring that at §5 to $7 per
M. for permits to cut they cannot risk
going into the woods. At the quoted
pri of stumpage, taken together with
the general increased cost gﬁ operating,
they fear that another slump in the lum-
ber ‘market would Tuin them financially,
and so they hesitate to make any move.
Within a year, spruce Jlogs have sold as
high as $20 per M on the Penobscot, but
lately the price has declined, and $17 is
now the estimated value of the unsold
logs just arriving. The New York prices
of spruce, such as is included "in yard
orders is now $22 to $26 per M, which is
satisfactory.

Sir,—I am directed by the Guild, as re-
presenting over 10,000 captains and offic-
ers of the Merchant Service, to communi-
cate with you regarding the complaint of
the shipownens that there exists at present
a deanth of officers for menchant ships, as
a consequence of which they are now en-
deavoring to obtain relaxation of the re-
gulations as to quallifying time for®*Board
of Trade certificates of competency for
master or mate and, in addition, are pro-
poaing the institution of certificates of
competency of lower grades than those
now existing. We understand -that the
Liverpool Steamship: Owners’ Association
have now adopted, or: are about to adopt,
a proposal that apprentices be “entitled”
to a fournth mate’s certificate after’ two
years, and a third mate’s centificate after
three years’ service. The Guild bave been
pleased to. see that, in a Tecent instance,
the board of trade declined to make alter-
ations as to qualifying time which “were
suggested by a shipowners’ organization.
Asjthe board of trade are of course aware,
the officers of merchant vessels require to
mot only perform important duties, but to
undertake very serious respomsibilities; of-
ten enough the safety of hundreds of
lives iy in their hands, and a mistake in
their judgment or lack of knowledge of
their duties might easily cause a terrible
catastrophe. The Guild feel that the rega-
lations as to qualifying time have been al-
meady relaxed. far too much, and this has
been done to comply with the demands of
ghipawners who, in the past, have required
officers in the lowest capacities to hold the
highest board of trade ¢evtificates. = The
Guild wish to enter their strongest pro-
tent against the extraordinarny proposition

Against Giving Third and Fourth Mate’s Certificates to Young
and Unqualifed Seamen---
of Silpply.

Be’tter Wages would Quickly

that young apprentices should now be
given board of trade certificates without
examination and without, therefore, bhé
slightest guarantee as to their proficiency
in mules and regulations appertaining to the
safety of life at eea, and to the generally
important duties of a ship’s officer. 1t is
unnecessary to point out to the board of
trade that third and dourth officers are
frequently in charge of a watch at sea,
and the travelling public would undoubted-
ly take alarm were they to know that
there was a possibility of their lives being
entrusted to the very doubtful charge or
officers of this kind. To give them certi-
ficates in such a way would be contraty
to all precedent, and would be going back
to the old days when “certificates of serv-
ice” were granted. The Guild contend
that there is no dearth of officers for
vacaneies reasonable inducemen's
are held out. The dearth of which the
shipowners are now complaining is of their
own creation, simply because they require
third or fourth officers, under thirty years
of age, holding master’s centificates, and
offer them possibly £6 per month, as
wages, or in coasting vessels 358 per week,
and the officers must find their own food—
thus being worse off than common labor-
ers ashore. The reason which shipowners
give for requiring higher grade certificates
is | the men holding them are mqre
expenienced. Therefore they are adopting
an -entirely, illogical attitude in suggesting
at the present time that youths of fifteen
or sixteen should be “entitled” to board of
trade certificates after two or three years’
service at sea, and that they should occupy
positions on board ehip of enormous re-
sponsibility. If such a euggestion is ever
acted upon—which the Guild very mucdh
doubt—the shipowners will find it griev-
ously inimical to their own interests. Four
years' eervice is quite little enough to fit
a man for a position as an officer of a Brit-
ish menchant ship. A second mate’s cer-
tificate of co ncy shoufd be emple for
a position of dower or similar grade on
board ship. The proper course for the
shipownens is for them to accept junior of-
ficers with the lowest board of trade cer-
tificate and then give them promotion, and
enable them to get in their qualifying time
for the higher cetftificates. They would
then be training their own officers far bet-
ter, and giving them @ much better chance
of getting on. At present our young of-
ficers thave: to ehift about from one firm
to another to get in their qualifying time,
with tihe .result that it is onlly when they
obtain their certificates that they can
make a proper start in their professional
career, and thus much valuable ¢ime is ab-
solutely wasted.

