Walter Cavanaugh of Sussex Tells
Vivid Stery of Bombardment;
e ‘

The following letter was received re-
cently by Mrs. J. W. Gamblin of Sus-
sex, from Private C. Walter Cavanagh,
who enlisted from Pearsonville with the
Sixth C .M. R., and later was transfer-
red to the Fifth C. M. R. At the time
of enlisting Walter was only seventeen
years of age.

Farm Camp, .-Woodcote Park,
Epsom, Surrey, England.
Dear Friend:

Just a few lines to let you know I
am still in the land of the living. I
suppose you know before this that the
Germans have been playing —— with
me. It was the 2nd of June that I got
wounded, and you can take it from me
that I was glad to- get out of it. It was
at Ypres. I had been in the fronmt line
for nine days without getting out for
a rest, when on the morning of the 2nd
they began a terrible bombardment on
our front line, also on our reserves. We
could hear nothing but the explosion of
shells, trench mortars, aerial torpedoes,
and rifle grenades tearing our trenches
to pieces till we had no trenches left,
buryi men alive, killing others, and
:(tlhen ucky enough to get away wound-

It was through trying to dig out some
men that had been buried that I got
my first wound. Lieutenant Fish, an
officer 1 was with, and myself started
to dig the men out. We had just got
nicely started when a’trench mortar ex-
ploded about ten yards from us, the
concussion from it knocking us both
down. I ﬁ a plece of shrapnel in my
shoulder. eutenant Fish was wounded
in the back. We scrambled up as quick
as we could. We were both so deaf that
we could not hear the shells bursting.
Througlt loss of blrod, Lieutenant Fish
was getiing quite weak. He said we
better try and get to the dressing sta-
tion. We could only go a short way and
then lay down to rest. All the time shells
were bursting around us.

We had only gone a short way when | ed.

a shell exploded close to us and this
time we were both buried.- I managed
to crawl out, and then I pulled the lieu-
tenant out. This time I got a piece inl
the head, and, luckily for him, he wasn’t;
hit. I lost both rifie and ammunition.
Well, again we started, and were nearly
to the dressing station when I caught
my foot in a wire, and down I was again. |
I got up and made a dash forward again,
when another piece of shrapnel struck
me in the throat, about half an inch
from the -‘ndpipe. Now the blood was
just streaming out of me. My shirt and
pants were soaking with blood.

I got to the dressing station and the'
doctor bandaged my wounds as best he
could, and ordered me to the clearing
station. It was here that Lieutenant
Fish and I parted after being with him
four months.

Thanks to the stretcher bearers, 1
got out safe. Was sent to the base hos-
pital. I was there two days. Was sent
then to England with a lot more to a
hospital at Portsmouth. Oh, wasn’t I
glad to get back to England, where I
got a nice soft, clean bed, with white
sheets, and d food.

It was there that they operated on
me and took the <hrapne] out of me.
They kept me there unt/i my wound
began to heal a little. Then I was sent
to hospital where I now am.

Who do you think I met? Nobody
else but my brother, Viacent. He came
to England about thre¢ months ago suf-
fering from shell shock.

While they will be increased in the ag-
gregate, sensational values in some
places and stagnation in others will ‘be

less likely, and' real estate will be put|’

upon a more stable basis. A better class
of street and road improvements will be.
ingisted upon, and they'in turn. wils
.stimulate better improvements of the
abutting property. - -The . more  genieral
use of the motor car will result in a bet-
ter knowledge on the part of the citi~
zen of his city and its environs. He will
thus acquire a better interest in the im-
provement of  both and a more wide-
spread interest in. city-wide planning
will be developed.

“While the amount >f trafic on im-
portant thoroughfares wil be greatly
increased, the greater speed and flexi-
bility of the motor vehicle will permit
a much greater volume of ‘traffic to be
accommodated with safety in the same
street, provided:

“That the speed and movement of all
vehicles are contr:lled by intelligent po-
lice regulations so that the safety of
riders and pedestrians may be protect-

“That the width » commercial ve-
hicles is so regulated that the®number
of lines of tratfic that a street can ac-
commodate will not be reduced and the
capacity of the roadway seriously cur-
tailed. - :

“That the wheel loads are so restrict-
ed that.the sustaining power of street
pavement and foundation is not exceed-~

“Horse-drawn traffic requires relative-
ly light grades.  Motur cars and trucks
can overcome much steeper grades and
considerable expense can be saved in
regulating streets, as they can conform
more closely to the topography. The
greater speed of the motor vehicle will
also justify longer detours to avoid ex-
cessive grades and little time will be
lost thereby.