We trust that the board of trade will
take these representations into their most
careful consideration.

HISTORY OF THE “BRONCHO.”

Like nearly all the champions of track
and turf, The Broncho, the new world’s
champion pacing mare, has a most inter-

- esting history, and her success is in no
emall measure due to her clever handling
by Charlie Dean, by whom she was driv-
en to her present world’s record,

Dean’s training of The Broncho has
been the most renfarkable thing of the
wurf. When he took ther she was wild,
nervous, mean, ready to strike or to bite
any one who came near her. She would
not pace, wanted to tear up all the sul-
kies and tried to injure her keepers and
to do all gorts of bad things known to bad
horses. Charlie Dean never lost his tem-
per. He petted the mare at all times, even
when she was doing her worst. There
were times when everybbdy was afraid to
go near her stall, while Dean would walk
up and hand the wild animal a lump of
sugar, rub her nose apd play with her
for half an hour at a time. She seldom
¢ried to injure him and gradually became
a better actor on the track, until within
gix months ghe had changed from a vici-
ous; bucking, man-eating wild horse to a
quiet, kind and even-tempfred ‘race horse
both on the, track and in the barn. Char-
lie Dean has six or seven children, and
everyone except the smallest baby, has
driven The Broncho, and one of his boys,
aged 12, worked her at Libertyville a few

OWNED 500 HORSES—BANKRUPT.

MEADVILLE, Pa., Aug. 16—Once one
of the michegt men in Crawford county, H.
E. Wilson, who formerly“owned a string
of nearly 500 race horses, was dispossessed
of his last piece of real estate yesterday
by United States Marshal William Henry
of Pittsburg. .

Wilson attempted to defend his title to
the land with an old shot gun, but the
manshal had previously taken care that
the weapon contained nothing but empty
ghells, and the Jast desperate play of a
desperate anan came_to nought.

When his creditors began closing on him
he induced his sister” to sign notes, and
on the strength of these he continued to
maintain his racing strimg, but Tecently he
was forced into bankruptcy in the Ohio
courts.

THE ELECTION
SCOUNDREL

(Montrdal' Witness).

The election scoundrel is the bane of
our politics. It is impossible to escape
him. The best of men may be®pitted
against each other. Each may-have so-
lemnly resolved and announced that no
expenses are to be incurred except by
so and so, who will see that they are
absolutely -legitimate. All the samg, the
election scoundrel is in the fight. = He
seems to- emerge from unknown haunts.
For a day or two he is driving about like
mad. He is of all sorts and sizes and
ghapes but usually has a big moustache
and almost always a big cigar. Like a
great deal about our election customs, he
is usually repulsive. ' The election scoun-
drel incurs expenses, a large part of
which are always payments to himself.
He waits till the election is over and till
all the legitimate accounts are in and
sworn to; then he brings in 'his' accounts
to the unfortunate candidate, and. there
is no candidate so good that, if he can
possibly . raise the imoney, he will not pay
them. The local party machine is large-
ly made up of election scoundrels, and
if he refuses, that is the political end of
him. By paying them he sanctions a
system of government by election scoun-
drel. The law disfranchises the can-
didate who pays such bills, and ifs en-
forcement would go a long way to check-
ing the evil. His usual escape is.to know
of equal malfeasance by election scoun-
drels on the other side. Still, as a rule,
the candidate thus practiced cn is by
far the most injured party. He often
knows nothing of the corruption that has
been practiced and would abhor it. The
traitor to the liberty,of his country and
to the very principle of self-government is
the election scoundrel. He, when con-
victed, should go to the penitentiary for
the rest of his fighting days. The coun-
try that does not treat the election scoun-
drel as the worst of criminals does not
deserve liberty. - Instead of going to the
penitentiary, he frequently ends his days
in some public office. ~The British law
requiring all accounts of an election to
be jublished, showing both the source of

all funds and the use made of them, is

calculated, at least, to reduce to a mini-
mum this system of preying upon candi-
dates and corrupting, electors.  The can-
didate might be required under pemalty
of disfranchisement and i ent for
perjury to refuse to pay any accounts pre-
sented later. - A great improvement in
the law is at all events possible, and we
look for a thorough bill on this subject
without delay. To the construction of
such *a bill the finance minister will be
able to contribute the results of recent
experience. If the government does not
bring in such a bill Mr. Borden will.