“While street corucrs and junctions
should be improved wherever possible,
manufacturers of motor vehicles should
understand tbat they must adapt’ their
vehicles to sireet conditions wherever
possible. The mobility of such vehicles,
the short turning radius for the heaviest
motor trucks and the ingenuity which
has been displayed in the design. of
trailers which will follow the tractor
without the cut’/ ing of corners, give pro-
mise that such adaptation to conditions
is possible.

“With the decreasing cost of light
motor cars and the promise of cheaper
fuel the number cf such cars will doubt-
less continue to increase. The prob-
lem of their accommodation ig public
streets will solve itself with th%lpmve-
ment of the character of road /4 .face, al-
though a serious problem will ve present-
ed in providing for the accommodation
of standing cars.

I did what I
could for them, and started back to my .,
own crew. On the way up the treaches
the boys were lying dead, dying and
wounded. ¢ :

“When I arrived at my gun I found
three of the boys hurt and one crased
and missing. 1 sext them all below in
a mine shaft. Lance Corporel Croueh.
am and myself stayed on duty. When
a Fritz began to cume over we started
to work our gun—to our sorrow, for
they had sent a shell over, putting our
gun on the blick and burying us. com-
pletely.

“Some of the men dug us out, and
we crawled in the shaft, too, only to be
buried again. .We got out of that and
crawled nine huudred fcet, twenty feet
down, in order to ®each the air. It war
hard work on our hands and knees. By .
the time we got out our trenches were’
all knocked down, and the dead and
wounded of both ;sides were lying

around. . :
“The shells were still falling, so Boyd

and I went back to the shaft and met _

Captain Schofield. ' We crawled in again,
and for the third time were buried. It
was then the mine was sprung and we
were gassed and almost killed. When
we got out this time theéy were there
to. meet us, and took the whole bunch
prisoners. From tne time I was made
prisoner I have been well treated and
looked after.

“We heard the Canadians retook the
trenches we lost, but it was not our
fault, for God knows our men never
flinched, and they were dropping on all
sides from shell fire. That day was a
living hell for us, The shells were drop-
ping around us by hundreds, and soms
of the German »>ffi:grs told us that it wa.
the heaviest bc mbardmcat they ever pu
over, for the length of time it las'
(five hours and a half.)

“Very few of our battalion got bacl
safe. But a braver or better bunch of
men never died on a battle fleld tham
those who fell in the openiug operations
of the third battle of Ypres.”

Corporal Feeney describes the town
in which he is located as a pretty spot.
He tells ‘his mother not to worryv. byt
expresses the hope that he may soon
be enabled to reach Canada.

’ ¢ TWENTY YEARS
(Carleton Sentinel)

Those who have ‘occasion. to do any
‘considerable amount of automobiling
throughout - Carleton county, are united
in the opinion that the highways gener-
ally are in a worse condition than for
twenty years.

London, Aug. 4—The latest blacklist
of neutral shipping issued today by the
trades divison of the admiralty, repre-
sents 152,656 tons of steamers and sailing
vessels unavailakle to British charterers,

on the claim that they are nbw or have
been engaged in unneutral service,

The latest list contains, in addition to
that list of names published previously,
the names of the followish ships flying
the American flag: Clara Davis, Fan-
nie Palmer and Oakley C. Curtis, all
sailing 'véssels.

These American ships have been re-
moved from the blacklist since its last
publication: Steamer Seneca and sailing
ship Edgar W. Murdock. Wagner liners
which have been captured by the British
and are now in the service of the govern-
ment while awaiting a decision of their
status by a supreme court, appear on the
list without any indieation of their na-
tionality, while the other Wagner boats
appear as American.

A large number of ships on the. list
are bracketed under a caption stating
that they have temporarily been removed
from the blacklist while under charter
to Entente Allied or innocent neutral
interests.