ONE KILLED, MANY INJURED
IN RAILWAY COLLISION

| Newport, Me., Aug. 20—One man was
killed, another -severely injured and
twelve others shaken and bruised and
cut by a collision of a workmen’s train
and a coal train on the main line of the
Maine Central Railway at Etna, a few
miles east of here, tonight.

The dead: Stephen B.
ville (Me.) -

Severely injured: George Delaware,
compound fracture of leg.

QOthers injured were Omar Girard \and
John O’Neil, who suffered cuts and
bruises. The injured ones mentioned and
two others were taken to the Eastern
Maine Hospital at Bangor but the others
were discharged after®they had been ex-
amined by physicians there, It is ex
pected that Girard and O'Neil will be al-
lowed to leave the  hospital tomorrow
morning as their injuries are slight. A
number of others who were shaken up and
bruised by the collision were sent to their
homes in Waterville.

The accident happened at a curve, at
one side of which is a_wall or ledge of
jagged rocks, and most of the injuries
were caused by the men being  hurled
sidewise against the face of this ledge.
Stephen Dyer was riding on the pilot of
the locomotive of the workmen’s train
and was killed under the wheels of the
other engine.

APPEALS FOR AID

Natural History Society Desires
to Pay Off the Debt In-
curred on New Home on
Union Street.

thome on Union street. he appeal fol-

lows: - -

A public Museum of Natural History
and Arts is a means of instruction that
should be found in every city of impor-
tance, and is an institution to be placed
in 'the class with a public library.

It has been the aim of the Natural
History Society of New Brunswick to pro-
vide such a museum here, and latterly
it has had an opportunity to obtain an
edifice suitable for the purpose, both as
regards the size and permanence of the
building and protectiog against fire risk.

The situation of the building is an ex-
cellent. one, - being central for the city
and close to the High-School and Public
Library.

Tts lines of activity in the past is a
guarantee for what the Natural History
Society may accomplish in the future
with a handsome and well equipped build-
ing, such as is now in its hands.

Much that is known of the Natural His-
tory and Geology of New Brunswick has

the members of this society,
museum collections stand as a tangible
record of their work. =

In the mew building it will be possible
to. display to much better advantage
than the Society can at present, the col-
lections of objects relating to the differ-
ent branches of Natural Science, and
thus making them increasingly useful in
the teaching of science, and to the general
lplﬂ)]i(‘. 1

The museum contains also the Gesner
collection formerly lodged in the Mech-
anics Institute, which consists of Natural
History and Ethnological collections, and
the first collection of minerals and geolo-
gical specimens that was made by a gov-
,ernment geological survey in Canada.
These collections have been added to from
time to time so that those. from New
Bmmswick are of great extent and vari-
ety. There ig also a large Herbarinm
showing the plants, shrubs and trees of
the province,

These collections: have been used for
many years, by the:society in connection
with the lectures on science and art that
have been delivered in its rooms, many of
them free to the public and quite a num-
ber designed especially for the instruc-
tion of school children.

An institution of this kind is also use-
ful in giving to visitors and tourists a
knowledge of objects of interest and value,
found in the provinces, and tourists when
shut out by unfavorable weather from
the enjoyment of the natural beauties
around St. John, inquire for a public mu-
seum where they may find objects of in-
terest relating to its history and resour-
ces. This the Natural History Society
endeavours to provide.

The Society having invested all its
available funds, in the purchase of the
new building and having incurred fur-
ther liabilities in connection therewith,
is now under the mecessity of making an
appeal to the general public for support
and assistance in its philanthropic un-
dertaking, and solicits subscriptions.