Events are ‘ot _mo;ing in favor of
Germany. While the ‘Kaiser, in his ad-
dress to’ the army, boasts of Germany’s
achievements in the war, and endeavors
to renew the faltering faith of soldiers
and people in" the face of recent dis-
asters and the obvious fact that the in-

itiative In the war has gone from the a

Central Powers, the German Foreign Of-

fice is making a bid for neutral sym-
pathy and support. In a statement to
the Associated press the Foreign Of-
fice repeats the falsehood that Russian,
French and British greed were respon-
sible for the war and says:

“Whereas, Germany’s enemles regard
it quite in order tbat they demand ter-
ritorial aggrandisements at the cost of
others, like Russia, who wants Constan-)
tinople and Galicia, like France, ~who
desires Alsace-Lorraine, and _the ' left
bank of the Rhine, and like Italy, who
seeks Austrian’ territory—they grul
Germany even that she strive to develop
herself enconomically in peaceable tom-

tion and they pronounce.this an un-
xﬂdonable sin against world’s or-
er of things.” ;

Of England’s attitude in the war the
German Foreign Office makes the fol-
lowing false assertion: !

4]t is openly admitted that Belgium
was only a pretext to Justify England’s
participation in the war which, was un-
dertaken only from self interest. Ger-
many must be destroyed. Germany shall
nmever more raise her head econor
por militarily. In this way the goal
of our enemy was more clearly enunciat-
ed during the second year of the wear.”

The next charge made is that the en~
emies .of Germany have set out to de-
stroy her completely, including her ci-
« villan population, and it adds:® - - -

“England wants a war of . destruction,

a war to the knife, which, according to

.plans, shall continue even after the can-

non is succeeded; for thé talk of ges-
--mmanent peace that they wished to “es-
"tablish has been drowned by the shout
‘that Germany’s enemies are raising over

the Paris economic conference.” :

After more of the same tenor = the
~Foreign Office makos a direct appeal for
sympathy of the neutral nations, whose
‘interests are alleged to be in great dan-
ger. Thus:

“One observes, therefore, in the asec-
ond war year, increasing violations of
the rights of neutrals in"the interests of
England and her allies. - These viola-
tions will also continue through the third
war year and even increase unless . all
signs prove false.  Whether on the neu-
tral side factors dre to be thrown
into the scale against this, Germany is
continuinﬁl with tenacity. the struggle
which will also in the long run prove
advantageous to the neutrals as shown
by their experiences with England; for
the ultimate goal of Germany’s struggle
is the freedom of the seas.”

In conclusion, to impress upon the
neutrals if possible the thought of Ger-
man victery in the end, the Foreign Of-
fice says: ;

“Building upon what she already has'

- achieved, Germany treads the threshold
of the third year of the war with un-
shaken confidence. But the goal has not
yet been reached for the enemy has not
yet come to see the impossibility of
subjugating Germany.” : .

blow until we have won that victory by
force of arms which will ensuge an en-
during peace.”

HEALTH AND HOUSING.
The follqwing paragraph from the re-
port of the chief health officer, Dr. G.
G. Melvin, in relation to health and

housing, ought to recelve a good deal
more consideration than. is usually ac-
corded such matterss—
hat the conditions sre yet far from
ideal, of course, goes without saying; in-
deed no improvement at all approaching
complete satisfaction is possible so long
as such considerable areas of the city
continue to be covéred by so inferior a
clasg of houses. I also regret to say that
in more districts than one houses are
ng erected where the obstacles to good
rainage are so great that sanit con-
ditions will be almost unattainable.”
This is a matter closely affecting /the
health of the whole community. So long
as there are unsanitary houses there is
danger to the public health, to say mo-
thing of the effect upon families, and
especially the children, living under such
conditions. Surely there should be some
.authority to prevent the erection of
houses where proper sanitation. is not
\evailable, and the same authority should
condemn old houses that are not fit for
human habitation. High rents will drive

dge | tenants to such places as long as such

places exist. .

Of course the problem is not peculiar
to St. John. Halifax has similar condi-
tions, and the following article from the
Recorder applies to St. John as well as
to ‘the sister cltyi—

on is made for the official in-
spection of factories and plants wherein
men and -women labor, and the law
forces those respomsible to make such
premises clean, airy, well ventilated and
ganitary in order that the workers may
not suffer in health; rightly believing
that the health of the people is the ma-
tion’s most valuable asset. The law also

houses in such a manner as to provide
ample light, heat and pure air for the
children in attendance. Costly sewetage

systems
fties in order that all dangerous and of-
fensive matter shall be disposed of read-
and harmlessly. 'The streets are daily
sprinkled to keep down the dust, which
is largely filth and a disease. carrier, as
well as a physical annoyance, and at cer-
tain intervals; the streets are swept cl
of all loose. surface dirt, and the cdtch-
pits are cleaned out and the material
hauled away. All these things are done
for sanitary réasons and for the better
Hving and comfort of the people.
“Now, while all these and more be-
sides are performed with such laudable
alms in view, a most.grave neglect is
permitted In conmection with a matter of
even more importance than all, namely
the permitting of families to occupy un-
comfortable, unsanitary and otherwise
objectionable dwellings within the city’s
bounds. And yet the home surround-
ings are vastly more important than all
else in their effects on both the health
and character of the population, par-

therefore be as much the responsibility
of the po that-be to look after the
housing the people as to look after
the places of work and. the buildings
wherein they are educated. There can
be no doubt whatever that a great num-
ber of tenements are tolerated in Hali-
fax which are not fitted for human habi-
tation. Within a brief time, at any rate,
and probably even now, not a few of
such houses had no sewer connections,
even though situated in those parts of
the city where such could be matle
quite easily. Tn not a few old places
the ‘toilets’ are no doubt kept in a dread-
ful condition, and not enough repairs arg
made to even make the roofs ra.ln-proﬁ

“But there is another side to the ques-
tion and a most important onme. Why
do people choose to live in defective and
unsanitafy tenements? Simply because

The second fact that may have vital
bearing was this: That while Celia

| Adams was visiting relatives in East-

port last year, Dr. Wilford E. Harris,
of Boston, a native of Nova Scotia,
whom Atwood shot, paid her a visit to
which her relatives objected.

Dr. Atwood after shooting Dr. Harris,
told the police that he did so because the
girl he loved had told him Dr. Harris
had betrayed her.

When Dr. Atwood comes to trial, this |

visit of Dr. Harris to Eastport will be
an important consideration in determin-
ing whether Dr. Harris did betray the
girl, as Dr. Atwood charged.

Dr. Harris, before he died, flatly de-
nied it. >

The investigation in FEastport made
it appear probable that the girl’s fam-
ily knew she had committed suicide soon
after her death.

Dr. Clifford Hervey, the physician call-
ed when she was found dying, said

“If the family chose to tell all -they
know, this mystery would be as simple
as a problem in addition.

“Jt’s a case of suicide, pure and simple
and that’s all there is to it. It may
have been a suicide pact between two
people, one of whom failed to fulfill his
share of the contract. But that I can-
not say positively.”

When the -letter written by Celia
Adams to her grandmother, which shows
that she gave up her engagement to Dr.
Atwood and determined on. suicide.

came to'light, it was reported that the
girP’s ‘mother and brother had each re-
ceived similar suicide notes.

This, however, they denied.

'The mystery in the death of Miss
Adams is largely if not wholly dispelled
since the receipt of her letter to her
grandmother, which starts off by saying
that she “will never marry him (At-
wood) as feared” This letter could
hardly be interpreted in any other way
than as meaning that she planned to end
it all. Then again the receipt of the let-
ter on the very day her body was laid
upon the slab, would tend to further dis-
1pel doubt,

Dr. Jonah did say, however, that it
was possible that she might have taken
a headache tablet containing aspirin,
acctanalid or some other coal-tar pro-
duct. and at the same time have taken
a laxctive of calomel.

Why Stumpags
Is Larger Now

Lumbermen Tells of Great Increase
in Operations, Yielding Larger
Revenue to Province

(Moncton Transcript)

A gentleman interested in the lumber
industry directs the Transcript's atten-

all | tion to an article in our morning con-

temporary, entitled “The Stumpage.” In
the course of his conversation he said
that who ever wrote the article did not
know what he was writing about. It was
foolish to make such statements and
draw such deductions. The conditions
are altogether different today from what
they were a few years ago as to the out-

put,

On the Restigouche river for instance
a few years ago, that which came
through the Restigouche boom was in
the vicinity of 75,000,000 superficial feet.
The last three or four years there has
been from 120,000,000 to 125,000,000 feet.
Besides since the opening of the Inter-
national Railway through a section of
Restigouche County there are at least
five or six small portable rotaries and
one or two stationary mills that must
at least cut some 10,000,000 or 15,000,000
of lumber, which does not come through
the Restigouche boom. There is a little
more lumber cut in the province of Que-
bec which comes through the Resti-
gouche boom than in former years, but
the percentage of increase is very small
so that on the Restigouche river there is

[ crown lands.

Then take the Miramichi. Since the
Miramichi Lumber Company hdve
bought out the late William Richards
estate there has been a decided increase
in the output of that concern.

Take on the St. John river where the
Frasers alone have trebled if not quad-
rupled their cut. To our informant’s
personal knowledge throughout the,
province generally there are more ro-
tary mills cutting from erown lands as
well as ted than there were in past
years. a stumpage point of view
he can see no difference in the collec-
tion of stumpage than in former years.
Firms ‘that he personally knows about
are paying today about the same ratio
:isttheypddlnfomerye‘nntoquan-

.

The insinuation in the article which
he ¢riticizes, is an inference that the
amount of stumpage being collected on
a similar quantity of lumber today is
greater than in years under the
preceding government, but as a matter
of fact this is not so, outside of the al-
lowance for increased rates now levied.

‘The increase of revenue is subsian-
tially due to the increase in the output
and to the increase igc the ratio of'stum-
page and not to any other cause.

King Mourns Instead of Re-
joicing

No National Celebration

His Accession Was Occasion of
His Father's Assassination-—His
Career on the Italian Throne

On Saturday last Victor Emmanuel
completed his 16th year as King of
Italy. According to “Ex-Attache,” who
writes in the Pittsburg Despatch, he has
never permitted the event to be made
an occasion for national rejoicing. For if
it is the anniversary of his suyccession to
the crown, it is also the anniversary of
the assassination, at Monza, of that fath-
er, to 'whom he was so deeply attached,
and Who}m he still mourns. He invari-
ally begins the anniversary by visiting
the ungheon, where the late King Hum-
bert lies at rest, and after prayers at his
tomb, proceeds with the queen and his
children, to attend a memorial mass in
the chapel at the Quirinal, which has
now been restored, by order of the Pope,
to use for Divine service. Even if the

‘| anniversary were not saddened for Vie-

tor Emmanuel by the memory of the
murder of the late King Humbert, he
would feel but little disposed to approve

‘tof popular festivities and rejoicings, at

a mbment when for the second time in
his reign, Italy is in the throes of war,
and the greater portion of his metropoli-
tan palaces have been transformed into
Red Cross Hospitals, in the work of
which the ladies' of the Royal family
take an important part.

Royal Nurses for Soldiers:

Those who recover are not likely to
forget the care with which they were
nursed back to health by these royal lad-
ies while under their King’s own roof-
tree, while as for those who have suc-
cambed to their injuries it will always be
a consolation for their surviving .rela-
tives to know that their dying moments
were soothed by the kindly ahd sympa-
thetic hand of their two queens, and of
two princessés. But it is rot only in this
manner that the hold of the ancient dy-
nasty of Savoy on the people of Italy
has been strengthened, to a far greater
degree than anyone would have consid-
ered it possible sixteen and twenty years
ago. 'Not alone ‘has Vietor Emmanuel
shown “ himself the most sagaeious,
broad-minded .and enlightened of rulers,
in times of peaee, but he has also shown
himself admirable in the present wat. In
the Tripolitan campaign there was: no
occasion for him to take the field. More-
over, he vwas urgently needed, at the
time, in Rome, in order to deal:withf
all sorts of difficult questions:that:weg
cropping up with the various grea.k&)
ers, - especially with"Germany and+
tria, in connection with Italy’s war up-
on Turkey.

most eminent statesmen and soldiers of
the kingdom, committed Italy to an es-
pousal of the cause of the powers of the
Fntente, he has been at the front almost
uninterruptedly, his Visits to Romie, tb
his wife and children, having been' very
few and far between, and then only for
the briefest period, and ‘when his pres-
ence at the Eternal City was needed- for
some business of state of a particularly
pressing and important character. While
he has ‘thus been on the front, sharing
all the hardships and fatigues of his of-
ficers and soldiers, eating their fare, and
sharing their dug-outs, their huts, and
their tents, he has not attempted in any
way to interfere with the operations of
Generalissimo Count Cadorna.

_.1857. | As a boy he attended the public
schools of the. cify, but, while prepar-

necessitated his suspending his studies
for a time. After spending two years
in Europe under a tutor he returned
home, and entered Adams Academy at
Quincy, where he fitted for college.

His studivs at Harvard, however, were
curtailed by a return of the eye trouble,
and sorely dlsappointed, young Jordan,
following the advice of an eye special-
ist, took a sea voyage to California.
.Started in Humble Position

Greatly benefited, he returned to Bos-
ton and declared his intention of fol-
lowing a mercantile life. He accepted
an *humble position in his father’s store.
His duties included packing and unpack-
ing and shipping goods—the work of a
“lumper”—but he asked no favors and
shirked nothing.

Notwithstanding that he was the son
of the great merchant who was one of
the proprietors of the establishment, he
was no different from the other em-
ployes.

Twice a year for six years
he made visits to the markets of Paris,
London, Berlin tind Vienna, for the firm
of Jordan Marsh & Co.

The fame of the establishment which
bore his own name was known all over
the continent and his judgment and
taste in the selection of goods made a

He continued to show such promising
business ability that on Feb. 1, 1880, at
the age of 28, he was admitted to the
firm. His indivduality, his originality
and his strong and vigorous personality
pervaded the entire establishment and
many of the features which have proved
so distinctive were of his origin.

He conceived the idea of many mis-
cellaneous departments, which were im-
mediately successful.

Became Lover of Art Early

, Mr. Jordan was a lover of art almost
from childhoo®. His love for pictures
developed so strongly that at the age
of 16, while studying abroad, he began
to make a private collection. He also
numbered many painters among his
friends, even as a youth, and it has.been

During the development of his artis-
tic téndencies, he did not neglect his
musical educution; indeed, his fondness
for music was one of his distinguishin eg
characteristics, and he was, recogniz
as one of the leuding patrons of’ 3nnd
opera in the United States.

Mr. Jordan was an enthusiastic sup-
porter of art in his native city, particu-
larly of music, and the interest which
he manifested in the new Conservatory
of Music, Huntington avenue and Gains-
boro street, built in 1902, was only in-
dicative of the splendid things he was
later to perform for Boston as & mugi-
cal centre. '

His first gift to the Conservatory was
a ‘magnificent organ, costing $12,000. It
was one of the finest organs that money,
could provide, but not satisfied with
that benefaction, he subscribed $50,000,

Mr. Jordan was desirous that Boston
should have a music school capable of
turning out musicians and singers as
proficient  as..any developed in Europe
and he probably did more than any oth-
er American in this direction for the
Conservatory has for years been regard-
ed as the leading institution of its kind
in America. The Contervatory had the
proud distinction of providing a large
number of admirable singers for the
chorus of the BostonOpéra Company.

His interest in the institution never di-
minished and only five years ago he pre-
sented the trustees with a lot of land,
containing 11,850 square feet, fronting bn
Huntington avenue, adjoining the build-
ing. The land was assessed at $81,200
Father of Grand Opesa in Boston

Yet Mr. Jordan had greater thinss in
store for Bostonians, .and the' dream'.of
his ambition was to give to ‘the city
grand opera on a gigantic scale.

For years Boston music lovers felt
the need of an adequate opera house. It
had none, and the meed so impressed
Mr. Jordan that he decided to build and
‘equip a building at his own expense,
providing a company with sufficient
capital should be organized to insure
its maintenance and provide a grand
opera company.

Public nplrited citizens came forward
and aided Mr. Jordan in the organization
of the company he desired, and other
citizens at once subscribed for the 54
boxes—$2,000 a year for three years.
That was all that was needed to assure
the success of the venture and to enable
Mr. Jordan to begin work with the
architects on the building.

‘The beautiful Boston Opera House was
completed in the fall of 1909, and open-
ed for the first performance Nov. 8 of
that year. The acoustic properties were
perfect and the whole interior arrange-
ment was not only adequate, but digni-
fied and refined. Good taste and sound
judgment, were combined in everything
pertaining to the opera house, to the
interior decorations and furnishings, to
the foyers and lounging rooms, and to
the utilities which contribute to the
public comfort.

Operatic Boston was in ecstacies of
delight and Mr. Jordan, “the father of
grand opera in Boston,” was as en-
thusiastic as any.

The summer before the (pening of the
opera house he traveled extensively in
Europe, but though he dropped business
cares he devoted much time and atten-
tion to the operatic interests of Boston,
in whose behalf he had become so ac-
tively identified. During this trip he
was instrumental in engaging many
stars for the Boston company.

Gave Use of Opera House Free

On the opening night Mr. Jordan re-
flected the joy he felt when he appeared
before the curtain, in response to de-
mands for him, and said: “I know by
your applause that you are satisfied,
because it is a most beautiful theatre,
and I think future generations of Bos-
tonians will be thankful that they have
the privilege of sitting in it.” i

For several seasons Mr. Jordan re-
mained an ardent supporter of the
opera house, and, when it became ap-
parent that a guaranty fund of_ 8150,000°
a year for three years was necessary
for the continuance of grand opera, he
generously agreed, in 1912, to contribute

And so the Boston Opera House ex-
isted and Bostonians revsled in' grand
opera. until the outbreak of the Euro-
pean war, when the conditions made 1t
impossible to secure artists. It was then,
and only then; that Mr. Jordan disposed

of his holdings in exchange for down-
town holdings.

Was An Ardeat Sportsman

Despite great exactions of his business
—he was one of the largest tax payers in
Boston,-as well as mai 1taming beautiful
estates at different times in Brookline,
Plymouth and abroad—he was an ardent
sportsman. In his earlier days he was
fond of athletics in geneiul, and he later
found diversion in yachting and in main=~
taining a noted stable of show horses.
In his later years he became an enthusi-
astic golfer.

Though MT. Jordan’s winter residence
was at 46 Beacon street, opposite the
parade ground of the Common, a site
?cupled by his father many years be-

ore his death, he had successively two
beautiful country estates, the first at
Chiltonville, a section. of Plymouth, the
last where he died at West Manchester.

Since Mr. Jordan moved away from
Chiltonville in 1907, the people of that
vicinity had many reasons to regret his

absence- and to remeiner thh grati- | ©

tude the' period* during ’which hé  had
lived among them, for during upward
of ten years he had annually given his
neighbors and the large number of em-
ployes ‘on his Chiltonville estate, known
as the Forges, a combined Christmas
and New Years festival, which took
place on the eve of the new year.

Gifts' His Permagent Memorfals "

He left as permanent memorials a fine
macadam road, two miles in length, be-
tween Plymouth and Chiltonville, a large
proportion of the cost of which he paid;

The distﬁbutlon Ywas
made by some one ‘in the role of Santa
Claus.

There was always a programme con-
sisting of Christmas readings or recita-
tions and something of a dramatic chai-
acter appropriate to.the season, intro-
ducing fairies and sprites in varied
dances. There was also high-class mu-
sic, sometimes in the nature of a can-
tata. Confections were distributed, a
turkey was given to every married man
and its equivalent in some form to the
unmarried.

The festival was one of the most im-
portant events of the year to many of
the people of Chlltonvxlle, who always
held Mr, Jordan in high regard on ac-
count of his neighborly kindliness and
the fact that he had opened up to them
during his identification with the town
many new avenues of employment.

Gave $10,000 for Hospital

In December, 1900, Mr. Jordan made
an unconditional gift of $10,000 to the
town of Plymouth to provide a hospital,
which had long been needed in that vi~
cinity, The hospital was built in 1902,
but was destroyed by fire &s it neared
completion, and before it bad ‘been oc-
cupied. Then the hospital was practic-
allly fully equipped at the time, and the
loss was about $19,000. Fortunately it
was fully insured and the work of re-
construction was soon begun, the dedi-
cation taking place in December, 1908.

Mr. Jordan was president of the New
England Conservatory of Music, direc-
tor of the Metropolitan Opera Company,
honorary director of the Royal Opera,
London, director of the Boston Dry
Goods Company, director of the Globe
Newspaper Company, trustee éf the Av-
on street Trust, and trustee under the
will of E. D. Jordnn.

His clubs were the Algonquin, the
Exchange, the Country, the «Eastern
Yacht, the Essex County, the Wollaston
Golf and the Santee.
